1.  PURPOSE





  To provide the MCA personnel with a hard copy of all information contained in the MCAF as of inquiry date.





2.  ORIGIN





  The MCAF Inquiry is output as a result of processing MCA Inquiry transactions (DIC ZAU).  Inquiry may be manually requested or mechanically generated as a result of other processing routines.





3.  FREQUENCY





  As required.





4.  FORMAT





  a.  Heading Line (Standard Identification).





  b.  Data Organization:





    (1) Sequence:





      (a) Major:  ORC.





      (b) Minor:  Inquiry Code within ORC.





    (2) Number of lines per page is variable.





    (3) Single-spaced between lines and double spaced between headings.





    (4) Page Break at end of each Inquiry transaction or page overflow.





  c.  Captions of Data Elements:





    (1) INQUIRY CODE - Designates type of output.





    (2) CONTRACT INFORMATION SUMMARY





      (a) MDN - Manufacturing Directive Number.





      (b) CONTRACT NO. - GFM Contract Number applicable to MDN specified previously.





      (c) CALL/ORD NO. - Call/Order Number of contract, when applicable.





      (d) STAT IND - Status Indicator Code (A = Active, S = Suspended, D = Deleted, E = Exempt, C = Closed).

      (e) DATE ESTAB - Date Established.  Date MCAF was established.





      (f) EFF DATE - Effective Date.  Date requisitions may begin to process against this contract.





      (g) DATE OF LAST ACTY - Date of Last Activity.  The date (two digit year, three digit Julian day) of last activity that is updated mechanically whenever any action occurs which updates the MCAF.





      (h) REQN CUTOFF DATE - Last date requisitions for GFM may be requested.  Requisitions for GFM will not be approved after this date.





      (i) AWARD DATE - Date of contract award.





      (j) CONTRACTOR DoDAAC - Contractor Department of Defense Activity Address Code (DoDAAC).





      (k) DLA REQNR - DLA Requisitioner.  DoDAAC of the DLA activity authorized to requisition materiels.





      (l) CONTRACTOR REQNR - Contract Requisitioner.  DoDAAC of Contractor authorized to requisition materiels.  (Field not utilized currently, as all GFM requisitions within DLA must be Center initiated.)





    (3) CONSIGNEE(S) - DoDAACs of activities authorized to receive materiel under this contract.





    (4) REQUISITION CONTROL SUMMARY





      (a) TY STK NO. - Type of Stock Number.  Designates whether item is an NSN (1), Part Number (2), Other (4) or School Supplies (6).





      (b) NSN/PN - National Stock Number/Part Number.





      (c) IMM - Integrated Materiel Manager.





      (d) AUTHORIZED UI/QUANTITY - Amount of materiel contractor is authorized to receive under this contract.





      (e) APPROVED QUANTITY - Amount of materiel for which requisitions have been submitted and approved.





      (f) APRVD DATE - Date that the most recent requisition was approved.





      (g) AVAILABLE QUANTITY - Balance on contract that may be requisi-tioned/issued.  Available quantity determined utilizing the following formula:  Authorized Quantity minus Approved Quantity, plus or minus Adjustment Quantity.





      (h) ADJUSTMENT QUANTITY - Quantity field to which manual or mechanical adjustments are posted.  Manual adjustments may be accomplished online, via SAMMSTEL Verb SCCA, while mechancial adjustments are posted via ICP to MCA Status transactions (DIC-CGF).





      (i) ADUST DATE - Adjustment Date.  Lastest date an update to adjustment quantity was posted.

      (j) REFERENCE NSN - National Stock Number of replacing NSN, if applicable.





      (k) REF UI - Reference Unit of Issue.  Unit of Issue of replacing NSN, if applicable.





      (l) CONV FACT VALUE - Conversion Factor Value.  Unit of Issue Conversion Factor - A factor by which original NSNs quantity must be multiplied to convert to new Unit of Issue.  (D - Decimal Indicator - Indicates position of decimal in Unit of Issue conversion factor).





5.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION





  This report may be generated mechanically or as the result of processing MCA Inquiry Transactions.





  a.  The MCAF Inquiry will be mechanically generated as a result of closing MCAF records and will be output to MCA personnel.  These reports should be retained for a period of two years and then destroyed.





  b.  Those reports generated as the result of an Inquiry will be output to the ORC of the requester, and should be retained until their purpose has been served.





6.  PROCEDURES FOR REVIEW AND PROCESSING





  a.  Reports which are mechanically generated provide an auditable record of data being deleted from the MCAF and are to be used by MCA personnel as needed.





  b.  Report prepared as a result of Inquiry will be used for the purpose for which it was requested.
