3.  PURPOSE, CONTENTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES 

  This appendix provides instructions for the research, correction, and reentry of Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization Documents which have been rejected from computer processing.  Violation Reason Codes are listed below.  The Inventory Accounting Branch within the Directorate of Supply Operations (DSO is responsible for processing all these violations with the exception of VRCs RU and UA; RU is the responsibility of the LR Monitor.  Responsibility within the DSO for VRC UA may be assigned at the discretion of the processing center.

4.  PROCESSING/RESEARCH INSTRUCTIONS 

  a.  VRC AB.  

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION 

      Violation Reason Code AB indicates that the input document contains an invalid or blank Losing Inventory Manager (LIM Routing Identifier Code (RIC in pos. 45-47.  

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED 

      Processing personnel should (a access the LRGF for the correct RIC or (b contact the activity indicated in pos. 30-35 of the input document in order to obtain the correct RIC.  The corrections should be reentered in accordance with paragraph 5 below.

  b.  VRC AF.

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION

      Violation Reason Code AF indicates that the input document contains an invalid/unacceptable Condition Code in pos. 71.  The acceptable Condition Codes are A, B, C, D, E, F, and G.

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED

      Processing personnel will process the violation as follows:

      (a) If the Condition Code field is blank or contains an invalid Condtion Code, contact the LIM in order to determine the correct Condition Code.  Revise the Condtion Code, as necessary and reenter the violation in accordance with paragraph 5 below.

      (b) If it is determined that the Condition Code is valid but not acceptable by the DSC, notify the LIM of the items not accepted.  Delete the violation in accordance with paragraph 5 below.

  c.  VRC AI.  

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION 

      Violation Reason Code AI indicates that the input document contains blanks in the document number in pos. 30-43.  

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED 

      Processing personnel will contact the LIM in order to obtain the correct document number.  The LIM can be identified by the RIC in pos. 45-47 of the input document or in the LRGF.  Reenter corrections in accordance with paragraph 5 below.  

  d.  VRC AN. 

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION 

      Violation Reason Code AN indicates that the input document contains an invalid Unit of Issue or blanks in pos. 23-24, i.e., does not match NSN or reference NSN UI in the NIR.

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED 

      Processing personnel will identify correct Unit of Issue as follows:  

      (a) Prepare an NIR Inquiry, appendix B-143, DIC ZCQ, with Action Code BR in pos. 79-80, or access the NIRF through SAMMSTEL Verb SNIR (see DLAH 4745.2, Volume I, Part 1, DLA Remote Users Handbook).

      (b) Upon reviewing the National Inventory Record for the correct Unit of Issue, determine if quantity should be converted.  If so, adjust quantity, pos. 25-29 and the Standard Unit Price, pos. 74-80 as required.

      (c) Reenter the violation in accordance with paragraph 5 below.

      (d) To notify the LIM of the actions taken prepare a Storage Item Data Correction Document, DIC DZB, in accordance with appendix B-261.

  e.  VRC AR.

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION

      Violation Reason Code AR indicates that the input document contains an unacceptable Purpose Code in pos. 70.  (The acceptable Purpose Codes are:  blank, A, D, E, F, G, H, M, and N.  Upon receipt, those documents not already citing Purpose Code A are mechanically converted to A.  All others, including numerics (Ownership Codes will violate.)

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED

      Processing personnel will notify the LIM of items not reflecting an acceptable Purpose Code and explain the reason.  The user will reenter the violation in accordance with paragraph 5 below.

  f.  VRC AS.  

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION 

      Violation Reason Code AS indicates that the quantity field, pos. 25-29, of the input document contains other than numerics or, if a reversal; the quantity equals zero.

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED 

      Processing personnel will contact the LIM in pos. 45-47 of the input document in order to obtain the actual quantity involved in the LR.  If the LIM states the quantity is zero, this means that the item was transferred but there are no assets available for transfer.  Reenter corrected quantity in accordance with paragraph 5 below.

  g.  VRC AY.  

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION 

      Violation Reason Code AY indicates that the NSN in pos. 8-20 is not numeric or unmatched to the NIR or if unmatched to NIR and the FSC Policy Table.

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED 

      (a) Obtain a copy of the procurement instrument from the LIM, through the LR Monitor, for the document number cited in pos. 30-43 of the violation and compare both NSNs.  Contact the distribution activity cited in pos. 67-69 and check the validity of the NSN cited in pos.    8-20.

      (b) If the violation was caused by invalid characters, blanks or transposed digits, request that the distribution activity submit a new MRD through normal channels after the material has been physically inspected to ensure the NSN is applicable to the item.

      (c) If the NSN is the management responsiblity of another ICP, advise the LIM to submit a new memorandum receipt document to the proper ICP.

      (d) If matched to the FSC table, the DE_ is routed to the correct ICP.

  h.  VRC BV.

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION

      Violation Reason Code BV indicates that the input document matched a previously processed document on the Item History File for this NSN, document number, quantity, depot location, ownership/purpose code and condition code and is suspect of being duplicate.

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED

      The SAMMS Item History File (SIHF should be queried in order to process this controlled violation.  The Item History File is accessible through SAMMSTEL Verb SIHF, (see DLAH 4745.2, Volume I, Part 1, DLA Remote Users Handbook).  If, after studying the SIHF, it still appears that this is a 

duplicate transaction, contact the LR Monitor and request that the LIM be queried as to the reason for the apparent duplicate DIC DEE/F.  If it is a duplicate, delete the violation from the Violation Control Suspense File.  If it is not a duplicate, process in accordance with paragraph 5 below.   

  i.  VRC HI. 

