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         DIVERGING REQUIREMENT FAMILY HEAD AND I&S MASTER NSN(S)

1.  INPUT DOCUMENT:

  a.  DIC ZJS, Family Number Change Requirements, Appendix B-171.

  b.  Internally generated DIC ZIS, I&S Order of Use transaction.

2.   INPUT TO PROCEDURE DECISION CHART:

  Interchangeable and Substitutable (I&S) Order of Use (OOU) and Family Group Changes (Requirements).

3.  PURPOSE, CONTENTS, AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

  This appendix is applicable to chapter 27 and provides guidance to be used for researching diverging Requirements Family Number and I&S Master NSNs reflected in the NIR and output on the F-306.  In addition, if an attempt is made to establish a requirements family and there is no I&S family or vice versa, the F-306 will be generated.  The Directorate of Supply Operations (DSO) is responsible for reviewing the printout and taking corrective action, if required.

4.  PROCESSING/RESEARCH INSTRUCTIONS:

  a.  When two NSNs are reflected on the F-306 printout, the DSO should interrogate the NIR and TIR for both NSNs.  To obtain a printout of these files, use appendix B-143, DIC ZCQ Action Code AG for the NIR and appendix B-379A, DIC LTI for the TIR.  The requirements and I&S families are normally established as a result of technical decisions received from the Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO) that have been coordinated with the using Service/Agency (S/A).  An I&S family may also consist of related items that have not been through the item standardi-zation process but the user(s) consider them related.  In order to determine if the diverging NSNs have a relationship, the DSO will submit a DLA Form 1200, Request for Routine Technical Assistance IAW appendix E-279 P and forward it to the Standardization Division, DTO along with the interrogation printouts and any other backup documentation such as IOMs, DLA form 1152, Technical Guidance for Stock Management, etc.  The DLA Form 1200 should reflect the reason for assistance such as Request for I&S collaboration on NSN (enter requirements family head NSN).  The NSN is the preferred requirements family head and it is in an I&S family but not the I&S master.

NOTE:  Although the requirements family head and the I&S master do not have to agree, they usually will be the same.  All the members in the requirements family should be identified on the DLA Form 1200.  This will assist the DTO in reviewing all NSNs involved in a technical relationship.

  b.  When the DIC reflected on the F-306 is a ZIS and there is no related NSN, this indicates that the DSO should review the I&S family NSNs for entry into a requirements family IAW appendix E-171 P.

  c.  When the DIC on the F-306 is a ZJS and the related NSN field is blank, the IM will prepare a DLA Form 1200 as outlined in a subparagraph 4 (a) above.  Suggest reason for request (Enter NSNs) are part of a requirements family but are not in an I&S family.  Request I&S determination/collaboration.

5.  REENTRY INSTRUCTIONS:

  If the DTO determines the Requirements Family Head/member NSNs should be part of the established I&S family, the Standardization Division will input an LAS transaction which will eventually result in a revision to the I&S family in DLSC.  The approval DIZ(KAS) from DLSC will cause the generation of the ZIS transaction to update the NIR I&S Data Section.  The DTO will return the DLA Form 1200 annotated with their findings.  If the requirements family head becomes the new I&S master, no further action is required because the current Family Number field and the I&S master field will eventually reflect the same NSN.  If the Requirements family head becomes a member of the established I&S family, the DSO will input a ZJS transaction IAW B-171 to change the Requirements Family Number field to the I&S master NSN, to accurately reflect the standardization decision.

NOTE:  Any manual attempt to establish the requirements family as a new I&S family when one or more of the NSNs including the family head is already in another I&S Family will result in a reject from DLSC with Return Code BY.
