1.  INPUT DOCUMENT 

  Request for Inventory of Multiple-Managed Items, DIC ZMN, appendix   B-258.  

2.  PURPOSE, CONTENTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES 

  This appendix is applicable to chapter 21 and provides instructions for review and reentry of the Request for Inventory of Multiple-Managed Items which has been rejected from computer processing.  Reason for rejection with applicable Violation Reason Codes are listed below:

3.  PROCESSING/RESEARCH INSTRUCTIONS 

  a.  VRC AB.  

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION 

      This code indicates that the Routing Identifier Code From is not the RIC of the preparing DSC.  

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH INVOLVED 

      Review source documentation from which the input was prepared.  Assign the correct RIC for the DSC to the reentry document.  

  b.  VRC AC. 

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION 

      This code indicates that the Routing Identifier Code To is not a valid storage location for this DSC.  

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH INVOLVED 

      Review source documentation from which the input was prepared.  Determine the correct RIC of location storing the items to be inventoried and enter reentry document.  

  c.  VRC BQ.  

    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION 

      This code indicates that the Inventory Cutoff Date in the input transaction was blank.  

    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH INVOLVED 

      Review source documentation from which the input was prepared.  Determine the cutoff date and enter in the reentry document.  

4.  REENTRY INSTRUCTIONS 

  a.  Review remaining data elements contained in Violation Output Document to detect any other invalid data and correct as necessary.  

  b.  Reentry method for violation is contingent upon type of Violation Output Document which is a local option and recorded in the Output Routing Code Table (appendix F-20).  The following codes are the various options with reentry instructions:
