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               DISPOSITION OF INELIGIBLE COMMINGLED STOCK

1.  PURPOSE 

  This procedure is applicable to chapter 14 and describes the review and processing of Service/Agency-owned stock that is on-hand, due-in, or due-out and is no longer eligible for commingling.  This will be based upon the criteria which first authorized the item to be commingled and catalog changes which have taken place with assets remaining in the National Inventory Record after the Effective Transfer Date (ETD).  Refer to appendix F-28/F-28A.  

2.  APPENDICES USED IN THIS PROCESS 

  a.  Appendix B-4, Requisition Transaction.  

  b.  Appendix B-17, Cancellation Transaction (Customer Cancellations).  

  c.  Appendix B-42, Due-In Transaction Document (Other Than Contract Instrument Source).  

  d.  Appendix F-28/F-28A, Logistics Reassignment On-Hand Assets Not Decapped.  

  e.  Appendix F-167, Standard Supply Control Study.  

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT 

  The Materiel Support Branch and Commodity Branch (Item Manager), Directorate of Supply Operations, as applicable.  

4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS 

  a.  The Item Manager (Commodity Branch) reviews appendix F-167, Stan-dard Supply Control Study and/or any other available data to determine if an item has become ineligible for commingling.  Determination will be based upon criteria which first authorized the item to be commingled.  Refer to appendix E-042 P.  

  b.  Processing personnel of the Materiel Support Branch will review the appendix F-28/F-28A, Logistics Reassignment On-Hand Assets Not Decapped, to determine items reflected under a Service/Agency-ownership account that are ineligible for commingling as result of a catalog change.  

  c.  Processing personnel will check infloat documents, (including violation documents) to assure that disposition instructions have not been received prior to contacting Service/Agency ICP.  

  d.  Processing personnel will contact the appropriate Service/Agency ICP by means of a letter stating that the items have become ineligible for commingling and request the following:  

    (1) Disposition instructions to outship or direct redistribution of on-hand assets affected, i.e., appendix B-4, Requisition Transaction.  

    (2) Appendix B-17, Cancellation Transaction (Customer Cancella-tions).  

    (3) Appendix B-42, Due-In Transaction Document (Other Than Contract Instrument Source), to affect reversal of due-in.  

  e.  Processing personnel will retain copy of followup request letter for suspense purpose.  

  f.  Problems regarding on-hand assets or backorders will be referred to HQ DLA through appropriate DSC channels for resolution as prescribed in chapter 14.  This referral will be by letter and contain but not be limited to a copy of followup/request letter to Service/Agency ICP.
