SECTION 1  GENERAL

1.1  Node Tree Diagram




1.2  Narrative Description

  Logistics Reassignment (LR) is the transfer of materiel management responsibility from the Losing Inventory Manager (LIM) to a Gaining Inventory Manager (GIM).  LRs are accomplished on the Effective Transfer Date (ETD) so that uninterrupted supply support is guaranteed for items involved in a transfer.  Various actions must be taken by both the LIM and the GIM prior to, during, and after the ETD in order to accomplish this process.

  b.  Narrative Description

    As the management of assets moves from one Inventory Control Point (ICP) to another, actions to accomplish the transfer must be taken by both the LIM/GIM.  LIM actions include initiating the LR loss request, maintaining and reviewing LR controls, transferring management information, decapitalizing accountable data, and producing LIM information reports.

2.1  INITIATE LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT LOSS REQUEST

  a.  Node Tree Diagram




  b.  Narrative Description

    Logistics Reassignment begins with a request to change the Integrated Material Management (IMM) responsibility of a Federal Supply Class (FSC) or an individual NSN within the Department of Defense (DoD) or the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) from one IMM to another.  This transfer has been agreed upon by the IMMs involved in the transfer and approved by DLA and the applicable Military Service (MILSVC - DLA Transfers, Consumable Item Transfer).  Once the transfer is agreed upon, the LIM at the Military Service or DLA, begins the process by initiating a systemic transaction to the Federal Logistics Information System (FLIS) at the Defense Logistics Service Center (DLSC).  The GIM becomes the new IMM responsible for the procurement, supply support and asset management of the FSC that has been reassigned.

2.1.1  GENERATE LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT LOSS TRANSACTION

  The LIM submits a DIC LVA (Item Manager Coding Data Segment) transaction to FLIS to begin the reassignment process.  The DIC LVA transaction is an interrogation request used to acquire TIR data from FLIS.  The LVA transaction is  processed by FLIS and a DIC KIR/LVA (Interrogation Results) is sent to the GIM for each NSN being transferred.  The KIR/LVA transaction includes all the segments of the TIR (A, B, E, and H), also included is a Segment Z (future data) if applicable.  However, the most important segment of the KIR/LVA transaction is Segment 9 (Item Management Coding Data Segment), this segment contains Item Management data such as Procurement Code, Item Management Code Special Packaging Requirement Code, Unit Issue, Acquisition Advice Code and other peculiar management data including service data.  The ETD can range from 120 to 150 days for a Military Service and 48 to 60 days for an Intra-DLA transfer.  This is the date that the GIM takes over the IMM responsibility for the transferred FSC.  

2.1.1.1  ACCOMPLISH INTRA-DLA TRANSFERS

  a.  The Defense Supply Center (DSC) LIM prepares and submits a DIC YLR (Automated Document Identifier Code for L/R Within DLA) transaction with a Card Identification Code (CIC) L (FSC Mass Transfer or a Residual NSN).  The DIC YLR transaction is a  DIC used by DLA internally to initiate a reassignment between DLA Supply Centers.  The CIC is used to determine the type of transfer that is to be performed, such as movement of a entire FSC or only specific NSNs.  The LIM inputs the DIC YLR 

using the IMCPC program (USLFP251) developed by the DLA System Design Center (DSDC) and can be obtained by contacting the DSC personnel responsible for PC software.  An F-026 Report (Notification of LR) is produced to notify the DSC of a pending logistics loss.  Supply Operations personnel receive an F-441 Report (Notification to Supply Operations) that a logistics reassignment has begun.  The SMA builds DIC LVA transactions for each NSN that reflects an active Supply Management Status File (SMSF) at the LIM.  The DIC LVA transaction will contain an Output Routing Code (ORC) of UH8, UH9, UH2, or UH5 in the header segment depending upon the CIC that is input (CIC K for UH8 and UH9 and CIC L for UH2 and UH5).

  b.  The LIM automatically generates DIC YLU (Notification Record of Transfer of FSC) transactions to the GIM to request DIC LTI (Interroga-

tions) transactions for TIR data to establish TIR data at the GIM upon the ETD.  This TIR data is then used to obtain drawing number data at the GIM.  The TIR data must be present at the GIM prior to ETD.

2.1.1.1.1  FEDERAL SUPPLY CLASS REALIGNMENTS

  a.  A FSC realignment transfer begins with FLIS sending to the Service and to all DLA Defense Supply Centers a DIC KUE (New SSR Standard FSC Management Record).  The DIC KUE transaction is used by the Service/ Agencies to update System Support Tables that are maintained within each activities internal systems.  The DIC KUE transaction establishes the GIM as the new IMM for that specific FSC and is done prior to the LIM taking any action to transfer the FSC to the GIM.

  b.  The LIM can initiate the transfer of an entire FSC using the DIC YLR transaction.  This can be accomplished with a CIC of L (FSC Mass Transfer).  The ORC for each NSN will be a UH2 which is reflected in the header segment of each DIC LVA.  The LIM may also be required to input a DIC YLR to transfer a residual NSN.  A CIC of L may also be used for this transaction and will reflect an ORC of UH5 in the header segment of the DIC LVA.  The CIC (DoD 4100.39, Volume 10, Chapter 4, Table 137) determines the type of logistics reassignment that is to be initiated.

2.1.1.1.2  FEDERAL SUPPLY CLASS CHANGES

  The LIM can initiate the LR of an NSN with an FSC change using a DIC YLR transaction.  This can be accomplished with a CIC of K (Individual NSN with a automated FSC change).  The ORC for each NSN will be a UH8 which is reflected in the header segment of each DIC LVA.  The LIM may also use the DIC YLR to change a FSC to a new FSC that is managed by the same DSC without transferring the item to another IMM.  This is accomplished using a CIC of K and will reflect a ORC of UH9 in the header segment of the DIC LVA.

2.1.1.2  ACCOMPLISH MILSVC/AGENCY TRANSFERS

  For a MILSVC NSN, the MILSVC LIM submits a DIC LVA transaction to FLIS to initiate the transfer.  The DIC LVA transaction will be processed by FLIS and a DIC KIR/LVA will be sent to the GIM for each NSN being transferred.  The ETD can range from 120-150 days.  It is usually 120 days from the initiation of the transfer and will always be the first day of the month.  The MILSVC may use any ORC, except for Consumable Item Transfer (CIT) NSNs the MILSVC will use ORCs, KA_ (ARMY), KM_ (MARINE CORP), KN_ (NAVY), and KF_ (AIR FORCE).  

NOTE:  In the case of an FSC or NSN that must be transferred to the MILSVC from a DLA DSC there is no automated reassignment process.  The DSC must transfer the items manually.

