3.4.2.1  VALIDATE ACCOUNTABLE TRANSACTIONS AGAINST POLICY FILE 

  a.  DIC DEE/DEF (Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization) transactions are validated against the Distribution Policy File (Source Preference Table) to ensure the storage location is valid.  The third position of the storage activity RIC is converted at this time to reflect the commodity of the GIM, if necessary.

  b.  Invalid transactions will cause the generation of a violation to be passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).    

  c.  DIC DEE/DEF transactions are also validated against the Distribu-tion Policy File FSC Table to ensure the FSC is managed by the ICP to which it was forwarded.  Transactions with FSCs managed by other ICPs are mechanically forwarded to those activities.

3.4.2.2  VALIDATE ACCOUNTABLE TRANSACTIONS AGAINST THE NATIONAL 

          INVENTORY RECORD FILE

  DIC DEE/DEF (Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization transactions are matched against the NIRF to ensure the following data elements are valid:  NSN, UI, and AC.  Additionally, a valid Type of LR Code must be present in the NIRF.  For reversals of DIC DEE/DEFs, the NIRF is also checked to ensure sufficient on-hand assets exist to allow the transac-tion to process.  Invalid transactions will cause the generation of a violation to be passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

3.4.2.3  VALIDATE ACCOUNTABLE TRANSACTIONS AGAINST THE ITEM HISTORY 

         FILE

  DIC DEE/DEF (Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization) transactions are validated against the Item History File (IHF) to determine whether a matching transaction exists.  The match is accomplished on Document Number, Suffix Code, Quantity, Storage Location, O/P Code and Condition Code.  Suspected duplicate transactions are violated.  After manual review, they may be reentered and allowed to process.  Violations are passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

3.4.2.4  VALIDATE ACCOUNTABLE TRANSACTIONS AGAINST THE LOGISTICS 

         REASSIGNMENT GAIN FILE

  DIC DEE/DEF (Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization) transactions are validated against the LRGF to ensure that a LRGF record is present for the item.  If not, the transaction will be forwarded to the Violation Control process.  After manual review they may be reentered and allowed to process.

3.4.3  PROCESS ACCOUNTABLE ASSET INFORMATION  

  Assets will be capitalized by the GIM utilizing DIC DEE/DEF (Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization) transactions.  This process will record on-hand asset information in the applicable GIM records.  In addition, required transactions will be generated to Financial Management.

3.4.3.1  RECORD ACCOUNTABLE ASSET INFORMATION

  Valid DIC DEE/DEF (Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization) transactions are posted to the National Inventory Record File (asset and management data).  An image of a DIC D8E/D8F (Inventory Adjustment - Single - Increase - Logistics Transfer/Capitalization) transactions will be recorded to the IHF.  The LRGF is updated with the Total On-hand Asset Quantity or Reversal Quantity, On-hand Asset Transfer Indicator, and Date of Last Activity.

3.4.3.2  GENERATE ACCOUNTABLE ASSET INFORMATION

  DIC D8E/D8F (Inventory-Adjustment-Single-Increase-Logistics Transfer/ Decapitalization) transactions are forwarded to Financial Management for various accounting purposes including maintenance of the Transaction History File.  Information from the DIC D8E/D8F transactions is accumu-lated on the F-051, Receipt Processing and Analysis Report.  The functional decomposition for the F-051 Report is being accomplished under the Receipts area.  Also, DIC DEF (Financial-Adjustment-Logistics-Transfer/Decapitalization) transactions from DLA Inventory Control Points which contain an AC different than that contained in the NIRF cause the generation of DIC DBD/DCD (Financial Gain/Loss Transactions) to Financial Management to adjust the dollar value of related financial accounts.

    Existing backorders are passed from the LIM to the GIM on the ETD as (DIC A3_ ) Passing Order transactions.  These transactions are posted to the GIM Files in the Process Requisitions area of Asset Management.  An internal DIC ZDB (LR Backorder Notification) transaction is generated to this process to post the Pipeline Quantity, Backorder Quantity, and Number of Backorder Lines to the LRGF.  Transactions unmatched to the LRGF are dropped from processing and a Chronological Processing Pot (CPP) message is generated to notify ICP personnel.

  b.  Narrative Description

    Memorandum due-in assets (TDICs TDX, TFX, and TPX) are utilized by the GIM for visibility of assets due-in after logistics transfer.  These memorandum due-in assets will be furnished to the GIM via DIC DDX/DFX (Memorandum Due-In - Procurement/Nonprocurement Source), on the ETD and periodically thereafter.  Processing these transactions includes editing transaction fields, validating against related files, and recording due-in information.

