3.9.2  PROCESS LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT (LR) DUE-IN FOLLOWUP/RECONCILIA-

       TION REPLIES

  DIC DLD/DLF (LR Delinquent Due-In/Reconciliation Response) replies are generated from the LIM to the GIM in response to DIC DLC (LR Delinquent Due-In Followup) and DIC DLE (LR Due-In Reconciliation Request) transactions.  These replies will provide a current picture of memorandum due-in from the LIM.  These replies are edited and validated against the GIM Files, and the reply information will be recorded in the LRGF.  Pending implementation by other Service/Agencies, this process is applicable only to intra-DLA transfers.

3.9.2.1  EDIT FOLLOWUP RECONCILIATION TRANSACTIONS

  a.  DIC DLD (Logistics Reassignment (LR) Delinquent Due-In Response) and DIC DLF (LR Due-In Reconciliation Response) transactions are edited to ensure the data within fields is valid.  The NSN, Quantity, and Due-In Date for ATSC AF only are edited for numerics.  The Due-In Date must also be within a valid range.  The Storage Location and Condition Code are checked to ensure that there are no spaces.  Invalid transactions are counted and dropped from processing.    

  b.  The Suffix Code is checked to determine if DIC DLD/DLF transactions must be rolled up before processing.  If a suffix code is present, there must be a valid package sequence.  If not, the DIC DLD/DLF transactions with the same PIIN, CLIN, and call Order/Serial Number are counted and dropped from processing.

3.9.2.2  GAINING INVENTORY MANAGER VALIDATE AGAINST RELATED FILES

  a.  Followup and reconciliation replies are validated against the DIF for a matching due-in trailer.  When a match is found, the TDIC is checked to determine if it is a LR Memorandum Due-In - Procurement Instrument Source (TDIC TDX/TPX).    

  b.  DIC DLD (LR Delinquent Due-In Response) and DIC DLF (LR Due-In Reconciliation Response transactions with ATSCs AA, AF, and AG are validated against the NIRF, and if unmatched, the transactions will be dropped from processing.  For ATSC AF only when the NIR Key Code indicates that the item has been logistically transferred, the transaction will be dropped from processing.    

  c.  DIC DLD/DLF replies are validated against the DPF (Source Preference Table) to ensure the Storage Location is valid.  The third position of the Storage Location is converted at this time to reflect commodity of the GIM, if necessary.

3.9.2.3  RECORD FOLLOWUP RECONCILIATION REPLY INFORMATION

  a.  Valid DIC DLD (LR Delinquent Due-In Response) and DIC DLF (LR Due-In Reconciliation Response) transactions will update the Date of Last Activity and Followup/Reconciliation Sections of the LRGF with the required information depending on the reply.

  b.  For ATSC AF, the LRGF Due-In Date (DID) will also be posted if a matching DIF record exists.  Additionally, for ATSC AF with matching DIF records, the DIF DID will be revised.  Replies with ATSC AF unmatched to the DIF or with ATSC AA or AG Matched to a DIF trailer will result in the generation of DIC DDX (Memorandum Due-In - Procument Instrument Source) transactions.  DIC DDX transactions will be generated to the Process Memorandum Due-In Transactions in order to adjust the DIF and the LRGF.

3.10  GENERATE GAINING INVENTORY MANAGER (GIM) REPORTS

  a.  Node Tree Diagram




  b.  Narrative Description

    Several reports are produced at the GIM which provide information relating to the logistical transfer of assets.  Those which are produced in the Perform Logistics Reassignment (LR) process are covered under this decomposition.  LR information is included on RCS DLA(M)26(C)MIN Report, F-080.  Finally, LR Gain information is included on the Materiel Receipt Processing and Analysis, F-051 Report.

3.10.1  GENERATE F-26 (LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT LOSSES) REPORT

  This report provides Supply personnel with a listing of items involved in a Logistics Reassignment loss resulting from a Federal Supply Classification change.  The report also provides notification of pending losses which have been reversed and the Losing Inventory Manager will retain management.

3.10.2  GENERATE F-28 (LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT ON-HAND ASSETS NOT 

        DECAPPED) REPORT

  This report informs Supply personnel of items remaining in the National Inventory Record after the Effective Transfer Date.

3.10.3  GENERATE F-86C [LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT GAIN FILE LISTING 

        (INQUIRY)] REPORT

  This report provides a printout of the historical data contained in the Logistics Reassignment Gain File on an as required basis.  SAMMSTEL Verb SLRC for requesting F-86C is found in Section 5, Chapter 2 of this manual.

