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                                FOREWORD

     This publication incorporates the policy and responsibilities for Losing and Gaining Inventory Managers within the Defense Logistics Agency.  It describes policies and procedures which assure uninterrupted supply support of items during transition of management from one Integrated Materiel Manager (IMM) to another.

     This revision contains the latest procedural changes caused by implementation of various System Change Requests (SCRs) to the Standard Automated Materiel Management System (SAMMS) and incorporates them in the October 2001 publication of the Defense Logistics Agency Publications System (DLAPS).  All new revisions are indicated by bold and italicized type.

       System Change Request USDH99-009, Discontinuation of CIT Database:  The discontinuation of the Consumable Item Transfer (CIT) database will affect two CIT interfaces from SAMMS.  It will result in the removal of the CIT Phase 2 Compliance Reporting and the CIT Aggregate Data.  Removal or modification of several processes in three of the SAMMS subsystems is required to implement this SCR.  The following changes are expected:

· Deletion of the entire DF-349 series reports (14 reports) which       were in support of the CIT Phase 2 Compliance.

· Deletion of 25-30 Batch and INTERCOMM applications.

· Modification of additional 15-20 Batch and INTERCOMM applications.

· Deletion of 15-20 master and system files.

· Deletion of all associated documentation for related applications, master files, system files, and reports in DLA Manuals.
