3.  Explanation:  The Due-In Logistics Loss Indicator is used by the Contracting Subsystem of a LIM to identify the GIM RIC when creating DIC DDXs.  If the indicator is not an alpha code for a Center, Contracting Subsystem will review the Logistics Reassignment Loss File (LRLF) to determine the GIM RIC.  The indicator identifies specific due-in assets as associated with logistics loss items.
