    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      Violation indicates the DIC, entered in pos. 1-3 of the transaction is invalid.



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      Verify DIC, correct and reinput as necessary.



  b.  VRC AB.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      (a) Violation indicates the RIC (From) entered in pos. 24-26 of DIC DLS, DLT, DLU, DLV, or DLX is invalid, blank or unmatched.



      (b) For DIC DLW pos. 76-78 of the A01 is invalid, blank, or unmatched.



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      For subparagraphs a and b; verify RIC of LIM, correct and reinput as necessary.



  c.  VRC AC.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      Violation indicates the RIC (To), entered in pos. 4-6 of DIC DLS, DLT, DLU, DLV, DLW, or DLX is invalid, blank or unmatched.



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      Verify RIC of GIM, correct and reinput as necessary.

�  d.  VRC AI.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      Violation indicates that DIC DLW violated due to invalid PIIN.  (Note:  If one transaction within the DIC DLW package violates with an invalid PIIN the rest of the package will violate UW.)



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      Verify transaction, correct and reinput as necessary.



  e.  VRC AM.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      Violation indicates that the Contract Unit Price in pos. 52-61 of DIC DLW is invalid or blank.



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      Verify Contract Unit Price, correct and reinput as necessary.



  f.  VRC AN.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      Violation indicates that the Contract Unit of Issue in pos. 50-51 of DIC DLW is invalid or blank.



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      Verify Contract Unit of Issue, correct and reinput as necessary.



  g.  VRC AS.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      Violation indicates that the Quantity, entered in DIC DLW is invalid or blank.



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      Verify Quantity, correct and reinput as necessary.



  h.  VRC AY.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      Violation indicates that the NSN is invalid or blank.  (Note:  If an NSN on a DIC DLW package violates; the initial violation will be an AY and the rest of the transactions in that package will violate with a UW.)



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      Correct and verify the NSN and reenter as necessary.

�  i.  VRC EN.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      DIC DLT, DLU, DLV, and DLX violated because the corresponding DLS has not been processed.



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      Ensure that the DLS has been processed and reenter as necessary along with the corresponding DL_ transactions.



  j.  VRC GR.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      (a) Violation indicates that the submission date in pos. 27-31, of DIC DLS, DLT, DLU, DLV or DLX invalid.  The submission date must be greater than last submission date.



      (b) Violation indicates that the submission date in pos. 63-67 of DIC DLW is blank or invalid.



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      For subparagraphs a and b; verify submission date, correct and reinput as necessary.



  k.  VRC GS.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      Violation indicates that the Price Status Code entered in pos. 62 of DIC DLW is invalid or blank.



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      Correct the Prices Status Code and reenter as necessary.



  l.  VRC GT.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      Violation indicates that DIC DLW violated due to invalid Contract Award Date (pos. 71-75).



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      Verify transaction, correct, and reinput as necessary.



  m.  VRC GV.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      Violation indicates that the Review Period in pos. 7 of DIC DLS, DLT, DLU, DLV, DLW, or DLX is invalid or blank. (Note:  The first review period of the package will violate as GV and all subsequent violation of that same package will be UW.)

�    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      Verify review period, correct and reinput as necessary.



  n.  VRC K2.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      Violation indicates that the maximum number of occurrences has been exceeded for the Purchase Item Description Data (DIC DLX), number of On-Hand (DIC DLU) or Due-In (DIC DLV) Storage Locations.  (DIC DLU >75, DIC DLV >50 and DIC DLX >30 occurrences.)



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      SAMMS is designed to accommodate a certain number of trailers for the above transactions.  The LR monitor should contact the LIM to ensure that these transactions are valid.  If valid, contact DLA HQ/DSDC-R for action, through appropriate channels.



  o.  VRC MG.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      Violation indicates that the Data Availability indicator in pos. 24 of DIC DLW is invalid or blank.



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      Verify transaction, correct and reinput as necessary.



  p.  VRC NF.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      Violation indicates that pos. 25-80, of a DIC DLW which has a data availability indicator of N (No Contract Data Available), contains data.



    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      Verify availability/nonavailability of data with LIM, correct and reinput or have LIM resubmited as necessary.



  q.  VRC UW.



    (1) REASON FOR VIOLATION/ERROR CONDITION



      (a) Violation indicates that DIC DLT, DLU, DLV, or DLX were received without an accompanying DIC DLS transaction.



      (b) For DIC DLW, the package sequence number in pos. 2-3 is incorrect.  (Note:  AZ in the first position denotes the last or only transaction in the package.) An example of a violation for DIC DLW would be; (1) receive an A01, A02, A03, and A05 or (2) receive an A01, A02, A03 and not receive a Z04 transaction.

�    (2) PROCESSING/RESEARCH REQUIRED



      (a) DIC DLS may have violated.  If applicable, verify DIC DLS, correct and reinput as necessary.  If research indicates that DLS was not received, LR Monitor will contact LIM and request resubmission of entire package (DICs DLS, DLT, DLU, DLV, and DLX).  If an entire package will be resubmitted, delete existing violations in accordance with paragraph 5.



      (b) For DIC DLW verify the package sequence number and reenter.  The LR monitor may wish to contact the LIM for verification of the package sequence numbers and correct accordingly.



5.  REENTRY INSTRUCTIONS



  a.  Review remaining data elements on output document to detect any other invalid data and correct as necessary.



  b.  Reentry method for violations is in accordance with appendix E-346 P or via Online Violation Reentry system.  The applicable SAMMSTEL Verb is SVRR.  Instructions for operation of this verb may be found in DLAH 4745.2, Vol I, SAMMSTEL Users Manual.
