 This report will provide information concerning the successful entry of a DIC YLR transaction to the Supply Management Application (SMA) in Item Introduction.  It will reflect the YLR transaction and state if the FSC being transfered is in suspense or is being released from SMA to build LVA transactions to be sent to FLIS.  Supply personnel will use this listing to establish control of items involved in Logistics Reassignment and determine if the LR process should continue.  Procurement personnel will use this listing to transfer procurement history data, specified in DLAM 4715.1, to the GIM and to notify DCMC of LR and ETD, when required.  Technical personnel will use this listing to furnish the GIM technical data specified in DLAR 4185.13.  
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
