�6.  PROCEDURES FOR REVIEW AND PROCESSING  



  This printout is reviewed and processed IAW appendix E-102 V.  



  The F-84 Report (Item Management Coding History Edit Errors/Classification Reason Code List) will be produced for conditions such as zero demand , invalid Card Identification Code (CIC) A, B, D, F, I, K, L, M, and R or a duplicate DIC KIR (Reference Section 4 of this Manual for listing of potential CRC errors).  An F-441 Report (Notification to Supply Operations) is produced for conditions such as no Segment H and non-definitive U/I.  An F-325 Report (DSC Rejects of DLSC Notifications And All Unidentifiable Transactions) is generated for FLIS transactions that can not be processed in SAMMS. These rejects must be corrected and resubmitted.  This can be done by  obtaining a Total Item Record (TIR) of the rejected NSN and identifying the VRC (Violation Reason Code, DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 2, Appendix A).  A comparison can then be made between the Data Record Number (DRN) on the F-304 and what is reflected on the TIR.  By using the information given for the VRC and what appears on the TIR and F-304 (DRN), the proper corrective action can then be identified.  The DSC must correct the error conditions reflected on this report before the Logistics Reassignment process can continue.   



NOTE:  Upgrading Acquisition Advice Codes (AAC) from L to D, Z or J requires a valid Unit Price.  These DIC LCD reflecting a VRC (AM) Unit Price Invalid or Blank indicating no Unit Price available in SAMMS for processing.  Manually generate a DIC LCD Form 1336 with valid Unit Price, AAC reflected on transaction.  
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
