         TECHNICAL DATA COMPLIANCE PARTS A, B, C, D, E, F, AND G



1.  PURPOSE



  To provide the user with various reports containing technical data information on items which have been logistically reassigned from a Military Service (MILSVC) Losing Inventory Manager (LIM) to a Defense Supply Center (DSC) Gaining Inventory Manager (GIM).  These reports satisfy the need to monitor the Consumable Item Transfer to ensure that required Repository Data and Technical Data Folders have been received from the LIM, and that those packages contain all the necessary information for the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) to effectively manage these items.  The F-358A is the Compliance Followup by National Stock Number (NSN) only.  The F-358B is the Compliance Followup of all NSNs by LIM, and followup creation date, and the F-358C is the Overdue-Repository Data Packages Required.  The F-358D is Overdue Followups-Repository Data Packages Required.  The F-358E is the Executive Summary by Service and LIM, which the F-358F is an Executive Summary by Effective Transfer Date.  Routing Identifier Code and Catalog Activity code.  The F-358G is a Closed-Repository Data packages required (current month only).  



2.  ORIGIN



  These reports are prepared as a result of processing a request for output using the SAMMS Teleprocessing (SAMMSTEL) Verb SLRC, Option 6.  Also, the F-358C, D, E, F, and G are mechanically generated as a result of the monthend LR process.



3.  FREQUENCY



  All seven parts may be output daily, on an as required basis.  Parts C, D, E, F, and G are also mechanically generated monthly.

5.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION



  These reports will be generated to the Technical personnel, Logistics Reassignment Associates responsible for receiving the Repository Data Packages from the LIM.



6.  PROCEDURES FOR REVIEW AND PROCESSING



  The GIM should review for accuracy the Repository Data Packages which have been received and also for management information.  These reports will provide status on NSNs transferred and the ability to track those Repository Data Packages what have not been received and may need con-centrated effort to be retrieved from the LIM.  The detailed procedures for review and processing is the responsibility of the Technical personnel.  The aforementioned reports appear in DLAM 4140.2, Supply Operations Manual, for informational purposes only.
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
