1.  PURPOSE 



  To provide a listing of newly established Supply Management Status File (SMSF) records for future logistic gains.  Additionally, the 

F-434A, the F-434B and the F-434C will provide a statistical count of all logistics gains during the report period.  The F-434A, B, and C will only reflect counts for Special Project Logistics Transfers.  The F-434D will reflect a count for the LR gain items backed out.



2.  ORIGIN 



  The F-434 (which reflects all Logistics Gains) and the F-434A (which reflects all Special Project Logistics Gains) are produced as a result of processing FLIS output transactions to establish a record for a logistics gain, approximately 120 days prior to the Effective Transfer Date (ETD).  The F-434B, will accumulate Special Project Logistics Gain counts for the applicable processing month.  The F-434C will provide Special Project Logistics Gain Statistics which have been processed with an ETD less than one year old.  The F-434D will be output as required and provided LR gain items backed out.  The as required programs will be scheduled upon written request from the Office of Planning and Management or the Directorate of Supply Operations.

    (3) Spacing - Triple space between the ACTIVITY CODES and the EFFECTIVE TRANSFER DATE (ETD).  Triple space between the ETD and the FSC heading.  Double space before and after each FSC, each TOTAL FSG and each TOTAL ETD.  

�    (4) Page break is on change in Effective Transfer Date or full page.  



  c.  Captions and Explanation of Data Elements.  



    (1) The column headings reflect the Catalog Activity Code (CAC) of the Losing Inventory Manger (LIM) for ARMY - AZ, BD, BF, CL, and CT; NAVY - HD, KE; MARINE CORPS - PA; AIR FORCE - SE, SU, SX, TA, and TG; GSA - General Service Administration; DSC - *Logistics Gains for Other Defense Supply Centers; **OTHER - Logistics Gains from any Activity not previously listed and TOTAL for NSNs logistically reassigned containing a Special Project Code in the first position of the Document Control Number (DCN) immediately after the document date (the current Project Code is K).  



    (2) ETD, the Effective Transfer Date for each Federal Supply Class involved in the logistics gain process during the designated reporting period.  Special project logistics reassignments will be grouped by effective date.  



    (3) FSC, the total count of NSNs for each Federal Supply Class involved in the logistics gain process during the designated reporting period for the applicable Losing Inventory Manager.  



    (4) TOTAL FSGs, the total number of NSNs within an FSG logistically reassigned for the respective Activity/Agency during the designated reporting period.  



    (5) TOTAL ETD, the total Effective Transfer Date will be the total number of logistics reassignments for the respective effective date during the designated reporting period.

7.  PROCEDURES FOR REVIEW AND PROCESSING 



  Upon receipt of the F-434 A, B, or C the MSO and DSO will interrogate the NIR (appendix E-143 P) and the SCF for NSNs other than SSC 2, 3, or 9 (appendix E-179 P) to determine that these files have been estab�lished, submit a DIC LTI to FLIS in accordance with appendix E-429 P utilizing ORC ZZD and ODRCs 9910 and 9932.  The FLIS reply will enter the logistics gain in the TIR and the SMSF and generated a DIC ZRY.  The F434D will notify the LR Monitor, at the GIM, of the number of backouts which have occurred for an ETD.  The F-434D is for information only.
