CHAPTER 2  LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT PROCESS (SLRC)



SECTION 1  GENERAL







1.1  PURPOSE



  a.  The purpose of the Logistics Reassignment Process (SLRC) is to provide the user access to the various LR related files within SAMMS, which perpetuate the data used to effect the transfer of items between Integrated Materiel Managers.  The files that the user can inquire are the Logistics Reassignment (LR) Gain File (LRGF), LR Loss File (LRLF), and LR Data File (LRDF).  This process provides user access (both inquiry and update) to the Technical Data Compliance File for items being logistically gained at the DSCs.  This verb also provides inquiry and update capability for the Consumable Item Transfer (CIT) Compliance Phase II Technical Data Workload.  



  b.  A brief summary of each aforementioned files follows:  The LRGF contains gained item information as received from the LIM including on-hand assets as well as any Due-In documents.  The LRLF contains information necessary to control of the transfer of items when the LIM is a DSC.  The LRDF is the repository for the Supply Management and Contract History information for items gained from a Military Service (MILSVC).  The Technical Data Compliance has resident on the LRDF information regarding hard copy Technical Data Packages received from the LIM to support management of the transferred items.  The CIT Compliance Data File (CCDF) is the repository for the CIT Compliance Phase II Technical Data Workload, which tracks the technical data that is received from the Services from receipt through processing and migration to the Joint Engineering Data Management Information and Control System (JEDMICS) Platter.



  c.  Background



    (1) The information for the LRDF is built using the DIC DL_ series of documents submitted by the MILSVC.  The LRDF information is transmitted from the MILSVC, over AUTODIN, on the Effective Transfer Date (ETD) -120 and also at ETD -30 (the data at ETD -30 will overlay the 120 day data push).  Each DIC and title are listed below.

    (2) The receipt of the approved DLSC output transactions will establish the Logistics Gain in the SMSF, for NSNs not previously   managed by the DSC.  A DIC ZRY, catalog change notification will then be forwarded to the distribution subsystem for processing.  This will establish an NIR Key Code PG, as well as other supply files.



      (a) The DIC ZRY also establishes the LRGF.  The LRGF is used to maintain a history of the Logistics Transfer for each NSN from the time it is received at 120 days prior to the Effective Transfer Date until it is deleted from the system.  As LRGF maintenance transactions are received, they are recorded in the LRGF as historical data.  This includes the following transactions.

      (b) The DIC ZRY is used to open a new SCF in accordance with the procedures for new items.  To identify the record as a pending Logistic Gain, a NG and the Effective Transfer Date are posted to the catalog action code and effective date fields, respectively, in the Supply Control File.



    (3) The information for the LRLF is mechanically established, based on notification from the Technical and Logistics subsystem that an item has been identified as a Logistics Loss (DIC ZSL).  Updates to the file occur throughout the Logistics Loss process, as Backorders and On-Hand/ Due-In assets are passed to the GIM.



    (4) The Technical Data Compliance Process provides a screening and control mechanism for the incoming technical data packages for items gained through the Consumable Item Transfer.  At ETD-120, the Defense Logistics Agency will notify the LIM (F-357, Pull Notification, refer to DLAM 4140.2, Supply Operations Manual) of those items for which Technical Data Packages must be provided.  The hard copy TDPs should arrive at the GIM by ETD-45.  To establish the need for TDPs the following criteria are used.



      (a) All items coded competitive (AMSC G), with on-hand assets which equal less than four years demand quantity.



      (b) Items with a due-in from contract, OR



      (c) Items with on-hand assets which equal less than four years demand quantity.  The three criteria are determined by utilizing information available in the LRDF.  On or about the tenth of each month, the Technical Data Selection process is executed.  This process scans the LRDF data to identify NSNs requiring TDPs and those which do not.

�    (5) If the user inquires option 4, 5 or 6 prior to the monthly Technical Data Selection process, entries on the TDP section of the screen will be blank.  After the selection process is complete, the TDP RQD, TDP RSN DT-RQD and REASON-FOR-TDP will be filled in mechanically when the file is accessed.



    (6) DLA GIMs are required to track the amount of technical data for items received from the Military Services for each ETD of Phase II of the Consumable Item Transfer (CIT).  The technical data is then tracked through processing and migration of the technical data to the JEDMICS Platter at the Gaining Inventory Manager (GIM).  The CIT Phase II NSNs that have technical data migrated to the JEDMICS Platter, are compared to the NSNs on the Missing Data Work Lists (MDWL) Workload File that have a Delay Reason Code D (technical data required).  On a match to the MDWL file, one is added to the CCDF MDWL Count.  The F349N, CIT Compliance Report Technical Data Workload Anaylsis, report provides summary level statistics from all data on CIT Phase II items that require technical data.



1.2  GENERAL INFORMATION



  a.  The system is user friendly and will assist you in all phases.



  b.  Read all messages at the bottom of each screen.



  c.  Do not utilize paging feature (PA1 and PA2 keys) unless message on screen indicates the availability of these options.



  d.  Sign-on procedures are located in this manual in section 1.  If the system fails, contact your local SAMMSTEL monitor.



  e.  To initiate the Logistics Reassignment Inquiry process, enter applicable items in the appropriate menu fields.  Mandatory fields are designated with a ? and optional fields are designated with an asterisk (*).



  f.  To terminate the session on any screen, type in X at the option field and depress ENTER.



  g.  At each screen level of Option 1, Options Blank through F, you may enter a different National Stock Number, Option, SRC, Mode and/or Printer, by entering data in the proper fields.
