SECTION 1  TECHNICAL DATA REQUIREMENTS





103101  PURPOSE 



  This chapter sets forth contracting policy procedures and responsi-bilities as related to the technical data requirements of the Contracting Subsystem.  



103102  SCOPE 



  This chapter applies to the D/PP of all DSCs.  



103103  BACKGROUND 



1.  The technical data requirement of the Contracting Subsystem is located in two principal files:  



  a.  THE CONTRACTING TECHNICAL DATA FILE 



    This file consists of two sections:  



    (1) CONTRACT HISTORY BUY DATA 



      Consists of historical data (quantity, price, contract numbers, date of award, etc.) relative to the last 25 Type Logistics Reassignment contracts, the last twenty direct delivery contracts, the last 20 contracts for stock  replenishments, and the base price.  Data are mechanically generated to the CTDF at the time of award posting.  At DPSC Type Logistics Reassignments do not apply.



    (2) CONTRACTING TECHNICAL DATA 



      Consists of technical data such as the item name, manufacturer's part/drawing number and identification, applicable cataloging/ provisioning/engineering data, quality assurance reviews, sole source data, MIL-STD-129 and MIL-STD-2073 packaging and marking data, narrative and coded packaging requirements, specifications, drawings and standards data, the date of the documents, applicable amendment number and date, rights-in-data code, and qualified products lists.  

�  b.  The NSN/PART NUMBER FILE 



    (1) With the implementation of FLIS the NSN/Part Number File became a permanent file in the Contracting Subsystem.  It replaced the pre-FLIS Short Item Intelligence File.  Suggested sources that print on the F-27 (PR Trailer), the F-104 (SIS Trailer), and the F-116 (RFQ List) are taken from the NSN/Part Number File.  



      (a) The file is comprised of items having the following combina-tion of Reference Number Variation Codes (RNVC) with Reference Number Category Codes (RNCC):  



      RNVC     RNCC 



      2        1, 2, 3, 5 or 7

      3        1, 3, or 5



See appendix F-27, Suggested Sources and References for the in-the-clear explanation of the RNCCs.  When an RB is processed, the file supplies applicable sources for that NSN up to a maximum of 12.  



      (b) There is no manual interrogation or maintenance to the NSN/ Part Number File.  Interrogation is made to the TIR (DIC YA8/LTI) and the response to the interrogation also overlays the data in the NSN/Part Number File.  



    (2) Mechanical maintenance to the file is performed automatically by DLSC whenever there is an interrogation or a change to the TIR.  The changes are sent to the DSC to update the file.  These changes are batched and a NSN/Part Number file update is run at the beginning of each contracting cycle.  



2.  The requirement for technical data to support the preparation of a PR and trailer is based upon the dollar value of the RB.  Items recom-mended for contracting with a value greater than $10,000 require more technical data than do those of lesser value.   A review of the data in the system is made by the computer to determine whether or not all of the data elements required to prepare a PR document are available.  



  a.  The minimum mandatory technical data required to support a requirement of $10,000 and under are:  



    (1) National Stock Number or PGC.  



    (2) Procurement Identification Descriptive (PID) line of Data and one source.  



    (3) Specification/Drawing/Standard/Publication Number, if required for contracting purposes.  



    (4) Preservation, Packaging, Packing and Marking.  

�    (5) Quantity Control Code (QCC) if the item is either Complex or Critical (i.e., Place of Inspection Code B or C).  



  b.  Additional technical data required to support a requirement over $10,000 are:  



    (1) QCC for all items.



    (2) Negotiation Justification Statement if a sole source item.  



    (3) PID Adequacy Code A.  



  c.  For requirements of $25,000 or more, all basic specifications must have been validated within the last six months, in addition to the above.  



103104  RESPONSIBILITIES 



1.  The D/PP of each DSC is responsible for the development, input, and maintenance of the contract history buy data and other data elements identified in paragraph 103302.  



2.  The D/TO of each DSC is responsible for the development, input, and maintenance of CTDF data not specified in paragraph 1 above.  In addi-tion, D/TO is responsible for input of Procurement Guidance Information (PGI) via DIC YQF/Verb SPTD and Option C, to enter contracting related data which will be beneficial to the buyer.  The D/PP must submit all requests to D/TO in accordance with local procedures.  

