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SECTION 1  AMENDMENTS











108101  PURPOSE 





  This chapter sets forth:  





1.  The policy and procedures related to DSC processing and control of amendments to RBs, PRs, and MIPRs.  





2.  Methods, procedures, formats, and codes to be used in processing amendments.  





108102  SCOPE 





1.  The procedures set forth herein apply to all PR amendments generated by the D/SO and submitted to the system by the D/PP and D/SO.  





2.  These procedures also apply to amendments to MIPRs that are requested by the Military Service or generated internally by the D/PP.  





108103  BACKGROUND 





1.  The system is designed to permit amendments to RBs, to PRs after the PR is printed and forwarded to the contracting activity, and to update the contracting file and files of other subsystems, as appropriate.  No amendment action should be submitted to the system to update the files until the determination has been made that the desired amendment could actually be accomplished.  





2.  It can be assumed that amendments involving funds, which are sub-mitted to the Contracting Subsystem, are funded unless notification is furnished by the system in the form of Procurement Money Report, F-13 or Procurement Unfunded Report, F-16.  





108104  DEFINITIONS 





  Definitions and description of codes are provided in the appendices to this manual.  





108105  DOCUMENT IDENTIFIER CODES 





  The document identifier used to submit PR/MIPR/RB amendment data to the system is the DIC YPE.  





  a.  DIC YPE is the most important document identifier used in submitt-ing amendment data for PR/MIPR/RBs to the system.  This document identi-fier is termed the Master Amendment Document in that it is required for �
all changes to the RB suspense file and the APRF.  The YPE input is used to maintain/change various elements, increase/decrease/divert quanti-ties, change money priority, change delivery date, effect cancellation, unit price change, delivery date change, add a line item.  The YPE may be used for all these actions because an amendment code (paragraph 108106) in the input defines the type of action and the variable data field, pos. 35-77 contain various data elements depending on the amend-ment code used.  





  b.  See chapter 9 for use of YPE to effect contract management action.  





108106  AMENDMENT CODES 





1.  The Amendment Code is an extremely important element in RB/MIPR/PR input on DIC YPE.  It serves to define to the system the purpose of the action and the data elements appearing in the variable field.  The amendment codes listed in appendix A-1 contain codes used in amendments and modifications.  Only the following codes actually apply to amend-ments relating to RBs, PKs, and MIPRs.





2.  Amendment Code A indicates that the amendment is used for total cancellation of an RB, RB Money Priority Change, and to maintain data elements for the entire RB, i.e., Output Routing, Backorder Code, Weapon System Code, required delivery date, and PDC.  





3.  Amendment Code B is used for total cancellation of an RBLI or to change data elements for a line item, i.e., quantity change plus or minus, delivery date, unit price, and FCC.  





4.  Amendment Code C is used for changes to the entire PR/MIPR including total cancellation.  The PR elements that can be changed are output routing code and weapon system.  For an NNSN or an NSN with a S/P 9 which contracting has identified to an NSN managed by the center or another DSC, use of Amendment Code C with Cancellation Reason Code ZJ will cancel the PR and pass the requisition with the NSN the managing center.  





5.  Amendment Code D is used for total cancellation of a PRLI, partial cancellation of a PRLI that reduces the quantity to zero, or file main-tenance of certain data elements.  The elements that can be changed are FCC, quantity change plus or minus, required delivery date, and unit price.  





6.  Amendment Code E is used to add a new line item to a PR.  Use the YPJ to add a new line item to a MIPR.





7.  Amendment Code F is used to divert a quantity from an existing PR line to another location not on the original PR.  This amendment code can be used for stock replenishment diversions only.  Diversions to satisfy a MILSTRIP requisition are restricted to contracts or purchase orders.  





8.  Amendment Code Q is used to cancel proposed amendments suspended for lack of funds.  





9.  Amendment Code T is used to add, change or delete GFM unit cost on a total PR.

SECTION 2  PROCESSING RECOMMENDED BUY, PURCHASE REQUEST, MIPR AMENDMENTS 











108201  POLICY 





1.  Instructions set forth herein apply only to the preparation of data processing transactions resulting from RB, PR, or MIPR amendment requests.  Methods, techniques, or procedures to be employed by the DSC in the processing of PR/MIPR amendments will be developed locally.  





2.  All input transactions will be validated for certain data and format.  Erroneous transactions will be output on a Validation Error List (see appendix F-1).  





3.  Amendments to an RB, PR, or MIPR will be permitted by the system regardless of dollar value, including total or line item cancellation of the RB, PR, or MIPR.  Restrictions as to dollar limitations on amend-ments will be DSC established.  





4.  Regardless of the dollar value, no changes to RBs, PRs or MIPRs will be permitted in the Unit of Issue.  A change to the Unit of Issue requires cancellation of the current line or total buy and submission of a request to the Requirements Subsystem to generate a new RB with the revised unit of issue.





108202  GENERAL REQUIREMENTS 





1.  It is the responsibility of the directorate submitting input to the system to prepare the input on forms, transcripts, or cards for submis-sion to the ODS for input.  





2.  The D/SO will submit amendment data directly to the ODS for changes to RBs which have not yet been converted to a PR.  (Conversion is performed when the PR is printed and forwarded to the D/PP.) 





