SECTION 1  VALIDATION AND UPDATE ERRORS







112101  PURPOSE 



  This chapter sets forth the policy and procedures relative to the edit and validation of inputs to the Contracting Subsystem.  



112102  SCOPE 



  This chapter describes the types of errors, identification of errors, rejection of erroneous inputs onto error lists, and the actions required to correct errors.  



112103  POLICY 



1.  It is assumed that inputs received from other subsystems of SAMMS, MILSCAP Shipment/Performance Notices and MILSCAP Contract Completion Status Reports have been validated prior to entering the Contracting Subsystem.  



2.  Data being passed from the Contracting  Subsystem to other sub-systems will be validated before input.  



3.  All document identifiers set forth in the B appendices to this manual will be reviewed for validity.  



4.  Immediate action will be taken to correct errors.  

�SECTION 2  VALIDATION AND UPDATE ERRORS IN THE CONTRACTING SUBSYSTEM 







112201  TYPES OF ERRORS 



1.  VALIDATION ERRORS 



  Validation errors pertain to the content of an input rather than to the relationship of the input to a Contracting Subsystem file or other input.  This includes data elements which are not in proper format such as an alpha character in a numeric field, missing data element required for the transaction and/or an improperly included data element.  Each data element is reviewed by the system and all invalid elements in the input are identified.  



2.  UPDATE ERRORS 



  Update errors refer to three conditions:  



  a.  An input fails to match a record in a Contracting Subsystem file to be updated by the input. 



  b.  An input improperly duplicates a record in a Contracting Subsystem file to be updated by the input.  



  c.  One or more of several associated transactions which are required to be submitted together is absent.  Update errors pertain to the relationship of an input to a file or other input rather than to the format and content of the input.  



112202  CONTRACTING SUBSYSTEM ERROR LISTS 



  Each of the three error lists prepared daily by the Contracting Sub-system is produced with erroneous transactions sorted by the Source Code appearing in pos. 78-80 of the input document.  All incoming MILSCAP transactions are automatically assigned Source Code POO by SAMMS.  The transactions pertaining to each Source Code will be placed on a separate page, or pages, to facilitate breaking the list apart for distribution to the units or persons responsible for error correction.  



1.  F-1, VALIDATION ERROR LIST 



  All inputs containing a validation error are printed on the Validation Error List in accordance with the format depicted on appendix F-1.  All data in the transaction will be printed with each data element separated by two blank spaces.  Erroneous data elements are conspicuously indenti-fied by an asterisk over the field position(s) containing invalid information.  

�2.  F-2, UPDATE REJECT LIST 



  All inputs involving an update error, except award inputs YPA, YPB, YPC and YPD, are printed on the Update Reject List in accordance with the format depicted on appendix F-2.  All data in the transaction will be printed.  The reason for error will be provided by an in-the-clear reject message.  Appendix E-2 provides detailed instructions for proces-sing the Update Reject List and correcting errors.  



3.  F-5, AWARD REJECT REPORT 



  An Award Reject Report is output for each award that contains invalid, missing, or otherwise unacceptable input data.  The report lists all DIC YPA, YPB, YPC, and YPD inputs associated with that award and identifies the unacceptable input.  It is necessary to reinput only the corrected data elements because the system retains all valid inputs associated with the award.  Appendix F-5 depicts the format and content report, and  appendix E-5 provides detailed instructions for correction of the in-the-clear reject messages reflected on the F-5 Report.  The report is prepared in Source Code sequence with a separate page for each PIIN.  
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
