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             SAMMS AUTOMATED SMALL PURCHASE SYSTEM - PHASE I

SECTION 1  AUTOMATED BPA AND IDTC PROCESSING

115101  PURPOSE 

  This chapter describes the establishment and maintenance of Contract-ing Subsystem files and system provisions for the mechanical preparation of calls under BPAs that are valued within the DSC established BPA SIS Dollar Limitation which may be set at any point between $0 to $2500, and orders under IDTCs that are valued within the DSC established IDTC Order Limitations which may be set at any point between $0 to $100,000.  The IDTC phase of this automated system need not be utilized by a DSC if not considered useful or appropriate. All first-time buys and recommended buy numbers starting with SC0 are excluded from SASPS I processing.    

115102  SCOPE 

  This chapter applies to contracting of both NSN and NNSN items of supply by the issuance of mechanical calls/orders against applicable BPAs/IDTCs.  These purchase can be made from both large and small businesses, under $2500. In order to be processed under SASPS I, the purchase cannot be a first-time buy and the recommended buy number cannot have SC0 in the first three positions.

115103  BACKGROUND AND OBJECTIVES 

1.  Each DSC will award BPAs to vendors that are capable of supplying various requirements of the DSC.  Vendors will be required to identify, by CAGE Code and FSC within each CAGE Code, those items which they can supply.  If the system finds that the established price of a proposed BPA award exceeds the BPA SIS dollar limitation threshold, if the recommended buy number contains SC0 in the first three positions or if the purchase is a first-time buy, the RB will automatically pass to the SASPS Phase II process. The presence of SCO in the first three positions of the recommended buy number indicates that the buy has a Forward Stockage Location (FSL). When a PR or an ACF is generated from an FSL Recommended Buy, the update capabilities normally afforded to stock procurements have been severely limited because of the fact that an ARCS record exists for these buys.  

2.  Each DSC may award competitive IDTCs to vendors capable of supplying the complete line of a given manufacturer (CAGE).  All future require-ments identified to that CAGE will then be obtained from vendors with an IDTC for the CAGE.  If the system finds that the estimated price of a proposed IDTC award exceeds the vendor's order limitation threshold, the RB will automatically pass to the SASPS Phase II process.  

3.  The BPA/IDTC will be used exclusively for ordering of supplies on mechanical awards (calls/orders) under the automated system.  

4.  The objectives of this chapter are to describe the establishment and maintenance of system files, the products and features of SASPS and the manner in which RBs are screened against the Contracting Subsystem files in order to mechanically generate a BPA/IDTC call/order.  The products and features apply to all SASPS processing except COPAD IDTCs.  COPAD IDTC processing is detailed in chapter 14.

115104  SYSTEM PRODUCTS 

1.  SHIPPING INSTRUCTION SHEET (SIS) 

  RBs that match the NSN-CAGE File, CAGE-Vendor File, and the VDMF, and conform to all other requirements of SASPS, will result in the mechan-ical preparation of an SIS in four copies; namely, vendor's copy, consignee copy, contracting copy, and packaging activity/receiving copy.  Refer to appendix F-103 for format of SIS.  

2.  SIS TRAILER 

  Each SIS printed by the system will be accompanied by a trailer containing substantially the same information as the trailer sheet for PRs.  The SIS trailer is shown in appendix F-104.  

3.  VENDOR RESPONSE CARD (VRC) 

  A VRC will be produced for each computer generated SIS.  This card is prepunched by the system with pertinent call/order data, and will require a minimum of information to be annotated by the vendor.  Appendix F-110 illustrates the VRC.  

4.  WEEKLY BPA/IDTC (SIS) REPORT 

  Once each week the system will prepare a report of all awards process-ed during the week through the automated SIS process.  This report is used by financial personnel to make payment for SIS awards.  See appendix F-100 for format and content of the report.  

5.  MONTHLY SIS STATISTICS-BPA/IDTC/RFQ REPORT 

  Part 1 of this four-part report consists of summary type entries, and parts 2 and 3 are listings of NSNs and CAGE Codes which were eligible for the automated award process but were not processed because the NSNs/ CAGEs were not recorded in system files.  See appendix F-101 for format and content.  

6.  NONSHIP, NONRESPONSES, CANCELLATION PR QTY REPORT 

  This report is generated daily to identify SISs for which the following conditions apply:  

  a.  A VRC has not been posted within the allotted timeframe.  Each no response SIS will be identified by Code NR.  

  b.  A VRC has been posted with Reason Code N (unable to supply).  

  c.  A VRC has been posted with Reason Code P (price exceeds BPA/IDTC limit).  

  d.  A direct delivery PRLI has been partially awarded.  Each partially awarded direct delivery PRLI will be identified with the code PQ and the unawarded balance of the line.

  e.  A VRC is posted with Action Code N against a NNSN requirement for which no exception data or contracting history are available.  Each such SIS will be identified with the Code CG and the related requirement will be automatically canceled back to the originating requisitioner.  See appendix F-102 for format and content.  

7.  VENDOR PRICE VARIANCE REPORT 

  The lowest unit price paid within the last year or, if no award in the last year, the latest award price adjusted for inflation is established as the Base Price.  Each cycle the system will check the total price of the VRC and, if greater than the dollar value cutoff, the unit price will be compared to the Base Price.  If the unit price exceeds the base price by the percentage established in the Procurement Policy File or more, the item will appear on Part I of the F-108.  Items which do not have a base price recorded at the time the SIS is issued will be report-ed on Part II of the F-108.  For every NSN or Part Number appearing on the F-108, an F-72 or F-73 Interrogation Response will be provided.  Appendix F-108 depicts the format and content of the Vendor Price Variance Report.

8.  CAGE-FSC VENDOR REPORT 

  Once each month the system prepares a report which will cross-refer-ence each CAGE Code to vendor and vendor to CAGE Code in the SASPS.  Summary totals are also provided.  Refer to appendix F-109 for format and content of this report.  

9.  NSN-CAGE INTERROGATION REPLY 

  Upon inquiry, the system will prepare a reply containing all data on file for a particular NSN-CAGE File.  Appendix F-105  illustrates the output format.  

10.  NSN(s) PURGED FROM NSN-CAGE FILE 

  When the final CAGE Code recorded for an NSN is deleted, the NSN is dropped from the NSN-CAGE File and listed on F-124 Report.  D/PP can use the listing to review purged NSNs with D/TO personnel in an attempt to obtain coverage.  If no coverage can be obtained, the NSN should be added to NSN/FSC Exception File to prevent repeated identification on the F-101-2 Report.  

11.  CAGE-VENDOR FILE INTERROGATION REPLY 

  Upon inquiry, the system will prepare a reply containing all data on file for a particular CAGE Code in the CAGE-Vendor File.  Appendix F-106 illustrates the output format.  

12.  VENDOR DATA MASTER FILE (VDMF) INTERROGATION REPLY 

  Upon inquiry, the system will print data on file in the VDMF for individual vendors.  Appendix F-107 illustrates the output format.  

13.  SASPS PRICE INDEX TABLE LISTING

  On a monthly basis, the system will generate a Price Index Table listing which contains all data on file for a particular Price Index.  Appendix F-130 illustrates the output format.

14. NSN/FSC EXCEPTION FILE INTERROGATION REPLY

  The NSNs and FSCs listed on this report are those individual NSNs and entire FSCs which have been excluded from processing under the SASPS for various reasons.  Appendix F-111 depicts the output format.

