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            SAMMS AUTOMATED SMALL PURCHASE SYSTEM (PHASE II)

SECTION 1  AUTOMATED RFQ PROCESSING

116101  PURPOSE

  This chapter provides policies and procedures related to the SAMMS Automated Small Purchase Systems (SASPS) Phase II.  SASPS Phase II is an automated RFQ process for contracts valued up to $100,000.  These con-tracts are subject to Small Business - Small Purchase Set-Aside proce-dures unless the Contracting Officer determines that there is no rea-sonable expectation that (a) offers will be obtained from two or more small business concerns for contracts between $2,500 and $100,000 or (b) any offers will be obtained from a small or large business concern for contracts under $2,500 that are competitive with market prices and in terms of quality and delivery.

116102  SCOPE

  This chapter sets forth procedures, methods, codes, formats, products, and files used in support of SASPS Phase II.  These purchases of $2500 or less, can be made from both large and small businesses.

116103  BACKGROUND AND OBJECTIVES

1.  SASPS Phase I, as described in chapter 15, is limited to issuing calls/orders (SISs) against preestablished BPAs and IDTCs.  SASPS Phase II is more complex than SASPS Phase I in that contracting is effected on a competitive solicitation basis.

2.  RBs $100,000 and under not qualifying for SASPS Phase I processing are automatically passed to the SASPS Phase II programs.  This will occur when an RB is for an item of supply which is not covered under a SASPS Phase I BPA or IDTC, e.g., there is no active BPA or IDTC supplier recorded in the system to which an SIS can be issued.  All first-time buys are passed to SASPS II. In addition, recommended buy numbers with SC0 in the first three positions are excluded from SASPS I processing and are passed to SASPS Phase II.  The presence of "SCO" in the first three positions of the recommended buy number indicates that the buy has a Forward Stockage Location (FSL). When a PR or an ACF is generated from an FSL Recommended Buy, the update capabilities normally afforded to stock procurements have been severely limited because of the fact that an ARCS record exists for these buys.  

3.  The SASPS Phase II process involves the following computerized operations:

  a.  Selection of vendors for solicitation.

  b.  Printing of RFQs for vendors to be solicited.

  c.  Mechanical evaluation of all quotations (offers) received from industry.

  d.  Automatic selection of the best offer for award, price and other factors considered.

  e.  Printing the Remit-to-Address on the award if it has a different address than the awardee.

  f.  Printing of a purchase order for the awardee.

4.  The objective of this chapter is to describe the manner in which RBs qualify for SASPS Phase II processing, the establishment and maintenance of necessary system files, the input documents and output products used with SASPS Phase II programs, and the manual actions required in support of the automated RFQ process.

116104  SYSTEM PRODUCTS

1.  REQUEST FOR QUOTATION (RFQ)

  RBs qualifying for SASPS Phase II result in the mechanical printing of an automated RFQ (DLA Form 1231) for each vendor selected by the system for solication.  The RFQ is designed to depict all of the information needed by a vendor to identify a required item of supply and to submit a priced quotation.  The RFQ is a single page computer-printed document.  Refer to appendix F-119 for a sample format of the SASPS Phase II RFQ.

2.  RFQ LIST

  For each RFQ issued by SASPS Phase II, the system will print an F-116, RFQ List and a contracting copy of the RFQ.  The RFQ List depicts per-tinent PR/RFQ data for each solicitation.  Also, the initial RFQ List shows the code of each vendor solicited.  The contracting copy should be used with the RFQ List to establish hard copy files for each solicita-tion issued by the system.  Refer to appendix F-116 for sample formats of the RFQ List.

3.  RFQ TRAILER

  a.  An F-118, part 1, RFQ Transmittal Trailer, is printed with each RFQ.  The RFQ trailer provides certain additional PR/RFQ information for each solicitation such as item description and delivery data.  It includes up to 10 open PRs by BR/BUY Code and identification of last part number and last drawing number by CAGE.  The RFQ List and the RFQ trailer provide all of the solicitation information that the D/PP requires for each system generated RFQ.

  b.  An F-118, part 2, RFQ Transmittal Trailer NSN Vendor Data Notifi-cation Writeout, will be produced in addition to the F-118, part 1, when the Solicitation Indicator Code (SIC) is 0.  The F-118, part 2, will be utilized as a turnaround document for replacing the SIC with an X, mailing the RFQ and/or removing the NSN from the NSN Vendor Daa File.

  c.  Refer to appendix F-118 for sample formats of the above RFQ trailers.

4.  MONTHLY RFQ STATISTICS

  Part 4 of the F-101 report provides summary type statistics each month for the SASPS Phase II RFQ process.  Parts 2 and 3 list NSNs and CAGE Codes which could not be processed through the SASPS II programs because they were not recorded in the SASPS master files.  Refer to appendix

F-101 for sample formats.

5.  RFQ SUSPENSE FILE INTERROGATION REPLY

  For each RFQ issued by SASPS Phase II the system will create an RFQ Suspense File (RFQSF) record.  The RFQSF may be interrogated by input of DIC YPH with File Code R.  An F-115, RFQSF Interrogation Reply, will be produced depicting all of the data present on the RFQSF.  Refer to appendix F-115 for a sample format of the RFQSF Interrogation Reply.

6.  VENDOR/DCMD FILE INTERROGATION REPLY

  The Vendor/DCMD File identifies RFQ vendors which require Defense Contract Management assignment.  The file may be interrogated by input of DIC YNJ with Type Action Code R.  The F-123, Vendor/DCMD File Inter-rogation Reply, depicts the entire Vendor/DCMD File.  Refer to appendix F-123 for a sample format of the Vendor/DCMD File Interrogation Reply.

7.  SASPS ABBREVIATED ADDRESS FILE INTERROGATION REPLY

  The SASPS Abbreviated Address File (SAAF) contains single line stock consignee addresses for printing on computer generated RFQs.  The SAAF RIC may be interrogated by input of DIC YPR with Type Action Code R.  The F-122, SAAF Interrogation Reply, depicts the address record present on the SAAF for the RIC.  Refer to appendix F-122 for a sample format of the SAAF Interrogation Reply.

8.  COMPUTER GENERATED PURCHASE ORDER (CGPO)

  When the SASPS Phase II programs select an offer for award, the system automatically prints a CGPO comprised of DD Form 1155, Order for Sup-plies or Services, and SF 36, Continuation Sheet(s).  The SASPS Phase II CGPO is formatted in accordance with the samples shown in appendices F-83 and F-84.

9.  PIIN CROSS-REFERENCE TO PR/RFQ LIST

  All RFQs are output by the system in Branch/Buyer code sequence major and RFQ number sequence minor.  CGPOs, which may apply to one or more awarded RFQs, are produced in Branch/Buyer code sequence major and PO number sequence minor.  In order that CGPOs can be matched to related hard copy RFQ files in the D/PP, the system produces an F-117, PIIN Cross-Reference to PR/RFQ List at the end of the award process.  Refer to appendix F-117 for a sample format of the PIIN Cross-Reference to PR/ RFQ List.

10.  NSN-CAGE FILE INTERROGATION REPLY

  Each NSN recorded in the NSN-CAGE File will be cross-referenced to a series of CAGE Codes whose products can be furnished by SASPS Phase I BPA/IDTC vendors and/or to a series of CAGE Codes whose products can be 

furnished by SASPS Phase II RFQ vendors.  Upon inquiry, the system will prepare an F-105, NSN-CAGE File Interrogation Reply, depicting for an NSN all CAGE Codes applicable to the SASPS Phase I and Phase II pro-cesses.  Refer to appendix F-105 for a sample format of the NSN-CAGE File Interrogation Reply.

11.  NSN(S) PURGED FROM NSN-CAGE FILE

  When the final CAGE Code recorded for an NSN is deleted, the NSN is dropped from the NSN-CAGE File and listed on the F-124 Report.  D/PP can use the listing to review purged NSNs with D/TO personnel in an attempt to obtain coverage.  If no coverage can be obtained, the NSN should be added to the NSN/FSC Exception File to prevent repeated identification on the F-101-2 Report.

12.  CAGE-VENDOR FILE INTERROGATION REPLY

  Each CAGE Code recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File will be cross-refer-enced to a series of SASPS Phase I BPA/IDTC vendors and/or to a series of SASPS Phase II RFQ vendors.  Upon inquiry the system will prepare an F-106, CAGE-Vendor File Interrogation Reply, depicting for a CAGE Code all BPA, IDTC, and/or RFQ vendors.  Refer to appendix F-106 for a sample format of the CAGE-Vendor File Interrogation Reply.

13.  NSN VENDOR DATA FILE INTERROGATION REPLY

  The NSN Vendor Data File contains key NSN data for Buyer Directed type (NSN) items.  The file may be interrogated by NSN or Vendor by input of DIC YRB with Type Action Code R and the NSN or Vendor Code, as appli-cable.  Sample formats of the NSN Vendor Data File Interrogation Replies are shown in appendix F-133.

14.  RFQ PROVISION STATEMENT RECORD INTERROGATION REPLY

  The RFQ Provision Statement Record, contained in the Procurement Policy File, acts as the repository for provision statements that will print on the RFQ and award when identified from the NSN Vendor Data File and on the award when input via DIC YNL.  This record may be interro-gated by input of SAMMSTEL Verb SRDA, follow input instructions in appendix E-118.

15.  SASPS BRANCH/BUYER CODE TABLE INTERROGATION REPLY 

  The SASPS Branch/Buyer Code Table of the Procurement Policy File con-tains Branch/Buyer Code assignment cross-referenced to a range of NSNs defined up to the ninth position or range of CAGE Codes.  This table may be interrogated by input of SAMMSTEL Verb SNZA, input instructions in appendix E-118 with Action Code R.  Refer to appendix F-136 for a sample format of the SASPS Branch/Buyer Code Table Interrogation Reply.

16.  SASPS PRICE INDEX TABLE LISTING

  On a monthly basis the system will generate a Price Index Table listing which contains all data on file for a particular Price Index.  Appendix F-130 illustrates the output format.

17.  NSN/FSC EXCEPTION FILE INTERROGATION REPLY

  The NSNs and FSCs on this report are those individual NSNs and entire FSCs which have been excluded from processing under the SASPS for various reasons.  Refer to appendix F-111 for a sample format of the NSN/FSC Exception File Interrogation Reply.

SECTION 2  ESTABLISHMENT AND MAINTENANCE OF SASPS PHASE II FILES

116201  GENERAL

1.  The SASPS Phase II process requires the establishment and main-tenance of the following master files:

  a.  NSN/FSC Exception File.

  b.  NSN Vendor Data File.

  c.  NSN-CAGE File.

  d.  CAGE-Vendor File.

  e.  CAGE-FSC Cross-Reference File.

  f.  Vendor/DCMD File.

  g.  SASPS Abbreviated Address File.

  h.  RFQ Suspense File.

  i.  RFQ Provision Statement Record of the Procurement Policy File.

  j.  SASPS Branch/Buyer Code Table of the Procurement Policy File.

  k.  SASPS Price Index Table of the Procurement Policy File.

