    MAINTENANCE OF THE CTDF AND THE NNSN BUY HISTORY FILE VIA BATCH








1.  GENERAL 





  a.  All maintenance transactions made by D/PP are based upon the stock number or PGC in the CTDF and the part number in the NNSN Buy History File.  Data element fields that are not being maintained with the transaction will be left blank on the input transcript.  The Source Code identifies the originator of the transactions. 





  b.  Mechanical updates are generated upon award input and subsequent award changes to the Award Date, NGOC/DLVC, Negotiation Code, and Option Provision Date.  A change in the price/quantity will also result in a mechanical (YQN) transaction.  No manual input (YQN) is required.





2.  INTERROGATION PROCEDURES





  Contracting Technical Data File Maintenance Transcript, DIC YQL is used to obtain an interrogation of the complete CTDF.  (Refer to F-72 for example of CTDF Interrogation Reply.)  Segments of the CTDF may be viewed on line through use of SAMMSTEL Verb SPTD and options A through I, also K, L and M.  See appendix E-114.  Maintenance of the NNSN Buy History File is via batch using the DIC-YQN transaction.





3.  ACTION REQUIRED 





  To perform maintenance of stock/part numbers or PGC and their contracting related data fields select the option controlling the data element field and complete the input for the desired record.  For CTDF Maintenance Transaction see appendix B-35, YQL; for Contract History Data see appendix B-37, YQN; for Small Business Set-Aside see appendix B-33, YQJ.





4.  OUTPUTS 





  For the following CTDF maintenance transactions against items containing a Requirements Contract Item Code Y, the system will generate an F-72, Interrogation Reply - CTDF Technical Data, ORC PZB, for review and corrective action.  See appendix F-72.





  a.  DIC YQF:  Procurement Item Descriptive Data Maintenance.





  b.  DIC YQS, YQT:  S/T/D/P Data Record Maintenance by NSN.





  c.  DIC YQV, YQW, YQX, YQQ, YQR:  S/T/D/P Mass Data Record Maintenance.





  d.  DIC YNB, YNE, YNF, YNG:  Packaging Data Maintenance by NSN or Mass Change.





  e.  DIC YQJ:  Manufacturer's Part or Drawing No. Data Maintenance.
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
