                ESTABLISHMENT/MAINTENANCE OF SUMMARY/INCREMENTAL CLINS








1.  GENERAL 





  a.  The Summary/Incremental CLIN concept, designed primarily for use at DPSC- C&T but available to all the DSCs for contracts including phased deliveries, provides detailed delivery data for supply visibility and receipt purposes, while maintaining a single summary record to facilitate the recording of obligations and expenditures and performing contract administration.  





  b.  A summary CLIN, recorded in the ACF and identified by an S in the Summary/Incremental Indicator, contains standard CLIN data for a particular NSN or part numbered item scheduled for delivery to a single location.  Obligations and expenditures in the Financial Subsystem are made against the summary CLIN and contract management reports contain summary records only.  Contract Maintenance/Update Actions are processed against the summary CLIN except as indicated below.  





  c.  An incremental CLIN, recorded in the Due-In File and identified by an Y in the Summary/Incremental Indicator, contains specific quantity and delivery date information for a particular NSN or part numbered item scheduled for delivery to a single location.  Shipments and receipts are processed against incremental CLINs utilizing a roll-out process and the Due-In File contains detailed quantity, CDD and Estimated Issuable Date (EID) data.  Quantity, CDD, and Followup Date changes are processed against Incremental CLINs as indicated below.  





2.  ESTABLISHMENT OF SUMMARY/INCREMENTAL CLINS 





  a.  Incremental CLINs are input at time of award through the normal SAMMS process.  Summary CLINs are created in SAMMS by rolling up incremental CLIN quantities at the time award data is processed, posting the CDD of the last incremental as the summary CDD, and assigning an A to the sixth position of the CLIN.  





  b.  The Incremental Delivery Indicator (IDI) (DIC YPA, pos. 40) is used to notify the system to create a summary CLIN based on the DIC YPB input.  When the IDI equals Y, the system will roll up all YPBs containing the same first five positions of the CLIN.  In order to pass award validation, the following conditions must be met:  





    (1) The sixth position of the CLIN (DIC YPB, pos. 28) must equal B through N (except I).  A maximum of twelve incremental CLINs will be accepted.  





    (2) When the first five positions of the CLIN are identical, each DIC YPB must contain identical entries in pos. 34-47 and 54 through 80.  Additionally, if a DIC YPC is submitted to change the Unit of Issue or NSN/Part Number (pos. 37-38, 47-61), an identical DIC YPC must accompany each respective YPB.  


�
    (3) CLINs must be consecutively numbered, and the CDD of each successive YPB must be greater than the preceding YPB.  





3.  MAINTENANCE OF SUMMARY CLINS 





  a.  Contract maintenance of summary CLINs will follow standard SAMMS processing, with the following exceptions:  





    (1) DICs_YPE-H; Routine CLIN maintenance will be processed at the summary level.  However, quantity, CDD, and Followup Date changes must be accomplished at the incremental level utilizing DIC YPE-Z as detailed below (see appendix    B-5).





    (2) DICs_YPE-J/YPF-J; CLIN add-on actions will be processed at both the summary and incremental levels (see appendix B-5).  To add a summary/ incremental CLIN to a contract (i.e., no summary for the required NSN/destination currently exists) take the following actions:





      (a) Prepare an abbreviated DIC YPE-J to add the summary CLIN.  The abbreviated DIC YPE-J will consist of the PIIN/CLIN (pos. 5-29), total summary quantity (pos. 49-55), header indicator H (pos. 76), and Source Code.  No abbreviated YPF-J is required.





      (b) Prepare a standard DIC YPE-J and YPF-J for each incremental CLIN.  Formats will be identical to those detailed in appendices B-5 and B-6.  See subparagraph 4c below for further instructions.





    (3) DICs_YPE-K/YPF-K; CLIN diversions are prohibited for summary level records.  





    (4) DICs_YPE-T; GFM/CFM maintenance/update will be processed depending on what Action Code (pos. 76) is present.  Action Code M changes are processed at the summary level.  Action Codes C and G changes are only acceptable when made on a total CLIN basis (pos. 49-61 must contain blanks).  (See appendix B-5.)





  b.  Input transactions which violate the conditions specified in subparagraphs a(1) through a(4) above will reject to the PF-2 Report with the message:

4.  MAINTENANCE OF INCREMENTAL CLINS 





  a.  All maintenance/update of incremental CLINs will be processed to the Due- In File.  Additionally, when an incremental update affects the summary CLIN (e.g., net quantity, CDD, or Followup Date changes), system will create a DICs YPE-H to update the ACF.  Incremental maintenance/update consists of two basic types as follows:

    (1) Addition/deletion of an incremental CLIN, increase/decrease of an incremental quantity, or change to an incremental CDD/Followup Date for which a summary record already exists (e.g., adjustments within the summary).  





    (2) Addition of an incremental CLIN(s) for which a summary record does not exist (e.g., DIC YPE-J is submitted to add a summary line and new increments must be created).  





  b.   Incremental_Adjustments; Incremental adjustments are accomplished via input of DICs YPE-Z.  This transaction is utilized to add or delete an incremental CLIN on an existing summary, and to change incremental quantities and Contract Delivery/Followup Dates (Estimated Issuable Dates).  Two DIC YPE-Z transactions are required when an incremental CLIN is added.  See appendix B-5 for details.





NOTE:    Incremental adjustments are normally processed through SAMMSTEL Verb SIDS (see appendix E-110).  Manual transactions should only be prepared when SAMMSTEL terminals are not operational.  





  c.   Incremental_Add-Ons 





    (1) When the ACF record does not contain a summary CLIN for the required NSN/destination, both the summary and one or more incrementals must be added utilizing DICs YPE-J/YPF-J.  The summary is added by submitting an abbreviated YPE-J, while a standard DICs YPE-J/YPF-J must be prepared for each incremental CLIN.  The system will perform the following validation to ensure the summary and incrementals are compatible:





      (a) Incremental CLINs must consist of four numeric and two alphabetic positions.  The last position must equal B through H, J, K, L, M or N.





      (b) The Contract Delivery Date (CDD) of each incremental must be greater than the CDD of the preceding incremental.  The system will assign the CDD of the last incremental as the summary CDD.





      (c) The NSN and unit of issue of each incremental must match every incremental in the set.





      (d) The rolled up quantities of the incrementals must equal the total quantity of the abbreviated summary transaction.





    (2) Incremental add-ons can be input via data entry or SAMMSTEL.  Instructions for data entry input are detailed in appendix B-5.  Incremental add-ons are input via  the SAMMSTEL Verb STP2, Action Item 15, described in detail in appendix E-35.
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
