                NONSHIP, NONRESPONSE, CANCELLATION, PR QTY REPORT








1.  GENERAL 





  a.  This report (see appendix F-102 for layout) will be prepared by the system every cycle in process date sequence, and vendor code sequence within process date.  





  b.  The report lists by process date, the vendor code and other related data applicable to a SIS in the Automated Small Purchase System where a vendor response card was not received within the allotted timeframe, the vendor was unable to supply the item, the purchase price would exceed BPA/IDTC limitation, an undershipment of a direct delivery line item and automatic cancellations of certain NNSN requisitions.  





  c.  The nonship, nonresponse, cancellation report will be distributed to the  Directorate of Contracting and Production for additional processing actions required on SISs in the pending file, in accordance with provisions of this appendix.  





2.  REPORT FORMAT AND CONTENT 





  a.  The report will be prepared in vendor code sequence within PROCESS DATE.  





  b.  Each page of the report will be numbered, will show the date of the system cycle in which it was prepared, and will indicate pertinent data relating to the SIS coded as follows:  





    NS - Non-Ship for Reason Codes N and P.





    NR - No Response From Vendor.





    CG - Cancellations.





  PQ - Partial Quantity (Open PR Quantity) for Direct Ship Only.





3.  ACTION REQUIRED 





  a.  The Directorate of Contracting and Production is responsible for reviewing this report and taking appropriate action in accordance with the applicable codes.  





  b.  NS Code Lines 





    (1) Purchase Request Line Items appearing on the report coded NS result from receiving a vendor response card from the vendor coded N - unable to supply or P -  price exceeds BPA/IDTC limitation.


�
    (2) These PRs are no longer assigned to the Automated Small Purchase System and now must be controlled in accordance with PR control procedures outlined in chapter 5, paragraph 105302.





    (3) Forward  the  procurement copy of the SIS, SIS PR trailer and the vendor response card to appropriate buying element for manual buy action through normal contracting procedures outside the Automated Small Purchase System.





    (4) It should be noted that a SIS will not be identified on the F-102 report under the NS category when DIC YQH with RS or PR in pos. 56-57 is input against the related PR.  This action precludes the possibility of the D/PP taking a manual buy action against a PR for which a new SIS or a CGPR is produced through SIS reissue process.  The original SIS is not reported in order that duplicate awards will not be made against the same PR (award action will be taken against the new SIS or CGPR).  





  c.  NR Coded Lines:





    (1) PRLIs appearing on the report coded NR result from nonreceipt of a VRC in the system within the allotted timeframe.  





    (2) Prior to taking any further action, it is necessary to verify that the vendor did not submit his vendor response card in sufficient time to eliminate the appearance of the SIS on the report as a nonresponse.  





    (3) VRC Submitted Too Late:  





      (a) If a VRC was submitted on or after the period designated by the DSC which can range from 17 to 30 days, it may have rejected on the Validation Error List, appendix F-1 or the Update Reject List, appendix F-2, or was processed as a reinstatement in accordance with appendix E-40 in which case it would not reject.  In any event, NR coded lines will appear on the F-102 Report on the day after expiration of the response period even if a VRC is processed in the same cycle.  





      (b) If it is determined by available documentation that the VRC was pro�cessed as a reinstatement, annotate the F-102 Report of this fact.  No further action is necessary at this time.  





    (4) VRC Not Submitted:  





      (a) If it is determined that the VRC was not received, the vendor must be contacted to determine the reason for nonreceipt.  





      (b) Where the vendor indicates that the material on the SIS was or will be shipped, obtain the necessary information to manually input the VRC in accordance with reinstatement procedures outlined in appendix E-40.  


�
      (c) Where the vendor indicates that the material on the SIS was not shipped, annotate reason(s) for not shipping, prepare and submit DIC YQH to reissue the SIS to another vendor or as a CGPR as appropriate.





  d.  CG Coded Lines:  





    (1) PRLIs appearing on the report coded CG result from receipt of a VRC coded N (unable to ship) for DIC A-2 or A-B MILSTRIP requisitions received without exception data and no contracting history is recorded.  The requisition will be automatically cancelled back to the customer for additional data.  





    (2) No further action on CG coded lines is required except to file the VRC, SIS procurement copy and SIS PR trailer in a cancellation folder.  Disposition will be made in accordance with DSC policy.  





    (3) It should be noted that a PR relating to an A-2/A-B requisition which would normally be canceled as the result of a SIS failure will not be canceled when DIC YQH is input for the PR with RS or PR in pos. 56-57.  Thus, the original SIS will not be identified on the F-102 Report under the category CG.  The PR is retained in order that award action can be taken based upon the issuance of a new SIS or a CGPR as appropriate.  





  e.  PQ Coded Lines:  





    (1) PRLIs appearing on the report coded PQ result from an undershipment of a direct delivery line.  





    (2) The quantity appearing on the report for a PQ coded line is the partial quantity remaining in the APRF.  





    (3) These lines are no longer assigned to the Automated Small Purchase System and must be controlled in accordance with PR control procedures outlined in chapter 5.  





    (4) A copy of the SIS and SIS PR trailer must be made and forwarded 


to the appropriate buying element for action.  This copy of the SIS should reflect the balance of the quantity that remains open for which manual action is required in accordance with normal contracting procedures.  





    (5) The procurement copy of the SIS, SIS PR trailer and the VRC for 


the quantity shipped will be filed in the award folder.  The SIS should reflect the quantity supplied by the vendor.  
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
