SAMMSTEL RECYCLE PROCESS








1.  GENERAL 





  The SAMMSTEL Recycle File is a suspense file which allows erroneous data to be stored pending operator corrections or deletions (see appendix F-400).  Incomplete or erroneous transactions may  be suspended either by operator initiated actions or by the system under specified conditions.  Once a transaction has been suspended in the SAMMSTEL Recycle File, the operator may interrogate, update, or delete the record.





2.  SUSPENSION OF A RECORD IN THE SAMMSTEL RECYCLE FILE 





  a.  An operator may suspend any record (incomplete or erroneous transaction) in the SAMMSTEL Recycle File by entering the appropriate Recycle Indicator Code in any SAMMSTEL input screen:  





CODE           EXPLANATION





D              Delayed Recycle.  Allows Operator to complete process 


               (e.g., additional CLINs) prior to suspending record.





I              Immediate Recycle.  Record sent to Recycle File.  No 


               further processing.





C              Cancel incomplete transaction.  Record_not_suspended. 





  b.  SAMMSTEL will automatically suspend a record in the Recycle File.  This process, a FORCED RECYCLE, occurs under the following conditions:  





    (1) Dollar value mismatch (contract total dollar value and sum of extended CLIN dollar values differ by more than $1.00).  





    (2) Duplicate CLIN entered for a specific PIIN.  





    (3) Incomplete transaction CLEARED by operator.  Incomplete transactions must be recycled or canceled utilizing the appropriate Recycle Indicator Code. 





  c.  For both an operator and system initiated recycle, the operator is instructed to depress the CLEAR key for a Recycle Verification.  





3.  RECYCLE FILE INTERROGATIONS 





  The SAMMSTEL Recycle File is interrogated by keying in Verb SPRI in the upper left hand corner of the screen.  Subsequent pages of a suspended record are accessed by utilizing the PA1 key:

Additionally, system will mechanically delete any record which is listed on the report in excess of 30 days.
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
