SAMMSTEL QUALITY EVALUATION PROGRAM (QEP)








1.  GENERAL





  The QEP is designed to provide contracting personnel a summary of contracts and product quality history, to provide DSC personnel a means to distribute the collection of contractor and item quality histories, and to provide management an overview of the quality performance of each contractor.  Additionally, the program gathers information available through normal working action of DSC personnel and makes the information available to Contracting and Quality Assurance personnel in an easily understood format.





2.  GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS





  a.  The QEP functions are obtained by selecting the applicable verb to Add (SQEA), Update (SQEP), or Inquire (SQEI) from the SAMMSTEL Procurement Application Menu (STPM).





  b.  Use of QEP Processing verbs will be restricted to specific users/offices depending on local procedures.  The Verbs SQEA and SQEP will allow full maintenance/update capability.  The Verb SQEI will access the QEP Interrogation Menu and is available to all QEP users (reference appendix F, SAMMSTEL QEP Interrogations).





  c.  All data entry required to maintain the QEP will be accomplished online.  All interrogations may be accomplished by CRT display, and if necessary, hard copy interrogations will be available via the local print mode as well as screen content of any QEP Verb.





  d.  Information on complaints, received by the Center, are captured in the Customer/Depot Complaint System (CDCS) and will interface with existing QEP data for a specific NSN or Vendor.  The CDCS will provide a listing of complaints subdivided into three categories:  product quality deficiencies, packaging deficiencies and shipping deficiencies.





  e.  In addition to the online capabilities described in this appendix, the following batch products are also provided in support of the QEP:





    (1) When complaints have been recorded against an NSN the F-27 (Purchase Request Trailer Listing and F-104 SIS PR Trailer) listings will reflect one or more statements in the in-the-clear message/


instructions.  The F-27 is expanded to accommodate an additional section titled Deficiency Data - NSN.  This section contains complaint data on the NSN in question.


�
    (2) The F-101-4 (Monthly RFQ Statistics) - BPA/IDTC/RFQ will display part 18, Proposed Awardee on CDCS For Product Quality Deficiency.  When an exception type condition occurs in addition to the CDCS/QEP data, the system will print the applicable title of the condition for parts 3, 5, 6, 8, 11, 13, 16, and 17 in addition to the title of part 18.





    (3) In the evaluation process for SASPS II Purchases/RFQ the system will access the CDCS data base to determine if the low offeror/proposed awardee is on the CDCS for one or more applicable deficiencies.  If any deficiencies are present, the system will suspend the SASPS II RFQ with notification to Contracting via the F-116 (RFQ List) part 18.  When an exception type condition occurs in addition to the CDCS/QEP data, the system will print the applicable titles of the condition for parts 3, 5, 6, 8, 11, 13, 16, and 17 in addition to the title of part 18.





  f.  All QEP data should be maintained as history for a period of five years following the contract closeout date posted to the Active Contract File.





NOTE:  There are no delete record capabilities offered in this online system.





3.  HOW TO ACCESS THE QEP





  a.  The SAMMSTEL Application Menu identifies verbs which in turn access suboperations applicable to the Contracting Subsystem.  When the Verb STPM followed by a comma (STPM,) is keyed in the upper left corner of the screen, the Procurement (Contracting) Application Menu will appear:
