                    SAMMSTEL PROCUREMENT POLICY FILE

1.  GENERAL

  a.  The SAMMSTEL teleprocessing system provides online establishment, maintenance and interrogation of the Procurement Policy File (PPF) via Cathode Ray Tube (CRT) terminals.  However, the Quality Control Clause Table will also be maintained by preparation of DIC YQU in accordance with DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 5, Appendix B-530.  Any user may access the PPF for inquiry, but updating of the file is limited to Contracting MSO personnel at each DSC.  To access the PPF Application Menu, key in the Verb SPOL and the following screen will appear:

  b.  The user may access any of the processes described in the menu by keying in the desired verb, U for Update or I for Inquiry, then depress ENTER.  Interrogation screens may also be viewed without accessing the PPF Application Menu.  Sign on to the SAMMSTEL system, key in the appropriate verb, and depress ENTER.  The following pages contain details about each Procurement Policy File Verb.

2.  PURCHASE ORDER CLAUSE MAINTENANCE - VERB SNKA

  a.  The Purchase Order Clause File (POCF) provides a cross-reference from the Provision Designator Code (PROV-DES-CD) to clause number.  A maximum of ten clause numbers may be recorded for each PROV-DES-CD; however, the POCF may contain a maximum of 500 PROV-DES-CDs.  In the computer preparation of the hard copy award documents, particularly purchase orders, the system matches the code shown on the award data input to the POCF, for selecting and displaying in-the-clear text for each clause.  The following illustrates the POCF format:

  b.  CLAUSE NUMBER

    A three position alphanumeric code, e.g., 001, 49F, 145, 702, that identifies a particular clause printed in full text on a DSC cutsheet or form containing clauses used in purchase orders, BPA calls or delivery orders.  Clauses applicable to contracting are incorporated into award documents by referencing the cutsheet or form and the applicable clause numbers.

  c.  PROVISION DESIGNATOR CODE

    A two position alphanumeric code, 01, 02, 99, AA, BN, ZZ, 1A, 2B, C3, (with the exception of 00 which is used for mass interrogation of the file), which identifies a series of clause numbers.  Reference to a PROV-DES-CD on award data input results in all clause numbers relating to the PROV-DES-CD being referenced on hard copy award documents prepared by the system.

  d.  CUTSHEET OF CLAUSES

    In order to utilize the provisions of the SAMMS Contracting Sub-system for preparation of hard copy purchase orders (see chapter 7), the DSC Directorate of Contracting and Production must prepare a cutsheet or form on which all clauses normally included in purchase orders, BPA calls or delivery orders are printed in full text.  Each clause included on the cutsheet or form must be uniquely identified by a clause number or code of not more than three positions.

  e.  ESTABLISHMENT, MAINTENANCE, AND INTERROGATION OF PURCHASE ORDER CLAUSE FILE

    (1) The DSC Directorate of Contracting and Production is responsible for the establishment of the POCF and publication of a listing of the PROV-DES-CDs and the related clause numbers.  Extreme care should be exercised in development of these codes and clauses, since no more than two PROV-DES-CDs may be entered on award data input.  Therefore, the objective should be to assign clauses to PROV-DES-CDs in such a manner that the clauses incorporated will be all those required for that award document.  For example, if most orders cite clause 001, 002, 009 and 012 or 001, 002, 010 and 012 or 001, 003, 009, and 012, then three PROV-DES-CDs should be developed as follows:

Since the system will accept up to 500 different Provision Designator Codes, each pertaining to ten clauses, numerous combinations of clauses may be developed.

7.  SASPS PRODUCER PRICE INDEX MAINTENANCE - VERB SREA

For each FSC the DSCs are responsible for selecting the most representative price index from the Producer Prices and Price Index Data, which the U.S. Department of Labor publishes monthly. Inputting the most current index value to update the file will cause the oldest record to drop out of the file.
