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    SAMMSTEL AUTOMATION OF THE COMMERCE BUSINESS DAILY (CBD) SYNOPSIS

1.  GENERAL

  a.  The CBD is the public notification media by which U.S. Government agencies identify proposed contract actions and contract awards.  The automated synopsis system is designed to: 

    (1) Provide an automated system generation of a synopsis at the time the SAMMS issues a Purchase Request (PR) in the contracting system, when contract actions exceed $25,000 and 

    (2) Automatically issue an Award Synopsis for awards valued over $25,000.

  b.  The automated synopsis excludes PRs that do not have to be synopsized, e.g., PRs less than $25,000, Option PRs, ESOC PRs, PRs which will result in a delivery order against Indefinite Delivery Contract, Manual PRs, SPUR Requirements, MIPRs, Requirements Contract Coded Y, PRs with Return To Code of O, S, or C, Source of Procurement Code other than blank or one, Source Type Code equal to C, D, or X, SASPS I, SASPS II, POPS Requirements, Issue Priority Designator equals 1, 2, or 3 and first position of Project Code equals 9, Issue Priority Designator equals 1, 2, or 3 and Weapon System Code is A, B, C, D, E, or F, no match in APRF, and any missing synopsis elements 1 through 16.  Additionally, the system will exclude award actions valued less than $25,000, no match in ACF, Source Type equal to C, D, or X, Contract Placement equals 3, any missing synopsis elements 1 through 16 and awards that have a D or F in the ninth position of the contract number.  If an award is over $5,000,000.00 the synopsis will be delayed two days.

  c.  The system also provides the capability to use SAMMSTEL to:

    (1) Generate a synopsis for those PRs that failed the selection criteria, 

    (2) Issue a modification of a previously announced Procurement Action and 

    (3) Issue an Award Synopsis selectively for those awards not automatically issued.  Additionally, the system provides for the generation of Numbered Notes 1, 2, 3, 4, 6, 9, 12, 22, and 23.  The batch portion generates the Automated Synopsis, processes the Manual (SAMMSTEL) Synopsis and transmits all created synopsis over the Automated Digital Information Network (AUTODIN) to the Defense Automated Addressing System Office (DAASC) located at WPAFB, Ohio.  The all UPPER CASE CBD data is then downloaded to the DLA CBD Synopses Entry System for conversion to the proper format as required by Department Of Commerce and FAR 5.207.  The converted data will then be transmitted via e-mail for publication in the CBD.

  d.  In addition to the online capabilities described in this appendix, the following report products are provided in support of the Automated CBD Synopsis:

    (1) PF-93A - Summary report of Solicitation Synopsis Releases.

    (2) PF-93B - Summary report of Amended Solicitation Synopsis Releases.

    (3) PF-93C - Summary report of Award Synopsis Releases.

    (4) PF-93D - Summary report of Synopsis Release Data.

    (5) PF-93E - Summary report of Statistical Summary Report.

  e.  DAASC will send via AUTODIN, a receipt of acknowledgement to the originator stating the number of synopses received and rejected.  Rejected synopses will state the reason for rejection and will require correction and retransmission.

  f.  The Department of Commerce (DoC) and the Government Printing Office (GPO) have created the real time CBDNet function.  The purpose of this function is to make the CBD available on the Internet (http://cbdnet.access.gpo.gov/).  This service will provide free access to the information contained in the CBD.  The real time CBDNet search function allows you to search the CBD data base for official, active notices.  The data base is updated continuously as notices are entered into the CNDNet system.  Notices remain in this active data base for 15 business days.  After the 15 days, notices are moved to the archive data base, and will remain there indefinitely.

2.  HOW TO ACCESS THE CBD SYNOPSIS SCREEN CALLUP MENU

  Process your entry into SAMMSTEL and at the cursor enter the Verb SNYP followed by a comma (SNYP,) depress ENTER and the following screen will appear.  SAMMSTEL input will be required for only those contract actions which were excluded or did not process through the automated system.
