1.  GENERAL





  a.  For every SIS issued to a vendor, a partially prepunched computer generated VRC is produced and forwarded to the vendor.  The card must be completed and returned to the DSC within designated period.  (DSC option of     17-30 days.)  The card must be completed indicating whether or not the vendor is able to perform on the BPA call/IDTC order.  Preaddressed envelopes or VRCs, with penalty indicia, are not authorized.  If the DSC determines that preaddressed envelopes or VRCs are to be provided the vendor with postage prepaid, each DSC may use alternatives to penalty indicia, such as business reply mail or prestamping the material to be mailed by postage meter.  





  b.  VRCs are received from the vendor completed with one of the following reason codes:  





    S - Order will be filled.


    C - Order will be filled but part number, purchase quantity, and/or


           unit of issue is changed.


    P - Price exceeds BPA/IDTC limits (depending on whether BPA call or 


          IDTC order).


    N - Unable to supply.





Processing of the VRCs is dependent upon the reason code cited on the VRC and data contained thereon.  





  c.  Chapter 15 describes the SASPS and, together with appendices B-38 and B-39, the manner in which input documents will be prepared by DICs YQG and YQH  to update system files with desired data from the VRC.  





  d.  This appendix illustrates and explains SAMMSTEL preparation of the VRCs.

2.  INSTRUCTIONS FOR FILE MAINTENANCE

  g.  PROCESSING OF ORIGINAL VRCs AFTER INPUT TO SASPS





    (1) VRCs input with DIC YQG, Reason Code C or S will be filed with the procurement copy of the SIS and the SIS PR Trailer in accordance with DSC policy.





    (2) VRCs input with DIC YQG, Reason Code N or P will be matched with the procurement copy of the SIS and the SIS PR Trailer for use with the F-102, NONSHIP, NONRESPONSE, CANCELLATION REPORT to determine disposition of the failed SIS.  A failed SIS may be reissued to another vendor, reissued as a CGPR or canceled.





  h.  REINSTATEMENT OF VENDOR RESPONSE CARDS 





    (1) The system allows a minimum of 17 days and a maximum of 30 days (option of each DSC) response time from the SIS date for a VRC to be returned and input.  If the  VRC is input after the designated response time, it will be rejected unless a reinstatement code is used.  During this 17-30 day period, the PR cannot be amended or awarded except under the SIS call/order number and vendor code.  





    (2) When DIC YQG is input in the same cycle or beyond the 17-30 day response time allowed, an R in REINST-CD is required for the system to accept the VRC.  If no VRC is received by the system in 17-30 days, (response time to be designated by each DSC) the PR is removed from SIS status and will appear on the F-102 Report as an NR (Nonresponse).  If a VRC positive response (Reason Code S or C) is received after the designated response time, a reinstatement code is required to award the PR under SASPS. 





    (3) A reinstatement code is not necessary for nonshipment VRC (Reason Code P or N) received after the designated response time since the F-102 Report already contains a record of the PR under Nonresponse (NR).  The VRC would not be necessary and should not be submitted in this case.





  i.  CUSTOMER CANCELLATION REQUESTS





    (1) Cancellation requests may be received from the D/SO prior to or after receipt of the vendor's response.  Upon receipt of a cancellation request the SIS vendor should be contacted to determine if cancellation is possible.  The action required to cancel a PR under the SASPS is dependent upon the stage of the PR.  





    (2) Cancellation requests received prior to receipt of vendor response:





      (a) If cancellation is possible, input DIC YQG, Reason Code N  to remove the PR from SIS status and cause the PR to appear on the F-102, Nonship, Nonresponse, Cancellation Report, coded NS.  This is necessary since it is not possible to amend a PR during the period it is in SIS status.  





      (b) Prepare DIC YPE, Amendment Code C, in accordance with regular cancellation procedures of a PR as outlined in appendix B-5.


�
      (c) If cancellation is not possible, because shipment has already been accomplished notify the D/SO in accordance with DSC policy and input DIC YQG when VRC is received from the vendor.





    (3) Cancellation requests received after DIC YQG input: 





      (a) If cancellation is possible, DIC YPM must be input in accordance      with appendix B-12 to delete shipment information that is posted to the ACF as a result of VRC.  System will not accept a cancellation of a CLIN where shipment data is posted.  





      (b) Prepare DIC YPE, Amendment Code G, in accordance with regular cancellation procedures as outlined in appendix B-5.





      (c) In order to allow DIC YPM to clear system files of shipment information, the DIC YPE transaction should be held for one contracting cycle for a stock replenishment cancellation and two contracting cycles for a direct ship cancellation.  





      (d) If cancellation is not possible because shipment has been accomplished, notify D/SO that action cannot be taken in accordance with DSC local procedure.  No further input to the Contracting Subsystem is required.  





  j.  VENDOR CANNOT SUPPLY/PERFORM 





    Whenever the vendor cannot supply or perform in accordance with the SIS and the DIC YQG was previously submitted to the system, it is necessary to cancel the award from system files as follows:  





    (1) Submit DIC YPM to delete shipment information in accordance with appendix B-12.





    (2) Submit DIC YPE, Amendment Code G, in accordance with regular cancellation procedures as outlined in appendix B-5.





    (3) DIC YPE transaction should be submitted to the system one contracting cycle later than DIC YPM for a stock replenishment buy and two contracting cycles later for a direct delivery buy.  





  k.  VENDOR RESPONSE FILE 





    VRCs input to the system in accordance with this appendix will be counted by type of response in the SASPS Vendor Response File (VRF).  The SIS response counts are maintained in the VRF by vendor code within CAGE/FSC.  Monthly, all VRF data is shown on the F-109, CAGE-FSC Vendor Report, to permit D/PP evaluation of each SASPS vendor's performance under the SIS program.  Refer to appendix E-46 for further discussion of the VRF and F-109 report processing.  
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
