     SAMMSTEL SAMMS COMBINED ADDRESS FILE (SCAF) FILE MAINTENANCE

1.  GENERAL

  a.  The DSC Local Vendor File (DLVF) is used to maintain in mechanized format in-the-clear name and address data.  The DSC DLVF has numerous uses in the Contracting Subsystem including:  

    (1) For the printing of codes and in-the-clear address data for vendors on DLA Form 1224, BPA/IDTC SIS and the F-107 Vendor Data File Interrogation Reply, the system will access the DLVF only.  To obtain the above print data on DLA Form 1231, RFQ Transmittal and DD Form 1155, Purchase and Delivery Orders, the system will first access the DLVF and, if no match is found, the system will then access the NGOC File.  For the F-27 PR Trailer; F-38 Contract Delinquency Report; F-39 Advanced Followup on Contracts Report; F-42 Contractor Performance Summary Report; F-100 Monthly BPA/IDTC SIS Report; F-104 SIS PR Trailer; and    F-116 RFQ List, the system will first access the NGOC File.  If no match is found, it will then access the DLVF for the appropriate codes, names and addresses.  

    (2) Printing of in-the-clear address data for administering locations and payment offices and corresponding DoDAAD Codes on system-prepared hard copy award documents, i.e., DD Form 1155 and F-88 Delivery-Purchase Order Mailing Label.  To eliminate manual annotation of the local contract administrator's code and telephone number, as a center option, DSCs may elect to load data into the DSC Local Vendor File (DLVF) for printing in block 7 DD Form 1155 based upon Administering Location Code (ADM LOC CODE) manually entered in DIC YPA or system generated in SASPS II awards.  When first position of ADM LOC CODE is L, print all data except six position DoDAAC from matching DLVF record. When no matching DLVF record is present, print SEE BLOCK 6.  This data can be loaded by ADM LOC CODE into the DLVF using the present DIC YRD format as follows:

    (3) Preparation of alphabetic (name) and numeric (code) DLVF listings.  

  b.  DLVF CONTROL NUMBER 

    The DLVF records are sequenced and addressed by a five position alpha/numeric or numeric number:  

    (1) Local vendor code, or NGOC or H8 Code (CAGE Code) assigned by the Defense Logistics Services Center.  

    (2) Administering Location Code for the CAS Components listed in DoD 4105.59-H.  Since the Administering Location Code, see appendix A, is always a three position code, it will be preceded by AA to make up a five position code in all inputs to the DLVF.  For example, Administering Location Code 039 would be entered into the DLVF as AA039.  

    (3) Payment Office Code for the payment offices designated on DSC awards.  Since the Payment Office Code, appendix A, is always a two position code, it will be preceded by AAA to make up a five position code in all inputs to the DLVF.  For example, Payment Office Code 01 would be entered into the DLVF as AAA01.  

    (4) DLVF Code ZZZZZ for the East/West Indicator Table.  

  c.  DESCRIPTION OF DLVF RECORDS 

    (1) Each record in the DLVF for a vendor consists of the five position DLVF control number, five 40-character sections (or lines) for address information and eight data element fields providing information about specific characteristics of the vendor.  

    (2) Each record in the DLVF for a payment office and administering location consists of the five position payment office or Administering Location Code (DLVF control number) and five 32-character sections (or lines) for address information.  The remainder of the data element fields will be blank.  Payment Office and Administering Location Code addresses are restricted to 32-character lines because of limited printing space on the face of DD Form 1155 where in- the-clear address data will be printed.  

    (3) DLVF record ZZZZZ consists of five lines of 40-characters each.  The RIC followed by the East/West Indicator is entered sequentially beginning in the first position of the first line.  

    (4) A single input format, DIC YRD, is used to establish, maintain (change) or delete records on the DLVF.  Each of the five sections (lines) is separately addressable.  

  d.  ESTABLISHMENT OF DLVF RECORDS 

    GENERAL

    (1) The DSC Directorate of Contracting and Production is responsible for the establishment of records in the DLVF for:  

      (a) All vendors awarded a Blanket Purchase Agreement utilizing DLA Form 1224, Shipping Instruction Sheet.  

      (b) All vendors awarded Indefinite Delivery Type Contracts utilizing DLA Form 1224.  

