  o.  LINE SIXTEEN:  OPEN PRS AND OPEN CONTRACTS.



    (1) OPEN PRs.  If other PRs for the same item (NSN only) are currently Unawarded, the system will list the PR number(s) followed by the Branch/Buyer assignment number.  A maximum of 10 open PRs may be listed.  Open PRs are listed to facilitate consolidation of multiple requirements into one solicitation.  It may be necessary for the buyer to interrogate the APRF in order to determine current status of the open PR, e.g., has been solicited/opened, is suspended to D/SO or D/TO or other functional directorates.

�    (2) OPEN CONTRACTS.  If there are any contracts presently open for the item being purchased, the system will list the contract number(s).  It may be more expeditious to process the current PR by a diversion from an open contract or by adding a line item(s) to the contract in accordance with chapter 9.  The past buy history data will indicate whether an OPTION PROVISION is included in a contract and the date that the option will expire.  It may be necessary to interrogate the ACF to determine the cognizant administering office and to ascertain present status of the contract.  The system will list a maximum of 10 open contracts.  Also, a two year history of closed contracts may be obtained by interrogating the Inactive Contract History File by Stock/Part Number.



  p.  LINE SEVENTEEN:  SUGGESTED SOURCES AND REFERENCES.



    (1) A maximum of 12 suggested sources of supply from the NSN/Part Number File may be shown only for items which have Technical Data Review by NSN.  Listed will be the manufacturer's code (CAGE), part number, name, address and socio-economics data when available.  The Reference Number Category Code (RNCC) printed adjacent to the CAGE designates the relationship of the reference number to the item of supply.  See appendix A-18.



      (a) The Status Designator Code (SDC) will print adjacent to the RNCC.  See appendix A-19.



      (b) When applicable, the Pricing Agreement code (appendix A-16) and Disadvantaged Business Concern Code (appendix A-13) will appear to the right of the contractor's name as an asterisk (*).   The Preaward Survey Result Code and date (appendix A-16) will appear after the last line of the contractor's address.
