4.  EXPLANATION 

  a.  This report is prepared in two parts for each DSC. An additional report is produced for the Defense Supply Center Columbus, which represents a consolidated total for Defense Electronics Supply Center and Defense Construction Supply Center.

  b.  Part 1 provides a listing for each buyer of the number of PRLIs received, returned, awarded, and canceled during the report week.  The number and value of PRs, $25,000 and under and $25,000.01 and over, on hand at the end of the report week is shown for each buyer.  Addition-ally, a branch summary of the data is provided.  

  c.  Part 2 provides a summary for each branch of the number of PRLIs received, returned, awarded, and canceled during the report week.  The number of PRs, $25,000 and under and $25,000.01 and over on hand at the end of the report week is shown for each branch with cumulative totals for the directorate.  

NOTE:  The report is generated by a program which reads the APRF and counts the PR/PRLIs against the Branch Code assigned in the record, as of the week of the report.  

  PRLIs generated during the report week are counted as REC, PRLIs with cancellation dates within the report week are counted as CAN.  PRLIs with RETURN TO dates are counted as RET.  

  The program reads the ACF for CLINs awarded since the previous report and counts each as a PRLI AWD against the Branch Code in the record.  

  The program does not retain the data generated the previous week, therefore no balancing formula can be employed.  The program does not perform a recapitulation (transfers, diversion to stock, etc.) of all transactions occurring to any PR during the report period.  

  d.  The report is designed principally as an aid to first-line super-visory personnel in evaluating the performance of individual buyers and in determining distribution of new work.  Since cumulative totals are provided for each branch, this report may also be used on a Contracting Division level to evaluate the relative performance of each contracting branch.
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
