4.  EXPLANATION 





  Parts 1A, 1B, 2, 3, and 6 will be run on a monthly basis.  If any part of these reports are not needed, suppression of these reports or parts of, must be accomplished at the Center level.  The Selective Data (referred to as part 5) is furnished on an As Required basis.  The different reports are described as follows:





  a.  F-38-1A, Part 1A - CONTRACTING SUMMARY ALL AWARDS - This is a summary of all the Contractor Summaries in part 2.  It provides an overview of the total delinquency situation at the DSC.





  b.  F-38-1B, Part 1B - TOP 100 DELINQUENT CONTRACTORS - This is a list, in descending order, of the 100 contractors with the greatest number of delinquent CLINs at the end of the report period.





  c.  F-38-2, Part 2 - DELINQUENT CLIN LISTING - This listing will be sequenced as follows for each center:





    (1) DCSC and DGSC - Will be sequenced by Local Administrator Code, within that by CAGE, Administering Location Code and then by PIIN.





    (2) DPSC, Clothing and Textiles and Medical sequenced alphabetically by name of company.





    (3) DESC and DISC will be sequenced by Administering Location Code, CAGE within ADMIN LOC Code, and PIIN within CAGE.





  d.  F-38-3, Part 3 - CONTRACTOR SUMMARY - This part gives a complete profile of a contractor's activity.  Data are extracted from all currently active  CLINs whether locally or Defense Contract Management administered and is sequenced for each Center the same as subparagraph 4c above.

  e.  F-38, Part 5 - SELECTIVE DATA - This part is obtained by contacting Data Systems and requesting the elements listed below on an as required basis, using the as required job number (PJAR50).

  f.  F-38, Part 6 - CONTRACTOR SUMMARY BY CAGE CODE ONLY - This report was established in order to provide contractor delinquency data to DPACS for the Contractor Profile System (CPS) use.  This report provides a complete summary of a contractor's activity.  The data is extracted from all current active CLINs for locally (DSC) and Defense Contract Management Command (DCMC) with grand totals for both.





  g.  The % Delinquent CLINs (% DELQ CLINS) represents the delinquent CLINs divided by the Active CLINs.  This formula applies to each Category (Total, Contract, Purchase Order, Delivery Order, BPA/BOA, Other) on parts 1A, 2, 3, 5, and 6.  The delinquent CLIN quantity (DELQ QUANTITY) appearing on the F-38, part 2 represents the contract quantity for that CLIN if no shipment has been made.  If a shipment has been made, the delinquent CLIN quantity appearing on the F-38, part 2 will be the difference between the shipped/received/expended quantity and the contract quantity for that CLIN (quantity variance considered).  The delinquent dollar value (DELINQUENT $ VALUE) appearing on the F-38, part 2 represents the dollar value of the delinquent CLINs reflected in the DELQ QUANTITY column.  The delinquent dollar value is computed by multiplying the delinquent CLIN quantity by the contract unit price from the ACF CONTRACT UNIT PRICE field.  CLINs are counted in the days delinquent categories on the F-38, parts 1A, 1B, 3, and 6 summaries based on the difference between contract delivery date of the CLIN and the report date.  The number of CLINs due delivery (NR CLINS DUE DEL) includes (1) all CLINs due for delivery during the report period, and (2) all CLINs due for delivery prior to the report that have no shipped, receipt, or expended quantity posted; or, if there is shipped, receipt, or expended quantity posted, the date posted is greater than the previous report date, but less than the current report date.  The number of CLINs delivered on time (NR CLINs DEL ON TIME) includes CLINs delivered on time in addition to CLINs having a recorded ship date during the report period that is in advance of the contract delivery date.   Refer to appendix E-23 for processing of this report.  





NOTE:  Summary data are computed to provide a truer delinquency rate.  Delinquency is computed based on all CLINs due delivery up to and including the last day of the report period in lieu of all open CLINs.
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
