4.  EXPLANATION 





  This two part report is generated monthly and provides the Directorate of Contracting and Production with a summary of contractor performance.  





  a.  Part I - Provides a summary of contractor performance for the current month and the preceding 11 months.  It provides a current 12-month total and the previous 12-month total.  Listed are the number of contracts, CLINs, and the value awarded during the report period; the contracts and CLINs due for delivery within the report period; the number of CLINs delivered on time and delinquent during the report period; the age of delinquencies; the percentage and value of delinquent CLINs and the reason for delay.  Part I also lists other necessary data to measure contractor performance.





  b.  Part II, titled Contractors With The Highest Percentage of Delinquent Shipments, lists in descending numeric sequence the first 100-contractors/vendors with the highest contribution to overall DSC delinquency.  Listed is the accumulative rate which represents the total of all contractors/vendors delinquency contributions within the report period, Delinquency Contribution which identifies the percentage of total DSC delinquencies, and Total Delinquent CLINs.

                                  DEFINITIONS


                          ELEMENTS OF DATA ON PART I:





1.  CAGE - Self-explanatory.  





2.  Business Size/Minority Business Firm - When certain conditions prevail the following codes will print:  





  a.  When Source Type (of the Report Code) is A, the system will print L indicating Large Business.





  b.  When Source Type (of the Report Code) is B, the system will print S indicating Small Business.





  c.  When Placement Code is M, the system will print DBC indicating Disadvantaged Business Concern.





  d.  When Source Type (of the Report Code) is W, the system will print SBW which indicates Small Business - Woman-Owned.





  e.  When Source Type (of the Report Code) is U  the system will reflect DSW indicating Disadvantaged Small Business - Woman-Owned.  





  f.  All combinations will print when applicable.  





3.  Company Name and Address - Self-explanatory.  





4.  Month/Year - Data is computed on a monthly basis and retained for display on subsequent reports for a 12-month period.  





5.  Awarded (Contracts/CLINs/Value) - Consists of monthly procurement award data in the ACF by CAGE, to determine the amount of business given to contractors/vendors.  Data is listed with the preceding 12th month at the top of the column and the current month at the bottom.  





6.  Due Delivery (Contracts/CLINs/Value) - Reflects the total number of contracts/CLINs and the dollar amount due for delivery within the report period.  (Excludes those CLINs where shipment or receipt has posted.) 





7.  CLINs Completed (On Time/Delinquent) - These elements of data are computed using shipment dates posted to the ACF during the month for each CAGE.  (This includes CLINs shipped and/or receipted prior to or within the 30-day period following the Contract Delivery Date.) The shipment date is compared to contract delivery data for each Contract Line Item Number (CLIN) to determine on-time or delinquent performance.  (Delinquent status results when shipment or receipt has not been made and the Contract Delivery Date plus 30 days has passed.) 





8.  Age Delinquent (31-60; 61-90; 91+) - This data is based on the computations derived from Data Element 7.





9.  % Delinquent CLINs - This data is based on the computations derived from Data Element 7.  Compute by dividing the total delinquent CLINs by total CLINs (delivered on time and delinquent) shipped.  





10. Delinquent Value - The aggragrate total of the delinquent CLINs.  Based on computations derived from Data Element 7.  


�
11. Reason for Delay Code (K or G) - K indicates contractor-caused delays, G indicates Government-caused delays.  Data is derived from delay reason field in the ACF for the applicable delinquent CLINs counted in Data Element 7.  





12. CUR 12-Month Total - This data element will total the columns for data elements 5, 7, 9, 10, and 11 and provide the average delinquency rate for the current 12 months.  





13. Previous 12-Month Total - This data element will total columns for data elements 5, 7, 9, 10, and 11 and provide the average delinquency rate for the previous 12 months.  





14. Code L Receipt - This element reflects the quantity currently in Condition Code L, including the corresponding number of CLINs and the dollar value of the CLINs in litigation.  





15. Terminations:  Default (D) Convenience (G or K) - The termination data reflects the total number of terminations.  D indicates termination for default, G indicates termination for Government convenience and K indicates termination for contractors convenience.  This data is obtained by counting the final termination documents processed against each CAGE each month then adding to it each month until a 12-month history is obtained.  





16. Date Last Preaward Survey - Preaward survey data includes two parts:  (1) date of last preaward survey and (2) results:  negative, positive, and unavailable.  





17. Total Open Dollars - Reflects the total dollar value of all open CLINs in the ACF excluding those CLINs where either total shipment, total receipt or total expenditure has been recorded.  





18. Total Open CLINs - Reflects all open CLINs in the ACF as of that report period excluding those CLINs where either total shipment, total receipt or total expenditure has been recorded.  





19. CLINs Open, Due Future Delivery - Reflects CLINs in the ACF with a Contract Delivery Date (CDD) greater than the report date excluding those CLINs where either total shipment, total receipt or total expenditure has been recorded.  





20. CLINs Open, Due Delivery in Current Report Month - Reflects CLINs in the ACF where the Contract Delivery Date (CDD) is equal to or less than the report date but the CDD plus 30 days is greater than the report date excluding those CLINs where either total shipment, total receipt or total expenditure has been recorded.





21. CLINs Open, Due Delivery Prior to Report Month - Reflects CLINs in the ACF with a Contract Delivery Date plus 30 days, which is less than the report date, excluding those CLINs where either total shipment, total receipt or total expenditure has been recorded.

                        ELEMENTS OF DATA PART II:





  a.  NUMBER:  The report lists in descending numeric sequence the first 100-contractors/vendors with the highest contribution to overall DSC delinquency as specified in subparagraph d below.  





  b.  CAGE and NAME:  Self-explanatory.





  c.  ACCUMULATIVE_RATE:  The accumulative rate represents the total of all contractors/vendors delinquency contributions up to that point on the report. Calculate by adding the Delinquency Contribution of the respective contractor/vendor to the sum of all Delinquency Contributions (e.g., current Accumulative Rate) to that point.  





  d.  DELINQUENCY_CONTRIBUTION:  The Delinquency Contribution identifies the percentage of total DSC delinquencies which can be attributed to a specific vendor during the calendar year (current 12-month period).  The Delinquency Contribution is calculated by first deriving the total of all delinquent Shipments.  Add the total CLINs Completed Delinquent (current 12-month total) for each CAGE in the reformatted Contractor Performance File (CPF).  Divide this total (sum of all delinquent shipments) into the total CLINs Completed Delinquent (current 12-month total) for each CAGE in the CPF as follows:

    Total CPF CLINs Completed Delinquent   Contribution





  e.  TOTAL_DELINQUENT_CLINs:  Total delinquent shipments lifted from CPF CLINs Completed Delinquent field.
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
