4.  EXPLANATION





  a.  The Technical Data Summary Report, prepared monthly by the computer, provides the D/TO with a statistical summary reporting the CTDF stock number additions, deletions, and changes required for the RCS DLA(M)26(C)MIN Report.  It furnishes the D/PP with a statistical summary of CTDF records available for automated contract processing.  The report also provides the D/TO with other statistics necessary as a management tool to permit more accurate determination of budgetary requirements and a better directorate control and utilization of its available manpower.  





  b.  Each monthly report will be dated in the upper right hand corner as of the date the listing was prepared by the computer.  These figures do not include any interrogation or mass transactions.  The first statistics listed on the report are:  





    (1) The quantity of stock numbers on file in the CTDF.*  





    (2) Quantity of stock numbers with PID added this month.*





    (3) Quantity of stock numbers with PID changed this month.*





    (4) Quantity of stock numbers with PID deleted from the CTDF this month.*





  c.  Following the above will appear the summary applicable to the review codes citing the following:





    (1) Quantity of stock numbers with Provisioning Review Code Y.





    (2) Quantity of stock numbers with Engineering Review Code Y.





    (3) Quantity of stock numbers with Quality Assurance Review Code Y.

    (5) Quantity of items with PID Adequacy Codes L and N indicating the technical description contained on a record is not adequate for all contracting.  





    (6) Quantity of items containing a Specification Validation Review Date.  





    (7) Quantity of items with Negotiation Justification Statement.  





    (8) Quantity of items with a Requirements Contract Code Y indicating the item is purchased on a requirements type contract.  





    (9) Quantity of items reportable under the DLA Cost Reduction Program that have been engineered for Value Engineering and/or Packaging Savings.  The report will list the quantity applicable to each of the Value Engineering Savings Codes V, P and B.  





   (10) Quantity of items with DMS Required Code.  





   (11) Quantity of items with Rights-in-Date Codes U and L, or the quantity of items containing QPL Codes Q and QL.  





   (12) Quantity of items with a QCC.  





   (13) Quantity of items with Acquisition Method Code O or blank.  





   (14) Quantity of items with PICs l, 2, A, B and C.  





  e.  The bottom of the Technical Data Summary Report will cite quantity of items by AMC and AMSC combinations.  Columns are AMC; lines are AMSC.  Where a column and a line intersect, that will be the number of items in the CTDF identified by that combination of AMC/AMSC.  





  f.  Definitions of the data elements and codes are contained in appendices A, F27, F72 and G.

NOTE:    A CTDF record may be opened by input of data, for storage or other purpose, on transactions initiated by the D/PP (P in first position of source code for other than DPSC; for DPSC, see appendix A-19) or the D/TO (S in the first position of source code for other than DPSC; for DPSC, see appendix      A-19).  These actions will not affect RCS DLA(M)26(C)MIN or Technical Data Summary Reports except as follows:  





  a.  NEW ITEM (PID ADDED) 





    Procurement Identification Description Adequacy Code (PIDAC) N, L or A is established in a CTDF record for the first time by a DIC YQL transaction.  





  b.  DELETE ITEM (PID DELETED) 





    The removal of stock number data record with PIDACs N, L or A from the CTDF by a manual or a system (purge) generated DIC YQE transaction.  (When only S/D/T/P records in the CTDF are involved, this action is a PID change.) 





  c.  CHANGE ITEM (PID CHANGE) 





    All other S in first position source code actions for other than DPSC; for DPSC, see appendix A-19 except interrogation and mass transactions, when a PIDAC N, L, or A is present in the record, are changes, including changing the PIDACs and/or deleting S/D/T/P data.  Change statistics are limited to one change transaction per Stock Number per cycle.  Multiple transactions with the same Stock Number in any given cycle will be counted as one action.
