The reply to the interrogation is explained herein.  The number of daily DIC YPH-C transactions is limited to four per NSN and three per PGC.  Personnel from both the D/TO and the D/PP may initiate a transaction.  



  b.  Each interrogation reply by PGC will be accompanied by a separate reply for each NSN within that PGC as contained in PGC Policy Table 011.  



  c.  The system will generate an F-72 for every NSN appearing on the

F-108, Vendor Price Variance Report.  The output will be generated on a weekly basis occurring on the next daily Contracting cycle subsequent to the F-108 and routed to Source Code PSZ.  The system will also generate an interrogation reply (PZB) when a maintenance transaction is processed against an item established in the CTDF containing a Requirement Contract Item Code Y.  See appendix E-15.



  d.  Each interrogation reply is addressed to the source code (see appendix  A-19) and is dated with the date of the system cycle which prepared the report.



  e.  On the following two pages is a Master Format of CTDF Interro-gation Reply-Technical Data Report.  Following that is an explanation for each line of the Report.
