4.  EXPLANATION 





  a.  This report is prepared by the computer to notify the Directorate of Contracting and Production of the computer assignment of a correct Purchase Request Line Item Number.  This occurs where there has been a manual input incorrectly assigning the same Purchase Request Line Item Number to two Purchase Request Line Items in the same processing cycle.  





  b.  The following examples illustrate the type of circumstances causing the report to be generated.  





    (1) EXAMPLE 1 





      If, in the same processing cycle, a new Purchase Request Line Item is established and part of an existing Purchase Request Line Item is diverted, each requiring the assignment of a new and separate Purchase Request Line Item Number, and the same Purchase Request Line Item Number is assigned, in error, to both Purchase Request Line Items, the computer will assign a correct/different number to one of the Purchase Request Line Items.  





    (2) EXAMPLE 2 





      If, in the same processing cycle, parts of two existing Purchase Request Line Items are diverted, each requiring the assignment of a new and separate Purchase Request Line Item Number, and the same Purchase Request Line Item Number is assigned in error to both Purchase Request Line Items, the computer will assign a correct/different number to one of the Purchase Request Line Items.  





  c.  In order for the Directorate of Contracting and Production to identify which Purchase Request Line Item has received the computer assigned number, it will be necessary to prepare a file inquiry by the applicable Purchase Request (DIC YPH) or SAMMSTEL Verb SPHD.

  d.  When an attempt is made to establish a Purchase Request Line Item Number, or divert to a Purchase Request Line Item Number that had previously been established in another processing cycle, the computer will reject the transaction and will not assign a correct Purchase Request Line Item Number.  





  e.  One of the following messages as appropriate will appear in the REASON column of the F-92 Report:  





    Duplicate New Line


    Duplicate MIPR/LP Line


    Duplicate PR Line Diversion


    Duplicate PR Line Addition


    Duplicate Walk-Thru PR.
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
