Report is mechancially generated at DGSC and at DISC as daily requests for acceleration (Supply DIC AFC, Customer Followup for improvement of Estimated Shipment Date) are received in the Distribution Subsystem for DVD requisitions in BB (Backorder) Status.  At DCSC, DESC, and DPSC system will generate an F-79B Report in lieu of the F-231B.



  b.  System will generate the F-231B based on the following criteria:



    (1) Priority_01_through_03 - the Active Requisition Control Status (ARCS) File Estimated Shipment Date (ESD) is more than 15 days in the future.



    (2) Priority_04_through_15 - the Active Requisition Control Status (ARCS) File Estimated Shipment Date (ESD) is more than 30 days in the future.



  c.  The report will be output to Supply Operations for review by the Item Manager.  Subsequently, if a previous acceleration request has not been processed, the F-231B may be routed to contracting, based on local DSC procedures.
