SECTION 1  APPLICATION NARRATIVE











1.1  USER INTEREST RECORDATION - USLK0000





TITLE NAME:  User Interest Recordation





TITLE ID NUMBER:  USLK0000





PURPOSE:





  To determine those Service/Civil Agency users that have had three or more requisition demands against a Center managed NSN during a six month period, Air Force requires only one or more demands.  Initiate action to cause the eventual recordation of those Service/Civil Agencies as users of the NSN and to create reports reflecting the kind of action taken.





FUNCTIONS:





  a.  Determine those Service/Civil Agencies that meet the criteria for automatic recordation or for referral for potential recordation.





  b.  Initiate the actions to cause eventual recordation of Services/ Civil Agencies determined qualified.





  c.  Maintain a Suspense File that will permit notification to the Services/Civil Agencies as to when they have been or can be recorded as a user on a NSN.





  d.  Maintain a History File of past requisitions.





COMPONENT PROGRAMS AND OPERATIONS:





  a.  USLK05 - User Interest Extraction.  This program will scan current requisitions and requisitions maintained as history to determine the extent of user requisitions for Center managed NSNs during the previous six month period.  Upon satisfaction of proper criteria, actions will be initiated to cause the eventual recordation of the Service/Civil Agency as a user of the NSN.  Requisitions that meet exception criteria will not be recorded.





  b.  USLK10 - User Interest Notification.  This program will prepare F-83A or F-83B Reports based on whether a Service/Agency can be recorded as a user and whether they want to be recorded automatically or just want to be notified of the potential.  F-83C, F-83D and F-83E Reports will be prepared based on exception criteria.

PURPOSE:





  To determine those Service/Civil Agency users that have had three or more, Air Force one or more, requisition demands against a Center managed NSN during a six month period and to initiate action to cause the eventual recordation of those Services/Civil Agencies as users of the NSN.





FUNCTIONS:





  a.  Determine those Services/Civil Agencies that meet the criteria for automatic recordation or for referral for potential recordation.





  b.  Initiate the actions to cause eventual recordation of Services/Civil Agencies determined qualified. 





  c.  Maintain a Suspense File that will permit notification to the Services/Civil Agencies as to when they have been or can be recorded as a user on a NSN.





  d.  Requisitions that meet the following criteria will not cause eventual recordation:





    (1) Items in FSG 68 or 91 managed by DGSC for Air Force, Navy, or Marine Corps.





    (2) Military Assistance Program items.





    (3) Blank or invalid Weapon Systems Designator Code for Army.

  d.  Processing Description:





    (1) Sort the transactions on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 into sequence by ASGD-NSN (3960), SVC-CD (A085), RQN-MDOCNO (A429), SUBM-DT (A064), and STD-UP (7075).





    (2) All transactions on the User Demand History Data, USLMNRH that has a SUBM-DT (A064) that is six months old or older will be purged.





    (3) All transactions on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 will contain DIC (3920) of YBG and will be processed as follows:





      (a) If the ASGD-NSN (3960) is not within the class cognizance of the processing center, the transaction will be purged.  Cognizance will be determined as follows:





        1.  If the FSC (3990) from the input on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 matches the FSC (3990) on SSR Table 80 on the SSR Master, USLPMSSR and the last position of the RIC (A030) of the processing center is equal to the COGZ-CD-DSC (A094) on SSR Table 80 on the SSR Master, USLPMSSR, the processing center is cognizant for that ASGD-NSN (3960).  (Note:  COGZ-CD-DSC (A094) is available at each center in the PPARM area.) 





        2.  If the FSC (3990) from the input on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 matches the FSC (3990) on SSR Table 80 on the SSR Master, USLPMSSR and the last position of RIC (A030) of the processing center is unequal to the COGZ-CD-DSC (A094) on SSR Table 80 on the SSR Master, USLPMSSR, make further checks as follows:





          a.  If the COGZ-CD-DSC (A094) on SSR Table 80 on the MSSR is unequal to X, the processing center is not cognizant for that ASGD-NSN (3960).





          b.  If the COGZ-CD-DSC (A094) on SSR Table 80 on the SSR Master, USLPMSSR is equal to X and the FSC (3990) from the input on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 is equal to the ASGD-NSN (3960) on table 77 on the SSR Master, USLPMSSR, the processing center is cognizant for that ASGD-NSN (3960) only.





          c.  If the COGZ-CD-DSC (A094) on SSR Table 80 on the SSR Master, USLPMSSR is equal to X, and the FSC (3990) from the input on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 is unequal to any ASGD-NSN (3960) on table 77 on the SSR Master, USLPMSSR, the processing center is not cognizant for that ASGD-NSN (3960).





