PURPOSE:





  Produce the reports and punch cards for FLIS and TISCA Applications that were generated by the Technical and Logistics Subsystem.  ISIS Reports are formatted in the ISIS Application. 





FUNCTIONS/FEATURES:





  a.  Produce formatted reports and cards for the FLIS and TISCA Applications.





  b.  Sort all input transactions by the sort key attached to the transaction. 





  c.  Select header records from the File USLRFF00 and from the reports program. 





COMPONENT PROGRAMS:





  a.  USLR05 - Sort File USLR0599 on 40 position sort key for the FLIS Application Reports and punch cards.  Format reports and punch the cards.  Based on requirement the ORC may be modified.  Input transaction will also be used to create the following output files:

  b.  USLR10 - Sort File USLR1099 on 60-position sort key for the TISCA Application Reports and punch cards.  Format reports and punch the cards.

PROGRAM NAME:  Reports (Non-TISCA) 





PROGRAM ID NUMBER:  USLR05





PURPOSE:





  This program reads and formats data lines for the Non-TISCA reports.  EAM cards are punched out and report ORC may be modified. 





FUNCTIONS/FEATURES:





  a.  All input transactions are sorted on a 40 position sort key provided by the generating program. 





  b.  The transaction ORC may be modified based on report number and ORC or ORC. 





  c.  Format data print lines.





  d.  Format data for punch cards.





  e.  Accumulate Segment P and Q transactions on the Error Summary Suspense File (USLMERRS).





  f.  Upon request generate the F-317 FLIS Input-Output Error Summary Listing from the transactions accumulated on the Error Summary Suspense File (USLMERRS) Segment P and Q transactions.





  g.  All SAMMS Technical and Logistics Reports are not formatted in USLR05 and USLR10.  These exceptions are generated in the originating program.  ISIS reports are formatted in the ISIS Application.





  h.  Generating program inserts record length code in PART-PAPER (DRN A216) based on length of record.  Codes are as follows:





    Code A for Data Record of 40 Bytes


    Code B for Data Record of 80 Bytes 


    Code C for Data Record of 100 Bytes 


    Code D for Data Record of 132 Bytes 


    Code E for Data Record of Variable Bytes 





  i.  Transactions with an ORC of UE3 and F-304 or F-311 are written to the recycle transactions.  These items are manually generated YA8/LT1 transactions.  ORC is obtained from the output header and inserted into the sort key and recycle around for formatted on the following cycle.





  j.  Transactions with an invalid report number are written out on the F-999 Unmatched Report Requests. 





  k.  Transactions without a Report Header are printed out on the F-999 Unmatched Report Requests.

    (6) If the monthly FLIS Input-Output Error Summary Report is due, sort the Error Summary Suspense File in with transactions from USLR0599; otherwise, sort the transactions on USLR0599.





    (7) Each report must be entered in the RFF or be ejected as a viola-tion through USLR0501.





    (8) All headings, spacing, page control, etc., will be in accordance with DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 1.





    (9) A delete record may be received with low values in the package sequence number field of the sort key.  This record will cause 


subsequent records with the same sort key (except PSN) to be dropped and not printed on the applicable report.





   (10) Data for the F-441B and F-441Z Reports will be written to USLR0510 to be processed by USLR15.
