  To provide for converting of special format transactions generated by SAMM Subsystems as a result of surcharge price increases to formats acceptable to processing in the Technical Subsystem.





FUNCTIONS/FEATURES:





  Convert input files received in special formats to DLSC output wire formats for further updating of Technical Subsystem Files; Supply Management Status File (SMSF), Total Item Record File (USLTMTIR) and the Futures Master File (USLTMFUT).





COMPONENT PROGRAMS:





  a.  USLS10 - Converts special surcharge price changes generated by the Financial Subsystem to DLSC Output Transactions with DICs KIF and KCD.  The KIFs are used for updating the SMSF and USLTMFUT.





  b.  USLS15 - This program will create sort keys and sort the trans-actions for input to USLS20.





  c.  USLS20 - This program will use the DIC KCD Surcharge Price Changes to update the local TIR, USLTMTIR.  Generate interrogation to DLSC if update action is not in DSC TIR.

Format of input file is depicted in DLAM 4130.3, Volume I, Part 1, Chapter 3, Control No. 30500A.  Formats for outputs are in DLAM 4130.3, Volume I, Part 1, Chapter 3.  Control Number 30500C.01 is format for USLB4506.  Control Number 30500C.02 is the format for USLC2004.  Control Number 30500C.03 is the format for USLTKCDF.  File USLTKCDF will be converted to a generation of USLC2004 for use on effective date.

  a.  Files USLB4506 and USLC2004 created in this run will be standard generations of these files and will be input to the next cycles of USLJWW30 and USLJDD20 respectively.  On effective date of the price changes, but just prior to the monthly TIR update, File USLTKCDF must be input to Program USLS15 followed by USLS20 (Job USLJAR30) to update to local TIR, USLTMTIR.





  b.  As this program is to be done on as required basis, the section card control information will be used to enter the effective date of the price changes, as follows:





    CONTROL=YYDDD, where YYDDD will be the Julian date that the price changes are to be effective.  The date must be the first day of a month.
