FUNCTIONS:

  a.  Determines which Online Distribution Stacker is currently active and dedicates it for batch processing.

  b.  Retrieves transactions contained on the stacker and routes them to the appropriate working data set for processing.

COMPONENT PROGRAMS AND OPERATIONS:

  a.  USDA53 - Active Online Distribution Stacker Determination.  This program determines which of the Online Distribution Stackers is currently active (USTMDOSA/USTMDOSB) and dedicates it to batch.

  b.  USDA54 - Online Distribution Stacker Unloader.  This program retrieves all the transactions contained on the Online Distribution Stacker and routes them to the appropriate working data set for processing.

  c.  USDH67 - Violation Selective Inquiry/Update Process.  This program retrieves from the Distribution INTERCOMM/Batch Stacker (USDMDIBS) all variable inquiry/update requests that were entered via INTERCOMM Program USTD54.  The Violation Control Suspense File is accessed to gather information to satisfy the interrogation request.

  d.  USDA62 - SAMMS Item History File Selective Inquiry.  This program retrieves from the Distribution INTERCOMM/Batch Stacker (USDMDIBS) all variable inquiry requests that were entered via INTERCOMM Program USTD66.  The SAMMS Item History File is accessed to gather information to satisfy the interrogation requests.

  USDA53 will:

  a.  Access a control record on the Real-Time Requisition Control File, USTMRTRC, to determine which stacker is currently active.

  b.  Create and write a UTBW15 control card to work File USDA5301 to dedicate the active stacker to batch.

    (2) A UTBW15 control card is formatted and written to work File USDA5301 which is passed to Program USDA54 for processing.  This control card is needed to dedicate the appropriate stacker to batch processing.

FUNCTIONS:

  USDH67 will:

  a.  Access Distribution INTERCOMM/Batch Stacker (USDMDIBS) to retrieve selective inquiry/update packages entered via INTERCOMM Program USTD54.

  b.  Accesses Violation Control Suspense File to retrieve data.

  c.  For violation update requests, prepares DIC ZLR transactions to USSWDS01, for manager review update requests, prepares DIC ZLL transactions to USSWDS08.

  d.  Accumulates totals of transactions matching user entered criteria.

  e.  Prepares F-344 Report for Violation Control Suspense Ad Hoc Data.

  a.  Input Files (Reference DLAM 4745.2, Volume I, Part 2 for Record Formats):

    (1) Violation Control Suspense File, USDMVCSF.

    (2) Packages to be released for ad hoc processing are input and sorted into package date of birth, package number, sequence number within package number, and Output Routing Code sequence.

    (3) The Violation Control Suspense File is scanned to accumulate the number of transactions that match the user entered ad hoc criteria.

    (4) For update requests to violations, DIC ZLR transactions are formatted and output to USSWDS01.  For update requests to manager review transactions, DIC ZLL transactions are formatted and output to USSWDS08.

    (5) For both inquiry and update requests, the Violation Control Suspense Ad Hoc, F-344 Report is output.  For each package entered, the user may request report output in one of the three following output formats:

      (a) Full Blown Report - Displays violated transaction and most data elements contained on the Violation Control Suspense File.  ***CAUTION - This report option could process mass quantities of paper.

      (b) Control Number Report - Displays only the Violation Control Numbers that match the criteria requested in inquiry/update package.

      (c) Stats Report - Displays only totals of criteria matches.

    (6) All options will display the total number of hits against the Violation Control Suspense File that were encountered while processing the package.

      (b) Transaction Report (FIND) - Displays in a compressed format report the same data that is output on File USDA6201.  The final page of the report contains the statistics of the totals of criteria matches. Output File USDA6201 contains the 80-position originating transaction followed by additional SAMMS Item History File data.  The output file USDA6201 contains for all FIND package data processed on one day.  ***CAUTION - This report option could produce mass quantities of paper and may exceed the number of cylinders for File USDA6201 specified in the job stream.

      (c) Statistics Report (TOTL) - Displays the totals of criteria matches.

3.1  MULTIDAILY PROCESS - USDJMD05

TITLE:  Multidaily Process

TITLE ID NUMBER:  USDJMD05

PURPOSE:

  To provide a process which can be responsive to customer demands and follow-on documents using the most current data possible; to permit updating of files and tables with the latest management levels, address, substitute, due-in, backorder and asset data as required; to capture or generate data for other subsystems as actions occur, i.e., demand to Requirements, Recommended Buys to Procurement, Inventory transactions to Financial, etc.; to accept and process internal actions to accountable records both from the manager and from distribution depots; to provide all subsystems a means of output and control of invalid documents through a violation process.

FUNCTIONS:

  a.  Output and control invalid documents and accommodate reentry of corrected documents with return to the appropriate process.

  b.  Accommodate changes to existing records, files and tables.

  c.  Process all documents related to SSD/DSSP activity, denials and cancellations, receipts and dues-in, adjustment, capitalization, decapitalization, manager directed actions, requisitions, material release confirmations, customer followups, online inquiries, etc.

  d.  Provide for interrogation of online files and create answers thereto.

  e.  Create and record inventory transactions for all changes to the accountable record.

