SECTION 1  SUBSYSTEM NARRATIVE 

1.1  FINANCIAL SUBSYSTEM - USF00000 

TITLE:  Financial Subsystem 

TITLE ID NUMBER:  USF00000 

PURPOSE:

  a.  The Financial Subsystem is one of the six operational subsystems of SAMMS.  The programs and applications of the Financial Subsystem are independent but are interlocked by routines that perpetuate data among the various subsystems.  The Comptroller has primary responsibility for the financial requirements that involve the control of funds, inventory accounting, billing and collections and maintaining general ledgers for control of detail actions.

  b.  The input of the Financial Subsystem is received from two main sources.  Externally via the Entry System from Accounting and Finance and internally from the other subsystems of SAMMS.  Catalog actions are not received directly by Financial, but are processed internally within SAMMS against files that are used by Financial prior to processing of programs.  Such files are the NIR, DoDAAD, Due-In, Active Contract, Policy Tables, etc.

  c.  The interrelationship between Financial and other subsystems is quite involved in that it processes a variety of transactions as input and generates internally other data which is passed to programs within the Financial Subsystem and external to the other subsystems of SAMMS.  For example:

    (1) Distribution Subsystem passes transactions relating to Materiel Release Confirmations, Adjustments, Due-Ins, Issues, Receipts and Back-orders.  Financial internally passes Validation Data, Sales Returns Due-Ins, Confirmations of Direct Delivery, Requisition History Data, Selected Asset Data and Billing Data.

    (2) The Procurement Subsystem provides Financial with fund data involving Commitments and Obligations for the Procurement of Materiel, Due-In Data, Notice of Shipments for Direct Deliveries.  The Financial Subsystem internally provides the Procurement Subsystem the financial plan and funding limitations data needed to run the Procurement Daily Cycle.

    (3) Requirements Subsystem provides Financial with data involving customer returns for recording the credit, due-ins, and data for the NIR Closing Balance File.  Financial provides the Requirements Subsystem the details for billing credit and charges, supplies obligation data for the Standard Pricing Application and provides Price Reduction Control data.

  d.  The functions and purpose of this system is not limited to the processing of only financial needs.  Such files as the Transaction History File, which contains Distribution detail data and Financial transactions, are controlled within the Financial Subsystem statistical data.  Inventory adjustment reports are supported for the Distribution Subsystem within the Financial processing.

  e.  The Financial Subsystem is designed to support the needs of the SAMMS requirements not only in regard to Comptroller requirements, but the needs of SAMMS.  The system utilizes the Violation Control System of Distribution.  It uses master files that are primarily controlled by the other subsystems thereby eliminating the duplication of files.  It has eliminated voluminous detail listings by providing the capability of interrogating files for selected data as required.

FUNCTIONS:

  a.  Provides, on a daily basis, validation controls, updates fund programs, supports the request for billing adjustments, accumulates data for inventory processing, provides audit trail for funds history, updates general ledger accounts, provides controls for interrogations and prints selected types of transactions, and prepares daily reports.

  b.  Mechanically processes billing data to automatically provide files, records, and output to implement the standard procedures for billing and collections for sales and transfers of DLA Stock Fund Materiel within and outside DoD.

  c.  Reconciles financial inventory records and balances with detail inventory records maintained in the National Inventory Record File.

  d.  Computes accounts payable balances and inventory in transit from procurement balances.

  e.  Updates the Government Furnished Materiel (GFM) File with issue, receipt, and adjustment transactions.

  f.  Prepares a series of reports using inventory transactions and master files.

  g.  Maintains the Defense Stock Fund General and Subsidiary Ledgers and supporting records.

  h.  Provides the Procurement Subsystem with status of allotments, budget and financial data.

  i.  Provides the Defense Stock Fund financial statements and reports.

  j.  Provides fiscal yearend opening/closing of all income and expense accounts that are closed out to the operating results.

  k.  Maintains History Files for inventory and funds interrogations.

COMPONENT APPLICATIONS AND INTERRELATIONSHIPS:

  a.  USFA0000 - Daily Processes.  This application provides the billing fund code update, validation of input, funds update, noninterfund billing collections, claims processing, billing adjustment update, inventory update, funds history update, inquiries and daily reports.  Input is through the Entry System and internally from other subsystems.

  b.  USFB0000 - Billing and Collection.  This application provides a mechanized method to correct unaddressable billing records, prepares a file of Eligible Stock Fund Sales Items, prepares interfund and noninterfund bills, prepares adjustments to general ledgers and responds to inquiries.

  c.  USFC0000 - Financial Inventory Reporting.  This application provides for the maintenance of the opening/closing balance file to reconcile financial inventory records.  This application uses the Allotment and Active Contract File to compute account payable balances and inventory in transit from Procurement, updates the GFM File with GFM issues, receipts and adjustments, prepares a series of reports using inventory transactions and master files.

  d.  USFD0000 - General Ledger and Interrogations.  This application provides the financial statements and reports, prepares expenditure reports, prepares funds history data, controls the Month/Date Interrogations and performs the yearend opening/closing of accounts.

1.2  FINANCIAL SUBSYSTEM CHART NARRATIVE

  a.  All Application Charts and Input-Output Charts below the subsystem chart level are deleted by this change.

  b.  These charts are replaced by an Automated Documentation Process to be executed locally by the Office of Data Systems at the Defense Supply Centers, and may include Non-UADPS as well as UADPS charts.

  c.  The automated process is described in detail in this manual in part 3, chapter 1, section 8.  Charts may be produced, upon request, by the Office of Data Systems at each center on either hard copy listings or microfiche.

  d.  Two tapes, SPX.USBC3501 (Charts), and SPX.USBC3701 (Chart Index), containing all SAMMS Jobs and Program Input-Output Charts, are furnished for establishing the initial file.  This tape may be listed utilizing the CPO facility.  Subsequent to the June 1975 SAMMS Quarterly Release, each SAMMS System User will create replacement charts using the cross-reference and charting systems depicted in part 3, chapter 1 of this manual.
