1.1  APPLICATION A - DAILY PROCESSING - USFA0000

TITLE:  Application A - Daily Processing

TITLE ID NUMBER:  USFA0000

PURPOSE:

  This application is designed to operate on a daily basis and accomplishes eight major tasks:

    Available Funds for Contracting Subsystem

    Fund Code Table Maintenance

    Validation of Input (from Entry)

    Funds Update

    Billing Adjustments from Customers

    Inventory Accountability

    Funds History

    Generation of Daily Reports

FUNCTIONS:

  a.  All four applications are based on the concept that Catalog actions generated and passed within SAMMS are provided before any action takes place within the processing of Financial Applications.

  b.  Application A - Daily processing is designed to operate on a scheduled daily basis and involves nine major programs.  It accomplishes ten basic functions:

    (1) Provides the Contracting Subsystem with funding information and updates the General Ledger Accounts:

        900 - Allotment Authority

        910 - Unprogrammed Allotment

        920 - Uncommitted Program

        Validates Transactions and Sorts

        Prepares and writes Daily Transaction Records 

    (2) Performs maintenance of the Billing Fund Code Table File by updating with addition, correction and deletion transactions.  During update, a revised list of the Billing Fund Code Table is prepared.

    (3) Validates and sorts all manual input from the Accounting and Finance Office which is input to the Financial Subsystem through the Entry System of SAMMS.

    (4) Provides a Funds Update program which:

      (a) Updates the Allotment File with Nonprocurement of Materiel commitments, obligations and expenditures.

      (b) Writes actions taken on generated Financial and Daily Transaction Files.

      (c) Accumulates General Ledger actions.

      (d) Updates Active Contract and Due-In Files with expenditures, generates Intransit and Payable, Issue, Receipts Records.

      (e) Writes unmatched transactions on Violation Suspense.

      (f) Generates confirmations of Direct Deliveries.

    (5) Provides Billing Adjustment Updates and mechanically controls adjustments to the billing and collection procedure.

    (6) Provides a sort for all Inventory Transactions.

    (7) Provides an Inventory Transaction Update which:

      (a) Assigns the General Ledger Accounts Codes to applicable transactions.

      (b) Accumulates Dollar Values for 100-500 General Ledger Accounts.

      (c) Accumulates totals for Sales Activities.

      (d) Updates the GLAF and Sales Activity Files.

    (8) Prepares an updated Funds History File by merging Daily Trans-actions and generates appropriate output products.

    (9) Prepares daily reports on the status of funds, Month-to-Date Sales Activity by customer and FSC.

   (10) Provides the Accounting and Finance Office the General Ledger Trial Balance as required.  This inquiry must be scheduled and is not to be confused with the normal interrogation by record input.

COMPONENT PROGRAMS AND OPERATIONS:

  a.  USFA02 - Billing Fund Code Table Update.  Edits and sorts Table Maintenance Transactions, updates Fund Code Master and prints current Fund Code to Appropriation Conversion Tables.

  b.  USFA03 - Suspension of FMS.  Validates input transactions (USSWDS87) and sorts them.  Sorts Billing FMS Master File (USFMBFMS).  F-5-19 Report lists all new entries to master file and designates whether the transaction has been added (new), removed (delete) or changed (change).

  c.  USFA05 - Validation and Sort.  Validates Comptrollers Input, then routes transactions by DIC to the appropriate Data Sets.  Inputs from other subsystems are merged with the aforementioned transactions.  Violations are written on the violations data set.

  d.  USFA06 – Financial On-line Input Unload.  Routes transactions (by DIC) that were submitted by on-line input to the appropriate Data Sets for batch processing.

  e.  USFA10 - Noninterfund Accounts Receivable Daily Processing.  Sorts transaction collections, claims, write-offs, interrogations and validates them.  Updates USFMNRCF with sorted transactions.  Writes invalid transactions to USSWDS13.  Passes valid transactions to USFA85 for reporting.  Passes DIC YXA transactions to USFA40 (DIC YXA) for posting to funds history.

  f.  USFA12 - Funding of Procurement Additive CLINs.  Program reads SAMMSTEL File USTB1202 and validates transactions against the Financial Funds Records (USSWDS66) and Additive Cost File (USPMADDC) for funding of DIC YVA FCC J and L.

  g.  USFA16 - Funds Update.  Updates and maintains the following files:

    General Ledger (900-950 Accounts)

    The Due-In File

Generates Daily Journal, Receipt and Issue, Confirmation of Direct Delivery, and General Ledger Transactions (100-500 Accounts).

