SECTION 1  APPLICATION NARRATIVE

1.1  BILLING AND COLLECTION - USFB0000

TITLE:  Billing and Collection 

ID NUMBER:  USFB0000

PURPOSE:

  To automatically provide the files, records, and output necessary to implement the standard procedures for billing and effecting collections for sales and transfers of HQ DLA Stock Fund materiel within and outside the DoD.

FUNCTIONS:

  a.  The Billing and Collection, Application B, prepares a sequential file of transactions comprising new items received since the previous billing cycle and suspense items from the previous cycle.

  b.  Prepares a file of Eligible Stock Fund Sales Items for billing to the customer and a suspense file of all other items.  Grants authorized price discounts and prepares appropriate adjustments to the General Ledger.  

  c.  Prepares detailed bills for mailing with supporting detail records and gum labels.  Prepares bills for electronic transmission and prepares the Statement of Interfund Transactions Report (DD Form 1400m).

  d.  Prepares Summary Billing Report and supporting summary records.

  e.  Prepares Billed History Reports (Duplicate Bills) as requested by customers.

  f.  Prepares Unconfirmed Shipments Report and Unmatched Confirmations Report.

COMPONENT PROGRAMS AND OPERATIONS

  a.  USFB05 - Sort Billing Transactions.  Prepares a sequential file of Stock Fund Sales transactions comprising new items received since the previous billing cycle and suspense items from the previous billing cycle.  Assigns Appropriation Charged to interfund transactions based on the Service Code, Signal Code and Fund Code.

  b.  USFB20 - Billing Eligibility.  Prepares a file of eligible stock fund sales records for billing and a suspense file of the ineligible records. 

  c.  USFB22 – Print Unconfirmed MAP Shipments Report.  Produce Unconfirmed Shipments Report for all unconfirmed shipments aged greater than 30 days.  Produce Unmatched Confirmations Report for all unmatched confirmations aged less than 60 days.

  d.  USFB24 - Billing Price Adjustments.  Applies price adjustments to selected billing records and prepares reports of price adjustments taken.

  e.  USFB25 - Billing Preparation.  Assigns bill numbers and prepares Detail Billing Records, Summary Billing Records, Billing Records for electronic transmission, Accounting Adjustment Records, Billing History File, and the Billing Unaddressable Status Report.

  f.  USFB26 - Print Summary Billing Reports, Create NRCF.  Sorts the Summary Billing File into appropriation charged and bill number sequence.  Prepares the Interfund Summary Report and Noninterfund Summary Report.  Updates the Noninterfund Receivables Control File.

  g.  USFB30 - Produce Duplicate Bills and/or Billing Interrogations.  Prepares Billed History Reports (Duplicate Bills) upon request from customers.

  h.  USFB33 - Print Detail Billing Report and Mailable Bills.  Prepares printed bills in letter-document format compatible to SF 1080 format, prints list of supporting detail records for each bill.

  i.  USFB34 - Create AAFES Tape.  Creates a tape file for Army, Air Force Exchange System records billed to DoDAAC HXYAAA.

  j.  USFB39 – ADD/Delete to Online Billing History File.  The most current month’s USFTBHIS tape data is merged onto VSAM File USFMVBHS, which will contain the most recent 24 months’ worth of FMS and MAP Grant Aid billing history records, in addition to all other billing history records for the most recent twelve months.

  k.  USFB40 - Merge Billing History Tape Files.  Creates a combined Billing History Tape File from multiple tape files created in any one month.

  l.  USFB45 - Accelerated Reporting of Interfund Transactions.  Creates Statement of Interfund Transactions (DD Form 1400m).  Creates a file in USSWDS98 for the purpose of accelerated reporting of interfund transactions via electronic transmittal.

  m.  USFB50 - Sort Suspended Billing Transactions.  Sorts suspended transactions in Document Number, DIC sequence.  Creates an output file with a random access key assigned.

  n.  USFB53 – Print Monthly Billing Sales Report.  Prints a report (for Subsistence commodities only), summarized by GLAC, of the records billed and suspended during the monthly billing process.

  o.  USFB55 - Price Adjustment History Migration.  Changes active price adjustment records to history status when the sales end date has expired.  Removes history records after two years.

  p.  USFB58 - Batch Price Adjustments.  Update the Billing Price Reassignment Control File with price adjustment records that were created outside of the Billing System.

  q.  USFB60 – Print Active Price Adjustments Report.  Prints a report of all active price adjustment records contained on the Billing Price Reassignment Control File.

    (2) Billing records that match on pos. 1-32, Storage Location, NSN, UI and GLAC are processed as follows (Note: Materiel Return records, Set Assembly Standard System (SASS, Formerly DEPMEDS) records, or records with net indicator = N bypass this logic):

      (a) If DICs match, but have different signs (i.e., DICs FA1 and FA2) they are processed as follows:

        1.  If unit prices are different, a price adjustment transaction (DIC YWZ) is created and written to USFA0502.

        2.  If quantities are equal and dollar values are equal, the records cancel themselves; otherwise, the records are netted.

      (b) If the DICs match (i.e., DICs FA1 and FA1) and the unit prices are equal, the records are summarized.

    (3) The Manual Release Code is checked for D or R.

      (a) If it is D (Delete), the record is deleted and a DIC YWZ is created to correct the General Ledger File.

      (b) If it is R (Release), the eligibility checks are bypassed and the record is coded as eligible.

    (4) Billing records are released for billing or suspended as follows:

      (a) If Free Issue (DIC FE3/FE4), the record is released for billing.

      (b) All Grant Aid Section 506 (Except free issue) must have authorization to be released.  Authorization must be given for each service (Service Code B, D, K, P, T).  If authorization has not been granted, the record is suspended (Eligibility Code = G).

