  This application is designed to accomplish four primary objectives. 

  a.  To reconcile Financial Inventory Records and balances with the Detail Inventory Records maintained in the National Inventory Record File. 

  b.  To compute accounts payable balances and inventory intransit from procurement balances. 

  c.  To update the Government Furnished Materiel (GFM) Files with GFM issue, receipt, and adjustment transactions. 

  d.  To prepare a series of reports using inventory transactions and master files. 

FUNCTIONS: 

  a.  The Opening/Closing Balance File and the General Ledger Accounts File - General, maintained by the Financial Subsystem, are reconciled with the NIR Closing Balance File.  As part of the reconciliation, transactions are prepared, if required, to adjust the inventory accounts in the General Ledger File to agree with the extended dollar of the detail records in the NIR File.  During the reconciliation, the Reconciliation Report is prepared. 

  b.  The Allotment File and the Active Contract File are used to compute accounts payable balances and inventory intransit from procurement balances.  Transactions are prepared to adjust appropriate records in the General Ledger Accounts File - General. 

  c.  The Allotment File, the Active Contract File, and the Active Purchase Request File are used to prepare the following reports. 

    The Unobligated Commitment Report 

    The Unliquidated Obligations Report 

    The Inventory Intransit from Procurement Report 

    The Accounts Payable Report

  d.  The Month-to-Date Transaction History File and the General Ledger Accounts File - General are updated with adjustment transactions prepared in this application. 

  e.  Appropriate transactions are selected from the Month-to-Date Transaction History File to be used in this application for reporting purposes. 

  f.  The Inventory GLAC Summary File is updated and used to prepare the Summary of Financial Inventory Transactions Report. 

  g.  The Government Furnished Materiel File is updated with GFM issue, receipt, and adjustment transactions.  The GFM File is used to prepare the Government Furnished Materiel Report. 

  h.  The following reports are prepared from transactions selected from the Month-to-Date Transaction History File. 

    (1) The Purchases at Standard and Gross Reimbursable Issues Reports. 

    (2) The Capitalization/Logistics Transfer Report. 

    (3) The Inventory Adjustment Report.

  k.  USFC35 - GFM and Inventory Reporting.  Prepares an updated GFM Master File by processing GFM Inventory Transactions to the file.  After the update the GFM Inventory Report, the Capitalization/Log Transfers Report, and the Inventory Adjustment Report are prepared. 

  l.  USFC43 - Create MRCD Report and Zero SAF.  Prepare the Delinquent Materiel Returns Credit Due Report (F-3-12) and zero the totals on the Sales Activity File.

  m.  USFC45 - Inventory Adjustment Reporting.  Prepares reports and statistical data from Inventory Adjustment Transaction Records.  Deter-mines the number of items to undergo a mandatory research.  Prepares Transaction Inquiries.

  n.  USFC47 - Unfilled Customer Orders Processing.  Updates on a month-end basis General Ledger Accounts 825.000 and 823.000.  Prepares a report detailing Unfilled Customer Orders dollar values.

  o.  USFC49 - Billing Adjustment/Allowance Activity Summary.  This program will prepare a summary report of monthly and fiscal year activity in the GLAC 519.200 account as reflected in Billing Adjustment/Allowance Suspense File (USFTBAAS).

  p.  USFC50 - Prepare F-110A Report.  Prepares the F-110A Report by selecting all type 1 transactions with an Inventory Category Code of U from the Transaction History File (USFTMTRH).  After the specific records are selected, they are then sorted by location - major and NSN minor.  The Transaction History File printout (F-110A Report) is created after the sort has completed.

  q.  USFC52 - Noninterfund Receivable Control Reporting at Monthend. Provides a monthly summary of noninterfund account activity.

  d.  For the HFUN transactions, select those DICs that pertain to the Obligations category.

  e.  Accumulate dollar values and line counts for all selected transactions according to current fiscal year, Special Program Code, and customer.

  f.  Update the SPGM data file with the accumulated values from the history files.

  g.  Accumulate sales data from the MTRH File, and using the surcharges found in the SPGM File, compute Sales Price Variance per Special Program Code and Sales Information Code.  Update the SPGM File with the Sales Price Variance information.

  h.  Update the General Ledger with sales price variance calculations, add YYN transactions to MTRH and USFA3001 for each set of general ledger accounts updated.

