1.1  APPLICATION D - GENERAL LEDGER AND INTERROGATIONS - USFD000

TITLE:  Application D - General Ledger and Interrogations

PURPOSE:

  a.  This application is designed to operate under three separate frequencies:

    (1) Daily

    (2) Monthend

    (3) As Required

  b.  There are two major divisions of tasks:

    (1) The expenditure system

    (2) Funding

      The Development Funding of Financial Statements and Reports

      Preparation of Funds History Data

      Funds History Interrogations

      Transaction History Interrogations

      Yearend Closing/Opening

FUNCTIONS:

  a.  Expenditure System

    (1) Accepts invoices in two modes, online (Voucher Examiner) or Electronic Invoicing.

    (2) Validates all invoices against the Active Contract File, the Additive Cost File, and the Active Remit-To-Address File.

    (3) Determines when and if an invoice is payable applying Cash Management, Destination Acceptance and Fast Pay concepts when applicable.

    (4) Revalidates all transactions after release from Cash Management.

    (5) Transmits payments to vendors in two modes - check-mailed or Electronic Funds Transfer (direct to vendor's bank).

  b.  The two main Master Files in the D Application are the General Ledger Accounts Inventory (GLAG) and the General Ledger Accounts Funds (GLAF).  The Trial Balance is dependent on these two files.  The function of the Monthend schedule provides the following:

    (1) The preparation of reports from the General Ledger Files (GLAG and GLAF).

    (2) The preparation of a report for use in reconciling Undistributed Disbursements (Account 150) and Undistributed Collections (Account 250) with reports.

  c.  Fiscal Year Closing/Opening

    (1) Provides a Fiscal Yearend Closing/Opening of 900 series General Ledger Accounts.  This procedure occurs immediately after processing 30 June Activity and completion of the normal Monthend Reports.

    (2) Budgetary Accounts 910 - Unprogrammed Allotment; 920 - Uncom-mitted Allotments; 930 - Unobligated Commitments; and 950 - Expen-ditures are automatically closed.

    (3) The outstanding obligations carried forward from a prior Fiscal Year for which disbursements have not been received, will be put into the 900 Allotment Authority Account and a corresponding credit in the 940 Unliquidated Obligation.

    (4) Document Identifiers YZC (Yearend 900 Accounts Close) and YZD (Beginning year 900 Accounts Open) is used for opening/closing procedures.

    (5) On examination of the daily status of Funds Report, (DLAM 7000.2, Volume I, Part 2, Appendix F-2-1) will show the dollar amount of unliquidated obligations carried over from previous fiscal year.
