    There are three sort procedures:

    (1) Sort procedure 2 reads USFTSPMF and sorts the SPMF into 13 position NSN sequence.  Compares the sorted SPMF with USDTNIMR and makes the SPMF compatible with regard to Family NIIN/PGC assignments, price, unit of issue, supply status code and missing NSNs.  Writes SPMF records whose key has changed (Family NIIN/PGC/FSC altered) to USFP0301 to be processed in Program USFP04.  Writes remaining SPMF records to USFP0304.  Creates a report record for every discrepancy found/action taken writes them to USFP0303. 

    (2) Sort procedure 3 reads the sorted SPMF records from USFP0304, sorts them back into normal 23-position sequence, and writes them to output USFTSPMF (OSFTSPMF).

    (3) Sort procedure 4 sorts the report records from USFP0303 and creates the F-6-19 Report.

2.4  STANDARD PRICING UPDATE AND REVIEW - USFP10

  To update the Standard Pricing Master File using manual inputs and system generated transactions, to conduct a price review of items required by maintenance action or by scheduled review, prepare a new master file containing selected obligation trailers, generate various reports on individual items and statistical management data, and on exception conditions.

  h.  Determine if any obligations are received for records that have already transferred to another commodity.  Write these obligations to File USFP1004 to be transferred to the correct commodity.

  d.  Processing Description:

    (1) The Standard Pricing Master File and the Sorted Input Trans-action File are read simultaneously in sequential order.  Each NSN item is completely processed, and output and report data prepared prior to proceeding to the next NSN item.

    (2) All input transactions have been previously sorted by the desired processing order within each NSN.  DIC ZRYs creating new records are processed first.  Within each DIC type, transactions are processed by the data created.

    (3) After update of the Master File, a price review is conducted if the following conditions exist for non-SSC 2 items.

      (a) A DIC YSZ transaction has updated the trailers.

      (b) A price review is scheduled for that FSC.

      (c) An item becomes POPS or is removed from POPS status.

      (d) A unit of issue or Supply Status Code change or a family member change occurred in the monthend processing program.

    (4) If a price change is recommended, the recommended price is placed in suspense to be released during the July price release process and report data is prepared.  The program also calculates a new replace-ment cost when recommending a price.  This cost will become the SAMMS Acquisition Cost.

    (5) During processing management data is accumulated and prepared for reports.  Exceptions also noted, and report data prepared.

    (6) After completion of the above processing, report data are sorted and written to SCM for printing.

    (7) For SSC 2 items, the program will not recommend standard prices, but will compute replacement costs.

SPECIAL CONDITIONS:

  a.  At C&T, Philadelphia, special PGC (Procurement Group Code) Records are maintained for sized items in the Standard Pricing Master File.  All purchase records are recorded only against this Head of Family Record.  However, the recommended price determined by the PGC Record is recorded on the member records for the individual NIINs.  For sized, nonbag SSC6 items, special processing is required to reflect the standard prices of these items.  

  b.  Program accesses File USFMBPRC to see if there is a price reduction in effect for the current NSN whenever printing a page of any of the full-page reports.  If so, the program puts a Y in the PRI field of the report.

  c.  Determine if any obligations are received for records that have already transferred to another commodity.  Write these obligations to file USFP1004 to be transferred to the correct commodity.

  d.  When computing prices, program calls USFR32 to access the USFMSPGM file to determine the proper surcharge, and USFR30 to access the USRMDMND file to retrieve demand quantity data.  

  e.  When producing any full page report, program calls USFR31 to access USDMDUIN File to print any due-in information on the obligation trailers.  Program also accesses the USDMNIRF for the issuable assets.

2.5  MONTHLY UPDATE OF ACQUISITION COST - USFP11

  Program Narrative

PROGRAM NAME:  Determine Acquisition Cost Changes

PROGRAM ID NUMBER:  USFP11

PURPOSE:

  To determine which NSNs have had a new cost price calculated during the previous month (due to purchases made for that NSN), update the Standard Pricing Master File (SPMF) acquisition cost field with the new cost price, and create DIC ZQP transactions for Distribution in order to effect the new acquisition cost throughout SAMMS.

FUNCTIONS:

  USFP11 will:

  a.  Scan the SPMF to determine which NSNs have had a new cost price calculated.

  b.  Update the SPMF acquisition cost fields for those NSNs that have had a new cost price computed.

  c.  Create DIC ZQP transactions with the new acquisition cost.

  d.  Sort the DIC ZQP transactions by NSN and write them to File USFP1101 and to File USFP1102 as a backup.

  a.  Program is run in billing Job USFJMM05.  This job normally runs anywhere from the 20th to the 25th of each month.  USFP11 must be run once prior to monthend in order for Distribution subsystem to have the acquisition cost changes by the first of the following month.  However, USFJMM05 could be run multiple times.  Program logic in USFP11 prevents the program from executing before the 20th of the month.  PCR logic requires that counter 710 be zero for the program to execute.  Once the program executes, it sets counter 710 to all nines to prevent execution a second time in case USFJMM10 runs again.  PCR will set counter 710 back to zero after Jobs USFJME20 and USFJAA15.

  b.  If the cost price indicator is U, then the program moves the cost price information to the acquisition cost information regardless of whether or not the cost price equals the acquisition cost.  The U indicates the cost price was computed as a result of a unit of issue change.  The program then sets the U to E.

  a.  Whenever this program changes the current price, it checks to see if the effective date of the in-catalog price has passed.  If it has, the program deletes the in-catalog price.  Additionally, if the deleted in-catalog prices was different than the new current price, the program generates a YSK interrogation which would eventually produce an F-6-7 Report for the item.  The message field of the YSK indicates the in-catalog price that was deleted.  This action informs the analyst of a price that was supposed to have taken effect, but never did.

  b.  When changing the unit of issue, the program calls Program USFR32 to access the USFMSPGM File to retrieve the appropriate surcharge for the item.  Program than computes a new Acquisition/Replacement cost by removing the surcharge from the indicated price.
