SECTION 1  CONTRACTING SUBSYSTEM NARRATIVE 

1.1  CONTRACTING SUBSYSTEM - USP00000

TITLE:  Contracting Subsystem 

TITLE ID NUMBER   USP00000

PURPOSE: 

  a.  To provide the Directorate of Contracting and Production with computer generated Purchase Requests, Blanket Purchase Agreements, Request For Quotations, Delivery Orders or Purchase Orders, together with adequate Technical Data to accomplish Contracting action. 

  b.  To record Contract Award Data and process Postaward actions. 

  c.  To provide for control and reporting of nonautomated Purchase Requests and Contracts. 

  d.  To furnish necessary Contracting Management Reports for internal and/or external control of operations in support of procurement. 

  e.  To mechanically control commitments and obligations needed in the procurement of material. 

  f.  To generate necessary transactions to other subsystems. 

FUNCTIONS: 

  a.  Validation of all incoming transactions. 

  b.  Updating of all Contracting Subsystem Master Files. 

  c.  Process interrogations against all Contracting Subsystem Master Files. 

  d.  Prepare Delivery Orders. 

  e.  Prepare Purchase Orders. 

  f.  Prepare BPA Calls. 

  g.  Produce Purchase Requests and Purchase Request Trailers. 

  h.  Prepare Requests for Quotation. 

  i.  Generate transactions to other subsystems. 

  j.  Update the Due-In File. 

  k.  Generate contract award abstracts to DCAS. 

  l.  Produce Daily Reports. 

  m.  Produce Weekly Reports. 

  n.  Produce Monthly Reports. 

  o.  Produce As Required Reports. 

COMPONENT APPLICATIONS AND INTERRELATIONSHIPS: 

  a.  USPA0000 - Contracting Daily.  This application validates all incoming transactions, updates all Contracting Subsystem Master Files and produces the required Daily Reports.  Transactions are passed to other subsystems such as the Commitments and Obligations to Financial and the Prepositioned Materiel Receipt Cards to Exit.  The Due-In File is also updated in order to keep it in constant agreement with the Active Contract File and the Active Purchase Request File. 

  b.  USPB0000 - Weekly Processing.  This application extracts data from the Active Contract, Active Purchase Request and Missing Data Master Files and produces the required weekly reports.

  c.  USPC0000 - Monthly Processing.  This application extracts data from the Active Contract and the Active Purchase Request Files and produces the required monthly reports.  The Contract History File is also updated, as is the Contractor Performance File and the Vendor Response File.  Also serially reads the Contract Technical Data File to produce the monthly F-63 Statistical Report and the F-10 Critical Item Report; in addition, zeros out the accumulative counters in the USPMPOLF TSTAT counters.

  d.  USPD0000 - Quarterly Processing.  This application reviews all projected Recommended Buys from the Requirements Subsystem for availability of sufficient Technical Data to procure the item.  When data are not present, a Preplanned Missing Data List is produced. 

  e.  USPE0000 - As Required Processing.  This application is made up of 24 programs.  Each is a separate process and each may be run by a DSC when required.  The first is the Contracting Master File/Due-In File Interrogation and Update Process which provides for Due-In File corrections using the Contracting Master Files as the source for corrective data.  The second is the Contract History Interrogation Process which enables each center to interrogate this two year history file in a variety of ways.  The third process is the DLVF File print which enables each Center to periodically produce a DLVF Code and 

name listing of the DSC Local Vendor File.  The fourth is the CTDF Mass Interrogation Process which produces Mass Interrogation Replies from the 

Contracting Technical Data File.  The fifth is the CAGE-Vendor Mass Interrogation process which provides a listing in vendor sequence for all vendors on the CAGE Vendor File.  The sixth is the NSN Vendor Data File Mass Interrogation Process which provides a listing in NSN sequence for all NSNs on the file.  The seventh is the NSN-CAGE Update Process which creates a new NSN- CAGE File and CAGE-FSC File using the Part Number Cross-Reference File and CAGE Vendor File as input.  The eighth is the Contract Technical Data File Mass Update Process which serially reads the CTDF and applies Packaging Data updates, CAGE updates, TCN deletes and Specification Record updates.  This eighth process also produces Mass Update transactions reject data, F-72 Report trigger records and the F-330 CTDF deleted TCN report.  The remaining programs support the transfer of NSNs from the Army, Navy, Air Force and Marine Corps to the DLA DSCs.

  f.  USPF0000 - Semiannual processing to provide a listing in table number sequence of the Supplemental Descriptive Data File. 

1.2  CONTRACTING SUBSYSTEM CHART NARRATIVE 

  a.  All Application Charts and Input-Output Charts below the Subsystem Chart level are deleted by this change. 

  b.  These charts are replaced by an Automated Documentation Process to be executed locally by the Office of Data Systems at the Defense Supply Centers, and may include Non-UAIS as well as UAIS charts. 

  c.  The automated process is described in detail in this manual in part 3, chapter 1, section 8.  Charts may be produced, upon request, by the Office of Data Systems at each center on either hard copy listings or microfiche. 

  d.  Two tapes, SPX.USBC3501 (Charts) and SPX.USBC3701 (Chart Index), containing all SAMMS Jobs and Program Input-Output Charts, are furnished for establishing the initial file.  This tape may be listed utilizing the CPO facility.
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
