  f.  USPB10 - DPACS - Refresh of CAO/PAYO name and addresses from data in the USFMADXR File and hardcoded ADMIN Codes.  CAGE Codes are extracted from Files USPTPART and USPMNVDF for Program USPB11.





  g.  USPB11 - DPACS - Refresh of the vendor addresses and contractor performance data.  Hardcoded stock location DoDAAD Codes are sent to Program USPA61 for the weekly refresh of depot stock location addresses.





  h.  USPB44 - DPACS - Refresh of all NSN-Related data.  Only those CTDF data records which have changed since the last weekly refresh are extracted for DPACS.  NSN/CAGE cross-reference from NSN/Vendor Data File is built.