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION 

      Violation Reason Code HI indicates that the on-hand quantity in the NIR is insufficient to process the total DIC DEE/F reversal quantity. 

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED 

      (a) Determine if the quantity in the DIC DEE/F is correct by checking source documents or by contacting the LIM.  If not correct, enter the correct quantity and process in accordance with paragraph 5 below.  

      (b) Inquire the NIR by either preparing a DIC ZCQ or through the SAMMSTEL Verb SNIR (see DLAH 4745.2, Volume I, Part 1, DLA Remote Users Handbook to determine the asset position.

      (c) Request a THF (DIC ZQA or an Item History to research the cause of the DIC DEE/F violation.  If the violation is a duplicate of previous DIC DEE/F adjustment, contact the LR Monitior for clarification.

      (d) Check for an outstanding receipt violation and, if one is found, correct and reenter the receipt violation.  Freeze the assets if necessary and then process the DIC DEE/F violation provided that the NSN is not under inventory.

      (e) If the NSN is under inventory, the NIR printout will show a cutoff date and cutoff balance in the asset balance section.  Hold the DIC DEE/F violation until the inventory is completed.  Another NIR and THF/Item History printout should be obtained at that time to determine if the inventory caused the stock to be dropped.  If so, reverse the inventory adjustment and process the DIC DEE/F violation.  

      (f) When there are no outstanding receipt violations and the item is not under inventory or the inventory has been completed and the NIR/THF Item History printouts show no assets to reverse, review the THF/Item History printout to determine if there are any previous losses 

that can be reversed.  If reversible losses exist, freeze the assets, reverse a loss equal to the DIC DEE/F quantity and process the DIC DEE/F violation. If reversible losses do not equal the violation quantity reverse whatever amount is available and then use the on-hand assets to satisfy the remainder of the violation quantity.  Process the DIC DEE/F violation and release the NIR freeze. 

  j.  VRC PU.

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION

      Violation Reason Code PU indicates that an attempt has been made to process a DIC DEE/F and there is no matching due-in or receipt on the LRGF or there is no LRGF record for the NSN.  Violations which are generated for these reasons will be output as controlled.  VRC PU can also indicate that an attempt to process a DIC DEE/F has been made against an item which has not been involved in a Logistics Reassignment.  This determination is made based on review of the item's NIRF and finding no Type of Logistics Reassignment Code present.  

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED

      (a) Controlled Processing.

        Controlled violation indicates there is no LRGF for this item, contact the LIM to determine if the NSN is in error.  If it is, correct the NSN and reprocess in accordance with paragraph 5 below.  If not, delete the violation from the VCSF and return the DIC DEE/F to the originator using DIC DZG, appendix B-260, citing Reject Status Code AW.

      (b) Uncontrolled Processing.

        The LR Monitor should contact the activity submitting the transaction and advise of the error.  The activity should further be advised that assets which are excess to their needs should be reported utilizing the Materiel Returns Program.  (Refer to chapter 40 of this manual for specific guidance.)

  k.  VRC RU.

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION 

      Violation Reason Code RU indicates that the Acquisitioh Cost in the NIR is $0.00. 

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED 

      Request an NIR Printout, DIC ZCQ, or an SNIR inquiry, to ensure that the NIR does reflect a Standard Unit Price.  Notify the Standard Pricing Office of the Acquisition Cost of $0.00 and that an Emergency Price Change is required for this NSN, provide the NIR Printout for assistance.

  l.  VRC UA.  

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION 

      Violation Reason Code UA indicates that input document contains an invalid or blank Depot Location Code in pos. 67-69, or contains a Depot Location Code which is not in the Source Preference Table.  

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED 

      (a) The functional element assigned the responsibility for processing the Violation Reason Code UA will research the item to ascertain the appropriate Storage Location Code and to determine the Effective Transfer Date (ETD of the transfer/decapitalization action.  DoD 4140.26-M, Volume I, Chapter 6, imposes a time limit of 12 months from the ETD for reporting items under the Logistics Transfer Program.  

        1.  If the ETD has expired by more than 12 months, notify the reporting activity that any materiel located by the Losing Inventory Manager (LIM is to be reported under the Materiel Returns Program. 

        2.  If the time limit of 12 months after the ETD has not expired, establish a control and forward the violation to the appropriate IM for processing, in accordance with the following paragraph: 

          Prepare a DIC ZHA document in coordination with the Logistics Program Division to enter the depot location in the Source Preference Table as prescribed in appendix E-123 P.  Once the SPT has been updated, release the violation without changes, after verifying that assets are on-hand (SAMMSTEL Verb SNIR).

        1.  If the stock is to be redistributed, prepare an DIC A2_ in accordance with appendix B-5.  

        2.  If the stock is not required, prepare a DIC ZLC disposal document in accordance with appendix B-31.  

        3.  If stock is to be used in place, no further action is required.

  m.  VRC WT.

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION

      Violation Reason Code WT indicates that the NIR is full.

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED

      Contact DSIO-MSBA, through the appropriate channels, to have this problem corrected.

5.  REENTRY INSTRUCTIONS 

  a.  Review remaining data elements contained in violation output document to detect any other invalid data, and correct as necessary.  

  b.  Reentry method for violations is in accordance with appendix E-346 P or via the Online Violation Reentry Process.