2.1.2  RECEIVE LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT LOSS TRANSACTION

  a.  FLIS will return to the LIM (MILSVC or DSC) a DIC KIR (Interroga-tion Result) transaction response for each submitted DIC LVA.  The DIC KIR/LVA transactions are used primarily by the GIM.  However, the LIM receives DIC KRE (Return to Submitter) transactions from the GIM for unprocessable DIC KIR/LVA transactions that the GIM has received from FLIS.

  b.  FLIS receives and processes the DIC LVA transactions,  sending DIC KIR/LVA transactions with Segment 9 data to the GIM.  FLIS will also send to the LIM a DIC KNA (Notification of Approval) or DICs KRE/KRU/KFS (Notification of Return to Submitter/Notification of unprocessable Package/NIIN and PSCN Status) on the submitted DIC LVA transactions.  The LIM will correct and resubmit to FLIS the DIC LVA transactions that were returned with DIC KRE/KRUs.  The DIC KRE rejects are reflected on an F-304 Report (DLSC File Maintenance Reject Listing) that includes the VRC and Data Record Number (DRN).  These rejects must be corrected and resubmitted.  This can be done by obtaining a TIR of the rejected NSN and using DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 2 (Return Action Codes) to identify the VRC (Return Action Code [RAC] for FLIS).  A comparison must be made between the DRN on the F-304 and the DRN value that is reflected on the TIR.  By using the information given for the VRC (Return Action Code [RAC] for FLIS) and what appears on the TIR and F-304 (DRN), the proper corrective action can then be identified.  The reassignment process can not continue until these corrections are made.  

  c.  The LIM must resubmit a DIC LVA transaction on the DIC KRUs trans-actions to FLIS which were the result of FLIS (Transaction Management) not being able to process the DIC LVA transactions.  The DIC KRUs will be reflected on an F-304 Report.  The DIC KFS returns are reflected on the F-311 Report (NIIN/PSCN Interrogation Search Replies) and will require review, but no resubmittal. The DIC KFS returns are the result of DIC LVA transactions that were processed at FLIS on canceled NSNs.  The LIM can resubmit any DIC LVA transaction to FLIS via DIC YLR using the IMCPC program.  A CIC of L should be used for any residual cleanup.

  d.  The GIM processes the DIC KIR transactions and returns DIC KRE transaction rejects to the LIM for DIC KIRs that the GIM could not process because of invalid or pending future data.  The GIM DIC KREs are reflected on an F-435 Report (LVA Rejects Returned To IMC Submitter) at the GIM and an F-304 Report (DLSC File Maintenance Reject Listing) is produced at the LIM reflecting the VRC and the DRN.  To determine the 

corrective procedure the LIM must first identify the VRC (DLAM 4130.3. Volume II, Part 12, Appendix A-2) and the DRN value that is recorded on the F-304 Report.  Only the LIM can initiate the appropriate corrective action to correct this type of error and then must resubmit the DIC LVA transaction to FLIS.  The LIM can resubmit the DIC LVA transaction to FLIS via a DIC YLR using the IMCPC program.  A CIC of L should be used for any residual cleanup.  

  e.  GIM processes the DIC KIR/LVA data from FLIS and submit DIC LMD/ LMX (Multiple DIC/Multiple NSN) packages to FLIS.  

    (1) When Medical is the GIM, FSG 65 will contain blank IMC, IMCA and CIC all other FSCs will reflect a valid IMC, IMCA, and CIC.  An LDU will be built in the LMD/LMX package if MOE Rule DKX8 is present in the transferred MOE Rule data.

    (2) When C&T is the GIM, all FSCs will contain a blank IMC, IMCA, and CIC except FSCs 4240, 6920, 6930, 8475, 9905, and 9925, which must reflect a valid IMC, IMCA, and CIC.

    (3) The Automated Tracking Files and SAMMSTEL Verb SHAC, are not available at Medical or C&T.

  f.  FLIS will process the DIC LMD/LMX transactions and send to the LIM a DIC KNA (Notification of Approval) and a DIC KIF (Informative Data for Pending Effective Dated Transactions) transactions.  The DIC KNA is used to clear the closed loop process and the DIC KIF ensure the effective transfer date is set.  Both the DICs KNA and KIF are reflected on the  F-314 Report (Notification of Approval).  The DIC KIF will be recorded in the Automated Tracking Files, SAMMSTEL Verb (SHAC) and in the Ad Hoc PC Data Base at the LIM.  The ETD will be 48 days (adjusted to the first day of the month) for all Intra-DLA transfers.   

  g.  The DSC LIM receives DIC KIF transactions from FLIS and submits DIC LTI transactions  (ORC UHL, Interrogations) to FLIS requesting TIR data for reference number information.  This will begin the process of transferring technical data from the LIM to the GIM.  

  h.  The DSC LIM receives DIC KIR/LTIs (Interrogation Results) transac-tions from FLIS for the technical data transfer process.  The DIC KIR/LTI interrogations are then sent to the Technical Information Storage and Control Application (TISCA) in SAMMS.  TISCA will process this information by using the part number data from the FLIS TIR data.  TISCA will generate a DIC YB8 (Interrogations of the Technical Informa-

tion Index File, TIIF) and send it to the Technical Information Index File (TIIF).  TIIF will then scan for drawing data availability at the LIM and send a DIC YB1 (Reference and Document Number) and a DIC YB7 (Bid Set Data) to the GIM at ETD minus 45 days.

2.1.3  RECORD LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT LOSS TRANSACTION

  a.  The LIM receives the DIC KIF transactions and updates the all the Master files to position for a logistics loss.  Item Introduction gener-ates DIC ZRY (Catalog Change Notification) transactions reflecting a RL/RM Key Code and routes them to Asset Management to update the 

National Inventory Record File (NIRF).  Asset Management passes a DIC ZRY transaction to Requirements Determination to update the Supply Control File (SCF) and to Financial Management to update the Standard Pricing File (SPF).  

  b.  To maintain control of the logistics loss a LRLF is established at the LIM.  When Item Introduction receives and processes the DIC KIF, a DIC ZSL (Notification of Logistics Reassignment Losses) is generated in the SMA and sent to Asset Management to build the LRLF.  The LRLF contains data elements such as the NSN, GIM Routing Indicator Code (RIC), and the ETD.  

  c.  The automated tracking system will begin to capture and maintain tracking file records of the NSNs being transferred from the LIM to the GIM reflecting such DICs as LVA, KNA and KIF.  The tracking files are visible via SAMMSTEL using the Verb SHAC.  The tracking system is a excellent source of information to obtain current status and to research problems that might occur during the transfer.  Designed to assist in the tracking of CIT items, the automated tracking system reflects most of the DIC transactions that are related to the logistics reassignment process providing nine separate option items to choose from.  DIC KRE (SAMMS and DLSC) rejects can be viewed using the CIT REJECTS option.  There is a also a OVERAGE option to locate items that have been on the tracking file for a long period and most likely are hung up and require review and correction to continue the reassignment process.  

  d.  In addition to the tracking system there is also a Ad hoc PC Program available in MS Windows developed by DSDC.  This PC Program allows a tailored interrogation of the L/R data base with file save capability of both query characteristics and data search.  This program can assist the DSC in obtaining counts and specific data elements that are stored in the logistics reassignment data base.  This data base is established by a download of the CIT Automated Tracking files described in the previous paragraph.  The Ad Hoc PC Program is disseminated by DSDC and can be obtained by contacting your DSC representative responsible for your PC software.

  e.  The Provisioning Control History File (PCHF) is updated with the DIC KUE (New SSR Standard FSC Management Record) transaction.  Provi-sioning will process Supply Support Requests (SSRs) and send the PCHF, YDAD, JTSF information at ETD -30 days to the GIM.

  f.  For active SSRs, when DIC CXA/CXC (NIIN/PSCN) is received from the submitting MILSVC Inventory Control Point (ICP), the FSC is checked against System Support Tables 80 and 77 to see if the SSR belongs at the receiving DSC LIM.  If it belongs to another DSC the SSR is sent to that DSC, in this case the GIM and the submitting ICP notified.  When a DIC CXB (Part Number) is received from a Service ICP, there is no FSC to check.  The DIC CXB (Part Number) SSRs is reviewed by the LIM DSC and then rerouted to the GIM DSC.  The SSR in the Provisioning Control File (PCF) is broken into its respective DICs (CWA, CXB, CXF, and CXK) and sent to the GIM.  