3.6.1  EDIT MEMORANDUM DUE-IN TRANSACTIONS  

  a.  This process includes edits of specific fields to ensure data within these fields are valid for DIC DDX/DFX (Memorandum Due-In - Procurement/Nonprocurement Source) transactions.  These fields include:  UI, Quantity, PIIN, or Document Number, LIM RIC, O/P Code, Condition Code, and EDD.  Invalid transactions will result in a violation which will be passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).    

  b.  DIC DDX (Memorandum Due-In - Procurement Instrument Source) transactions are edited to ensure that the CLIN and Management Code are valid.

3.6.2  VALIDATE MEMORANDUM DUE-IN TRANSACTIONS AGAINST RELATED FILES  

  Memorandum Due-In (DIC DDX/DFX) transactions are validated against related files to ensure data within those transactions meets established criteria.  This includes validation against the Distribution Policy, NIR, Due-In, LRGF, and IHF.

3.6.2.1  VALIDATE MEMORANDUM DUE-IN TRANSACTIONS AGAINST DISTRIBUTION 

         POLICY FILE

  DIC DDX/DFX (Memorandum Due-In Procurement/Nonprocurement Source), are validated against the Distribution POLF (Source Preference Table) to ensure the Storage Location Routing Identifier Code (SLRIC) is valid.  The third position of the Storage Location is converted at this time to reflect commodity of the GIM, if necessary.  Invalid transac-tions will cause the generation of a violation to be passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

3.6.2.2  VALIDATE MEMORANDUM DUE-IN TRANSACTIONS AGAINST NATIONAL 

         INVENTORY RECORD FILE

  DIC DDX/DFX (Memorandum Due-in, Procurement/Nonprocurement Source) transactions are validated against the NIRF to ensure the item is valid and current NIR Key Code.  The UI is also checked against the NIRF UI.  Items and/or UI that have been replaced will be converted to the current NSN and/or UI and validated against the NIRF entry.  Reversal transac-tions will be allowed to process against a deleted item but nonrever-sals will violate.  The NIRF Acquisition Cost is checked to ensure it is not zero and the Type of LR Code is also checked to ensure that the item has been logistically gained.  Invalid transactions will cause the generation of a violation to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

3.6.2.3  VALIDATE MEMORANDUM DUE-IN TRANSACTIONS AGAINST DUE-IN FILE

  Due-In transactions are checked against the DIF to ensure the transactions meet established criteria for processing .  Due-In reversal transactions must match an existing due-in line and there must be a sufficient open quantity remaining due-in to process the reversal.  Non-reversal transactions which match an existing due-in will check for a valid TDIC [TDX or TPX for Memorandum Due-In - Procurement Source (DIC DDX) or TFX for Memorandum Due-In - Other than Procurement Source (DIC DFX)].  Transactions failing to meet established criteria may result in the generation of violations to be passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

3.6.2.4  VALIDATE MEMORANDUM DUE-IN TRANSACTIONS AGAINST LDGF

  DIC DFX (Memorandum Due-In Nonprocurement Source) transactions are validated against the LRGF to determine whether the transactions are being processed within one year after the ETD.  Reversal Transactions not matching the LRGF and DIF, and transactions processed after the one year time frame are output as violations.  Violations processed after the one year time frame may be reentered after manual review.  The violations are passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

3.6.2.5  VALIDATE MEMORANDUM DUE-IN TRANSACTIONS AGAINST THE IHF

  A duplicate check is performed against the IHF).  Duplicate DIC DDX/DFX (Memorandum Due-In Procurement/Nonprocurement Source) transac-ions which contain a suffix code will be violated; all other duplicates will be dropped from processing.  Violations are forwarded to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).  Duplicates which are reentered are allowed to process.