3.10.4  GENERATE F-128 [LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT DELINQUENT DUE-IN 

        (GAINS)] REPORT

  a.  The F-128 Report is produced on a monthly basis to provide visibility of items due-in from Logistics Reassignment (LR) which are delinquent by at least 30 days.    

  b.  The report is produced in three parts.  The F-128A lists due-in which are 30 days delinquent for the first time.  The F-128B is produced for the LR Monitor and is used as a reference tool.  It lists all LRs due-in which are 30 days delinquent and is produced in Losing Inventory Manager (LIM) sequence.  The F-128C lists all LR due-in which are 30 days delinquent and is produced in Output Routing Code sequence for the Inventory Manager.

  c.  The listings are used to manually follow-up to the LIM to ensure positive action is taken to process receipt and decapitalization transactions, update the estimated delivery date or cancel the due-in.

3.10.5  GENERATE F-268 (LR GAIN WEEKLY STATISTICS) REPORT

  The F-268 report is produced weekly in two parts.  Part A provides totals of the Activity Address Code (AAC) by National Stock Numbers (NSNs) on the LR Gain File prior to the Effective Transfer Date.  Part B provides a summary of NSNs gained through LR to both the Inventory Control Point and DLA.  Data is provided to DLA through the generation of a DIC CJA (LR Gain Statistics transaction).

3.10.6  GENERATE F-276 (LR STORAGE INFORMATION ASSET DISCREPANCIES) 

        REPORT

  This report notifies Supply personnel that DIC DZC/DZDs have discrepancies in the NSN, quantity, or document number fields so that the storage activity does not receive a DIC DZC.

3.10.7  GENERATE F-278 (LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT DUE-IN) REPORT

  This report provides a listing of Type of Due-in Code T (stock as a result of Log Gains or Capitalization) due-in on the Due-In File.  It is produced at month end for those items involved in Logistics Reassignment which have due-in.

3.10.8  GENERATE F-285 (LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT GAIN BACKORDER/ASSET 

        COMPARISON) REPORT

  This report is produced in two parts and is generated as required by Inventory Control Point personnel.  The report provides the total number of backorders received from each Losing Inventory Manager (LIM) by the Effective Transfer Date.  It also provides a summary of the total assets compared to the Reorder Point Level (ROPL) in the National Inventory Record File (NIRF).  All data contained in this report is from the Logistics Reassignment Gain File except the ROPL which is from the NIRF.  Part B of this report is a summary of Part A.

3.10.9  GENERATE F-296 (LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT DATA FILE INQUIRY) 

        REPORT

  a.  The Logistics Reassignment Data File (LRDF) may be interrogated on-time using SAMMSTEL Verb SLRC, or by input of a DIC ZDF (LRDF) transaction.

  b.  Technical Data Package (TDP) information is only available for on-line interrogation using verb SLRC Option 4.  This option provides a Technical Data Compliance Inquiry by National Stock Number (NSN).  Invalid or unmatched NSNs will result in an appropriate error message.  Other, current TDP information will be provided on-line or to the printer.

  c.  LRDF Supply Management and Contract History information is available on-line using verb SLRC Option 3.  To obtain Contract History information by NSN, Option G from the LR Data Inquiry Menu may be selected.  Contract History information is also available by input of a DIC ZDF transaction using Option 2.  This will provide a Logistics Reassignment Inquiry Contract History, F-354 Report.  Invalid transaction are dropped from processing.  NSNs unmatched to the LRDF will result in an error message on the F-354 Report.  Otherwise, a F-354 Report will be produced with all LRDF information from Type 2 records.

  d.  LRDF Supply Management Data may be viewed on-line in its entirety by NSN (Option A) or by individual sections (e.g. Due-In Asset Section - Option E).  This information is also available through the input of a DIC ZDF transaction, Option 1.  This will result in a Logistics Reassignment Data File Inquiry, F-296 Report.  Transactions with invalid ORC or Option fields will be dropped from processing, but invalid/ unmatched NSNs will result in a F-296 Report with an appropriate error message.  Otherwise, a F-296 Report will be produced with all LRDF information from Type 1 records.

  e.  Both Supply Management and Contract History information may be requested by the input of a DIC ZDF transaction using Option 3.  This will result in both F-296 and F-354 Reports as described in previous paragraphs.