�SECTION 2  MAINTENANCE OF THE CTDF MASTER 







103201  GENERAL 



1.  Maintenance of the CTDF is performed in the daily update cycle.  The maintenance actions consist of those transactions which add (insert), change (replace), or delete (remove) data elements in this master file (appendix E-114 CTDF Online or E-15 CTDF via batch.)



2.  All input transactions will be subjected to validation and file maintenance processes.  Accepted segments/complete transactions will be processed to the CTDF Master and recorded in the applicable records.  Rejected segments/incomplete transactions will be posted to either a Validation Error List (appendix F-1) or to an Update Reject List (appendix F-2).  



103202  MAINTENANCE PROCEDURES 



1.  DIC YQL/SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option I with the applicable data field are used for all adds, changes, or deletes to the data  lements identified in paragraph 103302.  See appendix E-15/E-114.



2.  DIC YQN/SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option I with the applicable data field are used for all adds, changes, or deletes to the contract history buy data.  See appendices E-15/E-114.  DIC YQN/SAMMSTEL Verb SPIP is used to establish, revise and delete Part Number Cross-Reference data in the NNSN Buy History File.  See appendix E-124.



3.  DIC YQM/SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option I with the applicable data field are used for establishment and interrogation to the contract history buy data for Logistics Transfer Data.  See appendix E-114.



4.  DIC YQJ/SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option H with applicable data field are used for all adds, changes, or deletes to the manufacturer's drawing number field of the Manufacturer's  Data Record with respect to  Small  Business  Set-Aside determinations.  See appendices E-15/E-114.



5.  A hard copy printout of the CTDF (ORC PZB) will be generated as a result of DIC YQJ/SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option H maintenance actions input by D/PP for items containing a Requirements Contract Item Code Y. 



103203  INTERROGATION TRANSACTIONS 



1.  The Contracting Subsystem is designed to respond to interrogation transactions on a daily cycle basis by providing printouts of the data on records by NSN/PGC, when requested.  To secure a printout from the CTDF, input SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option J/DIC YPH on the proper transcript form.  

�2.  Interrogation replies will be furnished to the Source Code in the cycle in which the interrogation request was processed.  The replies to SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option J/DIC YPH are hard copy in stock number/ PGC sequence, one stock number/PGC record per copy containing all the data available in the CTDF.  See appendix F-72.  



3.  Erroneous interrogation inputs will result in error outputs.  Excessive interrogation inputs will also be reported on the Updated Reject List, appendix F-2.  



4.  Interrogation of the TIR for stock number data will be by DIC YA8(LTI).  Step-by-step instructions are located in appendix E-18.  

�SECTION 3  THE DIRECTORATE OF CONTRACTING AND PRODUCTION SUPPORT OF THE

           CTDF 







103301  GENERAL 



1.  This section summarizes all the requirements and actions considered to be the responsibility of the D/PP in relation to the CTDF.  



2.  The D/PP responsibilities relate to the development, input, and maintenance in the Contract History Data/PID File of the Contract History Data Record.  The inputs consist of data elements controlled by SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option I/DICs YQN and YQM and some data elements controlled by SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option H/DICs YQL and YQJ.



103302  DATA ELEMENTS 



  These data elements may be changed or inserted by the use of the applicable Options/DICs indicated below.  Each change of data will overlay the previous data.  Absence of these elements will not suspend an RB.  



  a.  To effect a change in the contract history buy data for either the last three direct deliveries or last three (four at DPSC) stock replenishment contracts input SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option I/DIC YQN.  Data elements are Contract Number, CAGE, Negotiated Advertised Code, Source Type Code, Unit of Issue, Unit Price, Award Date, Purchase Quantity, Option Date, F.O.B., Type (Stock Buy/DD Code #), Represen-tative Buy Code, Price Competition Code, Termination Indicator Code, PR/CD and key in Y to delete the complete line in Delete Contract History Buy Data Field.



  b.  Other codes in the CTDF for which D/PP is responsible are Des-tination Sort Code, DMS Required Code, Requirements Contract Item Code, Review Bypass Code, and C-DTE Review Bypass Code Date.  SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option I/DIC YQL are also used to add, change, or delete these data elements.  



  c.  Data elements that are found only in the contract history buy data for Logistic Transfer History are Design CAGE, Reference Number, AMC, AMSC, Price Status, Type of Business, Type of Contractor, Criticality Designator, Type of Contract and Administered by Code.  SAMMSTEL Verb STPD and Option I/DIC YQM are used for establishment and interrogation of these data elements.



  d.  The SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option H/DIC YQJ are used to record set-aside data.