3.  After it has been determined that the desired amendment action can actually be taken, the D/PP will submit directly to the ODS data on amendments to PRs and MIPRs to update the files.





108203  OFFICE OF DATA SYSTEMS 





1.  The ODS, receives and processes RBs, PRs, and MIPR amendment input in the format prescribed for DIC YPE.  





2.  Validates each input transaction and output erroneous transactions on Validation Error List (appendix F-1).  





3.  Produces and distributes to the D/SO and D/PP a notification on Update Reject List, appendix F-2, that amendment action cannot be taken on RBs, PRs, and MIPRs.  This notification will cite the entire YPE message.  


�
108204  CHANGES/MAINTENANCE RECOMMENDED BUYS 





1.  Certain changes to RBs after initial approval, accomplished through the Distribution or Requirements Subsystems, or for those RBs not requiring approval, can be accomplished by use of DIC YPE (see appendix B-5).  This format permits the IM to change the Output Routing Code, Backorder Code, Weapon System Code, required delivery date, PDC, money priority, quantity changes (plus or minus), FCC, and effect cancellation of a line item or entire RB.  





2.  RBs not yet converted to PRs can be amended by submitting DIC YPE, with Amendment Code A or B, to the O/DS (see appendix B-5).  





  a.  Quantity adjustments for an RBLI can be accomplished by preparing a YPE transaction entering in pos. 4 Amendment Code B and the amount of quantity change in pos. 49-55.  The field must be filled by preceding significant digits with zero(s).  The type of quantity change desired (plus or minus) must be shown in pos. 48-see appendix B-5.  





  b.  Delivery date changes for an RBLI can be accomplished by preparing a YPE transaction entering in pos. 4 Amendment Code B.  Enter in pos. 24-29 the RBLI number.  Enter the new delivery date in pos. 62-66.  CY is in pos. 62-63 and day of the year in pos. 64-66 (see appendix B-5).  





  c.  Cancellation of an RBLI can be accomplished by preparing a YPE transaction entering in pos. 4 Amendment Code B.  The line item number is in pos. 24-29 and Cancellation Reason Code in pos. 72-73 (see appendix A for Cancellation Reason Code), (see appendix B-5).  





  d.  If a change to the unit price for an RBLI is desired, enter the new unit price in pos. 35-44 on the YPE transaction with Amendment Code B in pos. 4 (see appendix B-5).  





  e.  To change the FCC on an RBLI, enter the new FCC in pos. 45-47 with Amendment Code B in pos. 4 of the YPE transaction.  





  f.  To change an RB in the following areas, it is necessary to enter the new code in the applicable field positions, i.e., Output Routing Code (pos. 56-57), Backorder Code (pos. 58), Weapon System Code (pos. 59), PDC with Amendment Code A in pos. 4 of the YPE transaction (see appendix B-5).  





  g.  RBs can be canceled in their entirety by preparing a YPE trans-action with Amendment Code A in pos. 4, and a Cancellation Reason Code in pos. 72-73 (see appendix A).  





  h.  To change an RB required delivery date, use a YPE Transaction with Amendment Code A in pos. 4, the new delivery date in pos. 62-66, year in pos. 62-63, and day of year in pos. 64-66 (see appendix B-5).  





  i.  In the event an RB is suspended for lack of funds in a particular FLC as shown on the Procurement Unfunded Report (appendix F-16), the IM has the ability to upgrade the money priority of the buy, forcing the buy into a higher FLC, and thus releasing the buy.  The above change is accomplished by transaction document YPE and Amendment Code A, entering in pos. 74 the money priority change code.  


�
3.  Any of the above actions on either Amendment Code A for total buy changes, or Amendment Code B for line item changes can be accomplished on the same form, i.e., it is possible to decrease or increase the quantity on a line item, change the delivery date, and unit price of the same line item, on one input form.  





4.  The system will process the above if the RB has not been converted to a PR.  If the RB has been converted to a PR, a notification on the Update Reject List (appendix F-2) will be forwarded to the IM citing the entire YPE message.

108206  LACK OF FUNDS SUSPENDED PROPOSED AMENDMENTS 





  Those amendment actions that involved quantity changes are subjected to a mechanical money review before the files are updated.  For those proposed amendments where insufficient funds are available to process the amendment, the action is placed on a Procurement Unfunded Report.  To clear the system files for those actions which have been suspended for lack of funds, prepare DIC YPE, Amendment Code Q.  This transaction cancels the proposed amendment, (see appendix B-5).

SECTION 3  AMENDMENTS FOR FORWARD STOCKAGE LOCATION (FSL) AWARDS 











108301  GENERAL





1.  Awards that were created to support a FSL requirement, which is indicated by a FSL RB number in the ACF, are restricted in the Award Amendment actions that can be processed against them.  This is due to the fact that Acquisition Management considers these buys as stock requirements even though the NSN is coded for DVD support, and Asset Management has created an Active Requisition Control and Status (ARCS) record in order to supply the customer with status.  The reason for the limited amendment capability is that Acquisition Management does not have the means to update the ARCS when the requirement is a stock buy.  





2.  Any amendment transaction submitted to change the quantity, divert a CLIN quantity to an existing or new CLIN, change location, or change the PIIN/CLIN would be rejected.  Also, a ZCM, which is a Direct Delivery Confirmation transaction, will be generated when the PIIN or CLIN is cancelled.
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