115105 NUMBERING OF BLANKET PURCHASE AGREEMENTS (BPAs) 

1.  BPAs will be numbered in accordance with DoD FAR Supplement 4.70, Uniform Procurement Instrument Identification Numbering System.  Numbers will be mechanically assigned in accordance with DoD FAR Supplement 4.7003, with the first position of the serial number (tenth position of the PIIN) for an automated small purchase limited to A and B.  

2.  Mechanized updating of the BPA PIINs will occur automatically on the last contracting cycle of the FY (30 September) by adding 01 to the seventh and eighth positions of the PIIN (fiscal year).  The balance of the PIIN will remain constant, except the call counter will revert back to 0000.  

3.  Each time a BPA number is assigned (new BPA) or mechanically updated (renewal), a Vendor Data Interrogation Reply will be mechanically gen-erated using a special Source Code PSZ.  This will apprise the DSC of the number assigned to new BPAs and will act as a check on renewals.  The interrogation replies for FY updates will be output in PIIN sequence to facilitate filing in the individual BPA folders.  

115106  NUMBERING OF INDEFINITE DELIVERY TYPE CONTRACTS (IDTCs) 

1.  IDTCs will be numbered in accordance with DoD FAR Supplement 204.70, Uniform Procurement Instrument Identification Numbering System.  Numbers will be manually controlled and assigned in accordance with DoD FAR Supplement 204.7004-4, with the first position of the serial number (tenth position of PIIN) for an automated small purchase limited to A.  

2.  Each IDTCs yearly expiration date will be manually posted to the system to coincide with the effective date of the IDTC.  

115107  NUMBERING OF BPA CALLS/IDTC ORDERS 

  System prepared SISs will be numbered with the basic PIIN plus a 4-position supplementary PIIN commencing with 0001.  The system mechan-ically assigns and controls BPA calls/IDTC orders by means of a counter in the VDMF which is advanced by one after each SIS that is issued to permit the consecutive assignment of call/order numbers on subsequent calls/orders generated by the system for the same vendor.  BPA calls/ 

IDTC orders will be assigned numeric call/order numbers by the system beginning with 0001 through 9999, except that 9000-9999 will be reserved in the IDTC process for IDTC orders that are manually prepared.  After the number 9999 for BPA calls and the number 8999 for IDTC orders, a series of alphanumeric numbers will be assigned as follows (the letters I and O will not be used):

SECTION 2  ESTABLISHMENT AND MAINTENANCE OF AUTOMATED SMALL PURCHASE

           FILES 

115201  GENERAL 

1.  The Automated Small Purchase System requires five master files, in addition to the Procurement Policy File, in the processing of an SIS.  The five master files are:  

  a.  NSN-FSC Exception File.  

  b.  NSN-CAGE File. 

  c.  CAGE-Vendor File.  

  d.  Vendor Data Master File.  

  e.  CAGE-FSC Cross-Reference File.  

2.  The D/PP is responsible for the establishment and maintenance of these master files.  

115202  NSN-FSC EXCEPTION FILE 

1.  There are certain NSNs and entire FSCs which must be excluded from the automated system due to special conditions such as NSNs on mandatory GSA schedules or entire FSCs not conducive to contracting through the automated system.  Such NSNs/FSCs are excluded by ensuring they do not appear in the NSN-CAGE File.  This is accomplished by adding such items to the NSN-FSC Exception File which, in turn, excludes these items from the NSN-CAGE File whenever this file is rebuilt through the as required NSN-CAGE File Build Program USPJAR30.  

2.  Establishment and maintenance of the NSN-FSC Exception File is accomplished as cited in appendices B-63 and E-121.  Appendix E-121 also provides instructions for the interrogation of NSNs/FSCs loaded in the file.  

115203  NSN-CAGE FILE 

1.  In the automated small purchase process, NSN RBs are passed against the NSN-CAGE File after finding no match in the NSN-FSC Exception File and after all prescreening checks are performed. Only those NSNs which match the file are eligible for an SIS; therefore, each DSC should strive to include as many NSNs and CAGEs as possible in this file.  

2.  Periodically, on an as required basis, the file may be mechanically rebuilt to add and/or delete NSNs by running the as required Program USPJAR30.  

3.  Establishment and maintenance of an individual NSN on the NSN-CAGE File is accomplished as cited in appendices B-64 and E-121.  Appendix 

E-121 also provides instructions for the interrogation and printing of all data contained in the NSN-CAGE File for a particular NSN.  

115204  CAGE-VENDOR FILE 

1.  Every vendor in the SASPS must indicate to the DSC which CAGE Codes and FSCs within the CAGE Code(s) they are able to supply.  A vendor may be able to support one or more CAGEs and one or more FSCs within the CAGE Code(s).

2.  BPA vendor records are established in the CAGE-Vendor File in two manners.  Vendors who can support the complete line of a CAGE Code will be listed as Y type vendors.  X type vendors will be those carried as supporting specific FSCs within given CAGE Codes.  Y type vendors will also be carried as X type vendors against each FSC applicable to CAGEs they support.  Vendor selection for NSN requirements will be made from among those vendors listed as supporting the specific FSC within the CAGE Code.  Vendors for all non-NSN requirements will be selected from among Y vendors (due to absence of an FSC).  

3.  IDTC vendors will be coded in the file as A vendors and whether the IDTC vendor is to receive east coast, west coast, or both east and west coast requirements (code E = east, W = west and B = both east and west).  Whenever an RB occurs for an item with a CAGE Code covered by an IDTC, the RB will contain the E/W indicator code for stock replenishment buys and  the customer zone code for direct delivery buys which will be used in the selection of the proper east or west coast vendor.  (The customer zone code is converted to E/W indicator codes in the Contracting Subsystem.) 

4.  The D/PP is responsible for establishment and maintenance of the CAGE-Vendor File in accordance with the detailed provisions of appen-dices B-40 and E-125.  Appendix E-125 also provides instructions for the interrogation and printing of data contained in the CAGE-Vendor File for a particular CAGE Code record.  

115205  VENDOR DATA MASTER FILE (VDMF) 

1.  For each BPA/IDTC in effect, the D/PP will establish a record in the VDMF.  This file contains certain constant elements of data pertaining to the BPA/IDTC.  The constant data is used to reduce the amount of award data which must be submitted to the system, such as vendor code, IDTC PIIN, date of BPA/IDTC, F.O.B., and discount period and percent, to record pertinent award information on calls/orders for each BPA/IDTC PIIN.  In addition to the above data elements, all IDTC vendors will reflect the E/W indicator code to assure that the proper east or west coast vendor is selected in the award process.  Also, the Buyer Code for the SASPS I buyer who is responsible for the BPA/IDTC will be recorded.  

2.  The counter in the VDMF is the means by which calls/orders are mechanically assigned to each SIS.  The call/order numbers are con-trolled in this file and the counter is advanced after each use to permit sequential numbering of subsequent calls/orders to the vendor.  

3.  Vendor data from the VDMF that will be necessary for subsequent award input is stored in the APRF for future use when the SIS is initiated.  When the VRC is received from the vendor with a positive response, data from the VRC, combined with the stored data that was lifted from the VDMF, will constitute complete award input to update system files. 

4.  Establishment and maintenance of the VDMF will be accomplished in accordance with the detailed provisions in appendices B-40 and E-125.  Appendix E-125 also provides instructions  for the interrogation and printing of data contained in the VDMF for individual vendors.  

115206  CAGE-FSC CROSS-REFERENCE FILE 

1.  This file is a cross-reference between all CAGE Codes and FSCs.  It lists all FSCs applicable to the various CAGE Codes and all CAGE Codes applicable to various FSCs. 