2.  The D/PP is responsible for the establishment and maintenance of the SASPS Phase II master files.

116202  NSN/FSC EXCEPTION FILE

1.  NSNs and FSCs which must be excluded from the SASPS SIS and RFQ processes due to special conditions will be recorded in the NSN/FSC Exception File.  NSNs which are not subject to Small Business - Small Purchase Set-Aside procedures will also be recorded in the NSN/FSC Exception File with Reason for Exception  Code NR (Non-Reserved).  NSNs which must be excluded from SASPS II if the estimated value of the RB is over $100,000 because there is not a reasonable expectation that at least two vendors can provide responsive and responsible offers will be iden-tified with Reason for Exception Code DV.  Of the NSNs appearing in the file, only those with Reason for Exception Codes NR and DV will be established in the NSN-CAGE File when the NSN-CAGE File build program PJAR30 is run.

2.  The NSN/FSC Exception File is established, maintained, and inter-rogated in accordance with appendices B-63 and E-121.

116203  NSN VENDOR DATA FILE

1.  The NSN Vendor Data File contains those NSNs formerly excluded from SASPS Phase II (i.e., QPL and Critical items) which the D/PP has deter-mined can be processed through the SASPS Phase II System.  These NSNs will be loaded into the NSN Vendor Data File with sufficient data for the system to generate an RFQ to the proper sources.

2.  NSNs identifying QPL items, Critical items, and items with No Source in SIIF must be in the NSN Vendor Data File to be processed in SASPS Phase II.  Other NSNs with no match in the NSN Vendor Data File will continue to process through SASPS Phase II.

3.  The NSN Vendor Data File is established, maintained, and interro-gated in accordance with appendices B-60 and E-122.

116204  NSN-CAGE FILE

1.  NSN RBs which are not matched in the NSN Vendor Data File and are not QPL items, Critical items, PIC 1, B, or C items, or items with No Source in SIIF are next passed against the NSN-CAGE File by the SASPS programs.  Only those NSNs which are in the NSN Vendor Data File or in the NSN-CAGE File are eligible for automated SIS or RFQ Processing.

2.  Each DSC should ensure that the NSN-CAGE File contains as many NSNs and CAGE Codes as possible.  This can be accomplished by periodically updating the NSN-CAGE File with the SASPS as required Program USPJAR30.  Refer to appendices B-64 and E-121 for further explanation of Program USPJAR30.

3.  Establishment and maintenance of NSNs and CAGE Codes in the NSN-CAGE File is accomplished in accordance with appendices B-64 and E-121.  Appendix E-121 also provides instructions for the interrogation of the NSN-CAGE File for a specific NSN.

116205  CAGE-VENDOR FILE

1.  Vendors with which SASPS Phase I BPAs and IDTCs have been placed and vendors which have expressed a willingness to participate actively under the SASPS Phase II RFQ process, are recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File.  Each BPA, IDTC, and RFQ vendor is cross-referenced to the specific CAGE Code(s) and/or FSC(s) that the vendor can support.

2.  In the CAGE-Vendor File BPA vendors are coded as B type vendors, IDTC vendors are coded as A type vendors, and RFQ vendors are coded as R type vendors.  When the RB $100,000 or less is received in the Contract-ing Subsystem the CAGE-Vendor File is screened to determine the avail-ability of A type vendors.  If no A type vendors are available and the RB is $2500 or less, the CAGE-Vendor File is screened to determine the availability of B type vendors.  If no A or B type vendors are avail-able, the RB is $100,000 or less and the NSN is not in the NSN Vendor Data File, the CAGE-Vendor File is screened to determine the availa-bility of R type vendors.  Vendor selection and assignment of RBs to the SASPS BPA SIS, IDTC SIS, and RFQ processes are described in section 3.

3.  The D/PP is responsible for establishment and maintenance of the CAGE- Vendor File in accordance with appendix E-38.  This appendix also provides instructions for the interrogation of the CAGE-Vendor File for a specific CAGE Code.

116206  CAGE-FSC CROSS-REFERENCE FILE

1.  This file is a cross-reference between all CAGE Codes and FSCs.  It lists all FSCs applicable to the various CAGE Codes and all CAGE Codes applicable to various FSCs.

2.  The file is utilized in the processing of DIC YQZ inputs for CAGE-Vendor File maintenance.  It is used by the system to determine FSCs which apply to an CAGE Code and provides for mass update of the CAGE-Vendor File in the loading of X type vendors against all FSCs applicable to a CAGE Code.

3.  The file will be rebuilt each time the NSN-CAGE File build Program (USPJAR30) is run.

116207  VENDOR/DCMD FILE

1.  The Vendor/DCMD File is used at DISC to identify vendors which re-quire Defense Contract Management assignment.  When a supplier recorded in the Vendor/DCMD File is selected by the SASPS Phase II programs for award, the system will generate an F-116, part 6 or part 8.  These parts will be utilized as reference documents for input of DIC YNL to assign Administration Location, Payment Office and/or RFQ Provisions on the resulting award.

2.  The establishment and maintenance of the Vendor/DCMD File are dis-cussed in appendix E-48.  DCSC, DESC, and DGSC do not utilize the Vendor/ DCMD File or DIC YNL.

116208  SASPS ABBREVIATED ADDRESS FILE

1.  Stock replenishment RBs generated by the Requirements Subsystem may contain one or more RBLIs depending upon the number of stock consignees to which delivery must be made.  Thus, RFQs produced by SASPS Phase II as the result of receiving stock replenishment RBs will cite multiple stock consignee addresses when delivery must be effected to more than one location (the corresponding RB contains multiple RBLIs).

2.  In order that stock replenishment RFQs can depict that delivery must be made to multiple consignees, SASPS Phase II provides for the printing of single line stock addresses.  The single line stock address data are retained in the SAAF.  At the time of RFQ preparation, the system will access the SAAF, select appropriate single line addresses, and print the address data on the RFQ.

3.  Appendix E-126 provides instructions for establishing and main-taining the SAAF.

116209  RFQ SUSPENSE FILE (RFQSF)

1.  Each RFQ issued by SASPS Phase II is recorded in the RFQSF.  The RFQSF is the repository for all key RFQ/PR data pertaining to each solicitation, and is the file to which vendor quotations are posted and retained for subsequent award selection.  An RFQSF record is retained in the file until an award action is taken, either mechanically or manually, or until the related RFQ is canceled or terminated.

2.  At the time an RFQSF record is established, the code of each vendor solicited is placed in the file.  As quotations are received from the solicited vendors they are input to SASPS Phase II.  Quotation data are posted to the appropriate vendor record in the RFQSF where they are retained pending final disposition of the RFQ.

3.  An important data element of each RFQSF record is the RFQ due date.  The RFQ due date, which is assigned by the system as the cycle date of RFQSF establishment plus the longest of all solicited vendors' response days plus seven, defines the period during which an RFQ is considered to be an open solicitation.  Quotations may be posted to the RFQSF at any time until the RFQ due date has passed.  When the RFQ due date expires, the RFQ is considered to be a closed solicitation and further input of quotations will not be permitted by the system.

4.  The RFQSF is not used for posting quotation data at DCSC, DESC or DGSC since they do not utilize DIC YNC.

5.  Refer to appendix E-49 for a detailed discussion of how vendor quotation data is posted to the RFQSF.

116210  RFQ PROVISION STATEMENT RECORD OF THE PROCUREMENT POLICY FILE

1.  The RFQ Provision Statement Record contained in the Procurement Policy File acts as the repository for RFQ Provision Statements that will print on the RFQ and/or award when identified from the NSN Vendor Data File or when input for an award via DIC YNL.  Provision statements cannot be printed on awards at DCSC, DESC, or DGSC since they do not utilize DIC YNL.

2.  The RFQ Provision Statement Record is established, maintained, and interrogated in accordance with appendix E-118.

116211  SASPS BRANCH/BUYER CODE TABLE OF THE PROCUREMENT POLICY FILE

1.  The SASPS Branch/Buyer Code Table allows the DSCs the flexibility to breakout Buyer Directed RFQs (BDRFQs) for special routing and to make Branch/Buyer Code assignment for regular SASPS II RFQs and resultant awards at the option of the DSC.

2.  For NSNs and Non-NSNs, the table will provide for Branch/Buyer Codes cross-referenced to a range of NSNs defined up to the ninth position or a range of CAGE Codes.

3.  All PRs qualifying for SASPS II processing will be matched against the SASPS Branch/Buyer Code Table for Branch/Buyer Code Assignment. If a match is found, it will be processed with the applicable branch/buyer code as established in the SASPS Branch/Buyer Code Table.

4.  In the absence of a Branch/Buyer Code in the SASPS Branch/Buyer Code Table (a no match condition), the system will mechanically assign a pseudo Branch/Buyer Code PRPRP.  When PRPRP is assigned, the PR/RFQ(s) and related output products will be forwarded/routed to a designated buyer, as assigned by Contracting, for processing.  When there is no match to the Branch/Buyer Code Table, it will be the responsibility of Contracting personnel to provide for the necessary coverage for future SASPS II processing.

5.  When an RFQ is generated/issued, the system will post the applicable Branch/Buyer Code from the SASPS Branch/Buyer Code Table to the RFQSF and the APRF.  The initial SASPS II output products (i.e., F-116, part 14, F-118, and F-119) will be processed with the applicable Branch/Buyer Code from the RFQSF.  Any subsequent output products (i.e., F-115,

F-116, parts 1-13, 15, 16, 17, F-117, DD Form 1155, and SF 36) will be processed with the applicable Branch/Buyer Code from the APRF.

6.  The SASPS Branch/Buyer Code Table is established, maintained, and interrogated in accordance with appendix E-118.

116212  SASPS PRICE INDEX TABLE OF THE PROCUREMENT POLICY FILE

1.  A price index table will be established at each Center for the applicable inflation index factor to be used for the monthly update computation.  There will be a maximum of 150 records per index.  Updates to the index values will be input on a monthly basis by the SAMMS Centers utilizing SAMMSTEL Verb SREA.  When a more recent index record is established, the oldest will be dropped.  The table will have a Producer's Price Index Identification Number, FSC(s), Start Date(s) and Index Value(s).  FSC 0000 and Index Identification Number 0000 will be input for the All Commodities Index which will be used for all NNSN items and any NSN item when an index is not established for the FSC.

2.  Appendix E-118 provides instructions for establishing and main-taining the SASPS Producer Price Index Table.

SECTION 3  PREPARATION OF REQUESTS FOR QUOTATIONS

116301  DAILY PROCESS

1.  NSN and NNSN RBs $100,000 and less, based upon history and/or base price, and all NNSN RBs without history or base price are considered by the system to be candidates for SASPS Phase II processing.  RBs over $35,00 are immediately passed to the regular CGPR process.