      (c) All administering locations.  However, replacement codes appearing in DoD 4105.59-H will not be added until DSAC-OFP informs the DSCs that the SAMMS CAO/DCMD Table has been updated.  Each DSC may elect to load Administering Location Code data into the DSC Local Vendor File (DLVF).  

      (d) All Payment Offices designated on DSC awards, including DCMDs for awards administered by Defense Contract Management, local or Military Service payment offices for awards administered  by Military Service CAOs and other (non-DoD) department and agency payment offices for awards covered by non-DoD funds.  

      (e) DLVF record ZZZZZ containing the East/West Indicator Table.  

    (2) Records will be established using DIC YRD, appendix B-58.  DIC YRD is a multipurpose transaction used to establish, maintain (change) or delete records on the DLVF.  The purpose for which a particular transaction is submitted is indicated by the DLVF Change Code.  Inputs to establish records will indicate Code D in the document.

    (3) From two to a maximum of five DIC YRD transactions will be submitted for each record established dependent upon the length of the name and address.  One transaction is required for each section (line) of address.  The specific section (line) to which a particular DIC YRD input applies is indicated by the DLVF Section Identifier of DIC YRD.  When establishing a record, DIC YRD transactions must be submitted for section 1 (Name and Address) and section 5 (City, State and ZIP Code).  Transactions will be prepared for the five sections in accordance with the following criteria:  

      (a) DLVF Section Identifier 1:  Transaction contains the parent company or company name or the DoDAAD Code and activity name of the administering location/payment  office.  This is line one of the address.  

      (b) DLVF Section Identifier 2:  Transaction contains the division name, if any, or is a continuation of data from section 1.  This is line two of the address.  

      (c) DLVF Section Identifier 3:  Transaction contains Post Office Box/ Street address.  This is line three of the address, but not the City, State or ZIP Code.  

      (d) DLVF Section Identifier 4:  Transaction contains Post Office Box/ Street address or a special notation such as CANCELED USE CODE 12345.  This is line four of the address, but not the City, State or ZIP Code.  This line will not print on solicitation or award if the Post Office Box/Street address or special annotation is printed on line three.

      (e) DLVF Section Identifier 5:  Transaction contains City, State and ZIP Code.  ZIP Code always starts in the third position after the State, that is, there will be two blank positions between the State and ZIP Code.

2.  INSTRUCTIONS FOR FILE MAINTENANCE

  a.  The SCAF (DLVG) FILE MAINTENANCE is accessed by selecting SAMMSTEL Verb SPIP from the SAMMSTEL Procurement Application Menu.  To select the desired transaction for data entry, place an X next to that transaction type and depress the ENTER key.  This will take you from the SPIP menu to the individual transaction menu.  To go from the type of transaction to the next, depress the TAB key.

  b.  SASPS ABBREVIATED ADDRESS FILE (SAAF)

    The SAAF is used to record single line stock consignee addresses for printing on the computer generated RFQs for stock replenishment and the GFM SF 36.   Because multiple stock consignees may appear on a stock replenishment RFQ, or a GFM SF 36,  it is necessary to limit stock address data to a single print line. The SAAF cross-references stock location DoDAAD and RIC Codes to an in-the-clear address not in excess of 39 positions (including ZIP Code).  When a stock replenishment RFQ is issued by the system, appropriate single line stock address data is printed in the ship to block of the DLA Form 1231, RFQ Transmittal.  Refer to appendices F-119 and F-24 for sample formats of an RFQ and GFM SF 36 with multiple stock consignee data respectively.  The D/PP is responsible for the establishment and maintenance of the SAAF.  

    (1) ESTABLISHMENT OF SAAF RECORDS - DIC YPR-A

      Input of DIC YPR with Type Action Code A will establish stock consignee address data on the SAAF.  Each address in the SAAF is cross-referenced to the DoDAAD Code and RIC of the related stock consignee.  Each address in the SAAF is limited to no more than 39 positions (including ZIP Code).  Thus, it is generally necessary to express addresses in an abbreviated format.  For example, the address for Defense Depot Ogden could be established in the SAAF as DIR DEP OPS, DEF DEP OGDEN UT  84401.  The address shown on the SAAF will be printed on stock replenishment RFQs and GFM SF 36s only.