        3.  If the FSC (3990) from the input on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57, does not match any FSC (3990) on SSR Table 80 on the SSR Master, USLPMSSR, the processing center is not cognizant for that ASGD-NSN (3960). 





      (b) If the ASGD-NSN (3960) is within the class cognizance of the processing center and the SVC-CD (A085) in the transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 is unequal to A, B, C, F, M, N, or S, the transaction will be purged.


�
      (c) If the ASGD-NSN (3960) is within the class cognizance of the processing center, the SVC-CD (A085) in the transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 is equal to A, B, C, F, M, N, or S but the date in SUBM-DT (A064) is more than six months old, the transaction will be purged.





      (d) If any of the following conditions exist write the transaction from current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 to User Demand Suspense File, USLMUDSF.





        1.  If the first two positions of the ASGN-NSN (3960) is 68 or 91 and the ORGTG-ACTY-CD (4210) is CX and the SVC-CD (A085) is equal to F, N or M move C to RPT-ID-CD A271.





        2.  If WPN-SYS-DES-CD (last two positions of DISTR-CD 2635) is blank or does not match SSR Table 72 move D to RPT-ID-CD A271.





        3.  If SVC-CD1 (first position of RQN-MDOC-NO A429) is not equal to B, D, P, or K move E to RPT-ID-CD A271.





      (e) If the ASGD-NSN (3960) is within the class cognizance of the processing center, the SVC-CD (A085) in the transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 is equal to A, B, C, F, M, or N, and the date in SUBM-DT (A064) is not yet six months old, the transaction will be processed as follows:





        1.  If the transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 matches another transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 on ASGD-NSN (3960), SVC-CD (A085) and RQN-MDOCNO (A429); or matches a transaction on User Demand History Data, USLMNRH on ASGD-NSN (3960), SVC-CD (A085) and RQN-MDOCNO (A429), all matching transactions will be combined as follows:





          a.  If there is a transaction on the User Demand History Data, USLMNRH, add the MRO-QTY (6107) from all matching transactions on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 to the transaction on the User Demand History Data, USLMNRH and utilize the latest SUBM-DT (A064) from either the transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 or User Demand History Data, USLMNRH in the transaction on the User Demand History Data, USLMNRH.  Write the updated User Demand History Data, USLMNRH record to the User Demand History Data, USLMNRH and drop all matching transactions from Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57.





          b.  If there is not a transaction on the User Demand History Data, USLMNRH, add the MRO-QTY (6107) from all matching transactions on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 to the first matching transaction.  Utilizing the latest SUBM-DT (A064) from the matching transactions on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57, write the combined record to the User Demand History Data, USLMNRH and drop all other matching transactions from Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57.





        2.  If the transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 does not match another transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 on ASGD-NSN (3960), SVC-CD (A085) and RQN-MDOCNO (A429), does not match a transaction on User Demand History Data, USLMNRH on ASGD-NSN (3960), SVC-CD (A085) and RQN-MDOCNO (A429), does not match a transaction on �
User Demand History Data, USLMNRH on just ASGD-NSN (3960) and SVC-CD (A085) and does not match any other transactions on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 on just ASGD-NSN (3960) and SVC-CD (A085), write the transaction from Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 to User Demand History Data, USLMNRH. 





        3.  If the transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 does not match another transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 on ASGD-NSN (3960), SVC-CD (A085) and RQN-MDOCNO (A429), does not match a transaction on User Demand History Data, USLMNRH on ASGD-NSN (3960), SVC-CD (A085) and RQN-MDOCNO (A429), does not match a transaction on User Demand History Data, USLMNRH on just ASGD-NSN (3960) and SVC-CD (A085), and/or does match a transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 on just ASGD-NSN (3960) and SVC-CD (A085), and there are less than three transactions on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 and/or User Demand History Data, USLMNRH with a SUBM-DT (A064) less than six months old, write all of the transaction from Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 and/or User Demand History Data, USLMNRH matching on ASGD-NSN (3960) and SVC-CD (A085) to the User Demand History Data, USLMNRH.