COMPONENT PROGRAMS AND OPERATIONS:

  a.  USDA01 - Violation Reentry.  This program receives corrected (returned) violation documents, overlays the error fields and returns the corrected documents to the appropriate working data set.

  b.  USDA20 - Violation File Cross-Reference Rebuild.  This program accesses the Violation Control Suspense Cross-Reference File and the Violation Control History Cross-Reference File and deletes all cross-reference records.  The cross-reference files are then completely rebuilt from scratch based on current violation data contained in the Violation Control Suspense and History Files.

  c.  USDA05 - SCAF Update.  This program will add, delete or change items on the SCAF master file based on type transaction received.

  d.  USDA02 - Distribution Policy File Update.  This program receives update transactions and makes directed changes to the Source Preference, ORC, Project Code Reference, FSC, and DSC Control, Scheduled Inventory Policy, Global UMMIPS Control, Service/Agency-owned Assets, FEDSTRIP FSC Support, Routing Identifier Code to Reutilization and Marketing Office Activity Address Cross-Reference, POE-FSC-Depot Cross-Reference, FMS ROPL Suspension/Bypass, Performance Report Schedule, Due-in Purge, CAC to RIC Cross-Reference, Controlled Substances, Selective Edit Control, Definitive Unit of Issue Conversion and VRC/E-Appendix Cross-Reference Tables, and to the Report Master File.

  e.  USDA03 - USDMNIRF Manager Data Update.  This program receives update transactions for the management data in the NIRF and makes appropriate changes.  It also accommodates changes to the Substitute Section of the NIRF.  As required DIC CK6 Freeze Cards are output to the SSD/DSSPs; accepts CBC cards from the MOWASP Data Bank to update the NIRF; produces the F-295 Report; produces DIC LAD/LDD transactions for DLIS.

  f.  USDA06 - Shutdown Inventory/Freeze Process.  This program receives balance freeze actions generated in USDA03 and updates the NIRF with appropriate Freeze Code.  As required, DIC CK6 freeze notifications are output to the SSD/DSSPs.

  g.  USDA08 - SSD/DSSP Interface Phase I.  This program receives and performs common validation on all SSD/DSSP documents.  Administrative reversals, cancellation, denials and undershipments are processed to completion while issues, overshipments and demand documents are for-warded to Phase II for further processing after receipts and adjustments are posted.

  h.  USDA10 - Cancellation and Denial Activity.  This program receives and determines processing required for warehouse denials and customer cancellations.  Update of appropriate files, reinstatement of demand for denials, determination of ability to cancel demands, recording of inventory transactions are accomplished.

  i.  USDA21 - Duplicate Receipt Process and Receipt/Due-In Sort.  This program has two main functions.  It checks for duplicate materiel receipts against the Receipt History File.  Duplicate transactions are either violated or dropped from processing.  It also sorts the input from USSWDS06 and produces File USDA2101 as input to the Receipt/Due-In Process, Program USDA11.

  j.  USDA11 - Materiel Receipt and Due-In Process.  This program processes receipt and due-in transactions by editing input to ensure fields are valid and validating the transactions against the applicable Inventory Control Point (ICP) master files depending on the type of transaction.  Valid transactions update the applicable master files, and generate notifications to other SAMMS subsystems, storage activities, other ICPs, and other services/agencies, as required.

  k.  USDA25 - Capitalization Process.  This program processes Capitalization transactions to the Gaining Inventory Manager's (GIM) files.  The transactions are edited to ensure fields are valid and are validated against applicable master files.  Valid transactions update the GIMs on-hand quantity and generate notifications to the Financial Subsystem.  In addition, passed backorder notifications are processed to the LR Gain File.

  l.  USDA12 - Inventory Adjustment and Decapitalization Process.  This program processes inventory adjustments (both single and dual) and decapitalization transactions.  The transactions are field edited and validated against applicable master files.  Valid transactions update required master files depending on the type of transaction, generate notifications to other SAMMS processes, and generate notifications to the Gaining Inventory File.

  m.  USDA09 - SSD/DSSP Interface Phase II.  This program further validates and processes to completion those issues, overshipments and demand documents from Phase I.

  n.  USDA07 - Requisition Exception Maintenance.  This program receives  

and validates Requisition Exception Data transactions in order to add or 

delete items on USDMREDF.  Requisition Exception Data Error Listing, 

F-255, is produced to list transactions failing the validation or failing to add to the file or purge data from the file.  If the Commodity Manager Code is invalid, the transaction is added to the file and it is listed on F-255 with a warning message. 

  o.  USDA13 - Manager Directed Actions.  This program processes customers demands which have been intercepted by the manager and directed as to the action taken or to be taken.  Also accommodated are the several internal documents such as the DIC ZD6, ZD7, ZQQ, etc., by which management directs actions.  Appropriate files are created and/or updated, inventory transactions recorded, demand and history documents recorded, catalog interrogations for part numbered requisitions created, etc.

  p.  USDA14 - Backorder Release Record Generation and Requisition Activity Sort.  This program sorts IIA Signals (USSWDS17) by NSN and type.  Using the sorted IIA Signals (USDA1402) and the Substitute Control Section of the NIRF, this program selects backorders other than Type 2 from the Backorder File (USDMBORF) for the priorities indicated by the type signal and places a puller record in the sort of requisition activity.  This program develops a sort key for all documents in the Requisition Activity (USSWDS09) and sorts both Backorder Puller Records and requisition activity, producing the input to Requisition Edit Program (USDA1401).

  q.  USDA15 - Requisition Edit and Backorder Release.  This program receives all nondirected customer demands and backorder documents for processing through the mechanical validation and edit routines; updates all applicable records and files, violates or rejects invalid documents, and records inventory transactions, history and demand.

  r.  USDA27 - Redistribution Orders.  This program receives all redistribution orders and processes the documents through validation and edit routines; updates all applicable records and files, violates or rejects invalid documents, and records history.