Prepares prepositioned reply records and electronic transmission records for Accounting and Finance Office for Replies and Responses to customers.

Accumulates Totals for Sales Activity.  Updates the Opening/ Closing Balance File, GLAG and Sales Activity Files.  Creates the Month-to-Date History File.  Selects and formats Stock Fund Sales.  Selects Assets for Physical Inventory if applicable.  Selects error Inventory transactions, if applicable.

  k.  USFA31 - Update Unbilled Sales File.  Create random access key for billing records and add them to the Unbilled Sales File.

  l.  USFA33 – Validate SABILL Input.  Validates billing records that were created by systems other than SAMMS.

  m.  USFA35 - Month/Date Transaction History Merge.  Merges versions of the Month/Date Transaction History File USFTMDTR.

  n.  USFA40 - Funds History Update.  Sorts Daily Transactions; updates Funds History File; prepares Financial Data for Requirements, Pre-Expenditure Records, and reports for Distribution Subsystem; and prepares following Financial Reports:

Generates output files Financial Transaction Errors, USFA5502, and (Corrected) Financial Transactions, USFA0502.  Lists all records processed and summarizes dollar value of Uncorrected Transactions.

  v.  USFA80 - Billing Adjustment Reporting.  Reports detailed processing of adjustments to customer billings and inventory intransit from customers account.  Reports on processing in USFA20.

  w.  USFA85 -  Noninterfund Accounts Receivable Reporting.  Reports on processing in USFA10.

  x.  USFA87 – Process Subsistence On-line Input.  Routes transactions (by DIC) that were submitted on-line by the Subsistence system to the appropriate Data Sets for batch processing in the Standard Automated Billing System (SABILL).

  The program is a modified sort with an output procedure.  There are four sections in the program.

    (1) The first section builds an internal table for each FCC con-tained on the compiled FCC table.  The table is updated with the value contained on the GLAF for each Type 2 record.  If no Type 2 record is contained on the input files a zero dollar value record will be built.  An internal record is also built for the Type 1 record contained on the input file.  No provision is contained in the program to delete Type 2 records from the input GLAF.

    (2) The second section contains the sort and the routines to vali-date the input transactions.  It also updates the internal Type 1 record and the Type 2 table with these transactions.

    (3) The third section prepares the funding transactions from the Type 2 table records.  A funding record is created for each Procurement of Materiel FCC contained on the table.  The cutoff is determined from a compiled constant.

    (4) The fourth and last section handles the GLAF update and closing routines.  The output GLAF is created in type record sequence.  A new Type 1 record is created from the internally held Type 1 record.  The Type 2 table records are then used to build the output Type 2 GLAF records.  The Type 3 and Type 4 records are then moved from the input to output GLAF to complete the program processing.

The program is not presently coded to handle multiple Commodities.

    (4) The bulk of this program deals with procurement of materiel expenditures.  First, they must match a record on the Active Contract File (ACF).  Then a variance is computed, if applicable.  The quantity on the transaction is added to the expended quantity and checked against the variance.  If the total falls within the variance, an FIC Q is assigned.  If it is less than the minimum, an N is assigned.  If it is over the maximum, the transaction is rejected and written out to USSWDS13 and the Violation Control process.  FICs N and Q are always assigned for regular expenditures (not so for Additive costs) while J and 7 are accepted as is.

    (5) Next a check is made against the dollar value on the incoming transaction.  The quantity is multiplied times the Contract Unit Price (+ $1.00 added for rounding allowances); if the amount on the transac-tion is greater than this computed figure, it is rejected to USSWDS13 as above.  If the FIC in the ACF is a Q, then the Obligation Adjustment Field will also have to be changed.  The Expenditure Quantity and Dollar Amount in the ACF are updated; the Receipt Quantity may be also.  The ledger (USFMGLAF) is also posted at the same time.  The transaction is written out to USFA0101 with a copy to USFA0502 (except for any Obliga-tion Adjustments).  If it is a Direct Delivery, then a D4/D6 and a D7 is generated for the USFA0502 File as well as a ZCM (confirmation) transac-tion for USSWDS10 and, in the case of C&T only, a ZCM for USSWDS30 in GFM transactions.

    (6) YWCs are divided into two types.  Deduction-Refund Code (5) must match a record on the ACF.