      (c) If credit (DIC pos. 3 = 2) and authorization has been given to suspend credit billing records, the record is suspended (Eligibility Code = C), otherwise the record is released for billing.

      (d) If the record was created from a billing adjustment (Type Bill Code = WS, WT, WU, or WV), the record is released for billing.

      (e) Issue from stock - debit (DIC FA1) records, other than FMS or MAP Grant Aid must pass the drop date test.  The record must be older than a number of days (range 1 through 10) determined by the processing center.  If not, it is suspended (Eligibility Code = D).

      (f) If the record is FMS (Bill Category Code = FM or FV) or MAP Grant Aid (Bill Category Code = GA or GV) it is processed as follows:

        1.  If a credit record has a dollar value greater than the accumulated dollar value of corresponding debit and credit records on the Online Billing History file, the credit record is suspended (Eligibility Code = X). 

        2.  If other than issue from stock-debit (DIC not equal FA1) it is released for billing.

        3.  Issue from stock-debit (DIC FA1) that are for FMS customers are compared to the Billing FMS Control Master (USFMBFMS).  If they match they are suspended (Eligibility Code = S).

        4.  All unconfirmed DIC FA1 and unmatched DIC AR0 are suspended (Eligibility Code = K).  If the unconfirmed DIC FA1 is greater than 30 days old it is written to file USFB2005.  If the unmatched DIC AR0 is less than 60 days old it is written to file USFB2007.  Program USFB22 will print the records on the F-5-02 report.

      (g) After all input records have been processed the F-5-22 Report is produced.

      (b) Print the record on the F-5-09 Report.

    (3) Assign bill number and bill date to the detail billing record.

    (4) For Foreign Military Sales (FMS) detail billing records:

      (a) Accumulate totals to pass to Program USFB26 to print on the F-5-07 and F-5-17 Reports.

      (b) Compute FMS billing data.

    (5) Accumulate dollar value of all detail billing records until a change in sequence occurs.

    (7) Detail billing records and/or created records are written to the following output files:

      (a) Billing History File (USFTBHIS).  This file contains all billing detail records and created records.  A new USFTBHIS is created each month.  Each USFTBHIS is held for two years.  The USFTBHIS is used by the Financial System to create duplicate bills and for interrogations.  The Distribution System selects certain records to add to the Requisition History File or to match to SASS (Formerly DEPMEDS) tables.

      (b) Billing Policy File (USFMPOLB).  The Bill Number Control Record is updated on this file.  The Bill Number Control Record contains the next bill numbers to be used in the event the billing system is to be run more than once a month.  It also contains the month that the billing system was last run and the last run number.  

      (c) Suspended Unaddressable Transactions File (USFB2502).  This file contains billing detail records whose Billed DoDAAC did not match the SCAF and had an Unaddressable Code of other than R.  This file and the suspense file from Program USFB24 are used to rebuild the VSAM File USFMBUNB.  

      (d) EMall/Credit Card Billing File (USFB2503).  This file contains billing detail records whose Billed DoDAAC was for an Electronic Mall (EMall) or credit card customer.  This file is sent to DFAS-IN to reconcile with International Merchant Purchase Authorization Card (IMPAC) collections from DFAS disbursing.

      (e) Summary Billing File (USFB2510).  This file contains all interfund and noninterfund summary billing records.  At end of job, special total records are also written to this file.  This file is input to Program USFB26 that will print the Interfund Summary Report (F-5-07) and Noninterfund Summary Report (F-5-17).  USFB26 will also use the noninterfund summary records to add records to the Noninterfund Accounts Receivable Control File (USFMNRCF).

      (f) Appropriation Summary File (USFB2512).  This file contains only interfund summary billing records.  This file is input to Program USFB45 that will create the Statement of Interfund Transactions (DD Form 1400m) and a USSWDS98 File.  Program USFB45 adds a 1061 control record and text header records to the USSWDS98 file.  The USSWDS98 file is sent to SAMMS Financial Exit that will add header and trailer records to each batch of summary records.  The file is then electronically transmitted to the Defense Finance and Accounting Service - Indianapolis (DFAS-IN).  

      (g) Billing Report Records File (USFB2514).  This file contains noninterfund detail records and created records.  For each new bill written to this file there will be four address records created from the four in-the-clear mailing data lines contained in the SCAF.  File USFB2514 is input to Program USFB33 that will print SF 1080 bills or noninterfund invoice bills and gum mailing labels.

      (h) Financial Generated Adjustment Transactions (USFA0502).  This file contains Summary Collection Adjustments (DIC YWD, YWE) created for interfund records.  This file will work its way to Program USFA30 which will update the General Ledger File (USFMGLAG) and write the adjustment records to the Financial Month to Date Transaction History File (USFTMDTR).

      (i) Requirements-In Internal (USSWDS41).  Selected Materiel returns (FD1/2, GD1/2), PC&H (FN1/2, GN1/2) and Transportation (FQ1/2, GQ1/2) detail billing records are written to this file.  This file is used by the Requirements System to update the Materiel Returns Master File and print the Customer Returns Control File Printout by Document Number (Report F-37).

      (j) Financial Exit Data (USSWDS98).  All interfund and electronic noninterfund detail billing records and created summary billing records are written to this file.  This file is sent to SAMMS Financial Exit.  The SAMMS Financial Exit system will add header and trailer records each time the bill number changes.  The SAMMS Financial exit system will transmit the file to the Defense Automatic Addressing System (DAAS).  DAAS will route records to the customer based on the Billed DoDAAC contained in the summary billing record.