If running in fiscal yearend mode (Job USFJAA31 in October), the current fiscal year equals the calendar year in order to update the SPGM File for the fiscal year just past.

    (2) Read each record on the MTRH.  Except for Prime Vendor, Inter-national Logistics program, Backorder Referral Sales, and Procurement Offset Credits (see Special Conditions below), select those records that have a valid Special Program Code.  Determine to which category the transaction belongs according to DIC and GLAC account.  Category Codes are:  001 - Sales, 002 - Capitalizations, 003 - Decapitalizations, 004 - Returns, 006 - Purchases, 008 - Disposals.  The program selects Backorder Referral Sales - 009, and Procurement Offset Credits - 010 Transactions without regard to Special Program Code.  Create a record containing the Category Code, Special Program Code, Customer (GLAC Account), Dollar Value and a count for each selected transaction and release record to the sort procedure.  Create an identical record except with customer of AAAAAA for totals and release to the sort procedure.

    (3) Read each record on the HFUN.  Select those records that have a valid Special Program Code that would pertain to Category 005 - Obligations.  Create a record containing the Category Code, Special Program Code, Customer (AAAAAA total since there are no individual customers), Dollar Value and a count for each selected transaction and release record to the sort procedure.

    (4) Sort the created records by Category Code, Special Program Code, and Customer.

    (5) Read the sorted records and accumulate the dollar values and line counts by the key.  When the key changes, update the corresponding SPGM Type 2 records for the current fiscal year with the accumulated dollar value and line count information.

    (6) Accumulate sorted Sales category transactions by Special Program Code and Sales Information Code.

    (7) Read the Type 1 records from the USFMSPGM File to access the surcharges for the various Special Program Codes, plus the surcharges for SSC 1, 2, and 3 items.

    (8) Perform sales price variance calculations for the accumulated sales at Standard Price versus the sales at Acquisition Cost using the surcharges from above for each Special Program Code plus Sales Information Code 0, 1, 2-3.

    (9) Update the SPGM Type 3 records with the Sales Price Variance information.

   (10) Update the USFMGLAG with the results of the Sales Price Variance calculations.

   (11) Create YYN transactions for each set of USFMGLAG accounts updated and add the YYNs to the USFTMTRH and USFA3001 Files.

   (12) When program runs in October, November, or December, program will delete the Special Program Data records (Type 2) and Sales Price Variance Records (Type 3) that are more than two years old (i.e., program keeps the latest three fiscal years worth of data).

SPECIAL CONDITIONS:

  a.  Program runs monthly in job USFJME20 and during the fiscal yearend accrual process in Job USFJAA31.  When the program runs in USFJAA32, we still want to update the SPGM records for the fiscal year just past even through the job runs in October.  If counter 788 equals 2, then the program is running in USFJAA31 so the current fiscal year for the purposes of updating the SPGM records will equal the calendar year.

  b.  If running in USFJAA31, the program spaces the annual price indicator on all Type 1 records, moves the NEW surcharge components to their corresponding CURRENT components, and zeros the NEW components.  This will cause USFP10 to use the CURRENT set of surcharges in recommended price calculations.  Users enter the surcharges on the SPGM File via INTERCOMM Verb SEPG.

  c.  For the Special Programs of Prime Vendor and International Logistics Program (ILP), the records on the MTRH will not have Special Program Codes.  To determine Prime Vendor (Special Program Code V, the program selects only D7 A, B, C, D, E, or Z with PV in the fifth and sixth positions of the NSN at Medical only.  For ILP (Special Program Codes 1, 2, and 3, the program selects only D7 D and E with a service code of B, D, K, P, or T.

  d.  For Backorder Referral Sales, Category 009, and Procurement Offset Credits, Category 010, the program selects the proper MTRH transactions regardless of Special Program Code.  The program does not accumulate these records by Special Program Code, but only by totals, customer, and fiscal year.  Program moves spaces to the Special Program Code before sorting.