  g.  When the LIM processes the DIC KUE it will be processed in the Daily Provisioning Cycle and passed to the Monthly Provisioning cycle.  When the DIC KUE processes, the SSR from the PCHF is broken down into DIC CX7 (Provisioning Control History File Transfer) records and sent to the GIM.  If the SSR has an Action Taken Code of 36, then the YDAD File is accessed to get the textual data explaining the reason the SSR was rejected.  These records are broken into DIC CX8 (CX5 Data File Transfer) records and sent to the GIM.  Also, if the SSR has an Acquisition Advice Code (AAC) of J (Non Stocked, Centrally Procured), the JTSF (J-Suspense File) is checked for DIC ZRP (Provisioning Support Request) transactions.  These DIC ZRP transactions are broken down into DIC CX6 (J-Suspense File Transfer) records and sent to the GIM.  When the GIM receives the DIC CX6/CX7/CX8 transactions in the Daily Provisioning cycle, the transactions are then sent to the Monthly Provisioning cycle.  When the Monthly Provisioning cycle runs, the DIC CX6/CX7/CX8 records are added to the appropriate GIM File (JTSF, PCHF, YDAD respectively).

2.2  MAINTAIN LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT CONTROL

  a.  Node Tree Diagram




  b.  Narrative Description

    The data utilized for the transfer is retained within the LRLF and used to control the LIM actions such as the timing of information transfer and the  decapitalization of assets to the GIM.  Information used to control the LR includes the GIM Routing Identifier Code (RIC), LIM and NSN, acceptable Condition and Purpose Codes, and information regarding assets transferred to the GIM.  This process includes the establishment of the LRLF information, backout of the LR controls, and purge of the LR control information.

2.2.1  ESTABLISH LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT CONTROLS

  A DIC ZSL (Notification of LR Loss) transaction is generated by Item Introduction as notification of change of Inventory Manager (IM) from a Defense Supply Center (DSC) to another IM.  It is generated when the GIM and the ETD have been established through DLSC.  The LR controls are established upon receipt of the DIC ZSL.  This process includes editing and validation of DIC ZSL transactions, and recording the control information.

2.2.1.1  EDIT LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT CONTROL TRANSACTIONS

  DIC ZSL (Notification of LR Loss) transactions are edited to ensure the data is valid.  Fields edited are:  LIM, NSN, ETD, GIM RIC, and GIM NSN.  Invalid transactions will cause the generation of a violation to be passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

2.2.1.2  VALIDATE LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT CONTROL TRANSACTIONS

  DIC ZSL (Notification of Logistics Reassignment Loss) transactions are validated to ensure that a National Inventory Record File (NIRF) exists with a Key Code which is valid for this type of transaction.  Invalid transactions will cause the generation of a violation to be passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

2.2.1.3  RECORD LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT CONTROL INFORMATION

  a.  Valid Document Identifier Code ZSL (Notification of Logistics Reassignment-Loss) transactions are used to establish the LRLF record.  Some of the elements utilized to build the record include NSN, GIM NSN, GIM RIC, and ETD from the DIC ZSL transaction.  In addition, accept- able MILSTRAP Condition and Purpose Codes, and the Date of Last Activity are recorded.   

  b.  At the time the LR loss controls are established, a DIC YPH (System Interrogation) transaction is  generated to the Procurement Subsystem within the Standard Automated Materiel Management System (SAMMS) to produce a Contracting Technical Data File (CTDF) Interroga-tion Reply - Technical Data, (Report Identification) PF72.

2.2.2  INITIATE LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT LOSS - BACKOUT

  When it becomes necessary to backout an LR action, the FLIS will send to the GIM and LIM a DIC KDZ (Delete Logistics Transfer) transaction prior to -60 days before the ETD.  An F-441 Report (Notification to Supply) and an F-434D Report (SMSF Established Record) will be output to notify Supply Operations personnel of the backout action.  Item Introduction will process the DIC KDZ within the date criteria.  A DIC ZA6 (LR Backout) transaction is sent to Asset Management to accomplish removal of the logistics reassignment controls.  Upon receipt of the DIC ZA6 a validation will be made against the NIRF to ensure that ETD has not been reached.  If the ETD has been reached, the DIC ZA6 transaction is dropped from processing.  If the NSN is unmatched to the NIRF, it is passed to the Violation Control Process.  If the DIC ZA6 is valid and matches the NIRF, Asset Management will send a DIC ZRY transaction to the Financial Management Subsystem (i.e., SPF).  

2.2.3  BACKOUT LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT LOSS CONTROL INFORMATION

  In order to cancel a Logistics Reassignment prior to ETD, DLSC will generate a DIC KDZ (Delete Logistics Transfer) transaction to SAMMS Item Introduction only if the date is ETD-60 or earlier.  As a result, a DIC ZA6 (LR Backout) transaction will be passed by Item Introduction to Asset Management to accomplish removal of logistics reassignment con-

trols.  This process validates backout transactions, accommodates the reversal of established logistics reassignment records from asset management files, and generates appropriate transactions to the Financial Management Subsystem.

2.2.3.1  VALIDATE BACKOUT TRANSACTIONS

  DIC ZA6 (Logistics Reassignment Backout) transactions are validated to ensure the ETD has not been reached.  This is accomplished by checking the National Inventory Record File (NIRF) Key Code.  If the ETD has been reached, the DIC ZA6 transaction is dropped from processing.  If the NSN is not matched to the NIRF, the DIC ZA6 transaction is passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

2.2.3.2  PROCESS BACKOUT TRANSACTIONS

  Valid DIC ZA6 (LR Backout) transactions are used to remove the Logistics Reassignment Loss controls.  This will also result in the generation of a DIC ZRY (Catalog Record Transaction) to the Financial Management Subsystem.

2.2.4  PURGE LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT CONTROL INFORMATION

  a.  LR Loss Controls are reviewed at the first of the month to determine if any loss records are eligible for deletion.  Deletion criteria is one year after the Date of Last Activity and there is no residual on-hand or due-in assets.  The Supply Control File is deleted at the Effective Transfer Date.

  b.  Monthly, the LRDF at the LIM will be reviewed to identify records eligible for purging to an archive tape (Deleted Logistics Reassignment Data, DLRD).  Purge of the LRDF records will occur two years after the Effective Transfer Date (ETD), provided no Active Contract File (ACF) record exists for the transferred NSN.  If an ACF record exists, the record will remain on the LRDF until all due-in or procurement action is completed.  Once records have been purged, records will remain on the archive tape for a period of five years before being removed.

  a.  Node Tree Diagram




  b.  Narrative Description

    Logistics Reassignment Loss controls are reviewed periodically prior to the ETD to produce inventory and Standard Supply Control Study (SSCS) requests.

2.3.1  GENERATE INVENTORY REQUEST.

  Two months prior to the ETD, the Logistics Reassignment Loss controls are reviewed for Classified/Sensitive Items (National Inventory Record File Category Codes E or U).  For these items, a DIC ZJA (Physical Inventory Request) transaction is generated to the  Inventory Control process.

2.3.2  GENERATE STANDARD SUPPLY CONTROL STUDY REQUESTS

  a.  At -60 and -30 days prior to the Effective Transfer Date, the Logistics Reassignment Loss controls are reviewed to produce DIC ZR9 (SSCS Request) transactions.  The DIC ZR9 transactions are passed to Requirements Determination to produce a F-167, Standard Supply Control Study, with Reason for Study Code LL.

  b.  The -60 day SSCS will be used by the LIM to discontinue redistri-bution actions, review Special Program Requirements actions, and review items with commingled assets.  The -30 day SSCS will be mailed to the GIM with status of assets held in litigation.