3.6.3  RECORD MEMORANDUM DUE-IN INFORMATION  

  a.  DIC DDX/DFX (Memorandum Due-In Procurement/Nonprocurement) transactions may establish, revise, or remove memorandum due-in in the DIF.  The same transactions establish, revise, and close memorandum due-in in the LRGF.  An image of the DIC DDX/DFX is also retained in the IHF.

  b.  A DIC ZLE (Management Data Change Document) transaction is generated to the Supply Management Data process to update the Due-In Indicator in the NIRF.

3.7  PROCESS MEMORANDUM RECEIPT TRANSACTIONS

  a.  Node Tree Diagram



  b.  Narrative Description

    Receipts from DIC D4X/D6X (Materiel Receipts from Decapitalization) transactions, are forwarded to the GIM from the LIM to provide notification that materiel due-in has been reported received by the distribution activity.  These transactions are utilized to maintain memorandum due-in at the GIM, and are edited, validated against related files, and recorded to appropriate files.

3.7.1  EDIT MEMORANDUM RECEIPT TRANSACTIONS  

  This process includes edits of specific fields to ensure data within these fields are valid for DIC D4X/D6X (Materiel Receipt from Decapi-talization) transactions.  These fields include:  UI, Quantity, O/P Code, Condition Code, Management Code, and Date Received.  The Document Number is also edited on the DIC D6X transactions.  Invalid transactions will result in a violation which will be passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

3.7.2  VALIDATE MEMORANDUM RECEIPT TRANSACTIONS AGAINST RELATED FILES  

  DIC D4X/D6X (Materiel Receipt from Decapitalization) transactions are validated against related files to ensure data within those transactions meet established criteria.  This includes validation against the Distri-bution Policy, National Inventory Record, Due-In File, LRGF, and IHF.

3.7.2.1  VALIDATE MEMORANDUM RECEIPT TRANSACTIONS AGAINST DISTRIBUTION 

         POLICY FILE (POLF)

  DIC D4X/D6X (Materiel Receipt from Decapitalization) transactions are validated against the Distribution POLF (Source Preference Table) to ensure that the SLRIC is valid.  The third position of the Storage Location is converted at this time to reflect the commodity of the GIM, if necessary.  Invalid transactions will cause the generation of a violation to be passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

3.7.2.2  VALIDATE MEMORANDUM RECEIPT TRANSACTIONS AGAINST NATIONAL 

         INVENTORY RECORD FILE (NIRF)

  DIC D4X/D6X (Materiel Receipt from Decapitalization) transactions are matched against the NIRF to ensure the following elements are valid:  NSN, AC, Key Code, Type of LR Code, and UI.  Transactions failing to meet established criteria will cause the generation of a violation to be passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

3.7.2.3  VALIDATE MEMORANDUM RECEIPT TRANSACTIONS AGAINST DUE-IN FILE 

         (DIF)

  DIC D4X/D6X (Materiel Receipt from Decapitalization transactions are matched against the Due-in File to determine if the transactions meet established criteria.  DIC D4X and D6X reversal transactions must match an existing due-in record that is recorded as a logistics reassignment gain (Type of DIC TDX for DIC D4X and TFX for DIC D6X due-in) due-in.  DIC D6X transactions are matched against the DIF to determine if a memorandum due-in record exists.  If a record does not exist, processing of the nonreversal DIC D6X transaction will depend upon data within the LRGF.  DIC D4X/D6X reversals must find a sufficient received quantity to process.  Invalid transactions will result in the generation of viola-tions to be passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

3.7.2.4  VALIDATE MEMORANDUM RECEIPT TRANSACTIONS AGAINST LOGISTICS 

         REASSIGNMENT GAIN FILE (LRGF)

  DIC D6X (Materiel Receipts from Decapitalization) transactions which are nonreversal and are unmatched to the DIF are matched against the LRGF to ensure a record exists.  Transactions not matching the LRGF are output as violations.  Those with a LRGF record but without a matching DIF record are considered valid and are allowed to continue processing.  The violations are passed to the Violation Control process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

3.7.2.5  VALIDATE MEMORANDUM RECEIPTS AGAINST THE ITEM HISTORY FILE 

         IHF

  A duplicate check is performed against the IHF for DIC D4X/D6X (Materiel Receipts from Decapitalization) transactions.  Duplicate transactions are forwarded to the Violation Control process.  Duplicates which are reviewed and reentered from violations are allowed to process (SAMMSTEL Verb SVRR).