3.10.10  GENERATE F-301 (ITEMS NEW TO DSC MANAGEMENT) REPORT

  This report provides a listing of NSNs which are new to DSC management.  This listing is produced from all DICs KAT, KIE, KAM and the system generated DIC KCMs.  The listing is also produced when an NSN containing management Data established in the SMSF from receipt of DIC KIR with ORC ZZ.

3.10.11  GENERATE F-303 (DSC TIR FILE MAINTENANCE ERRORS) REPORT

  This report is produced when a file maintenance DIC K__) has been returned from FLIS to SAMMS and can not be processed due to missing and/or invalid data.  This report is produced prior to any SAMMS Master Files being updated.  The DSC must make corrections of these errors before the Logistics Reassignment process can continue.

3.10.12  GENERATE F-304 (FLSC FILE MAINTENANCE REJECT LISTING) REPORT

  This report is generated when there is a FLIS reject of a SAMMS (L__) DIC.  It reflects the DIC that was rejected by FLIS and the Violation Reason Code (VRC) and also the Data Record Number (DRN).  FLIS refers to the VRC as a Return Action Code (RAC).

3.10.13  GENERATE F-311 (NIIN/PSCN INTERROGATION SEARCH REPLIES) REPORT

  This report is generated upon receipt of DICs KFS, KFU, KIR in response to SAMMS DIC LTI interrogations of the FLIS TIR.  It reflects the DIC and the requested TIR data.

3.10.14  GENERATE F-314 (FLIS APPROVALS - TIR) REPORT

  This report provides a listing of DSC submitted TIR File Maintenance transactions (DICs KNA, KAT and KIF) which have been approved by FLIS.  It provides a printout of Segment M contained in FLIS approved File Maintenance output DICs KAT, KIF, and KTD.

3.10.15  GENERATE F-325 (ICP REJECTS OF FLIS NOTIFICATIONS) REPORT

  This report is generated when a FLIS DIC KIR/LVA has failed to pass the ICP edits.  The LIM DSC must initiate review and correct these error conditions before the Logistics Reassignment process can continue.

3.10.16  GENERATE F-326 (NSNS ON BACKORDER FOR SIX MONTHS) REPORT 

  This report provides a listing of notifications of conditions in SMSF which require functional review.  It is produced as the result of processing FLIS DICs KAM, KAU, KIR and KIF.  Data elements involved in this process are AAC, IMC, CIC, MOE Rule Number and Unit of Issue.

3.10.17  GENERATE F-358 (TECHNICAL DATA COMPLIANCE) REPORTS

  This topic is fully discussed in Section 3.3, Position Management Data.  SAMMSTEL Verb SLRC, for requesting F-358 Reports is found in Section 5, Chapter 2 or this manual.

3.10.18  GENERATE F-382 (ETD COMPARISON AT +10 DAYS) REPORT

  This report is applicable to the Federal Supply Class Realignment within the Defense Logistics Agency.  This report looks at the Losing Inventory manager’s National Inventory Record for the storage activity and the actual quantity on-hand and at the Due-In File for total assets due-in at the ETD -30 day picture.  These numbers are compared to the Gaining Inventory manager at ETD +10 days and checking the same files.

3.10.19  GENERATE F-434 (SMSF ESTABLISHED) REPORT

  This report is to provide a listing of newly established Supply Management Status File (SMSF) records for future logistics gains.  The F-434 (Reflects all Logistics Gains) and the F-434A (Reflects all Special Project Logistics Gains) are produced as a result of processing 

FLIS output transactions to establish a record for a logistics gains prior to ETD.  The F-434B, will accumulate Special Project Logistics Gain counts for the applicable processing month.  The F-434C will provide Special Project Logistics Gain statistics which have been processed with an ETD less than one year old.  The F-434D report will be output as required and provide LR items that have been backed out.

3.10.20  GENERATE F-435 (LVA REJECTS RETURNED TO ITEM MANAGEMENT CODE 

         (IMC) SUBMITTER) REPORT

  This report provides a listing of NSNs with a Content Indicator Code (CIC) A, B, D, F, I, K, L, M, and R which contain error conditions and are returned directly to the IMC submitter.  The DSC must correct these error conditions before the Logistics Reassignment process can continue.

3.10.21  GENERATE F-441 (NOTIFICATION TO SUPPLY OPERATIONS) REPORT

  This report is to provide notification of conditions in the Supply Management Application (SMA) and the Item Management Coding (IMC) process which require functional review by the DSC.  It reflects data element (IMCA, CIC, AAC) that did not clear SMA or IMC.
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