�103303  TRANSACTIONS 



1.  The CTDF may be interrogated by the use of the SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option J/DIC YPH, D/PP System Interrogation Input, located in appendix B-8.  This will result in a printout of the complete data in the file.  



2.  SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option I/DIC YQL, appendix B-35, are used by D/PP to maintain elements Destination Sort Code, DMS, RCI, RBC, and C-DTE.  SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option I/DIC YQN, appendix B-37, are used by D/PP to maintain the contracting history elements in the Contract History Data Record of the CTDF.  SAMMSTEL Verb SPIP/DIC YQN, appendices B-37 and E-124, are used by D/PP to maintain the part number cross-reference data in the NNSN Buy History File.  SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option I/DIC YQM, appendix B-36, are used by D/PP to maintain the con-tracting history elements unique to the Logistics Transfer History of the CTDF.  Misuse of the options could cause the loss of a record.  To delete or erase individual data elements in the CTDF, enter the same option/DIC you would use if you were adding data.  However, in this case there are three levels of delete capabilities offered in the online system; for the batch, system insert the old data in the data field, and insert Maintenance Code 3 into the Maintenance Code field.



  a.  Delete by data element - Underlay the current code(s)/data to be deleted exactly as it is recorded.



  b.  Delete by line - Underlay an X in the first position of the line of data to be deleted.



  c.  Delete by groups of data - Underlay a Y in the delete field provided on the applicable screen.



3.  SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and Option H/DIC YQJ, appendix B-33, are used by D/PP to record Small Business Set-Aside determinations in the Set-Aside Determination/ Manufacturer's Drawing Number field.

�SECTION 4  REPORTS AND LISTS 







103401  GENERAL 



  The Weekly Listing of PRs Returned to the D/TO and the Monthly Value Engineering/Packaging Report pertain to two reports required of each DSC by HQ DLA.  The Technical  Data  Summary  Report - Monthly, is explained in appendix F-63.  The Interrogation Reply-CTDF Technical Data will be found in appendix F-72. 



103402  PURCHASE REQUESTS RETURNED TO TECHNICAL 



  The weekly report, Purchase Requests Returned to Technical, appendix F-32, is a mechanically prepared listing designed to control the PR referrals forwarded to D/TO.  It originates from data input by the D/PP with DIC YPW, appendix B-21.  The report lists those referrals forwarded by the D/PP which have not been resolved and reinstated to D/PP by the time the report is prepared by the system.  This report serves the operating level as a tool for control of PR referrals. 

 

103403  MONTHLY VALUE ENGINEERING/PACKAGING REPORT 



  The Monthly Value Engineering/Packaging  Report, appendix F-34, is a mechanically prepared summary of the stock numbers procured during the month which were earmarked for study under the DSCs Value Engineering or Cost Reduction Program.  The F-34 is prepared as of the End-Of-Month (EOM).  The number of copies output from computer will be as required by DSC.  This report has no relationship to Value Engineering clauses which are the basis for a share-the-savings program with vendors.



103404  RESPONSE TO THE TIR INTERROGATION 



  The Total Item Record (TIR) Interrogation is the DIC YA8, (LTI), appendix B-25.  This DIC can generate to D/PP any of the four responses:

  

1.  F-304, DLSC File Maintenance Reject Listing.  This report contains the DIC LTI rejects from DLSC.  



2.  F-305, Service/Agency Originated EAM Format.  This report contains the DIC YA8 rejects from SAMMS.  



3.  F-311, NIIN/PSCN Interrogation Search Replies.  This report contains the DIC LTI answers from DLSC.  



4.  F-323, Over Age Followup.  This report lists the DIC LTI inputs that were unanswered by DLSC, another DIC LTI must be submitted if the information is still required.  
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