2.  The file is utilized in the processing of DIC YQZ inputs for CAGE-Vendor File maintenance.  It is used by the system to determine FSCs which apply to an CAGE Code and provides for mass update of the CAGE-Vendor File in the loading of X type vendors against all FSCs applicable to a CAGE Code.

3.  The file will be rebuilt each time the NSN-CAGE File build program is run. 

115207  VENDOR RESPONSE FILE (VRF) 

1.  The Vendor Response File (VRF) is used to record for each CAGE/FSC/ Vendor combination in SASPS running counts of the following SIS data:  

  a.  SISs issued.  

  b.  SIS responses with Reason Code S (order will be filled) or C (order will be filled but there is a change in part number, quantity, or unit of issue).  

  c.  SIS responses with Reason Code N (unable to supply).  

  d.  SIS responses with Reason Code P (cannot ship because total price exceeds BPA/IDTC limits).  

  e.  SISs for which no response was received within the specified time, a low of 17 days to a maximum of 30 days (option of each DSC) are recorded by the system as NR.

  f.  SISs reinstated (with Reinstatement Code R in pos. 77).  

  g.  SISs appearing on the F-108, Price Variance Report.  

  h.  SISs for which the CDD is beyond the RDD.  

2.  Data accumulated on the VRF is depicted each month on the F-109, CAGE-FSC Vendor Report.  By reviewing the monthly F-109 Report, the D/PP can readily determine a vendor's performance within SASPS.  This simpli-fies the process of identifying vendors with poor performance and pro-vides a sound basis for suspending or purging nonproductive suppliers from SASPS.  The VRF data can be used to ensure that only the most responsive and responsible vendors are participating in the SIS program. 

3.  Vendor data is accumulated on the VRF on an FY basis.  At the end of each FY the VRF counters will be set to zero in accordance with the following file purge. 

  a.  For each CAGE/FSC/Vendor record in the file the system will determine if any SISs are on hand (in process) at the end of the FY.  

  b.  If SISs are not on hand, the CAGE/FSC/Vendor record will be deleted from the VRF. 

  c.  If SISs are on hand, the CAGE/FSC/Vendor record will be retained in the VRF with the number of SISs on hand posted in the SISs issued data element.  All other counters for the specific record will be set to zeros.  

4.  In addition to the end-of-year file purge discussed above, specific CAGE/FSC/Vendor  records will be automatically deleted from the VRF whenever a period of 6 months or more has elapsed since the last posting.  

5.  Refer to appendix E-46 for further discussion of the VRF and F-109 Report processing.  

115208  PROCUREMENT POLICY FILE

  This file is used to provide the Contracting Subsystem with various control information required in system processing and statistical data i.e., SIS price variance limits; BPA dollar value limit; SIS response time; number of vendors to be solicited on SASPS II RFQ; last purchase order number assigned each cycle; last RFQ assigned each cycle; SIS statistics record for F-101-1, monthly report.  Other applications for this file include; repository of the Purchase Order clause numbers associated with a Provision Designator Code; Technical Data statistics for the F-63 Report; PALT criteria used on the F-35 Report; PR counts and aging categories for the F-36 Report; B8 requisition status counts for the F-3 Report; consolidation criteria for DVD Recommended Buys; RFQ Provision Statement Record; SASPS II Branch/Buyer Code Table assignment and SASPS Price Index Table.

115209  SASPS I NSN VENDOR FILE

1.  The NSN Vendor Data File contains those NSNs formerly excluded from SASPS Phase I which the D/PP has determined can be processed through the SASPS Phase I System.  These NSNs will be loaded into the NSN Vendor Data File with sufficient data for the system to generate a C211 to the proper sources.

2.  NSNs identifying QPL items, Critical items, and items with No Source in SIIF must be in the SASPS I NSN Vendor File to be processed in SASPS Phase I.  Other NSNs with no match in the SASPS I NSN Vendor File will continue to process through SASPS Phase I.

3.  The NSN Vendor Data File is established, maintained, and interro-gated in accordance with appendices B-61 and E-134.

SECTION 3  PREPARATION OF SHIPPING INSTRUCTION SHEETS 

115301  DAILY PROCESS 

1.  All NSN RBs will be screened to determine if adequate technical data are available and if adequate commitment funds are available.  If tech-nical data are inadequate or if there are insufficient commitment funds, the RB will be suspended for technical or funds review.  If technical data and commitment funds are adequate, the system next checks the SASPS dollar threshold loaded in the Procurement Policy File.  If the esti-mated value of the RB is greater than the SASPS limitation, a CGPR will be produced.  If the estimated value of the RB is less than the SASPS limitation, the RB will be passed against the eligibility checks set forth in paragraph 115302.

2.  NNSN RBs will be screened to determine if commitment funds are available.  If commitment funds are available, the system will automat-ically commit and obligate zero dollars due to the absence of a standard unit on NNSN RBs.  If no commitment funds are available, the RB will be suspended for funds review.  Those RBs passing the funds check will be screened to determine if exception data are required and if the required exception data are available in the Exception Data File.  When required exception data are not available, the RB will be routed to D/SO for review.  All remaining NNSN RBs will be screened against the eligibility checks set forth in paragraph 115302.  

115302  EXCLUDED ITEMS 

1.  RBs that are eligible for small purchase processing up to this point are now subjected to additional checks to screen out exceptions which are not acceptable to the automated award process.  

2.  RBs meeting the following criteria are excluded from the automated SIS process and will be passed to the regular PR process:  

  a.  Document Identifier Coded ZQQ (fund only transactions).  

  b.  Priority 01.  

  c.  Special message code for direct ship requisitions.  

  d.  Rebuy items.  

  e.  MILSTRIP Advice Code 2T/2F.* 

  f.  PDC other than 1 or 7.  

  g.  Special routing to D/SO or D/TO.  

  h.  FMS at DGSC.

  i.  PMIC when other than A, B, or 3.  The PMIC exclusion has been removed at DESC, DCSC, and DGSC.

  j.  NMCS, ANMICS, Special Handling, and Expedited Handling (i.e., N, E, 999, or 555 in RDD field of the requisition (pos. 62-64)).

*MILSTRIP Advice Code 2F will process as IDTC SIS if otherwise eligible.  The message ITEM IS KNOWN TO BE POTENTIALLY OBSOLETE BUT THE ITEM OR AN INTERCHANGEABLE SUBSTITUTE IS REQUIRED FOR IMMEDIATE USE will print at the top of the Descriptive Data block on SISs (DLA Form 1224) when applicable.

3.  RBs for QPL, Critical Items and Place of Inspection 1 or C will be passed to Phase II for processing.  At DESC the QPL edit has been removed for SASPS I.  These items will be matched against the NSN Vendor Data File.  If a match is found, the RB will process as an RFQ in Phase II.  If no match is found, the RB will be excluded from the automated process and will pass to the regular PR process.

4.  NNSN RBs will be screened against the first five checks only.

115303  CAGE CODE SELECTION 

1.  NNSN RBs cite the specific CAGE Code relating to the part number to be contracted.  NNSN RBs are routed directly to the CAGE-Vendor File so that a BPA, an IDTC, or RFQ vendors, as appropriate, can be selected for the specific CAGE Code.  Vendors are selected for NNSN RBs in accordance with paragraph 115304.