2.  NSN RBs $100,000 or less are screened to determine if adequate tech-nical data and commitment funds are available.  If technical data are inadequate and/or if commitment funds are insufficient, an NSN RB is suspended for technical or funds review as appropriate.  Those NSN RBs passing the technical and funds checks ae screened against the SASPS eligibility checks set forth in paragraph 116302.

3.  NNSN RBs $100,000 and less, based on latest history and/or base price, are screened to determine if adequate commitment funds are avail-able (RBs over $100,000 will be passed to the regular CGPR process).  If no base or history price is available and commitment funds are avail-able, the system automatically commits and obligates zero dollars due to the absence of a standard price.  When adequate commitment funds are not available, the RB will be suspended for funds review.  Those RBs passing the funds check are further screened to determine if exception data are required and if the required exception data are available in the Excep-tion Data File.  When required exception data are not available, the RB is routed to the D/SO for review.  When required exception data are pre-sent, the RB is retained for further processing.  All NNSN RBs passing the funds and exception data checks are screened against the eligibility checks set forth in paragraph 116302.

4.  The SASPS Phase II RFQ generation process will provide for consoli-dation of multiple DVD requirements onto a single RFQ for all like items (e.g., same NSN or Non-NSN, CAGE/Part Number) assigning one PR Number with multiple PR Line Items.  The consolidation process will:

  a.  When the total dollar of all the consolidated requirements exceed the Small Purchase Limitation threshold in the DSC Procurement Policy File, the system will exclude the requirements from the automated process and then be passed to the regular PR process.

  b.  Use DLA Form 1231 as the cover sheet.

  c.  Total RFQ quantity will be printed in the QUANTITY block.

  d.  The earliest RDD of all the requirements consolidated onto a single RFQ will be used.

116302  EXCLUDED ITEMS

1.  RBs that are eligible for SASPS processing up to this point are now subjected to additional checks to screen out exceptions which are not acceptable to the automated process.

2.  RBs meeting the following criteria are excluded from the automated SASPS II process and will be passed to the regular PR process:

  a.  Document Identifier Code ZQQ (fund only transactions).

  b.  Priority 01.

  c.  Special message code for direct ship requisitions.

  d.  Rebuy items.

  e.  MILSTRIP Advice Code 2T/2F.

  f.  PDC other than 1 and 7.

  g.  Special routing to D/SO or D/TO.

  h.  Critical items (see Notes 1 and 2).

  i.  QPL items (see Notes 1 and 2).

  j.  Place of Inspection Code (PIC) 1 or C (see Notes 1 and 2).

  k.  RDD 999.

  l.  NMCS/ANMCS

  m.  JCS IPG 1 (9 in first position of Project Code).

  n.  Expedite Handling/Shipping Code 555.

  o.  Foreign Military Sales (at DISC only) (see Note 1).

  p.  PMIC when other than A, B or 3.

  q.  Single Source - over $10,000 (see Note 2).

NOTE 1:  When no coverage in NSN Vendor Data File.

NOTE 2:  Not applicable for DSCC only.

116303  CAGE CODE SELECTION

1.  NSN RBs passing the eligibility checks described in paragraph 116302 are passed against the NSN/FSC Exception File.  Those NSN RBs that are not matched in the NSN/FSC Exception File are next passed against the NSN Vendor Data File.  Those NSN RBs that are not matched in the NSN Vendor Data File and are not QPL items, Critical items, PIC 1 or C items, or No Source in SIIF, will be passed against the NSN-CAGE File.  If the NSN of an RB is not recorded in the NSN Vendor Data File or the NSN-CAGE File, the RB is passed to the regular CGPR process.

2.  NSNs recorded in the file are first checked for IDTC coding.  When an NSN is coded for IDTC, the system selects the next recorded CAGE Code in rotation and passes the RB to the CAGE-Vendor File for the selection of a related IDTC SIS vendor.

3.  When an NSN RB is $2500 or less and the NSN is not coded for IDTC processing, the system further reviews for applicable DSC BPA dollar limitation and then determines if any CAGE Codes covered by BPA vendors are recorded for the NSN in the NSN-CAGE File.  When one or more CAGE Codes are coded as having BPA vendor coverage (CAGE Code record cites a numeric rotation code and weight factor of 001 or greater) the system selects the next CAGE Code in rotation and passes the RB to the CAGE-Vendor file for the selection of a related BPA SIS vendor.

4.  For each NSN RB $100,000 or less where the NSN is not coded for IDTC or BPA processing, the system will select all CAGE Codes recorded for the NSN with a blank rotation code and a weight factor of 000.  Each CAGE Code so coded in the NSN-CAGE File is then screened against the CAGE-Vendor File to determine if RFQ vendor coverage is available.  If available, select the CAGE Code for the RB NSN from the NSN-CAGE File and match this CAGE Code to the CAGE-Vendor File.  The last award CAGE/ Vendor will always be selected if recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File with a Business Size Minority Code (BSMC) of B - Small Business; M - Disad-vantaged Small Business; U - Disadvantaged Small Business-Women-Owned, or W - Small Business-Women-Owned.  A large business last award CAGE/ Vendor will be selected only if (a) the RFQ NSN is recorded in the NSN/ FSC Exception File with Reason for Exception Code NR (Non-Reserved), or (b) there are less than two vendors recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File with a BSMC or B, M, U, or W.

5.  When there are less than the maximum allowable number of vendors (varies, limits are established by each DSC) identified in the NSN Vendor Data File or the CAGE-Vendor File, as applicable, as Small Business concerns, select all the vendors coded as B, M, U, or W for solicitation.

6.  When there are more than the maximum allowable number of vendors (varies, limits are established by each DSC) identified in the NSN Vendor Data File or the CAGE-Vendor File, as applicable, as Small Business concerns, select:

  a.  The maximum allowable number of vendors coded as Small Business firms, in rotation, for solicitation.

  b.  The last award vendor from history (only if the vendor is recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File as a Small Business concern).

  c.  The IDTC vendor, if applicable, (only if the vendor is also recorded as Small Business) and,

 d.  At least one Small Business Disadvantaged Firm (if available in the CAGE-Vendor File).

For Buyer Directed RFQs, if the Solicitation Restriction Code is 1, all vendors will be selected from the NSN Vendor Data File and the last award vendor or IDTC vendor will not be selected (unless posted to the NSN Vendor Data File).

7.  NNSN RBs specify the CAGE Code to which a required part number applies.  Consequently, NNSN RBs bypass the NSN Vendor Data File and the NSN-CAGE File and are routed directly to the CAGE-Vendor File for BPA, IDTC, or RFQ vendor selection.

8.  Refer to appendix E-36 for a further explanation of the use of the NSN-CAGE File in SASPS.

116304  VENDOR SELECTION

1.  NSN RBs for which IDTC or BPA vendor coverage is available are subjected to the vendor selection described in paragraph 115304.  All NSN RBs for which no BPA or IDTC vendor coverage applies, or IDTC RBs which do no pass the vendor dollar limitation threshold, are considered as candidates for RFQ processing.

2.  NSN RB candidates for RFQ processing are first passed against the NSN Vendor Data File.  If the NSN is matched in the NSN Vendor Data File, the vendor selection is in accordance with Solicitation Restric-tion Code (SRC) posted to the NSN Vendor Data File.

  a.  If the SRC is 1, only sources loaded in the NSN Vendor Data File will be solicited.  If there are no vendors recorded in the NSN Vendor Data File, the corresponding RB is passed to the regular CGPR process.

  b.  If the SRC is 2, sources loaded in the NSN Vendor Data File, the last awardee and/or IDTC holder, if applicable, will be solicited.  If there are no vendors recorded in the NSN Vendor Data File, the corres-ponding RB is passed to the regular CGPR process.

  c.  If the SRC is 3, vendor selection will be taken from the CAGE-Vendor File as outlined in paragraph 3 below.

3.  Vendor selection for other than Buyer Directed RFQs and for Buyer Directed RFQs with SRC 3 will be from the CAGE-Vendor File.  CAGE Codes selected from the NSN-CAGE File according to subparagraphs 116303.4 and 116303.5 are passed against the CAGE-Vendor File for RFQ selection as follows:

  a.  If none of the selected CAGE Codes are in the CAGE-Vendor File, the corresponding RB is passed to the regular CGPR process.

  b.  When some or all of the selected CAGE Codes are in the CAGE-Vendor File, the system determines if the specific FSC of the related NSN is recorded for any of the CAGE Codes in the file.

    (1) If none of the CAGE Codes in the file contain the appropriate FSC, the corresponding RB is passed to the regular CGPR process.

    (2) When some or all of the selected CAGE Codes contain the appro-priate FSC, the system checks for the availability of active RFQ vendors.

      (a) If there are no active RFQ vendors recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File for the FSC, the corresponding RB is passed to the regular CGPR process.

      (b) When active RFQ vendors are recorded for the FSC, a variable number of vendors will be solicited, based on a Center option, with a minimum of 3 and a maximum of 12 vendors as controlling parameters.  If there are more vendors available than are required to meet the esta-blished numerical parameters, the selection(s) will be made through the normal rotational process.  If the number of vendors available for selection is equal to or less than the number required to meet the 

established numerical parameters, select all the vendors.  If the RB represents an IDTC NSN which failed Phase I because of the dollar limitation threshold, the IDTC vendor will always be selected if recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File with a Business Size Minority (BSMC) of B - Small Business; M - Disadvantaged Small Business; U - Disadvantaged Small Business-Women-Owned, or W - Small Business-Women-Owned.  A large business IDTC vendor will be selected only if:

        1. The estimated dollar value of the RB is less than $2500.00; or

        2.  There are less than two vendors recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File with a BSMC of B, M, U, or W and the estimated dollar value of the RB is between $2500.01 and $100,000.

It should be noted that SASPS Phase II accesses only X-type records in the CAGE-Vendor File when selecting vendors for NSN RBs (Y-type records are not accessed).

    (c) If there is only one active RFQ vendor recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File for the FSC and the estimated value of the RB is greater than $10,000, the RB is passed to the regular CGPR process.

4.  NNSN RBs are screened directly against the CAGE-Vendor File.  If the CAGE Code cited in the NNSN is not recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File, the RB is passed to the regular CGPR process.  When the CAGE Code is recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File with Y-type coverage, the system selects RFQ vendors as follows:

  a.  The system will select a variable number of vendors for solici-tation based on a Center option, with a minimum of 3 and a maximum of 12 vendors as controlling parameters.  If two or more vendors are recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File as Small Business (BSMC is B), Disadvantaged Small Business (BSMC is M), Disadvantaged Small Business-Women-Owned (BSMC is U), or Small Business-Women-Owned (BSMC is W), and the RB has an estimated dollar value between $2500.01 and $100,000, limit the RFQ selection to those coded B, M, U or W.  If the estimated dollar value of the RB is less than $2500 or if the estimated dollar value of the RB is between $2500 and $100,000 and there is less than two vendors with a BSMC of B, M, U, or W, select from all vendors, listed in rotation, regardless of business size.  If there are no vendors recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File with a BSMC of B, M, U, or W and the RB has an estimated dollar value of $2500 or less, or if there is less than two vendors with a BSMC of B, M, U or W and the estimated dollar value of the RB is between $2500.01 and $100,000, select from all vendors listed, in rotation, regardless of business size.

  b.  If there is only one active RFQ vendor recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File for the applicable CAGE(s) and the estimated value of the RB is greater than $10,000, the RB is passed to the regular CGPR process.