        4.  If the transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 does not match another transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 on ASGD-NSN (3960), SVC-CD (A085) and RQN-MDOCNO (A429), does not match a transaction on User Demand History Data, USLMNRH on ASGD-NSN (3960), SVC-CD (A085) and RQN-MDOCNO (A429), does match a transaction on User Demand History Data, USLMNRH on just ASGD-NSN (3960) and SVC-CD (A085), and/or does match a transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 on just ASGD-NSN (3960) and SVC-CD (A085) and there are three or more transactions, one for Air Force, on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 and/or User Demand History Data, USLMNRH with a SUBM-DT (A064) less than six months old, process as follows:





          a.  Write all of the transactions from Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 and/or User Demand History Data, USLMNRH to User Demand Suspense File, USLMUDSF.  Utilize the current processing date in SPNS-DT (A032).





          b.  Generate and write a LVA transaction to Closed Loop Transactions, USLC2001.





          c.  If the SVC-CD (A085) of the transaction on Current User Demand Data, USSWDS57 or User Demand History Data, USLMNRH is equal to A, B, C, F, M, N, or S, an informational record will be generated and written to User Demand Suspense File, USLMUDSF.

  The center Activity Code (CX, TX, etc.) of the operating center must be entered into pos. 56 and 57 of the Section Control Data - area three of PPARM (Reference DLAM 4745.2, Volume I, Part 3, Chapter 2). PURPOSE:





  To generate reports to the Services/Civil Agencies advising them of NSNs for which they have been recorded or for which they can be recorded.





FUNCTIONS:





  a.  Identify those NSNs for which recordation has been or can be taken.





  b.  Purge the Suspense File of those NSNs for which recordation action cannot be taken.





  c.  Purge the Suspense File of any record that has been on file for 60 days or more.





  d.  Generate the F-83A, Potential User Interest List (Information), for those NSNs for which recordation action has been initiated.





  e.  Generate the F-83B, Potential User Interest List (Referral) for those NSNs for which recordation action can be initiated but has not as of yet.  This will include any NSN for which the FAA is being considered as a user.





  f.  Generate the F-83C, FSG 68 and 91 Items excluded from Automatic Registration for those NSNs managed by DGSC with FSG 68 or 91.  This applies to Air Force, Navy and Marine Corps only.





  g.  Generate the F-83D, Invalid Weapon Systems Designator Code (WSDC) for those NSNs with blank WSDC or if WSDC does not match Table 72.  This applies to Army only.





  h.  Generate the F-83E, Military Assistance Program excluded from Automatic Registration for those NSNs that are MAP items.





  i.  Generate WZ1 for NSNs on the F-83A Report.





  j.  Generate WZ2 for NSNs on F-83B, F-83C, F-83D and F-83E Reports.  Air Force is excluded.

    (3) Any transaction on User Demand Suspense File, USLMUDSF that has an SPNS-DT (A032) that is not over 60 days old and there is not a trans-action on User Interest Eligibility/Recordation Notification, USLD3003 that matches on ASGD-NSN (3960) and SVC-CD (A085) will be rewritten to User Demand Suspense File, USLMUDSF, unchanged.





    (4) Any transaction on User Interest Eligibility/Recordation Notifi-cations, USLD3003 that does not match a transaction on User Demand Suspense File, USLMUDSF by ASGD-NSN (3960) and SVC-CD (A085) will be purged from User Interest Eligibility/Recordation Notifications, USLD3003.





    (5) Any transactions on User Demand Suspense File, USLMUDSF that match a transaction on User Interest Eligibility/Recordation Notifi-cations, USLD3003 on ASGD-NSN (3960) and SVC-CD (A085) will be processed as follows:





      (a) If the transaction on User Interest Eligibility/Recordation Notifications, USLD3003 has a AUTO-RCDTN-IND (A541) equal to N, purge all matching transactions from User Interest Eligibility/Recordation Notifications, USLD3003 and User Demand Suspense File, USLMUDSF.

        4.  Generate a WZ1 record to Exit Action from Subsystem, USSWDS99 for each NSN on the F-83A Report.  Generate a WZ2 record to Exit Action from Subsystem, USSWDS99 for each NSN on the F-83B Report.





        5.  If REPORT-ID-CD (A271) of the transaction on User Demand Suspense File, USLMUDSF is equal to C, D, or E generate a record to Variable Length Report Data, USLR0599 for F-83C, F-83D or F-83E Reports.  Purge matching records from the User Demand Suspense File, USLMUDSF.  Generate a WZ2 record to Exit Action from Subsystem, USSWDS99 for each NSN on the F-83C, F-83D or F-83E Reports unless SVC-CD (A085) equals F.