    Management information relative to items being logistically reassigned is transferred to the GIM prior to, during, and after the ETD.  Transferring this information includes selecting control information, generation of Intra-DLA and Service/Agency transactions, and producing transaction summary reports.

2.4.1  SELECT MANAGEMENT CONTROL INFORMATION

  Logistics Reassignment Loss File (LRLF) controls are periodically reviewed for the purpose of transferring information beginning at -120 days prior to the ETD and periodically thereafter for up to 2 years after ETD.  This review determines whether the transfer is intra-DLA or for Service Agency reassignments.

2.4.2  GENERATE INTRA-DLA TRANSACTIONS

  During logistics reassignments between DLA Inventory Control Points, inventory management information is generated periodically to the GIM.  This includes Supply Management, Technical, Small Purchase, War Reserve, Customer/Depot Complaint, and Contract History information.  Data may be transferred by Automatic Digital Network (AUTODIN), except Contract History, which must be forwarded via magnetic tape.  The data contained in the Contracting Technical Files are copied directly from the LIM to the GIM.  The Item Manager Scratch Pad is transferred at ETD.  This data is now forwarded to the GIM utilizing shared DASD vice using ENTRY/EXIT.

2.4.2.1  TRANSFER INTRA-DLA SUPPLY MANAGEMENT INFORMATION

  Supply Management information includes data from the Supply Control File, National Inventory Record File, and Weapon System Master File.  Data is transferred at 30 days prior to the ETD and at ETD.  The following transactions are generated to the Gaining Inventory Manager:

2.4.2.2  TRANSFER INTRA-DLA TECHNICAL DATA INFORMATION

  Technical Data information includes data from the Contracting Technical Data File (CTDF) such as packaging, procurement identifica-tion, and manufacturers' part number information.  This data is copied directly from the LIM to the GIM at -30 days prior to and on the ETD.  Additionally, a DIC YQL (CTDF Data Maintenance) transaction is generated at the LIM to update the Technical Operations Review Code field with an E using ORC SS6.  The following transactions are no longer used during Logistics Reassignment within DLA; however, the data is transferred via a direct copy process using ORC SS5.

2.4.2.3  TRANSFER INTRA-DLA SMALL PURCHASE INFORMATION

  Small Purchase information is generated to the Gaining Inventory Manager from the SAMMS Automated Small Purchase System and includes the DIC YRK (NSN/Cage File Maintenance) and the DIC YQZ (Vendor Master Data) transactions.  Data is passed at -30 days prior to and on the Effective Transfer Date.

2.4.2.5  TRANSFER INTRA-DLA CDCS INFORMATION

  The Customer Depot Complaint System information from the Customer/ Depot Complaint Systems Files (CDC2 and CDCI) is generated to the Gaining Inventory Manager utilizing DLA Depot Complaint (Closed Records) Transactions (DIC CD5).  At -30 days prior to the ETD, all closed records within the CDCS File are transferred.  Periodically, until two years past the ETD, any new closed complaint records are also transferred.

2.4.2.6  TRANSFER INTRA-DLA CONTRACT HISTORY INFORMATION

  Contract History information from the Contract History File (CHF) is generated to the Gaining Inventory Manager as follows:  -30 days prior to the ETD, all closed records within the CHF are transferred.  Periodically, until two years past the ETD, any new closed contract records are also transferred.

2.4.2.7  TRANSFER INTRA-DLA SCRATCH PAD INFORMATION

  Item Manager Scratch Pad information will be passed to the GIM at ETD.  The records will be merged within the GIMs Scratch Pad File.  The LIM will retain a copy of the Scratch Pad until ETD +90 days when it will be purged.

2.4.2.8  TRANSFER SPRs

  The Logistics Reassignment (LR) program generates SPR records from the LIM Supply Control File (SCF) to the GIM SCF by reentering the original SPR Request (DIC DYA) transaction, which was processed at the LIM.  The SPR data will be pulled from the LIM SCF, the record has a status code of PA.  In order to differentiate the logistically transferred DYAs created by the LIM from the normal daily DYAs and preclude reprocessing, an I will be placed in pos. 7 of the DYA internally.

2.4.3  GENERATE SERVICE/AGENCY TRANSACTIONS

  Periodically, starting at -120 days prior to the ETD, management information is provided to the Service/Agency GIM.  This includes supply management, backorder/demand, due-in, on-hand asset, and technical/ quality information.  The generation of this management information is in place; however, these transactions are not passed to the MILSVC GIM pending implementation by the Services/Agencies.

2.4.3.1  TRANSFER SERVICE/AGENCY SUPPLY MANAGEMENT INFORMATION

  Supply Management Data Record (DIC DLS) transactions are forwarded to the Service GIM and provide the NSN data such as Size (Unit Cube), Unit Weight, Last Buy Date, Date of Last Demand, Production Lead-Time, Essentiality Code, Source of Procurement, Requirement Contract Information, and Total On-hand/Due-in Assets Quantity

2.4.3.2  TRANSFER SERVICE/AGENCY BACKORDER AND DEMAND INFORMATION

  Backorder and Demand Data Record (DIC DLT) transactions are forwarded to the Service Gaining Inventory Manager to provide data such as the backorder quantity, backorder lines, and the demand frequency and quantity for the previous four quarters for recurring and nonrecurring demands.

2.4.3.3  TRANSFER SERVICE/AGENCY DUE-IN ASSET INFORMATION

  Due-In Assets Record (DIC DLV) transactions are forwarded to the Service Gaining Inventory Manager to provide information on the type, quantity and dates of due-in material.

2.4.3.4  TRANSFER SERVICE/AGENCY ON-HAND ASSET INFORMATION

  On-Hand Assets Record (DIC DLU) transactions are forwarded to the Service Gaining Inventory Manager to provide information on the quantity, Ownership/Purpose, Condition, and location of on-hand assets.

2.4.3.5  TRANSFER SERVICE/AGENCY TECHNICAL AND QUALITY INFORMATION

  Technical and Quality Data Record (DIC DLX) transactions are forwarded to the Service GIM to provide data such as Critical Application Indicator, Place of Inspection Code, First Article Test Indicator, Quality Deficiency Report History Indicator, and Purchase Description..

    Accountable inventory information is decapitalized when assets are transferred from one integrated materiel manager to another.  This process is accomplished at the Effective Transfer Date and also periodically thereafter for residual assets.

2.5.1  ACCOMPLISH ETD ACTIONS

  On the Effective Transfer Date, wholesale asset accountability for items being logistically reassigned is transferred to the GIM.  This includes the transfer of on-hand assets, due-in asset information, and backorders.  Also, LR Storage Information Replies are processed.

2.5.1.1  TRANSFER ON-HAND ASSETS

  At Effective Transfer Date, on-hand assets are decapitalized from the LIM's accountable balances.  This involves forwarding on-hand asset information and recording the decapitalization.

2.5.1.1.1  RECORD ON-HAND ASSET INFORMATION

  As assets are decapitalized, the NIRF is updated to remove the asset balance information.  The total on-hand assets and Date of Last Activity is recorded in the LRLF.  An image of the DIC D9F (Inventory Adjustment - Single - Decrease - Decapitalization) transaction is recorded in the 

Item History File.  An image of the DIC DZC (LR Storage Information) transaction is recorded in the LR Information File for reporting purposes.  The document numbers for DIC D9F/DEF transactions are assigned from the Document Control Table of the Distribution Policy File.  This file is then updated to record the next available document number.