3.7.3  RECORD MEMORANDUM RECEIPT INFORMATION  

  Valid DIC D4X/D6X (Materiel Receipts from Decapitalization) transac-tions may revise or remove memorandum due-in the Due-In File.  The same transactions may establish, revise, or close memorandum due-in in the LRGF.  Also, an image of the DIC D4X/D6X transaction is recorded in the IHF.  A Management Data Change Document (DIC ZLE) transaction is generated to the Supply Management Data process to update the Due-In Indicator in the NIRF.

3.8  REVIEW LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT (LR) GAIN CONTROLS

  a.  Node Tree Diagram



  b.  Narrative Description

    LR Gain controls are reviewed periodically after the ETD to ensure that the most current information is available to the GIM.  This involves generating LR asset followups when the GIM records show no indication that required LR transactions have been received from the LIM.  At various intervals after the ETD, memorandum due-in assets are reviewed in order to generate followups or reconciliations, or to purge eligible records.  Pending implementation by other Service/Agencies, the followup and reconciliation portion of this process is applicable only to Intra-DLA transfers.

3.8.1  GENERATE LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT (LR) ASSET FOLLOWUPS 

  The LR Gain controls are reviewed on the eleventh of each month to identify items which have reached the ETD during the current month.  A DIC DLA (Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization Followup) transaction will be generated to the LIM for qualifying items for which there are neither on-hand nor due-in assets transferred.  The DIC DLA Document Number and Date of Last Activity will be retained in the LRGF.  The document number for the DIC DLA transaction is assigned from the Document Control Table of the DPF.  This file is then updated to record the next available document number.

3.8.2  GENERATE LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT (LR) MEMORANDUM DUE-IN FOLLOWUPS/

       RECONCILIATIONS  

  a.  On the first of the month, this process will generate DIC DLC (LR Delinquent Due-In Followups) and DIC DLE (LR Due-in Reconciliation Requests) to the LIM.  DIC DLC transactions will be generated for all

open memorandum due-in from procurement sources which are delinquent by 30 days.  A second followup will be generated if a memorandum due-in becomes 60 days delinquent.  Only first and second follows will be generated.  Followups will not be generated in the same month as reconciliation requests.

  b.  DIC DLE transactions will be generated to the LIM for all open memorandum due-in from procurement sources which are three months past the ETD.  After the initial DIC DLE, open memorandums due-in will continue to be reconciled semiannually.  SLRICs on DIC DLC/DLE transactions, when it is commodity oriented, will be converted to the commodity carried by the LIM according to MILSTRIP Supplement 1.  The LRGF Date of Last Activity and Reconciliation Section will be updated with the required information depending on the type of document generated.

3.8.3  PURGE NONPROCUREMENT MEMORANDUM DUE-IN ASSETS  

  Logistics Reassignment Gain controls and memorandum due-in are reviewed after the ETD to determine eligible records for deletion.  Memorandum due-in from nonprocurement sources (TDIC TFX) which are six months past ETD will be removed from the DIF.  Management Data Change Document (DIC ZLE) transactions will be generated to the Maintain Supply Management Data process to update the Due-In Indicator in the NIRF.  The Due-In Section of the LRGF will be closed and the Date of Last Activity will be recorded.

     REPLIES

  a.  Node Tree Diagram
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  b.  Narrative Description

    LR followup and reconciliation replies are generated from the LIM in response to requests for current LR information.  This includes two types of reply:  LR Asset Followup Replies which may occur one time during the ETD month, and Memorandum Due-In Followup/Reconciliation Replies which occur periodically after the transfer date.

3.9.1  PROCESS LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT (LR) ASSET FOLLOW-UP REPLIES  

  a.  When the DIC DLB (Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization Followup Reply) transaction is received from the LIM, the following information is posted in the LRGF:  Date of Last Activity, Date Received, and ATSC.  DIC DLB transactions unmatched to the LRGF will be counted and dropped from processing.    

  b.  Additionally, the replies may be accompanied by DIC DEE/DEF (Logistics Transfer/Decapitalization) and/or DIC DDX/DFX (Memorandum Due-In Procurement/Nonprocurement Source) transactions.  These transactions will be processed in the Capitalize Accountable Data (paragraph 3.4), and Process Memorandum Due-In Transactions (paragraph 3.6).
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