2.  NSN RBs $100,000 or less are reviewed for applicable DSC IDTC dollar limitation and then screened against the NSN-CAGE File.  If the NSN of the RB is not in the file, the RB will be routed to the regular CGPR process.  If the NSN is in the file, the system will take the following actions:

  a.  The system will first determine if the NSN is recorded in the file with an IDTC indicator A.  When an A is present, the RB is coded as a candidate for IDTC SIS processing (the RB is referred to as being A coded).  A CAGE Code cross-referenced to the NSN in the file is selected and passed with the A coded RB to the CAGE-Vendor File.  IDTC vendors are selected in accordance with paragraph 115304.

  b.  When an IDTC indicator is not present for an NSN, the system calculates the total value of the RB.  If the RB has a value equal to or less than the BPA SIS limitation established for the applicable DSC (maximum of $2500), the system considers the RB as being a candidate for BPA SIS processing.  If the RB has a value exceeding the BPA SIS limitation, it is considered to be a candidate for SASPS Phase II RFQ processing.  

    (1) RBs $2500 or less.  The System reviews for applicable DSC BPA dollar limitation and then screens the NSN-CAGE File to determine if the NSN is cross- referenced to one or more CAGE Codes identified as having BPA vendor coverage available in the CAGE-Vendor File.  CAGE Codes with BPA coverage are recorded  with a rotation code of 000 and greater and a weight factor of 001 or greater.  When one or more CAGE Code(s) is/are available with a BPA coverage indicator, the system will select one of the CAGE Codes and pass the CAGE Code with RB to the CAGE-Vendor File.  BPA vendors are selected in accordance with paragraph 115304.  

    (2) RB over $2500.  The system considers these RBs to be candidates for RFQ process and will screen the NSN-CAGE File to determine if one or more CAGE Code(s) is/are cross-referenced to the NSN with an RFQ vendor coverage indicator.  CAGE Codes with RFQ vendor coverage have a rotation 

code of blanks and a weight factor of 000.   When there are no CAGE Codes available, the RB will be routed to the regular CGPR process.  However, when one or more CAGE Code(s) is/are available, all CAGE Codes are selected and passed with the RB to the CAGE-Vendor File.  RFQ vendors are selected in accordance with paragraph 116304.

    (3) It should be noted that the system will also select all CAGE Codes with RFQ vendor coverage for each RB $2500 or less.  This action is taken to ensure that the RB can be retained in the system if a CAGE Code with a BPA coverage indicator is not available in the NSN-CAGE File or there are no active BPA vendors available for a CAGE Code selected in accordance with subparagraph 115303.2b(1).  The backup  capability permits the system to screen the CAGE- Vendor File for RFQ vendors in the event proper BPA vendor coverage is not obtained for RBs $7000 or less.  

  c.  When there are multiple CAGE Codes available for the NSN of an RB qualifying as a BPA or IDTC candidate, the system will select one of the CAGE Codes on a rotational basis, ensuring that the selected CAGE Code (taken from the NSN-CAGE File) and the part number (taken from the NSN-Part Number File) (both of which are perpetuated on the SIS/RFQ) match the CAGE Code used to select the vendor.  In instances where part number(s) are not recorded in the NSN-Part Number File for the selected CAGE Code(s), the system will attempt to match additional CAGE Code(s) from the NSN-CAGE File (in rotation) with the NSN-Part Number File.  If a match is not found on any CAGE/PN, the system will generate a Purchase Request (PR) in lieu of a SIS/RFQ.  The rotation and selection of CAGE Codes is determined by the rotation code and weight factor established for each CAGE Code.  

    (1) The weight factor of a CAGE Code is equal to the numbers of related BPA/IDTC vendors recorded for the CAGE Code in the CAGE-Vendor File.  

    (2) The rotation code of a CAGE Code indicates the number of times that the CAGE Code has been selected for screening against the Vendor File.  Each time a CAGE Code is selected, its rotation code is increased by 001.  A rotation code of 000 indicates that the CAGE Code has not been selected.  

    (3) The selection/rotation process begins with the system comparing the weight factor and rotation code of the first available CAGE Code for an NSN in the file.  If the rotation code does not equal the weight factor, the system will select the CAGE Code and pass it with the RB to the CAGE-Vendor File.  The rotation code is increased by 001.  However, if the rotation code and weight factor of the first CAGE Code are equal, the system will screen the next available CAGE Code by repeating the rotation code/weight  factor comparison.  Thus, the selection of a CAGE Code occurs with the first available CAGE Code for which rotation code and weight factor are unequal.  The rotation process continues until all CAGE Codes have equal rotation codes and weight factors.  At this point, the system will convert the rotation codes of all CAGE Codes to 000 and will restart the selection/rotation process with the first available CAGE Code.

115304  VENDOR SELECTION 

1.  The CAGE Codes specified in NNSN RBs and the CAGE Codes selected for NSN RBs in accordance with paragraph 115303, are screened against the CAGE-Vendor File to determine which vendors will be selected to receive BPA/IDTC SISs.

2.  For each CAGE Code in the CAGE-Vendor File, vendors are recorded in major groupings based upon Type Vendor Code.  The Type Vendor Code indi-cates whether the vendors in a major grouping are BPA, IDTC, or RFQ ven-dors.  IDTC vendors are identified with Type Vendor Code A, BPA vendors with B, and RFQ vendors with R.  A CAGE Code may have two major group-ings of B and R type vendors indicating that both BPA and RFQ vendor coverage is available.  However, a CAGE Code with a major grouping of A type vendors will not also have B or R groupings.  This ensures that only IDTC SISs can be issued for the CAGE Code.  It should be noted that the same vendor may be recorded twice for a CAGE Code, once under Type Vendor Code B, and a second time under Type Vendor Code R.  The same vendor may hold a BPA and also be qualified as an RFQ vendor.  

3.  Within the major groupings of B and R vendors recorded for a CAGE Code, there is an additional breakout by Type CAGE Code.  Vendors may be recorded under subgroupings identified by Type CAGE Code X and Y.  Type CAGE Code X identifies vendors capable of furnishing NSN items produced by the CAGE.  The vendors recorded under Type CAGE Code X are cross-referenced to the specific FSCs that they can furnish.  Thus, a vendor may be cross-referenced to one or more FSCs produced by the CAGE.  Vendors recorded under Type CAGE Code Y are capable of furnishing NNSN items produced by the CAGE.  The breakout of BPA and RFQ vendors by Type CAGE Codes X and Y, and by specific FSC within the Type CAGE X group, provides the system with a capability of identifying which vendors can furnish the full or partial product line of the CAGE.  B or R vendor may be established in the file by Type CAGE Code as follows:  

  a.  If a vendor is recorded only under Type CAGE Code Y, the vendor can furnish NNSN items produced by the CAGE.  

  b.  If a vendor is recorded under Type CAGE Code X for one or more FSCs, the vendor can furnish NSN items relating to the specific FSCs.  

  c.  If a vendor is recorded under Type CAGE Code Y and under Type CAGE Code X for one or more FSCs, the vendor can furnish NNSN items produced by the CAGE and NSN items relating to the FSCs.

  d.  If a vendor can furnish the full product line of an CAGE, the vendor should be recorded under Type CAGE Code Y and for all FSCs under Type CAGE Code X.