5.  In addition to the RFQ vendors selected from the NSN Vendor Data File or CAGE-Vendor File for solicitation, the SASPS Phase II programs will always (except when Solicitation Restriction Code 1 is posted to the NSN Vendor Data File) select from contract history the vendor that 

received the last award for a particular NSN or NNSN if recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File with a Business Size Minority Code (BSMC) of B - Small Business; M - Disadvantaged Small Business; U - Disadvantaged Small Business-Women-Owned; or W - Small Business-Women-Owned.  A large business last award vendor will be selected only under the conditions set forth above.

6.  A small nonmanufacturer (vendor) responding to a small business - small purchase set-aside may furnish any domestically (large or small business) produced or manufactured product; therefore, their response will be accepted and processed as small business - small purchase set-aside when the quote indicates their business size is B, M, U, or W.

7.  Refer to appendices E-38 and E-54 for a further explanation of the use of the CAGE-Vendor File and NSN Vendor Data File, respectively, in SASPS.

116305  NUMBERING OF PRS/RFQS

1.  After RFQ vendors have been selected from the NSN Vendor Data File or the CAGE-Vendor File, one PRLI number is assigned to each RBLI within an RB.  RBs in SASPS Phase II are neither consolidated nor fragmented.  Thus, direct delivery RBs are assigned one PR number, one RFQ number, and one PRLI number (due to presence of a single RBLI on a direct delivery (RB)).  Stock replenishment RBs are assigned one PR number, one RFQ number, and as many PRLI numbers as there are stock RBLIs.

2.  RFQ numbers are assigned from the SASPS Phase II RFQ Number Table.  All RFQ numbers are assigned sequentially in PIIN format in accordance with DoD FAR Supplement 204.70.  The specific RFQ number format is as follows:

  a.  POSITIONS 1-6

    DLA400  DGSC

    DLA500  DISC

    DLA700  DCSC

    DLA900  DESC

  b.  POSITIONS 7-8

    Last two digits of FY in which RFQ number is assigned.

  c.  POSITION 9

    Type of Procurement Instrument Code T, U, and X is assigned when numbering capability of T is exhausted during an FY.

  d.  POSITIONS 10-13

    Serial number of RFQ.  Serial numbers will begin with 0001 at the start of each FT.  Alphanumeric numbers will be assigned when the serial number exceeds 9999 in an FY.  Alphanumeric serial numbers will be sequentially assigned with an alpha in the first (or first and second) position(s) followed by a three (or two) position numeric.  The letters I and O will not be used.  Serial numbers will be assigned as follows (reference:  DoD FAR Supplement 204.7003-1(d)):

0000-9999, then

A001-A999, B001-B999, and so on through Z999, then

AA01-AA99, AB01-AB99, and so on through AZ99, then

BA01-BA99, BB01-BB99, and so on through BZ99, and 

so on to

ZA01-ZA99, ZB01-ZB99, and so on through ZZ99.

116306  ESTABLISHMENT OF APRF RECORDS

1.  After each RB qualifying for SASPS Phase II processing is assigned RFQ, PR, and PRLI numbers in accordance with paragraph 116305, the system automatically establishes appropriate data on the APRF.  APRF records subject to automated RFQ processing are identified with the system assigned RFQ number, Branch/Buyer Code as established in the SASPS Branch/Buyer Code Table or PRPRP in the absence of a Branch/buyer code and PR Status Code R.  An APRF record with R status indicates that the PR relates to an active automated RFQ.

2.  At DCSC, DESC, and DGSC the RFQ will be automatically terminated immediately after generation and the PR Status Code will be changed to W.  This allows the use of DICs YPA/YPB/YPC for input of award data.

116307  ESTABLISHMENT OF RFQSF RECORDS

1.  In addition to the establishment of APRF records, the system automatically builds an RFQSF record for each system-generated RFQ.  Certain key PR and RFQ data are initially established on the RFQSF.

  a.  PR Number

  b.  RFQ Number

  c.  NSN or Part Number

  d.  Stock/Part Number Code

  e.  Total PR Quantity

  f.  Stock U/I

  g.  Standard Unit Price

  h.  RDD

  i.  Requisition Number

  j.  MILSTRIP Data

  k.  Contract History - Up to Six History Records Plus Base Price Record

  l.  Sources - Up to 12

  m.  Special Project Name/Message

  n.  RFQ Due Date

  o.  Branch/Buyer Code

2.  The RFQ RDD established in the RFQSF for both stock and Direct Vendor Deliveries (DVD) is always assigned by the system.  The RDD is calculated by comparing the RB RDD (for stock buys, the lowest RDD of all RBLIs is used for comparison) to the RFQ due date plus 30 days.  (The due date is the issue date plus the longest of all vendors' response days.)  When the RB RDD is greater, use the RB RDD as the RFQ RDD.  When the RFQ due date plus 30 days is greater, use the due date plus 30 as the RFQ RDD.

3.  The RFQ due date will always be assigned as the RFQ return by date (date issued plus longest vendor response days up to a maximum of 60 days) plus seven days.

4.  In addition to the PR/RFQ data set forth in subparagraph 116307.1, the system will establish within each RFQSF record a vendor quotation section.  The NGOC/DLVC of each vendor being solicited under an auto-mated RFQ is posted in the vendor quotation section.  Also, the State/ Country Code and Business Size Minority Code of each vendor, if avail-able in the DLVF, are posted with each vendor record in the vendor quotation section.  If the DLVF does not contain a record for a vendor being solicited, the system will assign to the vendor State/Country Code 00 and will leave the vendor's source type code blank.

5.  At DCSC, DESC and DGSC the RFQ will be automatically terminated immediately after generation; however, the RFQSF record will be retained until the RFQ is awarded using DICs YPA/YPB/YPC or terminated using DIC YNC, Action Code R.

116308  SYSTEM PRODUCTS

  After establishment of APRF and RFQSF records, the system produces for each vendor to be solicited a DLA Form 1231, RFQ Transmittal.  Also, for each solicitation, the system generates a single F-116, RFQ list, part 14, and an F-118, part 1 RFQ trailer.  When the Solicitation Indicator Code for a Buyer Directed RFQ is 0, an F-118, part 2, RFQ Transmittal Trailer NSN Vendor Data Notification Writeout, will be generated in addition to the above.  These documents are produced as follows:

  a.  DLA FORM 1231, RFQ TRANSMITTAL

    (1) The SASPS Phase II RFQ transmittal is a special computer print format designed to depict on a single page all RFQ data that a vendor needs to identify a required item of supply and to submit a priced quotation.  The format of the RFQ transmittal is shown at appendix

F-119.  A single copy of the RFQ transmittal is printed for each vendor solicited under an automated RFQ.  There is one copy of the RFQ trans-mittal produced by the system for inclusion in contract files.  For RFQs valued over $2,500 a special copy of the RFQ is produced for display by the D/PP.  The display RFQ transmittals are sorted in a separate batch from those to be issued to the solicited vendors.

    (2) At the top of the RFQ transmittal the system prints appropriate header data such as Branch/Buyer Code, PR number, RFQ number, quantity, U/I, vendor code, date issued, RDD, RFQ return by date, CAGE, and stock/ part number.  The RDD shown in the header of the RFQ transmittal is the 

same as that established on the RFQSF in accordance with paragraph 116307.2.  The date issued is the cycle date of the related PR plus one calendar day.  The RFQ return by date will be the response days posted in the NSN Vendor Data File or the longest response days posted in the CAGE-Vendor File, as applicable, for the vendors selected for solicita-tions, added to the date issued.  For example, if one of the vendors has 30 days posted and the remainder of the vendors have 20 days posted, the system will add 30 days to the date issued and print the resulting RFQ return by date on each vendor's RFQ transmittal.  The RFQ due date in the RFQSF will always be the RFQ return by date.

    (3) At the top of the Description of Supplies block on the RFQ transmittal, the system will print PROVISIONS ON THE REVERSE ARE APPLICABLE UNLESS OTHERWISE STATED ON THE RFQ.  When applicable, NOTICE OF SMALL BUSINESS - SMALL PURCHASE SET-ASIDE, FAR 52.219-4 will be printed following the above message.  Next the system will print, when applicable:  THIS IS AN FMS REQUIREMENT (at DESC, DGSC and DISC), THIS IS AN FMS REQUIREMENT - SOURCE INSPECTION REQUIRED (at DCSC), SOURCE INSPECTION REQUIRED - ENTER PLACE OF INSPECTION ON VENDOR QUOTATION CARD AND/OR CRITICAL ITEM - SOURCE INSPECTION REQUIRED - ENTER PLACE OF INSPECTION ON VENDOR QUOTATION CARD.  The system will then print RFQ Provision Statements identified in the NSN Vendor Data File from the RFQ Provision Statement Record.  Following the RFQ Provision Statements, the system will print PID data from the PTDF or Exception Data File for the required item of supply.  In the event that the RFQ Provision Statements and/or item description exceed the space allotted in the Description of Supplies block, a second RFQ transmittal will be printed as a continua-tion page.  The statement CONTINUED ON NEXT PAGE will be printed on the first page of the RFQ and the applicable RFQ number will be printed in the header section of the continuation page.

    (4) In the Item Description, when S/D/T data are applicable, the following print routine will prevail:

      (a) For DCSC and DPSC - The system will suppress printing of the manufacturer codes and part numbers from the Part Number File on Request For Quotations (RFQs) and Computer Generated Purchase Orders (CGPOs) when S/D/T data are applicable.

      (b) For DGSC and DISC - The system will always suppress printing of manufacturer codes and part numbers from the Part Number File on RFQs and CGPOs as this data is contained in the Procurement Item Description (PID).

      (c) For DESC - The system will suppress printing of the manu-facturer codes and part numbers from the Part Number File on RFQs and CGPOs only when specification data are applicable.

    (5) In the Ship-To block of the RFQ transmittal, the system will print shipment data according to whether the RFQ is for stock replenish-ment or for direct delivery.

      (a) For stock replenishment RFQs, a single line stock address will be printed for each stock location to which shipment must be effected.  With each single line stock address the appropriate PRLI number, RIC/ DoDAAD Code of the consignee, and the PRLI quantity are also shown.  In the Mark For block, the words NON-MILSTRIP will be printed for each PRLI.  Also, for each PRLI, the requisitioner's RDD and any applicable project code/name are shown in the Mark For block.