2.5.1.1.2  GENERATE ON-HAND ASSET INFORMATION

  a.  When assets are decapitalized on the Effective Transfer Date, DIC D9F (Inventory Adjustment - Single - Decrease - Decapitalization) transactions are forwarded to the Financial Management subsystem for various accounting purposes.  DIC DEF (Financial Adjustment - Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization) transactions are transmitted to the Gaining Inventory Manager.  Additionally, DIC DZC (Logistics Reassignment Storage Information) transactions are transmitted to the storage activity as notification of a change in the Inventory Manager.   

  b.  Only on-hand balances in acceptable Condition Codes (A, B, C, D, E, and G) and acceptable Purpose Codes (A, D, E, F, G, H, M, and N) will be transferred.  Assets in unacceptable conditions will be retained by the LIM until they are transferred to acceptable conditions, returned to the vendor, or disposed.  Assets committed to special projects and those in Purpose Code L will not be decapitalized.

2.5.1.2  TRANSFER DUE-IN INFORMATION

  a.  On the ETD, due-in information is furnished to the GIM utilizing Due-In transactions DIC DDX (Procurement Instrument Source) for all due-in other than memorandum.  When the transfer is intra-DLA, memorandum due-in are also furnished both MILSVC and DLA.

  b.  The Due-In File is updated to retain memorandum due-in trailers.  The LRLF trailer is updated to record due-in asset information.  Additionally, the Total Due-In Quantity and the Date of Last Activity are recorded in the file.

2.5.1.3  TRANSFER BACKORDERS

  a.  On the ETD, the GIM assumes responsibility for wholesale supply support and accepts funded requisitions from all authorized customers.  At that time, the LIM will transfer backorders to the GIM, utilizing DIC A3_ (Passing Order) transactions.  In addition, DIC AE_ (Status) transactions will be furnished to the requisitioner for backorders transferred.  DICs A3_, AE_, and ZMD (Requisition Closure Notification) transactions are forwarded to Requisition processing area for maintenance of the Requisition History File.  DIC DG_ (Backorder) transactions are forwarded to Financial Management for accounting purposes.   

  b.  The Backorder File is updated to remove the passed backorders.  Also, the Active Requisition Control and Status File is updated with BM status to indicate that the backorder has been passed to the GIM.

2.5.1.4  PROCESS ETD STORAGE INFORMATION REPLIES

  Storage activities will respond to the DIC DZC (LR Storage Informa-tion) within 5 days of the ETD with a DIC DZD (Logistics Reassignment Storage Information Reply) transaction, advising the Losing Inventory Manager (LIM) of the quantity transferred to the GIM ownership.  Incoming DIC DZD transaction elements are edited to ensure the transfer quantity, ETD, and retention quantity are valid.  Invalid transactions will cause the generation of a violation to be passed to the Violation Control process.  Valid DIC DZD transactions will be recorded on the LR Information File (LRIF) for subsequent reporting on the F-276 (LR Storage Information Asset Discrepancies Listing).  DIC DZD transactions unmatched to the LRIF on document number will cause a new LRIF record with DIC DZD information to be built.  Otherwise, DIC DZD information will be posted in the existing LRIF record.

2.5.2  ACCOMPLISH RESIDUAL ACTIONS

  This process accomplishes asset decapitalization actions after the ETD.  It includes processing DIC ZLW (Decapitalization Activator) transactions, residual receipts, residual adjustments, residual litigation’s receipts, due-in adjustments, and storage information replies.  LR asset actions, process memorandum due-in followup/ reconciliations, and accomplish LIM to GIM due-in reconciliations all involve processing requests and generating replies with information needed by the GIM after ETD.

2.5.2.1  PROCESS DECAPITALIZATION ACTIVATOR TRANSACTIONS

  Inventory gain or loss reversals occurring after the ETD are not mechanically decapitalized.  The system will mechanically prepare a DIC ZLW (Decapitalization Activator) transaction to transfer these assets.  DIC ZLW transactions are also mechanically generated when necessary to transfer on-hand assets in response to a DIC DLA (Logistics Transfer/ Decapitalization Followup) transaction from the GIM.  This process includes editing transaction fields, validating against related files, recording residual assets, and generating residual asset information.

2.5.2.1.1  EDIT DECAPITALIZATION ACTIVATOR TRANSACTION FIELDS

  This process involves edits of specific fields to ensure data within these fields is valid for this type of transaction.  These fields include:  Quantity, Document Number, ETD, Ownership/Purpose Code, Condition Code and Management Code.  Invalid transactions will cause the generation of a violation to be passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

2.5.2.1.2  VALIDATE AGAINST RELATED FILES

  This process checks DIC ZLW (Decapitalization Activator) transactions against related files to determine if the transactions meet established criteria.  This includes checks against the NIRF, for a valid NSN, Unit of Issue, Key Code, and related on-hand balance.  The NSN and GIM RIC are also validated against the LRLF.  DIC ZLW transactions failing to meet established criteria cause the generation of a violation to be passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

2.5.2.1.3  RECORD RESIDUAL ASSETS

  Valid DIC ZLW (Decapitalization Activator) transactions result in the related on-hand assets being dropped from the NIRF Asset Balance Section.  The LR Loss File will also be updated with the Total on-hand Quantity decapitalized and Date of Last Activity.  An image of the DIC D9F (Inventory Adjustment - single - decrease - decapitalization) transaction is recorded in the Item History File.  An image of the DIC DZC (LR storage information) transaction is recorded in the LR Information File (LRIF).  The document numbers for the DIC D9F/DEF (Financial Adjustment - Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization) transaction are assigned from the Document Control Table of the Distribution Policy File.  This file is updated to reflect the next available document number.

2.5.2.1.4  GENERATE RESIDUAL ASSET INFORMATION

  A DIC D9F (Inventory Adjustment - Single - Decrease - Decapitaliza-tion) transaction is forwarded to the Financial Management subsystem for accounting purposes.  The transfer of assets is reported to the GIM by generating a DIC DEF (Financial Adjustment - Logistics Transfer/ Decapitalization) transaction.  A DIC DZC (LR Storage Information) transaction is also generated to storage activities to report the on-hand quantity transferred.

2.5.2.2  PROCESS RESIDUAL RECEIPTS

  After the ETD, receipts (DIC D4/D6) may result in the generation of DIC D4X/D6X (Materiel Receipts - Decapitalization) transactions to the GIM.  Only receipts with acceptable Condition and Purpose Codes will be transferred.  Processing these receipts after ETD includes generating information to the GIM and posting receipt information to the LIM's records.

2.5.2.2.1  RECORD RESIDUAL RECEIPTS

  The processing of post ETD receipts will remove asset balances from the NIRF.  An image of the DIC D9F (Inventory Adjustment - Single - Decrease - Decapitalization) transaction will be recorded in the Item History File.    The LRLF will be updated to record Total On-hand Quantity, Total Due-In Reversal Quantity (if necessary), Total Received Quantity, and Date of Last Activity.  Receipt information and due-in information, if necessary, will be recorded in the LRLF Trailer Sections.  An image of the resulting DIC DZC (LR Storage Information)  transaction will be recorded in the LR Information File.  The document numbers for DIC D9F/DEF transactions are assigned from the Document Control Table of the Distribution Policy File.  This file is then updated to record the next available document number.