4.  Within the major grouping of A vendors recorded for a CAGE Code, there is no breakout by Type CAGE Code or by FSC.  An IDTC vendor is directly cross-referenced to the CAGE Code whose products the vendor has agreed to furnish under the IDTC.  There is no breakout within CAGE Code because IDTC vendors are capable of furnishing all NSN and NNSN items produced by the CAGE Code.  However, IDTC vendors are established for a CAGE Code according to East/West (E/W) Indicator Code E, W, or B.  E/W Indicator Code E indicates that a vendor can furnish items to East Coast and European consignees; W indicates that a vendor can furnish items to West Coast and Asian consignees, and B indicates that a vendor can furnish items to East Coast/European and West Coast/Asian consignees.

5.  Recommended Buys processed through SASPS I BPAs with an estimated dollar value of $2500 or less and having one or more small business sources (Business Size Minority Code (BSMC) of B - Small Business; N - Disadvantaged Small Business; M - Disadvantaged Small Business - Women Owned; or F - Small Business - Women Owned) will be processed as a Small Business - Small Purchase Set-Aside.  SASPS I IDTCs are subject to large purchase procedures.

6.  The following describes the selection and rotation of vendors.  

  a.  Vendor selection for NNSN RBs.  

    (1) The specific CAGE Code cited in a NNSN RB is screened against the CAGE-Vendor File.  If the CAGE Code is not recorded in the file, the system will pass the RB to the regular CGPR process.  If the CAGE Code is in the file, the following actions are taken. 

    (2) The system screens the CAGE Code for the presence of Type Vendor Code A.  When an A is present, the RB will be coded for IDTC SIS pro-cessing.  An IDTC vendor will be selected based upon a comparison of the E/W indicator in the RB to the E/W Indicator Codes recorded for the available vendors.  

    (3) When Type Vendor Code A is not present, the system will screen the CAGE Code for the presence of Type Vendor Code B.  When vendors are available under Type Vendor Code B, the system will further determine if any of the vendors are recorded under Type CAGE Code Y.  If one or more B type vendors are available under Type CAGE Code Y, the system will select one of the vendors as a candidate for receiving a BPA SIS.  

    (4) When there are no vendors available under Type Vendor Code B and/or Type CAGE Code Y, the system will select RFQ vendors in accordance with paragraph 116304.

  b.  Vendor selection for NSN RBs. 

    (1) The CAGE Code selected from the NSN-CAGE File for the RB will be screened against the CAGE-Vendor File.  If the CAGE Code is not recorded in the file, the system will pass the RB to the regular CGPR process.  If the CAGE Code is in the file, the following actions are taken.  

    (2) The system screens the CAGE Code for the presence of Type Vendor Code A when the RB CAGE Code is coded A in accordance with subparagraph 115303.2a.  However, when the CAGE has Type Vendor Code A, an IDTC vendor will be selected based upon a comparison of the E/W indicator in the RB to the E/W Indicator Codes recorded for the available vendors.  

    (3) When the RB CAGE Code is not A coded and is $2500 or less, the system screens the CAGE Code for the presence of Type Vendor Code B.  If vendors are not available, under Type Vendor Code B (only R vendors are available), the system will select RFQ vendors in accordance with paragraph 116304.  However, when B vendors are available, the system will take the following actions:

      (a) Within the major grouping of vendors under Type Vendor Code B, the system will determine if any vendors are recorded under Type CAGE Code X for the specific FSC cited in the RB.  When one or more vendors are available for the FSC, the system will select one of the vendors as a candidate to receive a BPA SIS.

      (b) When vendors are not recorded for the specific FSC, the following additional determinations will be made:  

        1.  If the FSC of the RB is numerically less than the last FSC recorded for the CAGE Code, the system will attempt to select RFQ vendors in accordance with paragraph 116304.  For example, RFQ vendor coverage will be sought when the FSC of an RB is 1230 and the last FSC for the CAGE Code is 1240.  

        2.  When the FSC of the RB is numerically equal to or greater than the last FSC recorded for the CAGE Code, the system will determine if any vendors are recorded under Type CAGE Code Y.  If one or more vendors are recorded under Type CAGE Code Y, the system will select one of the vendors as a candidate to receive a BPA SIS.  However, if there are no vendors recorded under Type CAGE Code Y, the system will attempt to select RFQ vendors in accordance with paragraph 116304.  

7.  BPA and IDTC vendors are selected in accordance with the criteria stated above only if the vendor is in active status in the CAGE-Vendor File.  Suspended vendors identified by Status Code S in the file, are not selected.  

8.  Vendors are also selected on a rotational basis.  A selection/ rotation process is employed because multiple vendor records may be present for an CAGE Code under Type CAGE Code Y and for specific FSCs under Type CAGE Code X.  Each vendor record will contain a rotation code of 00 or 01.  Rotation code 00 indicates that the vendor is unselected and 01 indicates that the vendor has been selected.  When the system screens vendor records under Type CAGE Code Y or for a specific FSC under Type CAGE Code X, the following selection/rotation process occurs. 

  a.  The rotation code for the first available vendor is screened.  If the code is 00, the system will select the vendor and replace the rotation code with 01.  If the rotation code is 01, the system will screen the rotation code of the next vendor and repeat the selection/ rotation process.  Thus, the first vendor with rotation code 00 is selected.  

  b.  When the rotation codes for all vendors are 01, the system will reset the rotation codes to 00 and begin the selection/rotation process with the first available vendor.  

9.  The selected vendor code will be passed to the VDMF for obtaining the BPA call/IDTC order data.  If the vendor code is not recorded in the file, a notice will be sent to the D/PP to input the missing VDMF data.  A check will be made to determine if there is another vendor code available to continue the SIS processing.  If another vendor is not available, the RB will be dropped out to the regular PR process.  A nonmatch of E/W indicator for IDTC vendors will drop the RB to the regular PR process and generate a notice to D/PP.

115305  PACKAGING/SHIPMENT DETERMINATIONS 

1.  Packaging will vary according to a variety of conditions including priority, size of the item, destination, and whether the item is for stock or direct delivery.  

2.  Provision for printing the packaging data from the CTDF can be made if determined necessary on individual NSNs.  This is accomplished by D/TO when loading the packaging data in the CTDF.  Entry of a 9 in decision 13 of the packaging decision table will cause data to be picked up and printed on the SIS.  

3.  If CTDF packaging data are not required (as will normally be the case at most DSCs) packaging will be determined for each RBLI being processed as an SIS in accordance with the following breakout:  

  a.  NSC OAKLAND/NORFOLK FOR STOCK REPLENISHMENT 

    Vendor packaging instructions in accordance with commercial practice with MIL-STD-129 marking.  Appendix F-103 reflects a Navy stock reple-nishment SIS for NSC Oakland/Norfolk.  

  b.  OTHER STOCK REPLENISHMENT 

    Vendor packing instructions in accordance with commercial practice with MIL-STD-129 marking, or where the NSN packaging print routine code equals F, the SIS will specify packaging in accordance with packaging instructions for other than Navy stock.

  c.  DIRECT DELIVERY 

    All CONUS and overseas direct delivery SISs will instruct the vendor to comply with commercial practice PPP and MIL-STD-129 markings.  Appen-dix F-103 reflects samples of direct delivery SISs.  