      (b) Direct delivery RFQs will depict address data as follows:

        1.  When the RFQ relates to a CONUS or overseas Army DSS ship-ment, the addresses shown in the Ship-To block will be based upon the BBP Code established in the SCAF for the DSS customer.  If the custom-er's address record in the SCAF cites BBP Codes W25N14 (NCAD), W62N2A (SHAD) or W45JXX (RRAD), the system will print the TAC 1 address data for the appropriate CCP as the Mail To.  The TAC 2 Freight Shipping Address data will be suppressed from printing on all computer generated contracting documents for direct delivery purchases for overseas destin-ations applicable for shipments to both POE/APOE and CCP destinations.  A special message will print in the Freight Shipping Address area based on one of the Special Customer Codes listed below.  For example, if Special Customer Code is D, the following message will print in the Freight Shipping Address:  (TP3 OR DIVERTED TO SURFACE FREIGHT SHIPMENTS EVALUATED TO 304 CCP, SACRAMENTO, CA) CONTACT TRANS OFFICE AT ADMINI-STRATION OFFICE PRIOR TO SHIPMENT.

The requisitioner's TAC 1 address will be printed on the related RFQ trailer under the heading FOR DOCUMENT DISTRIBUTION ONLY.  When the BBP Code for any Army DS customer is other than those for NCAD, SHAD, and RRAD, the system will print the consignee's TAC 1 and TAC 2 addresses in the Ship-To block.

        2.  When the RFQ relates to other than Army DSS, the TAC 1 and TAC 2 addresses for the consignee will be printed in the Ship-To block.

        3.  RFQs for Army DSS with Project Code JZO, JZC, or JZM will be addressed to NCAD, SHAD, or RRAD in accordance with BBP procedures.  However, when an appropriate BBP Code is not available for an Army customer, JZO, JZC, and JZM RFQs will cite the applicable consignee address using the CONUS or Overseas Direct Delivery address as reflected on the RB.  All non-Army JZO, JZC and JZM RFQs will be printed with the addresses of the consignee.

      (c) Whenever single line address data for a stock replenishment RFQ exceed the space permitted in the Ship-To block of the RFQ trans-mittal, a second RFQ transmittal will be printed as a continuation page.  The statement CONTINUED ON NEXT PAGE will be printed on the first page of the RFQ and the applicable RFQ number will be printed in the header section of the continuation page.

    (6) Packaging data will be printed on the RFQ transmittal from the PTDF PEDN table.  The packaging data block on the RFQ transmittal can accommodate up to two separate sets of packaging data when the same item of supply must be packaged differently for different stock locations (e.g., Navy and DLA stock locations are identified on the same RFQ).

  b.  F-116, RFQ LIST, PART 14 - INITIAL ISSUE

    Each system generated RFQ is accompanied by a single page F-116, RFQ list.  Part 14 of the RFQ list depicts all of the data initially esta-blished on the RFQSF for each RFQ.  One contracting copy of the RFQ Transmittal and the RFQ List, part 14, serve to document hard copy files in the D/PP.  An extra copy of the RFQ Transmittal, DLA Form 1231, is produced for each RFQ over $2,500 for display by D/PP.

  c.  F-118, PART 1, RFQ TRANSMITTAL TRAILER

    The RFQ List, part 14, is supplemented by a single page RFQ Trans-mittal Trailer.  The RFQ Transmittal Trailer provides item description, packaging, and shipment data not established in the RFQSF or printed on the initial RFQ list.

  d.  F-118, PART 2, RFQ TRANSMITTAL TRAILER NSN VENDOR DATA NOTIFI-CATION WRITEOUT

    When the Solicitation Indicator Code (SIC) is 0 for a Buyer Directed RFQ, an F-118, part 2, will be generated.  This report will be utilized as a turnaround document for replacing the SIC 0 with an X, mailing the RFQ, and/or removing the NSN from the NSN Vendor Data File.

  e.  SEQUENCING OF SASPS PHASE II PRODUCTS

    (1) RFQ transmittals are output by vendor code (major sequence) and RFQ number (minor sequence) within special batches depending upon the DSC involved.

      (a) At DCSC RFQs will be produced in three batches.  Project coded RFQs will be in the first batch, ILP (MAP) will be in the second batch, and all other RFQs will be in the third batch.

      (b) At DESC and DGSC RFQs will be produced in two batches.  Project coded RFQs will be in the first batch and all other RFQs will be in the second batch (including ILP RFQs).

      (c) At DISC RFQs will be produced in a single batch (including project coded and ILP RFQs).

    (2) All RFQ Lists, part 14, and RFQ transmittal trailers are output in Branch/Buyer Code major and RFQ Number minor.

    (3) Copies of the RFQ transmittal, RFQ list, and RFQ transmittal trailer for RFQs over $2500 are output in a separate batch at all DSCs except DCSC.

    (4) An extra copy of the RFQ transmittal for RFQs over $2500 are output in a separate batch for display by the D/PP.

    (5) An extra copy of the RFQ transmittal will be produced for all RFQs.  Extra RFQs will be identified by the message THE FOLLOWING RFQs ARE FOR PROCUREMENT FILE COPY on a separate page.  The Procurement File Copy of RFQs with Solicitation Indicator Code O will be output in a separate batch.

    (6) RFQ transmittals, RFQ lists, and RFQ trailers for RFQs with Solicitation Indicator Code O will be output in a separate batch.

SECTION 4  PROCESSING VENDOR QUOTATIONS

*This section applies to DISC only.  DCSC, DESC, and DGSC use YPA, YPB, and YPC inputs found in chapter 7.

116401  GENERAL

  RFQs produced by SASPS Phase II in accordance with section 3 are mailed to the vendors being solicited.  When the Solicitation Indicator Code for Buyer Directed RFQs is O, the RFQ will not be mailed until the buyer reviews the RFQ and determines that the RFQ should continue in the SASPS Phase II process.  Each vendor, upon review of an RFQ, may decide to submit a priced quotation or request that he not be considered for the solicitation.  In either case, the vendor should complete and return the quote form furnished with the RFQ.  Incoming quotes will be reviewed and processed in accordance with the procedures set forth in this section and in appendix E-123.

116402  PROCESSING NEGATIVE (NO QUOTE) RESPONSES

  A vendor not wishing to submit a priced quotation should return the quote form with a check mark in the no quote box.  Also, the vendor should indicate the reason(s) why a quotation is not being submitted in the other vendor information block.  Action Code Q will be posted to the first condition code field of the appropriate vendor record in the RFQSF.  No quote records (with no unit price or delivery, and which contain Condition Code Q) are not considered in the system evaluation of quotations described in section 6.

116403  PROCESSING POSITIVE QUOTES

  Normally, a vendor's quotation need only be reviewed for accuracy and completeness and input to the system using DIC YNC.  However, under cer-tain exception type situations, it may be necessary to input a vendor's quotation via DIC YNC, RFQ Vendor Quote Data Input, and/or DIC YND, Supplemental Quote Data Input.  The conditions under which exception/ supplemental data inputs must be prepared are described in detail in appendix E-49.  Appendix E-49 also describes the specific entries required in the YNC and/or YND.

116404  POSTING OF INITIAL QUOTATION DATA TO THE RFQSF

1.  All DIC YNC and YND inputs are validated for format and content.  Invalid inputs are rejected to the Validation Error List, appendix F-1.  Also, each DIC YNC indicating that a DIC YND supplement is required will be matched to the applicable DIC YND transaction.  If a DIC YND is required but has not been submitted, the DIC YNC will be rejected to the Update Reject List, appendix F-2, with message YNC WITHOUT YND MAY BE ON F-1.  Also, if a DIC YND is present but there is no valid matching DIC YNC available, the DIC YND will be rejected to the Update Reject List with message:  YND WITHOUT YNC MAY BE ON F-1.

2.  When an I, P, or C is posted in pos. 39 of the DIC YNC, a DIC YNL is also required.  When a DIC YNL is required but is not posted, the system will produce an RFQ list, part 6 or part 8, when the vendor is selected for award.  If a DIC YNL is input but there is no matching DIC YNC available, the DIC YNL will be rejected to the Update Reject List with message:  VENDOR QUOTE IS NOT IN RFQSF.

3.  Valid inputs are screened against the RFQSF.  DIC YNC and YND transactions that do not match the PR number will be rejected to the Update Reject List with message PR NR NO MATCH TO RFQSF.  DIC YNC, YND, and YNL transactions that do not match the PR number will be rejected to the Update Reject List with message:  RFQ NR NO MATCH TO RFQSF.

4.  Matched transactions are posted to the RFQSF.  All vendor quotation data present in the DIC YNC, YND and YNL will be recorded for the related RFQ record in the RFQSF.  The specific data posted to the RFQSF are described in appendix E-49.  All vendor quotation data posted to the RFQSF are retained in the file until the system consummates a mechanical award action, an award is made by manual input, the RFQ expires, or the RFQ is manually terminated.

SECTION 5  CONTROL OF RFQs

*This section, except subparagraph 116505.1a applies to DISC only.  DCSC, DESC, and DGSC use YPA, YPB, and YPC inputs found in chapter 7.  All DSCs can use DIC YNC, Action Code R to obtain a CGPR from a SASPS II RFQ.

116501  DAILY PROCESS

1.  At the time that an RFQSF record is established, the system assigns an RFQ due date in the RFQSF equal to the issue date of the RFQ plus the response days established in the NSN Vendor Data File or the longest response days recorded in the CAGE-Vendor File for all solicited vendors, as applicable, plus seven calendar days.

2.  Each contracting cycle the system reviews all RFQSF records after quotation data inputs have been processed.  If the RFQ due date has been passed for an RFQSF record, the system will initiate the mechanical evaluation of vendor quotations.  Also, when the RFQ due date has not been passed for an RFQ $2,500 or less but all solicited vendors have either quotation data or a no-quote (Action Code Q) posted, the system will initiate the evaluation of quotations.  Quotation evaluation will not begin for RFQs over $2,500 until the recorded RFQ due date has been passed.

116502  EXTENSION OF THE RFQ DUE DATE

1.  From time to time a vendor solicited under an automated RFQ may request additional time for submission of a quotation.  The system is designed to accept an extension of seven days to the RFQ due date assigned for any RFQSF record.  Upon granting an extension to a vendor, DIC YNC must be input as soon as possible with Action Code D in pos. 31 and the NGOC/DLVC of the responsible vendor in pos. 44-48.  This input action will increase the RFQ due date in the RFQSF by seven days, post a date change indicator for the RFQ, and post a delay indicator in the applicable vendor record.

2.  Only one delay will be permitted by the system for an RFQSF record.  If a DIC YNC is input with Action Code D in pos. 31 and a Date Change Indicator (DCI) is already present for the RFQSF record, the system will take no action to further extend the RFQ due date.  However, the system will post a delay indicator in the applicable vendor record.