2.5.2.2.2  GENERATE RESIDUAL RECEIPTS

  DIC D9F (Inventory Adjustment - Single - Decrease - Decapitalization) transactions are forwarded to Financial Management.  The on-hand assets are reported to the GIM via DIC DEE/DEF (Financial Adjustment - Logis-tics Transfer/Decapitalization) transactions.  DIC D4X/D6X (Materiel Receipts - Decapitalization) transactions are generated to the GIM to post memorandum due-in information.  Partial nonprocurement receipts may result in DIC DFX 

(Memorandum Due-In Other than Procurement Instrument Source) reversals to the GIM to remove remaining open memorandum due-in.  Lost receipts (Management Code L and K) result in DIC DDX (Memorandum Due-In - Pro-curement Instrument Source) reversals to the GIM to reduce the open memorandum due-in quantity.  DIC DZC (LR Storage Information) transac-tions are generated to the Service storage activity to report on-hand quantity transferred.

2.5.2.3  PROCESS RESIDUAL ADJUSTMENTS

  This process deals with DIC DAC (Inventory Adjustment - Dual - Condition Transfer) and DIC DAD (Inventory Adjustment - Dual - Purpose Transfer) adjustments occurring after the ETD.  Only adjustments with acceptable Condition and Purpose Codes will be transferred.  Processing these adjustments after ETD requires generating information to the GIM and posting adjustment information to the records of the LIM.

2.5.2.3.1  RECORD RESIDUAL ADJUSTMENTS

  The processing of post Effective Transfer Date adjustments will update the asset balance in the NIRF.  An image of the DIC D9F (Inventory Adjustment - Single - Decrease - Decapitalization) transaction will be recorded in the Item History File.  Adjustment information, if neces-sary, will be recorded in the LRLF trailer section.  DIC DAC (Inventory Adjustment - Dual - Condition Transfer) transactions from Condition Code L to A will update the LRLF Due-In Section, Total On-Hand Assets, Date of Last Activity, Total Due-In Quantity, and Total Receipt Quantity.  The document numbers for the DIC D9F transactions are assigned from the Document Control Table of the Distribution Policy File.  This file is then updated to record the next available document number.

2.5.2.3.2  GENERATE RESIDUAL ADJUSTMENTS

  DIC D9F (Inventory Adjustment - Single - Decrease - Decapitalization) transactions are forwarded to Financial Management subsystem.  Any on-hand asset adjustments are reported to the GIM via DIC DEF (Financial Adjustment - Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization) transactions.  DIC DAC (Inventory Adjustment - Dual - Condition Transfer) transactions, from Condition Code L to A, generate DIC D4X/D6X (Materiel Receipts - Decapitalization) transactions to the GIM to post memorandum due-in information.  DIC DZC (LR Storage Information) transactions are generated to Storage Activity to report on-hand quantity transferred.

2.5.2.4  PROCESS RESIDUAL LITIGATION RECEIPTS

  a.  When a decision is made on disposition of materiel in litigation, a DIC ZLD (Issue Transaction for Transshipment of Suspended Receipt) transaction is processed through Process Receipts.  Changes affecting memorandum due-in at the GIM must be accommodated in the LR process.   

  b.  If materiel in litigation is to be resupplied, the memorandum due-in must be updated at the GIM.  If the due-in was not furnished to the GIM (Type of Due-In Code (TDIC) L___), only a DIC DDX (Memorandum Due-In - Procurement Instrument Source) transaction will be generated.  Other-wise, both a DIC DDX reversal and DIC DDX replacement must be generated.

  c.  If materiel in litigation is not to be resupplied and the item has been logistically transferred, the memorandum due-in at the GIM must be reversed.  If the TDIC is a DIC ZDS or a L___, a DIC DDX reversal is generated to the GIM by the LR process.  If the TDIC is a S___, the DIC DDX reversal is generated to the GIM by the Procurement Subsystem.

2.5.2.5  PROCESS RESIDUAL DUE-IN ADJUSTMENTS

  Adjustments to the LIM due-in records after the ETD must be communi-cated to the GIM to update their memorandum due-in records.  This includes both procurement and nonprocurement due-in adjustments.

2.5.2.5.1  PROCESS RESIDUAL PROCUREMENT DUE-IN ADJUSTMENTS

  Procurement generates DIC DDX (Memorandum Due-In - Procurement Instrument Source) transactions to the LR process when changing procurement type due-in, such as canceling a contract or awarding a purchase request.  At the LIM, these DIC DDXs will be edited to ensure the date and quantity are numeric.  Also, the NSN is validated against the LRLF to ensure that the item has been logistically lost.  If the NSN has been logistically lost under a new NSN, the National Inventory Record will be utilized to locate the LIM NSN.  Invalid DIC DDX transactions will be utilized to locate the LIM NSN.  Invalid DIC DDX transactions will be passed to the Violation Control process.  Valid DIC DDX transactions will be posted to the LRLF Total Due-In Quantity and Date of Last Activity fields in both the header and trailer sections.  The DIC DDX transaction will then be sent to the GIM.

2.5.2.5.2  PROCESS RESIDUAL NON-PROCUREMENT DUE-IN ADJUSTMENTS

  After the ETD, nonprocurement due-in cannot be established at the LIM.  However if there are changes, a DIC DF_ {Due-in Transaction (Other than Procurement)} reversal may be processed to the LIM's records.  It will result in a DIC DFX reversal being generated to the GIM.  The reversal information is processed to the LRLF Total Reversal Quantity, Date of Last Activity, and Due-In Section of the trailer.

2.5.2.6  PROCESS RESIDUAL STORAGE INFORMATION REPLIES

  As a result of processing decapitalization activators and residual receipts, the LIM will furnish the storage activities DIC DZC (LR Storage Information) transactions.  Storage activities will respond to the LIM with DIC DZD (Storage Information Reply) transactions.  Incoming DIC DZD transaction elements are edited to ensure that the Transfer Quantity, ETD, and Retention Quantity are valid.  Invalid transactions will cause the generation of a violation to be passed to the Violation Control process.  Valid DIC DZD transactions will be recorded on the LRIF for subsequent reporting on the F-276 Report (LR Storage Informa-tion Asset Discrepancies Listing).  DIC DZD transactions unmatched to the LRIF on document number will cause a new LRIF record to be built with DIC DZD information.  Otherwise, the DIC DZD information will be posted in the existing LRIF record.

2.5.2.7  ACCOMPLISH LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT DECAPITALIZATION FOLLOWUP 

         ACTIONS

  DIC DLA (Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization Follow-up) transactions are transmitted to the LIM, by the GIM when asset/due-in data is not received within 10 days after the ETD.  DIC DLA transactions are processed against LIM records and appropriate replies and transactions are generated to the GIM.

2.5.2.7.1  PROCESS DECAPITALIZATION FOLLOWUP

  DIC DLA (Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization Followup) transactions are edited to ensure data within the fields is valid.  The NSN is edited for numerics.  The Unit of Issue, Document Number, and GIM RIC are checked for no spaces.  The ETD is checked for numerics and to ensure it is within range (valid day of the year).  DIC DLA transactions are validated against the NIRF to ensure that the item has reached the ETD, (the NIRF Key Code is equal to DZ).  The NSN in the DIC DLA transaction must match an existing LRLF record and the DIC DLA transaction must be received in the same month of the ETD.  The LRLF is also checked to ensure that a DIC DLA transaction has not been previously received and that the GIM RIC is valid.  Invalid transactions are forwarded to the Violation Control process.