4.  Ship-To address data printed on SISs will vary according to a variety of conditions as follows:  

  a.  STOCK REPLENISHMENT 

    SIS for stock replenishment will cite applicable address data from the SCAF.  TAC 1 data will appear under the heading MAIL TO and TAC 2 data, if any, will appear under the heading FREIGHT SHIP-TO.  

  b.  DIRECT DELIVERY 

    (1) CONUS and overseas shipments to Army Direct Support System (DSS) customers are to be routed to either New Cumberland Army Depot (NCAD), Sharpe Army Depot (SHAD) or Red River Army Depot (RRAD) as the appro-priate Consolidation/Containerization Point (CCP).  Shipment of Army DSS material is directed to NCAD, SHAD, or RRAD based upon the Break Bulk Point (BBP) Code established in the SCAF for each DSS customer.  When addressing SISs for Army DSS shipments, the system screens the SCAF and takes the following actions:  

      (a) When the SCAF record for the consignee cites BBP Code W25N14 (NCAD), W62N2A (SHAD), or W45JXX (RRAD), the system will print:  

        1.  The TAC 1 address of the CCP in the Ship-To block under the heading MAIL TO.  

        2.  The appropriate message applicable based on the Special Customer Codes loaded in the SCAF DoDAAD and suppress printing the TAC 2 address of the CCP in the Ship-To block under the heading FREIGHT SHIP-TO. 

        3.  The requisitioner's TAC 1 address in the Mark For block under the heading FOR DOCUMENT DISTRIBUTION ONLY.  

      (b) When the SCAF record for the consignee cites a blank BBP Code or a code other than W25N14, W62N2A, and W45JXX, the system will print:  

        1.  The TAC 1 address of the consignee in the Ship-To block under the heading MAIL TO.  

        2.  The TAC 2 address of the consignee in the Ship-To block under the heading FREIGHT SHIP-TO.

        3.  The requisitioner's TAC 1 address in the Mark For block under the heading FOR DOCUMENT DISTRIBUTION ONLY.  

    (2) CONUS direct deliveries SISs for other than Army DSS customers will cite the consignee's TAC 1 and TAC 2 addresses in the Ship-To block under the heading MAIL TO and FREIGHT SHIP-TO.  

    (3) Overseas direct delivery SISs for other than Army DSS customers will cite the TAC 1 address for the consignee in the Ship-To block under the heading MAIL TO and TAC 2 address for the consignee in the Mark For block under the heading ADDED MARKINGS FOR FREIGHT SHIPMENT.  

    (4) MAP SISs will cite the TAC 1 address for the consignee in the Ship-To block.  FMS SISs at DESC and DCSC will cite the message CONTACT TRANS OFFICE AT ADMINISTRATION OFFICE PRIOR TO SHIPMENT.  FMS SISs at DISC will cite the message FMS RQMT CONTACT TRANS OFC AT 215-697-2431/ 6050 FOR FRT FORWARDER ADRS EIGHT COPIES OF CALL MUST BE SENT WITH SHIPMENT.

    (5) Project coded SISs will cite address data in accordance with the criteria set forth above and will also cite a message in the Ship-To block identifying the SIS as a project coded order. 

    (6) Project Codes JZ0, JZC and JZM SISs will be addressed according to BBP procedures if for Army DSS customers.  Project Codes JZ0, JZC, and JZM SISs for other than Army DSS are addressed as regular CONUS or over-seas SISs.  It should be noted that when a proper BBP Code is not available in the SCAF for an Army JZ0, JZC, or JZM SIS, the system will print the applicable consignee address using the CONUS or Overseas Direct Delivery address as reflected on the RB.

115306  SIS PREPARATION 

1.  The vendor's name, address, and PIIN/call/order will be obtained from the VDMF and the DLVF.  If the vendor's code/address is not in the file, the transaction will continue and the SIS will be produced without an address.  

2.  An SIS (4 copies), VRC, and SIS trailer will be produced for each PR.  All VRCs produced will have PSP in the source code field (pos.   78-80).  All VRCs for PDC 7 will be identified with an N in pos. 71.  All VRCs for IDTCs will be identified with a T in pos. 63.  When the SIS PID and source data require additional space, a second SIS page will be printed.  

3.  The SIS, VRCs, and SIS PR trailers will be produced in vendor code sequence and call sequence within vendor code, and will be forwarded to the D/PP for processing.  

4.  Special project code and JCS Project Coded SISs in Issue Priority Group 1 will be sorted and grouped together for special handling by D/PP.  The SIS trailer for special project codes will contain the distribution special project code table message and the SIS will contain a special instruction message to the vendor.  Additional special shipment information will be attached to the SIS prior to mailing.

5.  Priority 02 and 03 SISs, (excluding Priority 02 and 03 included in either special project, or JCS IPG 1 sorts) will be sorted and grouped together for special handling by D/PP.  The group will be identified as PRIORITY 02 AND 03 SIS.  

6.  MAP and FBM SISs will be sorted and grouped together for special processing at all DSCs except DCSC.  

7.  The system will identify First Time Buys BPA SISs and develop a separate print sort with a header sheet entitled SIS BPA - First Time Buys.  These SISs will be sorted and grouped together in accordance with the regular SIS sort routine.

8.  The system will print up to a maximum of 12 sources (CAGE and Part Number) on the SIS.  

9.  The system will mechanically assign Criticality Designator (CD) Code A to awards for Priority 02, 03, and 06 requisitions.  CD Code C will be mechanically assigned to awards for Priority 04, 05, 07-15, and Stock Replenishment requisitions.  The CD Code will be printed in the Issue By block of the Shipping Instruction Sheet, DLA Form 1224.

115307  SUSPENDED VENDORS 

  If a vendor is suspended from active status in the CAGE-Vendor File, the system will not prepare a SIS for that vendor until such time as a reinstatement is submitted. DIC YQZ is used to suspend or reinstate a vendor.  IDTC vendors may be suspended/reinstated for a specific CAGE/ FSC by input of a single DIC YQZ.  BPA vendors may be suspended/rein-stated for a specific CAGE/FSC or for all related CAGEs/FSCs in the CAGE-Vendor File by input of a single DIC YQZ.  No more than ten DIC YQZ inputs may be submitted to mass suspend/reinstate BPA vendors in any one cycle.  Excess DIC YQZ mass suspension/reinstatement inputs will be rejected to the F-2, Update Reject List, with the error message, EXCESS YQZ ACTION CODE S/R.  Refer to appendix B-40.  

115308  AWARD, CONTRACT AND REQUIRED DELIVERY DATES 

1.  The award date will be the same as the BPA or IDTC shipping instruction date processed.  (Response days as specified on the F-100 Report will equal the difference between the obligation date and the shipping instruction date.) 

2.  The CDD will be established from the DIC YQG ship date when the DIC YQG is processed.  

3.  The RDD for BPA calls and IDTC orders will be the latter of the requisitioners RDD or that computed by adding a number of days to the issue date of the order as follows:

115309  SIS FORMAT 

1.  The system will print calls/orders on DLA Form 1224 in accordance with the formats depicted in appendix F-103 and/or download the data to SPEDE (SAMMS Procurement by Electronic Data Exchange) for transmission to the vendor.

2.  Each call/order number is a separate PR.  

  a.  Direct delivery RBs are assigned a separate PR and BPA call/IDTC order number.  

  b.  Stock replenishment RBs are assigned a separate PR and BPA call/ IDTC order number.  If the RB has more than one RBLI, the same vendor will be selected for each RBLI; however, each RBLI will be issued on a separate SIS with a separate PR number and BPA call/IDTC order number.  

3.  When Advice Code 2B, 2D, or 2N is applicable, the appropriate in-the-clear message will print on the first line of DLA Form 1224, in the block entitled Descriptive Data and Part Number Sources.  

115310  PREPUNCHED VENDOR RESPONSE CARD (DIC YQG) 

  With each SIS printed, the system will prepare a partially prepunched and interpreted card in DIC YQG format.  This VRC is forwarded to the vendor along with the copies of the applicable SIS.  