116503  MANUAL PLACEMENT OF RFQs IN MANUAL REVIEW (M) STATUS

1.  It may be necessary or desirable in certain situations to manually review all vendor quotations posted in the RFQSF for an RFQ prior to an award being made.  Manual review may be required based upon the occur-rence of a special condition affecting an entire RFQ or a single quo-tation submitted by a vendor.  If a manual review must be performed or the low offeror has a different remit-to-address posted, it is necessary to prevent the system from initiating a mechanical quote evaluation once the RFQ due date has been reached or all quotes have been posted.

2.  The system may be prevented from initiating a mechanical quote evaluation for a specific RFQ by input of DIC YNC with a Manual Review Code of M or Payment Address Indicator Code (PAIC) of N in pos. 34.  A manual review code may be entered in DIC YNC with a vendor's quotation data or may be input separately in a DIC YNC without quotation data.  Specifically, a manual review code may be entered in a DIC YNC contain-ing a vendor code and quotation data, such as delivery days, unit price, source type, etc., or it may be entered in a DIC YNC without a vendor code and any quotation data.  In the latter situation, the only entries which may be contained in DIC YNC in addition to the manual review code are DIC, RFQ number, PR number, and source code.  In either case, the input of a manual review code via DIC YNC will cause a manual review indicator to be posted in the RFQSF.  The posting of a PAIC N will only cause a manual review if the vendor is the low quote.

3.  When the RFQ due date for an RFQSF record has been reached, or when all solicited vendors have quotation data or Action Code Q posted for an RFQ $2,500 or less, the system will detect that a mechanical quotation evaluation must be initiated.  If the low quote vendor identified by the evaluation process is recorded in the RFQSF with Condition Reason Code T, the RFQ will be automatically terminated in accordance with subpara-graph 116505.1b.  However, if the low quote vendor does not have Con-dition Reason Code T recorded in the file, the system will next deter-mine if a manual review indicator or PAIC Code N is present.  When either is recorded, the system will convert the status of the related PR record in the APRF from R to M and will produce an RFQ List, part 2 entitled MANUAL REVIEW HAS BEEN SPECIFIED FOR THIS RFQ RECORD.  The RFQ List, part 2, will depict all of the data present in the RFQSF for the suspended RFQ including which quote has been determined to be the best offer.  The RFQSF will not be purged.

4.  Based upon review of the RFQ List, part 2, the D/PP may manually select a vendor for award, terminate the RFQ, or totally cancel the RFQ and its related PR recorded in the APRF.  Actions which may be taken against an RFQSF record in M status are described in appendix E-52 or appendix E-117.

116504  MECHANICAL PLACEMENT OF RFQs IN MANUAL REVIEW (M) STATUS.

1.  During the mechanical evaluation of vendor quotations, the system may detect the existence of an exception type condition which warrants a manual review of an RFQ.  When an exception condition occurs, the system will not proceed with the mechanical evaluation to the point of award.  Instead, the affected RFQSF record will be automatically placed by the system into M status.  The status code of the related PR record in the APRF will be changed from R to M and an appropriate RFQ list will be produced for D/PP review.  Priority will be given to the review of part 1 of the list, RFQs against which no quotations were posted in the RFQSF.  A determination will be made by the D/PP within 48 hours as to whether it is appropriate to proceed with mechanized contracting or to convert the RFQ to the manual process.  When manual contracting is determined appropriate, the RFQ will be purged from the RFQSF in accordance with appendix E-52, subparagraph 3a.  In the event that the low quote vendor is found to have Condition Reason Code T posted in the RFQSF, the RFQ will be automatically terminated in accordance with subparagraph 116505.1b.

2.  The specific conditions causing the system to automatically place an RFQSF record in M status and to produce an RFQ list are as follows:

3.  When above parts and/or DIC YNL is required, the system will print, as applicable, one of the following statements beneath the title:

  a.  PIC APPLICABLE

  b. PROVISION CODES APPLICABLE

 c.  PIC AND PROVISION CODES APPLICABLE.

4.  Actions which may be taken by the D/PP for an RFQSF record in M status are described in appendix E-52 or appendix E-117.

116505  TERMINATION OF RFQs

1.  There are two methods of terminating RFQs as follows:

  a.  An RFQ in R or M status may be terminated at any time by input of DIC YNC with Action Code R in pos. 31 (all other fields must be blank except for DIC, RFQ number, PR number, and source code).  This action will terminate an RFQ, but will not cancel the related PR record in the APRF.  After all quote data are posted in the current cycle, the system will convert the affected PR record in the APRF to W status, will purge the related RFQSF record, and will print:

    (1) An RFQ List, part 10, entitled RFQ MANUAL REVIEW PERIOD EXPIRED - RFQ TERMINATED - PR PREPARED.

    (2) An SF 36 PR.

    (3) DIC YPW cards.

    (4) A PR trailer with the message RFQ EXPIRED/TERMINATED.

      Branch/Buyer Code as established in the SASPS Branch/Buyer Code Table will be retained in the APRF.

  b.  There may be instances when a vendor conditions a quotation to such a degree that it would be appropriate to terminate the RFQ rather than manually review or award the RFQ if the vendor is found by the system to be the best offeror.  Input of DIC YNC with Condition Reason Code T in pos. 32 or pos. 33 for a specific vendor shown in pos. 44-48 will cause the related RFQ to be automatically terminated if the vendor is ultimately found by the system to be the best offeror.  Condition Reason Code T input via DIC YNC will be recorded in the RFQSF for the vendor shown in pos. 44-48.  At the time of mechanical quotation eval-uation, the system will screen the RFQSF record of the low quote vendor to determine if a Condition Reason Code T is present.  When a T is present, the system will convert the affected PR record in the APRF to W status, will purge the related RFQSF record, and will produce:

    (1) An RFQ List, part 10, entitled RFQ MANUAL REVIEW PERIOD EXPIRED - RFQ TERMINATED - PR PREPARED.

    (2) An SF 36 PR.

    (3) DIC YPW cards.

    (4) A PR trailer with the message RFQ EXPIRED/TERMINATED.

      Branch/Buyers Code as established in the SASPS Branch/Buyer Code Table will be retained in the APRF.  It should be noted that the system will screen the low quote record in the RFQSF prior to screening for a manual review indicator or another condition reason code which would cause the RFQ to be placed in a manual review status.

  c.  There may be instances when a Unit of Issue (U/I) and/or NSN change is made subsequent to the issuance of the RFQ.  When this occurs, the APRF is revised to reflect these changes (i.g., new U/I with new quantity and/or new NSN); however, the corresponding data in the RFQSF are not revised.  To preclude the generation of an erroneous RFQ award, the U/I, quantity and NSN in the PR data section of the RFQSF will be compared against the U/I, quantity and NSN in the APRF.  When the U/I and quantity or the NSN are not the same, the system will convert the affected PR record in the APRF to W status, will purge the related RFQSF record, and will produce:

    (1) An RFQ List, part 10, entitled PART 10 NSN CHANGE - RFQ TERMINATED - PR PREPARED or an RFQ List, part 10, entitled PART 10 UNIT OF ISSUE CHANGE - RFQ TERMINATED - PR PREPARED, as applicable.

    (2) An SF 36 PR.

    (3) DIC YPW cards.

    (4) A PR trailer with the message UNIT OF ISSUE CHANGE when there is no match on Unit of Issue or the message NSN CHANGE when there is no match on the NSN.

      Branch Buyer Code as established in the SASPS Branch/Buyer Code Table will be retained in the APRF.

2.  If the related PR must be canceled when an RFQ is terminated in accordance with subparagraph 116505.1a, DIC YNC should be input with Action Code R in pos. 31 and an appropriate Cancellation Reason Code in pos. 29-30.  After all quotation data are posted in the current cycle, the system will cancel the PR from the APRF, will purge the related RFQSF record, and will print an RFQ List, part 15, entitled RFQ TERM-INATED/PURCHASE REQUEST CANCELLED - REASON CODE ______ ___.

SECTION 6  AUTOMATIC EVALUATION OF VENDOR QUOTATIONS

*This section applies to DISC only.  DCSC, DESC, and DGSC use YPA, YPB, and YPC inputs found in chapter 7.

116601  GENERAL

  As a result of the daily screening of the RFQSF as described in sub-paragraph 116501.2, the system will evaluate eligible RFQs in accordance with the following criteria.

116602  INITIAL QUOTATION REVIEW

1.  RFQSF records qualifying for quotation evaluation are first screened to determine if any responsive quotations have been posted.  A respon-sive quotation contains, as a minimum, an offered unit price, delivery days, and a Business Size Minority Code (BSMC).  A nonresponsive quo-tation has none of the aforementioned data and/or has Condition Reason Code Q posted.  If all vendor quotation records for an RFQ are found to be nonresponsive, the system will place the related RFQ in M status, establish an unlimited manual review suspense in the RFQSF, and produce an RFQ List, part 1, entitled NO VENDOR QUOTATIONS.

2.  When an RFQSF record has one or more responsive quotations posted, the system will take the following actions:

  a.  If only one responsive quotation is recorded, processing will continue in accordance with paragraph 116603.

  b.  If two or more responsive quotations are recorded, processing will continue in accordance with paragraph 116604.

116603  SINGLE QUOTATION PROCESSING

1.  When an RFQSF record contains a single responsive quotation, the system will first determine if Condition Reason Code T is present.  When Condition Reason Code T is recorded for the quotation, the system will convert the related PR record in the APRF to W status, will purge the affected RFQSF record, and will produce:

  a.  An RFQ List, part 10, entitled RFQ MANUAL REVIEW PERIOD EXPIRED - RFQ TERMINATED - PR PREPARED.

  b.  An SF 36 PR.

  c.  DIC YPW cards.

  d.  A PR trailer with the message RFQ EXPIRED/TERMINATED.

2.  When Condition Reason Code T is not present, the system will next determine if a manual review indicator is posted in the RFQSF record.  The presence of a manual review indicator will cause the system to convert the status of the related PR record in the APRF from R to M status and produce an RFQ List, part 2, entitled MANUAL REVIEW HAS BEEN SPECIFIED FOR THIS RFQ RECORD.

3.  RFQSF records containing a single quotation without Condition Reason Code T or a manual review indicator are next screened to determine the total price of the quotation.  After deducting any offered trade dis-count(s) from the unit price quoted by the vendor, the system multiplies the resultant net unit price by the quantity offered by the vendor.  The product is the net total price of the quotation.  If a single quote is received and the net total award price exceeds $2500, the system will not place RFQ in manual review but instead, it will generate an award, part 4, entitled COMPUTER SELECTION SINGLE VENDOR QUOTATION - TOTAL AWARD EXCEEDS $2500 - MANUAL PRICE JUSTIFICATION REQUIRED in lieu of part 12 of the F-116 RFQ List.