2.5.2.7.2  ACCOMPLISH DECAPITALIZATION REPLIES

  In response to DIC DLA (Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization Followup) transactions, DIC DLB (Reply to Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization Followup) transactions are generated to the GIM with the appropriate Asset Transfer Status Code (ATSC, see appendix A-1).  Depending on the ATSC, on-hand, and/or due-in transactions may be generated to the GIM.  This involves generating decapitalization followup replies, generating followup on-hand assets, and generating followup due-in assets.

2.5.2.7.2.1  GENERATE FOLLOWUP DECAPITALIZATION REPLIES

  DIC DLB (Reply to Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization Followup) trans-actions are generated to the GIM in response to a DIC DLA (Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization Followup) transactions with the appropriate Asset Transfer Status Code (ATSC, see appendix A-1).  The LRLF is updated with the DIC DLB Date Sent, ATSC, and Date of Last Activity.

2.5.2.7.2.2  GENERATE FOLLOWUP ON-HAND ASSETS

  The LRLF is checked to determine if on-hand assets were previously transferred, if so, duplicate DIC DEF (Logistics Transfer/Decapitaliza-tion) transactions are resubmitted to the GIM from the Item History File.  Utilizing the LRLF and the NIRF, LIM records are checked to determine if additional acceptable on-hand assets are available for decapitalization.  If so, a DIC ZLW (Decapitalization Activator) transaction is submitted to the Process Decapitalization Activator within this decomposition.  The document numbers for DIC ZLW transac-tions are assigned from the Document Control Table of the Distribution Policy File.  This file is then updated to record the next avail-able document number.

2.5.2.7.2.3  GENERATE FOLLOWUP DUE-IN ASSETS

  The Due-In File is checked to determine if open due-in quantities exist which may be communicated to the GIM.  If so, DIC DDX and/or DIC DFX (Memorandum Due-in) transactions are forwarded to the GIM.

2.5.2.8  PROCESS MEMORANDUM DUE-IN FOLLOWUP/RECONCILIATION

  DIC DLC (LR Delinquent Due-In Followup) and DIC DLE (LR Due-In Reconciliation Request) transactions are generated from the GIM to determine the current status of open memorandum due-in.  This process includes Edit Followup and Reconciliation Requests; Validate Followup and Reconciliation Requests; Generate Followup and Reconciliation Replies; Retransmit Decapitalization Transactions; and Record Followup and Reconciliation Information.

2.5.2.8.1  EDIT FOLLOWUP/RECONCILIATION REQUESTS

  DIC DLC/DLE (LR Delinquent Due-In/Due-In Reconciliation Request) transactions are edited to ensure data within fields is valid.  The NSN, Due-in Quantity, and Received Quantity are edited for numerics.  The Due-In Date is checked to ensure that it is numeric and within range (valid Julian date).  The Storage Location, Condition Code, and GIM Routing Identifier Code are checked to ensure that there are no spaces.  Invalid transactions are counted and dropped from processing.  The Suffix Code is checked to determine if DIC DLC/DLE transactions need to be rolled up before processing.  If a Suffix Code is present, there must be a valid package sequence.  If not, DIC DLC/DLE transactions with the same Procurement Instrument Identification Number (PIIN), Contract Line Item Number (CLIN), and Call Order/Serial Number are counted and dropped from processing.

2.5.2.8.2  VALIDATE FOLLOWUP/RECONCILIATION REQUESTS

  DIC DLC/DLE (LR Delinquent Due-In/Due-In Reconciliation Requests) packages are checked against Asset Management files to ensure validity.  This includes checks against the NIRF, LRLF, and Due-In File.

2.5.2.8.2.1  VALIDATE FOLLOWUPS/RECONCILIATIONS AGAINST NATIONAL 

             INVENTORY RECORD FILE (NIRF)

  DIC DLC/DLE (LR Delinquent Due-In/Due-in Reconciliation Request) transactions are checked against the NIRF to ensure that the item is valid, the Unit of Issue is valid, and that the item has been logisti-cally lost (NIRF Key Code DZ).  If any fields are invalid, the DIC DLC/DLE package is counted and dropped from processing.

2.5.2.8.2.2  VALIDATE FOLLOWUPS/RECONCILIATIONS AGAINST LOGISTICS 

             REASSIGNMENT LOSS FILE (LRLF)

  DIC DLC/DLE (LR Delinquent Due-In/Due-In Reconciliation Request) transactions are checked against the LRLF to ensure that the GIM RI is valid and the ETD is greater than 91274 (this date was the implementa-tion date of Approved MILSTRAP Change Letter 49).  The LRLF Type of Due-in Code (TDIC) is also checked to ensure that it is a procurement type (TDIC D or F).  If not valid, the package is counted and dropped.

2.5.2.8.2.3  VALIDATE FOLLOWUPS/RECONCILIATIONS AGAINST DUE-IN FILE 

             (DIF)

  DIC DLC/DLE (LR Delinquent Due-In/Due-In Reconciliation Request) packages are checked against the DIF TDIC.  If the due-in is not a procurement type (TDIC SD, SP, or ZD), the DIC DLC/DLE package is counted and dropped.

2.5.2.8.3  GENERATE FOLLOWUP/RECONCILIATION REPLIES

  Based on the status of the LIM’s records, DIC DLD (LR Delinquent Due-In Response) and DIC DLF (LR Due-In Reconciliation Response) replies are generated to the GIM with the appropriate (ATSC, see appendix A-1).  The LIM LRLF and DIF are utilized to determine this status.

2.5.2.8.4  RETRANSMIT DECAPITALIZATION TRANSACTIONS

  Depending on the type of ATSC, DIC DDX (Memorandum Due-In - Procure-ment Instrument Source), DIC D4X (Materiel Receipts - Decapitalization), and/or DIC DEF (Financial Adjustment - Logistics Transfer/Decapitaliza-tion) transactions may be generated to the GIM.  DIC D4X and DEF transactions are resubmitted from the Item History File.  DIC DDX transactions, both reversals and replacements, are generated using information from the DIC DLC/DLE (LR Delinquent Due-In/Due-In Recon-ciliation Request) transactions and either the Due-In File or the LRLF.

2.5.2.8.5  RECORD FOLLOWUP/RECONCILIATION INFORMATION

  Followup and reconciliation information is recorded in the Follow-up/Reconciliation Section of the LRLF.  If the reply is ATSC AF, the Due-In Date in the Due-In Section may be updated.  Also, the LRLF Date of Last Activity is posted.

2.5.2.9  ACCOMPLISH LOSING INVENTORY MANAGER (LIM) TO GAINING INVENTORY 

         MANAGER (GIM) MEMORANDUM DUE-IN RECONCILIATIONS

  DIC DLE (LR Due-In Reconciliation Request) transactions are received from the GIM periodically after the ETD.  For those open due-in at the LIM for which no DIC DLE transaction has been received, when eligible for a reconciliation, the LIM will generate a DIC DLF (LR Due-In Rec-onciliation Response) transaction to the GIM.  This process involves reviewing records; generating reconciliations; and recording reconcilia-tions.

2.5.2.9.1  SELECT LOSING INVENTORY MANAGER (LIM) TO GAINING INVENTORY 

           MANAGER (GIM) RECONCILIATIONS

  The LRLF controls are reviewed after the 10th of the month for records which are eligible for reconciliation.  LIM to GIM reconciliation criteria is 90 days after the ETD and every six months thereafter for open procurement due-in assets when no DIC DLE (LR Due-In Reconciliation Request) transaction has been received from the GIM.