115311  DOCUMENT IDENTIFIER CODES (DICs) 

1.  DICs used to submit award data to the system are discussed in detail in appendices B and E.  A short discussion of each DIC used in the SASPS process is provided below.  

2.  DICs used for the submission of award data input to the system are as follows:  

  a.  DIC YQG (APPENDIX B-38) 

    (1) One DIC YQG is required for each SIS where a positive vendor response has been received.  A positive response is any response from the vendor stating they have/will  ship the material, they are unable to supply, or the call/order will  exceed BPA/IDTC limits (YQG not to exceed $2500).

    (2) DIC YQG coded S (can/will ship), P (item exceeds BPA/IDTC limits), or N (cannot ship) is the only input transaction required to update all applicable system files.  

    (3) DIC YQG coded C (change in part number, quantity, and/or unit of issue) may or may not require an additional input to update all appli-cable system files with award information dependent upon the condition to be changed.  

  b.  DIC YQH (APPENDIX B-39) 

    DIC YQH is used on an exception basis with DIC YQG for part number changes on NNSNs and/or when purchase quantity and unit of issue differs from the PR quantity and unit of issue for NSNs and non-NSNs.  DIC YQH is also used for disposition of SIS failures, see chapter 15, section 4.

3.  DIC YQG and DIC YQH are the only transactions the system will accept within 17-30 days from the call/order issue date.  (Response time to be designated by each DSC.)  Award transactions YPA/YPB/YPC/YPD and amendment transaction YPE will not be accepted during this period.  

4.  After the 17-30 day response period (response period to be desig-nated by each DSC),  if it is desired to award the PR under SASPS procedures, DIC YQG must be used, the award must be to the same vendor who received the SIS, and the same call/order must be used.  The DIC YQG transaction must also contain a Reinstatement Code R in pos. 77.  

5.  If, after the 17-30 day response period (response period to be designated by each DSC), it is desired to award the PR to a vendor other than the one cited on the SIS, regular SAMMS award transactions YPA/YPB/ YPC/YPD must be used.

6.  If, after the 17-30 day response period (response period to be designated by each DSC), it is desired to amend the PR, the regular SAMMS amendment transaction DIC YPE should be used.  

115312  SAMMSTEL VERBS

  a.  Verb SQDA is used to adjust or interrogate the price variance per-centages and/or dollar value cutoff that is used in the base price review.  See appendix E-118.

  b.  Verb SQDB is used to establish or interrogate BPA SIS dollar limitation threshold not to exceed $2500.  See appendix E-118.

  c.  Verb SQDD is used to establish or interrogate BPA SIS response time, not to be less than 17 days or exceed 30 days.  See appendix

E-118.

  d.  Verb SPIP is used to maintain and interrogate Procurement Main-tenance Transactions.  See appendices E-121 through E-133.

    Input will be processed at the beginning of the cycle in order that all SISs subsequently reviewed will be compared to the base price according to the new percentage and/or dollar value cutoff, or that all RBs do not exceed the BPA SIS dollar limitation threshold.  

115313  UPDATE OF SYSTEM FILES 

1.  The APRF will be updated with the CAGE Code, the selected vendor, the BPA Call/IDTC Order, SIS Status Code (S for active BPA status and T for active IDTC status), and the appropriate Branch/Buyer Code.  This will establish that the PR is in SIS status and will indicate the vendor being solicited.  If the vendor does not respond within the designated response period or DIC YQG Reason Code N or P is processed, the SIS code will be changed to P or V to indicate that a manual buy action is being taken.  

2.  Upon receipt of valid DIC YQG/YQH transactions, all applicable SAMMS Files will be updated with pertinent award information.

115314  MANUAL PROCESSING OF SIS PACKAGE 

1.  The ODS will forward to D/PP four copies of DLA Form 1224, SIS; namely, vendor's copy, consignee copy, contracting copy and packaging activity/receiving copy.  DLA Form 1225-R (VRC) and SIS PR trailer, in vendor code sequence, will also be forwarded to the D/PP.  

2.  The D/PP is responsible for sorting the appropriate SIS copies and VRCs for mailing to the vendor and establishment of BPA/IDTC folder for the contracting copy of the SIS and the SIS PR trailer.  

115315  PROCESSING OF SIS PACKAGE THROUGH SPEDE

1.  SISs can be passed to vendors electronically through SPEDE if the vendor has been included in SPEDE.  Vendors must be input to the SPEDE data base by the SASPS I area supervisor and the vendor must be added to NAM by the Office of Data Systems.

2.  The vendor must have the capability of receiving and processing the SIS electronically before they are added to the SPEDE system.

3.  Once a vendor is included in SPEDE they will receive all SISs elec-tronically and respond to them electronically.  The buyer will have the capability of reviewing the vendor's response online, referring the PR to Technical or Supply, or reissuing the PR to another vendor or as a manual PR through SPEDE.

115316  ELIGIBILITY FOR SPEDE PROCESSING

1.  Recommended Buy Numbers starting with SC0 in the first three positions  and all first-time buys are excluded from SPEDE processing.

2.  SPEDE checks a buy's dollar value to determine if the buy may be processed through SPEDE. 

  a. If the dollar value of a buy is $500.00 or less, SPEDE uses the percentage set by the DSC in the SPEDE system. SPEDE compares the vendor's quoted price to the last price paid for the item plus the percentage set by the DSC. (See paragraph 3 for buys over 500.00.)

    (1) If the vendor's quoted price is less than the derived amount, SPEDE awards the buy.

    (2) If the vendor's quote is over the derived amount, SPEDE submits the quote to the SPEDE buyer for review.

  b. If the dollar value of a buy is $500.00 or more, SPEDE follows paragraph 3 described below.

3.  For buys over 500.00, SPEDE checks the Purchase History table in SPEDE to see if there have been any non-military buys in the last 24 months.

  a. If the most recent price is more than 24 months old, the buy's dollar value is greater than $500.00, and the quoted price is greater than 25% higher than the most recent price, reject the purchase request from SPEDE to DPACS for manual processing.  If the quoted price is less than 25% higher than the most recent price, allow the buy to process.

  b. If at list one non-military purchase was made in the last 24 months, SPEDE follows paragraph 4 described below.

4.  For buys over 500.00 that have had a non-military purchase in the last 24 months, SPEDE determines the lowest price paid in the last 24 months. 

  a. If a vendor's quote is more than 10% greater than the lowest price paid in the last 24 months or if SPEDE is unable to make this price check for any reason, SPEDE rejects the quote to DPACS and continues with paragraph 5 below.

  b. If a vendor's quote is within 10% of the lowest price paid in the last 24 months, SPEDE continues processing the buy.

5.  For quotes rejected to DPACS, SPEDE performs the following steps: 

  a. SPEDE generates the appropriate YQG/YQH (Vendor Response/Award Input CLIN Change Data) DIC transactions to SAMMS to convert the SASPS I buy to a manual PR.

  b. SPEDE creates the necessary 840 PR Cancellation transaction to the vendor.

  c. SPEDE creates the SPEDE history report indicating that the buy was automatically converted to a manual PR due to the vendor's quoted price exceeding the lowest price paid within the last 24 months by more than 10 percent. The PR Status code in SPEDE is H5 for a Purchase Order referred to a manual buy due to pricing.

SECTION 4  DISPOSITION OF SIS FAILURES 

115401  GENERAL 

  BPA and IDTC SISs for which a negative vendor response is received are referred to as SIS failures.  Generally, an SIS failure occurs when a vendor is unable to furnish an ordered item or a total SIS price exceeds the allowable BPA/IDTC limitation.  This section describes the actions which may be taken by the D/PP in processing SIS failures.  