4.  When the net total price of the quotation is $2500 or less, the system will next check for the presence of a Condition Reason Code A, B, D, F, K, R, or Y.  If the quotation is condition coded, the system will convert the status of the related PR in the APRF from R to M and produce an RFQ List, part 3, entitled THE LOWEST VENDOR QUOTATION IS CONDITION CODED.

5.  If multiple quotes are posted and the low quote cites a Condition Reason Code F, the system will place the related RFQ in M status and produce an RFQ list, part 3, entitled THE LOWEST VENDOR QUOTATION IS CONDITION CODED.  If a single quote is posted with Condition Reason Code F, the quote has a total dollar value of $2500 or less and pos. 39 of the YNC is blank, the system will select the quote for award using F.O.B. Code 1.  When a single quote is posted with Condition Reason Code F, the quote has a total dollar value of $2500 or less and pos. 39 of the YNC contains an I, P, or C, the system will place the related RFQ in M status, establish an unlimited manual review suspense in the RFQSF, and produce an RFQ list, part 8, entitled SINGLE VENDOR QUOTATION REQUIRES MANDATORY DCAS ADMINISTRATION.  If a single quote with Condition Reason Code F exceeds $2500, the system will not place RFQ in manual review status but instead, it will generate an award, part 4, entitled COMPUTER SELECTION SINGLE VENDOR QUOTATION - TOTAL AWARD EXCEEDS $2500 - MANUAL PRICE JUSTIFICATION REQUIRED in lieu of part 12 of the F-116 RFQ List.

6.  When the quotation is not condition coded, the system will determine if an I or C (which indicate source inspection required) is posted in pos. 39 of the YNC or if the vendor submitting the quotation is recorded in the Vendor/DCMD File, the system will convert the status of the related PR in the APRF from R to M and produce an RFQ List, part 8, SINGLE VENDOR QUOTATION REQUIRES MANDATORY DCAS ADMINISTRATION.

7.  The system will evaluate the reasonableness of the quoted unit price in accordance with the base price review outlined in paragraph 116605.

116604  MULTIPLE QUOTATION PROCESSING

1.  An RFQSF record with two or more responsive quotations posted is subjected to a series of mechanical evaluation checks to determine which quotation is the most appropriate candidate for award.  Award candidates are selected as follows:

  a.  The first determination is based upon the unit prices offered by the vendors.  The quoted unit price submitted by each vendor is reduced by an amount reflecting any offered trade discount(s).  This yields a net unit price for each quotation.  The unit prices of all quotations are compared.  The quotation or quotations reflecting the lowest unit price is/are selected as the lowest evaluated quotation(s) for the RFQ.  If there is a single lowest quotation, the quotation is selected as the RFQs award candidate.  However, if two or more quotations are tied with the same unit price, the system performs a tie-break routine described in the following paragraph.

  b.  The breaking of a tie to determine an appropriate award candidate is performed as follows:

    (1) Preference is given to quotations submitted by small business concerns (with BSMC B, M, U, or W posted in the RFQSF).  The system examines the BSMC of each tied quotation.  If all tied quotations con-tain other than BSMC B, M, U, or W (nonsmall business firms), the system will proceed immediately to the  delivery period evaluation described in the next paragraph.  When there is a mixture of tied quotations with and without BSMC B, M, U, or W, all tied quotations with BSMC B, M, U, or W are segregated.  Those without BSMC B, M, U, or W are excluded from further consideration.  When a single quotation remains with BSMC B, M, U, or W, the system immediately selects the quotation as the award candidate for the RFQ.  However, when two or more tied quotations with BSMC B, M, U, or W remain, the system will proceed to the delivery period evaluation described in the next paragraph.

    (2) When quotations remain tied after the small business evaluation, the system examines the delivery days offered by each tied vendor.  If one of the vendors offers delivery days shorter than the other ven-dor(s), the related quotation is selected as the award candidate for the RFQ.  However, if two or more quotations remain tied with equal delivery days, the tied quotations are subjected to a random selection process.

    (3) Quotations remaining tied to this point (all small or large business with equal delivery days) are processed by a special random selection program.  The system randomly selects one of the tied quotations as the RFQs award candidate.

2.  The quotation selected by the system as the award candidate for an RFQ in accordance with subparagraphs 116604.1(a) or 116604.1(b) is subjected to further screening to determine if an automated award can be made by the system.  Conditions preventing the system from consummating an award decision are as follows:

  a.  The quotation selected as the award candidate is screened to determine if Condition Reason Code T is posted in the RFQSF for the quotation.  When a Condition Reason Code T is present, the system will convert the status of the related PR in the APRF to W, will purge the RFQSF, and will produce:

    (1) An RFQ List, part 10, entitled RFQ MANUAL REVIEW PERIOD EXPIRED - RFQ TERMINATED - PR PREPARED.

    (2) An SF 36 PR.

    (3) DIC YPW cards.

    (4) A PR trailer with the message RFQ EXPIRED/TERMINATED.

  b.  When Condition Reason Code T is not present, the system will next check for a manual review indicator in the RFQSF.  The presence of a manual review indicator will cause the system to convert the status of the related PR in the APRF from R to M and produce an RFQ List, part 2, entitled MANUAL REVIEW HAS BEEN SPECIFIED FOR THIS RFQ RECORD.

  c.  When a manual review indicator is not present, the system will determine if the quotation has Condition Reason Code A, B, D, F, K, M, R, or Y posted in the RFQSF.  If the quotation is condition coded, the system will convert the status of the related PR in the APRF from R to M and produce an RFQ List, part 3, entitled THE LOWEST VENDOR QUOTATION IS CONDITION CODED.

  d.  When the quotation is not condition coded, the system will recog-nize the quantity variation in the DIC YNC, pos. 28-30.  If the total value, including quantity variation, is equal to or less than $100,000 continue with the award process.  The net unit price of the quotation (quoted unit price minus any offered trade discounts) is multiplied by the quantity offered by the vendor to derive the quotation's net total price.  If the net total price, including the quantity variation, is greater than $100,000, the system will convert the status of the related PR in the APRF from R to M and produce an RFQ List, part 5, entitled, THE LOWEST VENDOR QUOTATION PLUS 10% VARIANCE EXCEEDS $100,000.

  e.  When the net total price of the quotation, including quantity variation, is equal to or less than $100,000, the system evaluates the unit price of the quotation through a special price filter.  The price filter is designed to detect quotations with an unreasonably low unit price.  The net unit price of the quotation is first multiplied by 1.5.  The product is then compared to the next lowest net unit price recorded for the RFQ.  If the product is less than the next lowest net unit price, the product is compared to the base price and, if greater than the base price, the award is processed.  When the low quote multiplied by 1.5 is lower than the next lowest unit price and, if available, the Base Price, the system will determine that the lowest net unit price is unreasonable.  The system will convert the status of the related PR in the APRF from R to M and produce an RFQ List, part 13, entitled LOW QUOTE REJECTED IN EVALUATION FILTER.

  f.  When the quotation satisfies the price filter, the system will screen the Vendor/DCMD File to determine if the vendor is recorded in the file and/or screen the RFQSF to determine if an I or C (which indicate source inspection required) is posted in pos. 39 of DIC YNC.  If the vendor is recorded in the Vendor/DCMD File or an I or C is posted in the RFQSF, the system will convert the status of the related PR in the APRF from R to M and produce an RFQ List, part 6, entitled COMPUTER SELECTED VENDOR REQUIRES MANDATORY DCAS ADMINISTRATION.

  g.  Quotations considered by the system to be award candidates to this point are subjected to the base price review set forth in paragraph 116605.

116605  BASE PRICE REVIEW

1.  Quotations considered by the system to be award candidates as a result of satisfying the eligibility criteria set forth in paragraphs 116603 and 116604 are processed through the following base price review to determine price reasonableness.

  a.  The system first determines if a base price is available in the contract history files.  If a quotation relates to an NSN, the contract history portion of the CTDF is screened.  If a quotation relates to a part numbered (NNSN) item, the NNSN Buy History File is screened.  

  b.  The lowest unit price paid within the last year or, if no award in the last year, the latest award price adjusted for inflation is esta-blished as the base price.

  c.  When a single quote is received and base price record is not available, the system will convert the status of the related PR in the APRF from R to M, and produce an RFQ List, part 17, entitled FIRST TIME BUY/NO BASE PRICE.

  d.  If a base price is available in history for comparison, the system will take the following actions:

    (1) When the total price of the quotation being evaluated is equal to or less than the established base price review dollar value cutoff, the quotation is passed immediately to the award process described in section 8.

    (2) When the total price of the quotation being evaluated is greater than the established base price review dollar value cutoff, the net unit price of the quotation is compared to the base price.

      (a) If the net unit price of the quotation exceeds the base price plus the allowable price variation percentage, the system will place the related RFQ in M status and will produce an RFQ List, part 11, entitled U/P EXCEEDS BASE PRICE BY ALLOWABLE VARIATION.

      (b) If the net unit price of the quotation is equal to or less than the base price, or if the net unit price exceeds the base price but is within the allowable price variation percentage, the system will pass the quotation to the award process described in section 8, provided the lowest evaluated offer meets the RFQ RDD.  If the lowest evaluated offer does not meet the RFQ RDD (on stock replenishment RFQs only), the system will place the related RFQ in M status, and will produce an RFQ list, part 16, entitled LOWEST VENDOR CDD EXCEEDS RDD.

SECTION 7  PROCESSING RFQs in MANUAL REVIEW (M) STATUS

*This section applies to DISC only (exception of 116702 which applies to all DSCs).  DCSC, DESC, and DGSC use YPA, YPB, and YPC inputs found in chapter 7.

116701  GENERAL

  Certain exception type situations dictate that an RFQ must be sus-pended for manual review by the D/PP.  An RFQ may be placed in M status by input of a manual review indicator in DIC YNC as described in para-graph 116503.  Also, an RFQ may be automatically placed in M status by the system upon identification of one of the conditions cited in para-graph 116504.  In either case, an RFQ placed in M status will result in the printing of an appropriate RFQ list for D/PP review.  Certain actions described in this section may be taken for any RFQ in M status.

116702  TERMINATION OF RFQ

  Based upon D/PP review of an RFQ in M status the decision may be made to discontinue the solicitation.  To terminate an RFQ, input DIC YNC with Action Code R in pos. 31 in accordance with subparagraph 116505.1.  The system will terminate the RFQ, purge the affected RFQSF record, place the PR in W status, and print an RFQ List, part 10, entitled RFQ MANUAL REVIEW PERIOD EXPIRED - RFQ TERMINATED - PR PREPARED, an SF 36 PR, DIC YPW cards, and a PR trailer.  Also, the Buyer/Branch Code as established in the SASPS Branch/Buyer Code Table will be retained in the APRF.  When cancellation of the related PR is also required at the time of RFQ termination DIC YNC will be input in accordance with subparagraph 116505.2.

116703  MANUALLY INITIATED AWARDS

1.  If it is determined based upon a manual review of an RFQ that an award should be made, it is necessary to prepare special DIC YNC/YND/YNL inputs to cause the system to take appropriate award actions.  Manual award actions may be taken only when an RFQ is in M status.