2.5.2.9.2  GENERATE LOSING INVENTORY MANAGER (LIM) TO GAINING INVENTORY 

           MANAGER (GIM) RECONCILIATION TRANSACTIONS

  DIC DLF (LR Due-In Reconciliation Response) transactions are generated to the GIM with ATSC AE.  In order to generate the LIM to GIM recon-ciliation, information is pulled from the LRLF, and verified against the current DIF and NIRF.  Also, a DIC DDX (Memorandum Due-In - Procurement Instrument Source) transaction will be sent to the GIM with the current open due-in quantity.

2.5.2.9.3  RECORD LOSING INVENTORY MANAGER (LIM) TO GAINING INVENTORY 

           MANAGER (GIM) RECONCILIATION INFORMATION

  Reconciliation information is recorded in the LRLF Followup/Recon-ciliation Section.  Additionally, the LRLF Date of Last Activity is posted.

    Several reports are produced at the LIM which provide information relating to the logistical transfer of assets.  Logistics Reassignment information is also included in the RCS DLA(M)26(C)MIN Report (F-080).  

2.6.1  PRE-ETD REPORTS

  The reports covered in this area occur when the item is initially established within the Standard Automated Materiel Management System.

2.6.1.1  GENERATE F-026 REPORT

    The F-026 Report (LR Losses) is generated as the result of a DIC YLR transaction that was input at the LIM ICP to generate a Logistics Reassignment.  It provides a listing of items being Logistically Reassigned from one DSC to another and reflects the DIC, Former NSN, LIM Activity, New NSN (If Applicable), GIM, and ETD.   

2.6.1.2  GENERATE F-084 REPORT

  The F-084 Report (Item Management Coding History (IMCH) Edit Errors/ Classification Reason Code (CRC) List) is to provide a source document for review of Quantitative Expression Data (QED) by the Directorate of Technical Operations.  It is produced as a result of IMCH (DIC LVA) processing during the Validation and Edit cycle for those NSNs assigned CRCs during the classification cycle.  This report includes the DIC, CIC, NSN, AAC, and VRC. 

2.6.1.3  GENERATE F-209 REPORT

  The F-209 Report (Provisioning Advice List) is generated for initial advice notification to the submitting activities, with DIC of the status of all SSRs that entered the Provisioning Application of SAMMS.  

2.6.1.4  GENERATE F-303 REPORT

  The F-303 Report (DSC TIR File Maintenance Errors) is produced when a file maintenance DIC (K_ _) has been returned from FLIS to SAMMS and can not be processed due to missing and/or invalid data.  This report is produced prior to any SAMMS Master Files being updated.  The DSC must make corrections of these errors before the LR process can continue and the SAMMS Master Files can update.

2.6.1.5  GENERATE F-304 REPORT

  The F-304 Report (FLIS File Maintenance Reject Listing Report) is generated when there is a FLIS reject of a SAMMS (L_ _) DIC.  It reflects the DIC that was rejected by FLIS and the VRC and also the DRN.  FLIS refers to the VRC as a Return Action Code (RAC).

2.6.1.6  GENERATE F-311 REPORT

  The F-311 Report (NIIN/PSCN Interrogation Search Replies) is generated upon receipt of DICs KFS, KFU, KIR in response to SAMMS DIC LTI interro-gations of the FLIS TIR.  It reflects the DIC and the requested TIR data.

2.6.1.7  GENERATE F-314 REPORT

  The F-314 Report (Notification of Approval) provides a listing of DSC submitted TIR File Maintenance transactions (KNA, KAT, KIF) which have been approved by FLIS.  It provides a printout of Segment M contained in FLIS approved File Maintenance output DICs KAT, KIF, and KTD.  

2.6.1.8  GENERATE F-325 REPORT

  The F-325 Report (ICP Rejects of DLSC Notifications And All Unidentifiable Transactions) is generated when a FLIS DIC KIR/LVA has failed to pass the ICP edits.  The LIM DSC must initiate review and correct these error conditions before the Logistics Reassignment process can continue.    

2.6.1.9  GENERATE F-359A REPORT

  The F-359A Report (MOE Rule Number and FSC Table Transaction Status Report) is generated as the result of a DIC KUE/KUC transaction that rejected when attempting to update or change the System Support Record Tables 75 and/or 80.  To correct this condition it will require a review of the rejected condition and a resubmittal of the DIC KUE/KUC transac-

tions by FLIS to SAMMS.

2.6.1.10  GENERATE F-359B REPORT

  The F-359B Report (MOE Rule Number and FSC Table Transaction Status) is generated when there has been a successful update of System Support Tables 75 or 80 from the input of DIC KUE/KUC (System Support Record Table 80 only) transactions.  It is a notification of approval.  

2.6.1.11  GENERATE F-391 REPORT

  The F-391 Report (Provisioning Rerouting Action, Action Taken Code YC) is generated to identify the Part Numbered Supply Support Requests (SSRs) which are classified to a FSC managed by another IMM.  SSRs and related transactions will be mechanically forwarded to the appropriate ICP.

2.6.1.12  GENERATE F-435 REPORT

  The F-435 Report (LVA Rejects Returned To IMC Submitter) is generated to provide a listing of  NSNs with Content Indicator Codes (CICs) A, B, D, F, I, M, I, K, and L which contain error conditions and are returned directly to the IMC Submitter.

2.6.1.13  GENERATE F-441 REPORT

  The F-441 Report (Notification to Supply Operations) is to provide notification of conditions in the SMA and the Item Management Coding (IMC) process which require functional review by the DSC.  It reflects data elements (IMCA, CIC, AAC) that did not clear SMA or IMC.  

2.6.1.14  GENERATE DIC CXI TRANSACTION NOTIFICATION

  The DIC CX1 Transaction (Provisioning Line Item Advice Card) is a notification sent back to the submitting Service to inform them that the SSR is being passed to the new IMM.

2.6.2  ETD REPORTS

  The reports covered in this area occur when the item has reached the ETD established within the Standard Automated Materiel Management System (SAMMS).

2.6.2.1  GENERATE F-028 REPORT

  The F-028 (LR On-Hand Assets Not Decapped) Report provides a listing of residual on-hand assets remaining in the NIRF at ETD.  It is produced at the first of the month on ETD for items that cannot be transferred due to unacceptable Condition or Purpose Codes.  Additionally, it is produced monthly after ETD for all items with remaining residual on-hand assets.

2.6.2.2  GENERATE F-276 REPORT

  The F-276 (LR Storage Information Asset Discrepancies) Report provides notification of discrepancies in DIC DZC/DZD (LR Storage Information) transactions involving NSN, Quantity, Document Number or nonreceipt of the DIC DZD transaction.

2.6.3  AS REQUIRED REPORTS (F-359)

  The LRLF controls may be interrogated online (SAMMSTEL Verb SLRC) or by input of a DIC ZDA (LR Loss Inquiry) transaction.  DIC ZDA transac-tions are edited to ensure that the Output Routing Code (ORC) is present; if not, the transaction is counted and dropped from processing.  The Action Code must be a CN [Inquiry by NSN] or it will be set to a default 'CN'.  All other invalid conditions (i.e., invalid or unmatched NSN) will result in a F-359 Report, LR Loss File Inquiry, with the appropriate error message.  Valid DIC ZDA transactions will result in a F-359 Report containing current loss control information.  LR loss controls may also be interrogated online using Verb SLRC, Option 2 (NSN).  Invalid or unmatched NSNs will result in an appropriate error message.  Otherwise, current LR loss information will be provided either on the screen or to the printer.