115402  PROCESSING OF SIS FAILURES 

1.  A SIS failure may be processed in any one of three different ways as conditions dictate.

  a.  DIC YQH may be input to have the failed SIS reissued to a second BPA/IDTC vendor known to be capable of filling the outstanding require-ment.  

  b.  DIC YQH may be input to cause the printing of a CGPR.  

  c.  DIC YQG with Reason Code N or P may be input.  This will convert an APRF record from SIS to PR status but will not cause a CGPR to be printed.  Subsequent action is required to either award or cancel the APRF record.  

NOTE:  DVD SISs for AO2 requisitions (overseas shipment with part num-ber) or AOB requisitions (domestic shipment with part number) without buy history will result in an automatic CG cancellation when a DIC YQG with Reason Code N is processed.  

2.  The D/PP should attempt to reissue failed SISs whenever practicable.  The use of the reissue SIS capability necessarily depends upon the availability of alternate sources of supply, the urgency of an out-standing requirement, and the volume of SIS workload at any point in time.  

115403  SIS REISSUE PROCEDURES 

1.  A failed SIS may be reissued by input of DIC YQH with the code of the vendor to which the SIS is being reissued in pos. 46-50, the CAGE related to the reissue vendor in pos. 51-55, and Reissue Code RS in pos. 56-57.  DIC YQG will not be input.

2.  The vendor code entered in pos. 46-50 of DIC YQH must relate to an active BPA/IDTC vendor capable of responding to an SIS.  Further, the reissue vendor, shown in pos. 46-50, should be able to fill the out-standing requirement in an acceptable timeframe and at a reasonable price.  The selection of a reissue vendor may be accomplished by review-ing contracting history shown on the SIS trailer or by consulting other records pertaining to BPA/IDTC vendors available in the SIS program.  To assure that a reissued SIS will result in a positive vendor response, telephone contact with proposed reissue vendor may be made prior to submitting DIC YQH and releasing a new SIS.  

3.  Submission of DIC YQH with Reissue Code RS will result in the generation of a new SIS only under the following conditions:  

  a.  The PR number in pos. 4-17 must match an APRF record.  If the PR number in DIC YQH does not match the PR number of an APRF record, the DIC YQH will be rejected to the F-2 Report with the message PR FILE NO MATCH.  

  b.  The APRF record against which a reissue action is being taken must contain an SIS Status Code S (active BPA SIS status), T (active IDTC SIS status), P (expired/failed BPA SIS), or V (expired/failed IDTC SIS).  If the SIS status code of an APRF record is other than S, T, P, or V, the DIC YQH will be rejected to the F-2 Report with the message PR IS NOT SIS PR.  For reissue of COPAD SIS, the APRF record must be in D status, otherwise the system will reject to the F-2 Report with message INVALID TRANSACTION FOR EXISTING LINE.  The reissue date retained in the APRF will be reflected as follows:

    (1) The Julian date (e.g., 90032) that a failed SASPS Phase I SIS was reissued to a second BPA/IDTC vendor.

    (2) Fifty-Five plus the three digit Julian cycle day, (e.g., 55032) that a failed SASPS Phase I SIS was reissued as a PR.

  c.  The vendor code in pos. 46-50 must be contained in the VDMF.  If the vendor code is not in the VDMF, the DIC YQH will be rejected to the F-2 Report with the message VENDOR CODE NOT IN VDMF.  

4.  When the conditions cited in subparagraph 115403.3 have been satisfied, DIC YQH will cause the following actions to occur:  

  a.  A new SIS, VRC, and SIS trailer will be generated for the vendor cited in pos. 46-50 of the DIC YQH.  On COPAD reissues the system will suppress the aforementioned products and will not generate a new MRO.  

    (1) The reissued SIS, VRC, and SIS trailer will cite the new Vendor Code, the PIIN of the vendor's BPA/IDTC, the next call/order number in sequence from the VDMF, and a new SIS issue date equal to the cycle date of DIC YQH processing plus one day.  The F-104, SIS PR trailer, for the reissued SIS will contain the header, REISSUED SIS TRAILER.  

    (2) The original stock or part number, quantity, unit of issue, PR number, Ship-To date, and mark for data will be shown on the reissued SIS.  

    (3) Item description and packaging data will be shown on the reissued SIS as it was indicated on the initial SIS.  

  b.  The related APRF record will be updated with the following data:  

    (1) New Vendor Code.  

    (2) New CAGE Code.

    (3) New vendor data such as BPA/IDTC PIIN and call/order number.  

    (4) SIS Status Code C, S, or T as appropriate.  

    (5) An SIS reissue date equal to the cycle date of DIC YQH pro-cessing.  

    (6) New Branch/Buyer Code.  

  c.  A new SIS RDD will be assigned as follows:

    (1) Sixteen days from the new SIS issue date for Project Code JZO, JZC, or JZM, and priority 02-08 calls/orders.  

    (2) Forty-five days from the new SIS issue date for priority 09-15 and stock replenishment calls/orders.  

  d.  When the APRF contains SIS Status Code C, S, or T at the time of DIC YQH processing, a count of one will be added to the NR SIS RESP CODED (N) on the F-101-1 Report, the NONSHIP category on the F-109 Report, and the NO SHIPMENT Category of the F-100 Report.  Also, each reissued  SIS will be counted on the F-101-1 Report under the category NR SIS REISSUED.  

5.  A reissued SIS for which a DIC YQG has not been input within 17-30 days from the SIS reissue date posted in the APRF will be identified as a NO RESPONSE (NR) on the F-101-1 Report and the F-102 Report.  

6.  Reissued SISs are awarded through normal procedures by submitting DIC YQG with Reason Code S or C in pos. 4.  The award date for a reissued SIS will equal the SIS reissue date posted in the APRF plus 1 day.  

115404  CGPR PREPARATION PROCEDURES 

1.  Input of DIC YQH with Reissue Code PR in pos. 56-57 will cause the system to produce a CGPR (SF 36), a PR trailer, and DIC YPW cards.  The CGPR will cite the same PR number contained in DIC YQH and all data that was originally shown on the failed SIS.  Branch/Buyer Code PSPSP will be retained in the APRF and the SIS status code will be established as D, P, or V (as appropriate).  The F-27 PR trailer for the failed SIS will contain the header REISSUED PR TRAILER. 

2.  DIC YQH with Reissue Code PR will be accepted by the system only if the PR number shown in pos. 4-17 matches a record in the APRF and the related APRF record cites SIS Status Code C, S, T, D, P, or V.  When the PR number shown in DIC YQH does not match an APRF record, the DIC YQH will be rejected to the F-2 Report with the message PR FILE NO MATCH.  When the related APRF record cites an SIS status code other than C, S, T, P, or V, the DIC YQH will be rejected to the F-2 Report with the message PR IS NOT SIS PR.

3.  When DIC YQH is input with Reissue Code PR against an APRF record with an SIS Status Code C, S, or T, a count of one will be added to the NR SIS RESP CODED (N) category on the F-101-1 Report and to the NONSHIP category on the F-109 Report and the NO SHIPMENT category of the F-100 Report.  

4.  CGPRs issued as the result of an SIS failure will be awarded through normal procedures by submitting award data input in accordance with chapter 7.  

5.  SIS failures that are reissued as PRs will be output in PR Number sequence in lieu of stock/part number sequence.  
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