2.  When an award is to be placed with a vendor for which quote data have been posted in the RFQSF, DIC YNC must be input with Action Code W in pos. 31, RFQ number in pos. 4-8, PR number in pos. 49-62, and the NGOC/DLVC of the vendor in pos. 44-48.  Action Code W indicates that a vendor is being selected manually for award and quotation data pre-viously posted to the RFQSF are not being changed.  When an award is to be placed with a vendor for which quotation data previously posted to the RFQSF must be changed/maintained prior to system printing the pur-chase order, prepare DIC YNC with Action Code W or V in pos. 31, quote correction code in pos. 36, RFQ number in pos. 4-8, PR number in pos. 49-62, NGOC/DLVC of the award vendor in pos. 44-48, and entries in the applicable fields for elements being changed/maintained.  Action Code W indicates that no DIC YND supplement is required and Action Code V indicates that a DIC YND supplement is required.  A DIC YND is required whenever supplemental quote data must be changed for the vendor being selected for award.

3.  When an award is to be placed with a vendor for which quote data have not been posted, DIC YNC must be input with Action Code Y or Z in pos. 31, the NGOC/DLVC of the award vendor in pos. 44-48, and all applicable quotation data for the vendor.  Action Code Y indicates that a DIC YND supplement is required and Action Code Z indicates that no DIC YND supplement is required.  If the vendor being selected for award was not originally solicited under the RFQ, this action will create a new vendor quotation record in the RFQSF to support subsequent award pro-cessing by the system.  However, if the award vendor was originally solicited under the RFQ, this action will post quotation data to the applicable RFQSF vendor record to support subsequent award processing.

4.  Vendor quotations selected for award by manual input will be screened against the Vendor/DCMD File and the base price review process.  If the manually selected quotation passes the two eligibility checks, the system will purge the related RFQSF record and will perform the award update functions described in section 8.  Specific entries required in DIC YNC/YND when taking a manual award action are described in detail in appendix E-52.

SECTION 8  AUTOMATED AWARD PROCESS

*This section applies to DISC only.  DCSC, DESC, and DGSC use YPA, YPB, and YPC inputs found in chapter 7.

116801  GENERAL

  Vendor quotations selected for award either mechanically or manually are passed to the SASPS Phase II award process.  The award process automatically updates all affected system files and provides for the mechanical printing of a CGPO comprised of a DD Form 1155 and SF 36, Continuation Sheet(s).

116802  CONSOLIDATION OF AWARDS (PIINS)

1.  Each cycle all awards (PIINS) are separated into four batches as follows:

  a.  First batch - Special Project Code Awards.

  b.  Second batch - ILP(MAP) Awards (Not Performed at DESC).

  c.  Third batch - Defense Contract Management Administered Awards.

  d.  Fourth batch - All Other Awards.

2.  Within each batch, awarded RFQs are sorted by NGOC/DLVC of the award vendors.  All awarded RFQs for the same vendor are then consolidated within each of the three batches up to a maximum of $100,000.  When RFQs awarded to a single vendor exceed an aggregate of $100,000, all RFQs over the $100,000 limit are consolidated in separate groups up to a maximum of $100,000 for each group.  RFQs for which an Assured Delivery Price is recorded will not be consolidated with RFQs without an Assured Delivery Price Code.  RFQs which require Defense Contract Management assignment will be consolidated only for the same vendor and Defense Contract Management.  Each group of consolidated RFQs represents a single award action.  At no time will an RFQ be fragmented in the award consolidation process.  Consolidation will occur on a total RFQ (PR) basis.

3.  SASPS Phase II awards are now assigned a single PIIN and as many CLINs as there are PRLIs.  PIINs will be assigned in accordance with DoD FAR Supplement 204.70.  Specifically, SASPS Phase II awards will be numbered as follows:

  a.  POSITIONS 1-6

    DLA400  DGSC

    DLA500  DISC

    DLA700  DCSC

    DLA900  DESC

  b.  POSITIONS 7-8

  Last two digits of FY in which PIIN is assigned.  Assignment of FY begins on 26 September (5 days prior to start of FY).

  c.  POSITION 9

    Type of Procurement Instrument Code - P (V is assigned when number-ing capability of P is exhausted during an FY).

  d.  POSITIONS 10-13

  Serial number of the PIIN.  Serial numbers will begin with 0001 at the start of each FY.  Alphanumeric numbers will be assigned when the serial number exceeds 9999 in an FY.  Alphanumeric serial numbers will be sequentially assigned with an alpha in the first (or first and second) position(s) followed by a three (or two) position numeric.  The letters I and O will not be used.  Serial numbers will be assigned as follows (reference:  DoD FAR Supplement 204.7003-1(d)):

      A001-A999, B001-B999, and so on through Z999, then

      AA01-AA99, AB01-AB99, and so on through AZ99, then

      BA01-BA99, BB01-BB99, and so on through BZ99, and so on to

116803  AUTOMATIC FILE UPDATE

  After the system assignment of PIIN and CLIN numbers, appropriate award data will be internally generated to update the ACF and other affected computer files.  The system calculates the award date by adding five days to the cycle date on which the SASPS Phase II award is generated.

116804  SYSTEM PRODUCTS

1.  As a result of the SASPS Phase II award process, the system will produce a CGPO for the award vendor (comprised of a DD Form 1155 and SF 36), an RFQ list (part 4, 7, or 9), and an F-117, PIIN Cross-Reference to PR/RFQ list.  As a center option, DSCs may request Office of Data Systems to run the SCM Tape of USPA1801 (DD Form 1155) and USPA1803 (SF 36) three times in lieu of once to produce three originals.  One ori-ginal (PO/DO) will be mailed immediately to the contractor, one will be placed in the original contract file and one will be sent to print for reproduction and ultimate distribution.

2.  A CGPO will be ouput for each SASPS Phase II award.  The CGPO will be comprised of a DD Form 1155, in the format shown at appendix F-82, and SF 36 in the format shown at appendix F-84 (no trade discount) or appendix F-85.  Special project code, ILP (MAP) requirements and Defense Contract Management assigned awards will be output in separate batches 

(MAP sort will not occur at DESC).  Any offered trade discount(s) and quantity variation will be reflected by CLIN on the CGPO.  Also, related PR and RFQ numbers will be printed for each CLIN.  In the event that the award vendor has submitted a quotation based upon a part number other than the one specified in the original RFQ, the CGPO will reflect the offered part number.

3.  Small business awards made through the RFQ process will have the message:  THIS AWARD IS SMALL BUSINESS-SMALL PURCHASE SET-ASIDE printed at the bottom of block 19 on the face of the DD Form 1155.

4.  An RFQ list will be printed for each RFQ awarded.  Depending upon the type of award action taken (mechanical or manual) part 4, part 7, or part 9 of the RFQ list will be printed as appropriate.  All award RFQ lists will indicate the vendor to which an award has been made by the appearance of SYS (system award) or MAN (manual award) in the quotation record of the award vendor.  All award RFQ lists will be output in PR sequence.

5.  Because CGPOs are produced in Branch/Buyer Code major, PIIN sequence minor and RFQ lists are Branch/Buyer Code major and PR sequence minor, the system provides a special F-117, PIIN Cross-Reference to PR/RFQ list, at the end of each procurement cycle.  This list facilitates the matching of hard copy CGPOs to the related RFQ list(s).

6.  CGPOs (SF 36) will be addressed to consignees as follows:

  a.  When a CLIN relates to a shipment to a stock location, the full TAC 1 and TAC 2 addresses for the stock addresses will not be printed as a single line of data as depicted on the RFQ.

  b.  When a CLIN relates to an Army DSS shipment, address data will be based upon the BBP code established in the SCAF for the DSS customer.  If the customer's address record in the SCAF cites BBP Code W25N14 (NCAD), W62N2A (SHAD), or W45JXX (RRAD), the system will print the TAC 1 and TAC 2 addresses for the appropriate CCP as the Mail To and Freight Ship-To points.  The TAC 2 Freight Shipping Address data will be elimin-ated from all computer generated contracting documents for direct delivery purchases for overseas destinations, applicable for shipments to both POE/APOE and CCP destinations.  A special message will print in the Freight Shipping Address area, based on one of the Special Customer Codes listed below.  For example, if Special Customer Code is D, the following message will print in the Freight Shipping Address:  (TP3 or diverted to surface freight shipments evaluated to 304 CCP, Sacramento, CA) Contact Trans Office at Administration Office Prior to Shipment.

The requisitioner's TAC 1 address will be printed beneath the CCPs TAC 2 address under the heading FOR DOCUMENT DISTRIBUTION ONLY.  If the BBP Code for an Army DDS customer in the SCAF is other than those for NCAD, SHAD, and RRAD, the system will print the TAC 1 and TAC 2 addresses for the Army consignee.

  c.  When a CLIN relates to other than Army DSS, address data will be the TAC 1 and TAC 2 addresses for the consignee.

  d.  CLINs for Army DSS with Project Code JZO, JZC, or JZM will be addressed to NCAD, SHAD, or RRAD in accordance with BBP procedures.  However, when an appropriate BBP Code is not available for an Army customer, JZO, JZC, and JZM, CLINs will cite the applicable consignee address using the CONUS or Overseas Direct Delivery address as reflected on the RB.  All CLINs for non-Army JZO, JZC, and JZM requirements will be printed with the address data of the consignee.

7.  Awards Set-Aside for Small Business concerns will be reported as follows:

  a.  Small business awards made through the RFQ process will result in the posting of Negotiation Authority X, and Price Competition Code 1 and the Report Code as determined below.  When the vendor is coded as a Disadvantaged Business Firm (BSMC M) in the DIC YNC, Vendor Response Input the Report Code will be 2M1A.  When the vendor is coded as a Women-Owned Disadvantaged Business Firm (BSMC U), the system will post Report Code 2U1A.

  b.  Small business awards made through the RFQ process will result in the posting of Report Code 2B1A, Negotiation Authority X, and Price Competition Code 1 whenever the vendor is coded other than a Disad-vantaged Business Firm or Women-Owned (BSMC B) in the DIC YNC, Vendor Response Input.  When the vendor is coded as a Women-Owned Small Business Firm (BSMC F), the system will post Report Code 2W1A.

8.  Criticality Designator (CD) Codes in SASPS II will be assigned as follows:

  a.  CD Code A will be mechanically assigned to awards for Priority 02, 03 and 06 requisitions.

  b.  CD Code C will be mechanically assigned to awards for Prioirity 04, 05, 07 through 15 and Stock Replenishment requisitions.

  c.  CD Code A will be mechanically assigned to SASPS II system printed awards when the Assured Delivery Price Code Field contains a P in pos. 35 of DIC YNC.

  d.  If review of awards, after the automatic assignment, indicates a need to change the CD Code, contracting personnel must make the required change through the applicable YPA transaction.
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
